revised drilling plan The present drilling proposal, outlined in 
this report, will also include exploration for the possible extension 
of an ore body that was discovered on the adjoining Ruby Bell group of 
claims wider D1 docket 28l, Idm- 1025, in which the present appiL. 
cant is a partner The program is in an area where the chances of 
finding additional ore bodies of significant size and grade are good 
and it is recommended that the program herein outlined, be executed under

The applicant, through misinterpretation of the &pplieatien forms, listed 


aU of the preerty in the Big Buck claim group in the proposed D)E& project. 


A. supplement to the original application WgS submitted en March l9, 1957 which 


limited the property t be included to the Big Buck N.e. lOA, 11, lii and 12 


claims. 


The applicsnt' elaima are located the• southwest flank it the Lisbon 


Valley anticlin. on the upthr.w side it the Lisbon Valley fault. Significant 


ursniva deposits in the area are frnnd in the lower 30. feet it .the 14D55 Back 


member of the Chin].e formati.n. The Big Buck claims lie near the center of a 


narrow, discontinuous, mineralized belt and the ore bodies within the minerel-


ized belt range in size from small irregular bodies containing a few tens of 


ore to large tabular masses containing thousands at tons.
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The .riginal exploration proposal WaS in a singl, stage, and was based on 


up 1scti•ns of drilling sites without regard for topography. It was apparent 


during the field examination that some sites were inaccessible except at pro-


hibitive cost,	 the applicant decided to revise the drilling plan, basing it 


on a survey. In addition, , exploration on the adjoining Ruby Bell group of claims 


under Docket No. D}A 4281, Contract Idw-E1025, in which project the applicant 


is a partner, has resulted in discovery of a substantial thickness of ore-grade 


material in two boles that are within 100 feet of the app].ioant ts southwest 


property boundary. The revised plan calls far exploring the possible extension. 


of the mineralization eastward into the Big Buck No. Uk claim. 


The spp1iant tS proposal is conservative, except far on. isolated bole pro-


posed behind an outcrop on the Big Buck No. 11 claim, and the préposal far the 


Big Buck No. U claim is not being recommended. Undoubtedly testing of this and 


other areas as yet unexplored would be considered later if results justify it. 


Exploration of the large targets apparently offered appears to be justified, 


and the possibility of finding substantial tonnages of uranium ore by the pro-


posed wark is good. 


After a conference with the applicant, the revised plan was changed from 


a one to a two stage plan and some hole spacings were increased on the Big Buck 


No. 1OA claim so thtt the program would confirm t. D)ft practice. 


A project in two stages, requiring an estiniat.d 6,670 feet of non-core 


drilling and 1,250 feet of care drilling in a maximum of 25 holes tt . cost of 


$27,083.70, is recommended for approval. Government participation at 75 percent 


would be $20,312.78.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AXli) PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The property of the Standard Uranium Corporation adjoins the Mi Vida mine 


of Utex Explerati•n Company. The claims included in the proposed DMEA project 


are in secs. U, 12, 13, and 14, T. 30 S., H. 24 E., Salt Laice meridian, over-


le.king Lisben Valley, San Juan County, Utah (fig. 1). The Standard mine portal 


is 44 miles southeast at Ilsab, Utah. The route frost 1ab is a.utb 3 miles 


over Utah Highway 160, thence 10 miles east on an access read t. the property. 


EL]. but the last twe miles is hard-surfaced. The property is 173 miles frost 


Grand Junction, Colerad,, the nearest major snurce of supplies. Uranium-ore 


treatment plants are tt Niab, Utah, and at )4nticello, Utah, 32 miles south at 


the Standard zd.ne.

There is 


mineralization , in a Cutler outcrop on the Big Buck property which Was explored 


at the old Big Buck nine some distance north of the Standard mine (fig. 2). 


Possible Cutler occurrences were reported to have been the target of exploration 


in the area north ed west of the Big Buck olti*s in 1952, aS a result of which 


the first important uranium deposits in the area were found at the Ni Vida mine 


in the base]. or Mesa Back member of the Chlnle formation instead of the Cutler.

Exploration .f the claims in the prsosed D}EA exploration area t. date 


consists of 4 drill holes (fig. 3).	 Two were drilled on the Ne. 101 claim.

The applicant does not own surface drilling equipment. The Standard mine 


is fully equipped with shops, ore bins, and sther service facilities for the 


underground .peration with a capaoty of 500 tons of ore dtily. Diesel-powered 


haulage and leading units are used. Access is through a haulage adit below the 


ore hOrizon, equipped for X&il transportation. Raises connect ti the ore hen-' 


zon where operations 'e mechanized as fully a8 possible, using trackless l•d-


ing and haulage units and carriage-mounted drilling equipment. R.of-bolting is 


used extensively.


GEOLOGY 


The Big Buck claims are loc,ted on the southwest flark .1 the Lisbon Valley 


S	 anticline, one of a series at collapsed salt structures in the Paradox Salt 


Basin. A normal fault along the axis of the anticline displaces the strata aS 


much & 4,000 feet end brings the Jurassic Mmrrisoxi formation in contact with 


the Hermesa formation of Pennsylvanian age.

lying Cutler formation. Modst•ne and siltst•ne lenses, scour-and-fill features, 


carbonaceous material and rapid fades changes are more conon near the base of 


the Moss Back member than in the more massive, relatively well-sorted sandst.ne 


beds of the upper part. The contact between the Moss Back member and the under-


lying Cutler formation is an erosion surface marked by. stre,m channels; cense-


quemtly the thickness varies from 25 ta 60 feet with the thickening generally 


restricted to the base of the member. On the applicant s claims the average 


thickness of the Moss Back is ab•ut 50 feet. 


The underlying Cutler formation of Permian age attains a thickness of 


about 1,500 feet in the Lisbon VeUey area ani consists at buff, red and purple, 


fine-grained, aicaceaaa ark.sic and celcareous sandstone with lesser amounts of 


red and grayish-green mudstone interbeds.
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ORE DEPOSITS 


Significant raniu3l deposits in the Big Indian Wash area al"e found in the 


lower 30 feet of the Mus Back member although a few spotty, low-grade ore 


bodies also occur in coarsó &X'kise lenses in the upper pal't of the underlying 


Cutler formation. The major ore deposits ai'e restricted to a narrow arcu*to 


belt that appeal's t. be essential].y confined between the 6,200 and 6,700 foot 


contours drawn on tip of the Cutler formation (fig. 2). This rather áisoon-


tinuous belt is mire than 3/2 mile wide and approximately 15 miles long and 


rises up the dip to the southeast.

Ore bodies within the mineralized belt range in size from small irregular 


bodies containing a few tons of ore to large tabular masses contliRing thousands 


of tons. The principal ore minerals are uraninite and montroseite, which re-


place calcite and clay cement in the ore-bearing sandstone. Smaller amounts of 


high-grade uraninite replace carbonaceous material.. Oth4r ore minerals consist 


of vanadium clay and a new, hydrated vanadium oxide mineral which occurs in 


high-grade vanadium zones. Caiffinite, a uranium silicate, locally replaces 


carbonaceous material in small amounts. Some secondary uranium-vanadiuni minerals
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oosieting of metatyuy&'unite, ccrvusite and pascoite coat joint surfaces SLV 


scour in mere porous zones in the ore-bearing sandstone. )st of the secondary 


minerals, however, are unimportant aø ore minerals. Several su].phides are 


closely associated with the ore minerals. Pyrite is ixst common while g&..ena 


and greenochite are relatively rare. Oha].cspyrite xid aphalerite have 


been identified in minute quantities. 


The origin of the ore, and factors that controlled its emplacement, are 


not clearly understood. It is generally agreed that ore deposits were fcrzned 


when uranium.uvanadium minerals were precipitated from enriched so].utisns moving 


through permeable host rock. The source of the uranium jid the complex physical 


and chemical factors that controlled its localization, however, are not clearly 


O
understood. Primary sedimentary structures locally appear to be associated with 


ore bodies, and the position of the mineralized belt may have been influenced 


in a regional sense by the Lisboü Valley antic]ine. 


The applicant is presently mining a huge ore deposit several hundred feet 


northwest ol' the proposed drill area. The mine, known as the Big Buck mine, 


should not be confused with the old Big Buck mines about a mile to the north 


where Ore was produced from the top of the Cutler formation over a long period. 


(fig. 2). The Big Buck workings were examined in detail by the field examiners. 


The ore is largely restricted to the lower 30 feet of the Noss Back member and 


locally exteds a few feet into the top of the Cutler formation. The ore-bearing 


sandstone consists mostly of a medium-grained sandstone containing lesser amounts 


of conglomerate, siltstone and mudstone lenses. The ore body is a roughly tabu-


lar mass, rectangular in shape, with the long dimension striking about N. 35° W. 


and dipping gently to the southwest, essentially parallel to the bedding. The 


thickness of the ore ranges from a few feet to aS much aS 20 feet and averages
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-14-about 10 feet. The thickest ore is found en the northeast where it extends into 


Steen 1a !fiVid& deposit. The grade of ore is fairly uniform thronghout the deposit 


but gradually diminishes toward the northeast limit with no epparent thinning of 


the ore-bearing andstone.

Past production 


and known remaining reserves indicate that Stand,rds Big Buck ore body a in 


the 250,000 ton class with the grade averaging 0.22 percent 11308. 


OI?EESBRVES 


The applicant states that the "known" (i. e. blocked out) reserves of the 


Sttndard Mine, as .1 November 1, 1956, totaled 60,000 tons of ore containing 


O
0.20 percent U308. The reserves carried in Atomic Energy Commission records, 


aS of January 1, 1957, include the former indicated and inferred categories, 


and total 49,593 tons containing 0.24 percent 11308 and 0.60 percent V205. 


The C totals include reserves found on al]. Big Buck claims explored and 


developed to date. 1 Figures fir the different claims are combined in the records. 


The totals do net reflect ore shipments since the first part of 1957. 


There are no known ore reserves on the four Big Buck citims subordinated 


under the subject applicstion. However, 2 of 4 holes driUed on the claims pene-


trated ore-grade material. 


PROPOSED L0RATI0N

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECONNDATIONS 


It is concluded that the applicant's claims re located in. geologically 


favorable 'ea and there is fl excellent possibility of finding significant 


'uranium deposits by meis of the proposed exp].eration. The position of the Big 


Buck No. 101 claim, being adjacent to an operating zaine, through which easy 


access is possible for an ore body discovered on the claim, practically insures 


that any ore found will be mined, even if the grade of the ore does not prove to 


be &s high a that produced from the Standard, mine to date. This is mentioned 


because the grade of ore in the southeast end of the mine is not a good a$ that 


in the northwest end where most of the ore has been mined. 


The tenor of mineralization found in the Standard-Col-U-1'x project is high 


enough to indicate that the grade of any ore extending into the Big Buck No. l].A 


claim is likely to be good enough to justify ,. mining operation at a depth of 


500 feet, either through a new shaft or by extension of Standax'd mine workings. 


On rch 14, 1957, the Standard Uranium Corporation started dri111rg an cf-


set hole on the bsundry between the Big Buck No. UA ólaim and the Dorothy )y 


claim, 100 feet east of Stan-Cd hole No. 12 which is the better of two ore holes 


drilled under the Standard-Col--U-x project (Docket Nf. DA 4281). The new 


hole is not one which would normally be drilled under a DNEA project.
