The applicant states that all the claims were located originally 


by E. R. Brown of Dove Creek, Colorado, but according to the courthouse 


records at Monticello, Utah, Brown located only the Single Jack claims. 


They were recorded on April 3, 1953. The Lucky. Boy claims were located I	 by J. R. Kuykendall on January 10, 1954 and recorded on January 29, 1954, 


in Book 53, pages 12-14. This corresponds to the book and page numbers 


quoted by the applicant. Amended location3 by Kuykendall on 'the Lucky'

(DMEA 4639) recommending denial is currently being prepared on the 


Bench group or claims, 3 miles north of the Lucky Boy-Single Jack 


claims because the chances of Tinding significant deposits in this 


	


I	 area is considered poor.
ORE RESERVES 


There are no known ore reserves on or in the vicinity of the 


property.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant has proposed drilling exploration covering most of 


the Single Jack Nos. 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 claims, and small areas on 


the Single Jack No. 11 claim and the Lucky Boy No. 3 claim. This 


comprises all of the claim area below the Burro Canyon-Dakota rim.

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There are 82holes proposed in a first stage laid out in north-south 


fences, 200 to 400 feet apart with holes In the fences 200 feet apart. 


No reason is given for the variation in the spacing of fences. 


The applicant estimates that the 82 holes would require .7,670 


feet of drilling of which l2percént, 2,120 féét, or 25.8 feet per 


hole, would be cored. Average plug-drilling depth is 189.7 feet. 


The applicant's estimated cost, based on low bids for drilling ad 


bulldozing,, is $43,,459.70 Government participation at 75 percent 


would be $32,594, 8 . Copies of the bids from which the applicant 


chose the unit costs used in the estimate were not furnished. 


The proposed drilling pattern Is not based on any known mineral-


ized trends or channels crossing the property, but is planned to 


explore the entire claim area where the drilling depths are not 


excessive. The applicant assumes that possible channels will trend 


N. 60° E,, quoting the brochure (p II) "The purpose of the program 


is not to block out ore, but rather to explore the entire property 


in order to uncover all favorable localities whiéh can later be 


developed by the corporation"0 The proposal, therefore, appears to 


be prospecting to locate possible favorable ground. 


Because of the decision to be recommended, the examining team did 


not ask the applicant to furnish material confirming the bids received 


from drilling contractors, and no revision of the proposed exploration 


is suggested.

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECO!vIENDATIONS 


-. From examination of the exposures of1t Wash sandstones east and 


northeast of the subject property, ad from the resiilts of the small 


amount of drilling done by the applicant, itlsconcluded that the 


area is not geologically favorable for the occi.rrence of significant 


uranium depdsi.ts. Examination of the nearest mine workings and data 


assembled for Dockets No0 D€A/844 and 3663, whlch ,,were denied, tend 


to confirm. this appraisal0 The nearest mines are on the fringe of the 


Uravan minerals belt and ore deposits found to date have been small, 


erratic and generally unprofitable. The present application covers 


ground which is still further from the Uravan mineral belt. Discovery 


of minabieore deposits aà a result of the proposed exploration is 


believed to be unlikely and denial of the application under Docket 


No. DI€A 4606 is recoended.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits 
in an area near the Waterf group of mines. The property consists 
of 12 contiguous, unpatented. mining claims. 


The proposed work would consist of a total of 82 diamond 
drill holes, a total of 17,670 feet of drilling, at a total estimated 
cost of $143, 1i.60. The holes would be drilled on a 200-foot staggered 
grid pattern. 


Ten oles have been drilled on the claims. The applicant 
states only that all were 'mineralized.' It is presumed that none 
penetrated ore. 


The generalrea in which the claims are located has been 
considered unfavorable for the presence of orejodies of significant 
size. Geologic criteria, including sandstone and. mudstone color and 
grainsize are unfavorable. ]I4EA 33, Uranium Chief, Inc., about a 
mile to the northeast was denied on the basis of unfavorable host 
rocks and lack of production in the vicinity. It is highly probable 
that the field examination report pertaining to 1I4EA. 3663 could be 
applied with little revision to the subject application. 


In my estimation ]I4EA participation in exploration on the 
property is notyarranted. In fact, this might well be a case where 
denial without field examination could be justified. I recommend 
that the Field Team be asked for their comments on the application. 
Mr. Gordon Weir, of the Geological Survey in Grand. Junction very 
likely has specific information about the property. If not, field 
examination of the Salt Wash outcrops on the property maybe 
necessary.
