Subject: Denial of Application, Docket No. DMEA-L4628,
Ky=Tenn Exploration Company, New Arrowhead
Claims, Iron County, Utah, Lead-Zinc.

The cited application, dated January 30, 1957, was received
by this office on February 11, 1957.

The Applicant proposed to explore the property by means of
1,000 feet of drifting, 200 feet of shaft sinking and 200 feet of
raising. Although maps were alleged to accompany the application
none could be found by the Field Team, and on February L, 1957,
Mr, J. W. Townsend, DMEA Field Team, Region III, informed Mr. Sykes
(one of the partners) that no maps had been sent. After considerable
correspondence with the Applicant, the maps werefmdﬂy received on
June 10, 1957.

The property was examined by Walter Bank, Bureau of Mines,
and Fred R. Shawe, Geological Survey, on August 21, 1957.

This property has been previously worked on several occasions
and a loan of $15,000,00 was obtained from the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation in February 1943. The mine was in production from May 1943
until the fall of 1945 when the "C" bonus for zinc terminated. The
operators then reached an agreement with Combined Metals Reduction
Company, which formally took over the mine on June 30, 19L46. Some
exploratory work was done with no resultant production. In 1949 the
Bureau of Mines prepared a report of the area. In 1956 the Applicant
secured a lease on the property. No work of importance has been done
of late. The application states that the Applicant's share of the
costs would be supplied by furnishing the equipment and the partners!
own labor.

Production to date has come from a single limestone bed which

is faulted and is apparently not widely mineralized. All ore in the
producing sections has been removed and the workings are now inaccessible.

8623





The Applicant wishes to search for ardexplore an assumed
faulted extension of the bedded lead-zinc structure by drilling to
locate the favorable limestone horizon, then driving to a point be-
low the limestone bed, and then raising to test the ore. If the
location of the limestone bed were unfavorable with respect to
driving an adit, an additional shaft would be required.

The conclusions of the examining team are: "The examiners
believe that the proposed project has merit, but it is in the realm
of prospecting at the present time. Until more evidence is presented
to locate the target and to infer the size of the ore body, no worth-
while project can be designed. It is recommended that Government
assistance be denied without prejudice."

As there seems to be no real target at the present time,
and as the Applicant is composed of a group of practical miners
with very little money to contribute, we concur with the findings
of the examiners and the Field Team. The commodity members also

concur.

The applicant proposes to explore for lead-zinc ore
deposits at the site of an old mine shaft in Southeastern Utah.

The examining team do not believe the property is
favorable for the presence of significant ore; bodies. They
state that the potential ore zone, an ore-bearing limestone
bed, may not be present on the property. A lower part of the
limestone bed has been explored from old mine workings and not
more than a trace amount of lead and zinc was found. 0ld
dumps on the property showed only low grade materlal.

I agree with the recommendations of]the examiners for
denial of the application because the Field Team was unsble
to find geologic evidence indicating that a worthwhile ore dis-

covery would result from the proposed work., ?

INTRODUCTION

The Ky-Tenn Exploration Co., a parfnership of three men, c/b
Blane W. Sykes, Box 688, Cedar City, Utah, applied for Government assis-
tance in a $68,500 program under the Defense Minerals Exbloration Adnmin-

istration, docket no. 4628, to explore for 1ea&—zinc at the New Arrowhesd

claims; Iron County, Uteh. The applicant wishes to explore a potential
ore-bearing limestone-shale contact area adjacent to a fault. |

The application is dated January 30,.1957. After asking for
, and receiving additional information, the Operatiﬁg Committee, in a
letter daﬁed July 11, 1957, requested a field examination of the property.
An examiﬁation was made August 21, 1957, by Fred R. Shawe and Walter Bank,
accompanied by the applicant's represéntatives, Blane W. Sykes, Joe Thomas
Sykes, and Carl Fife. |

A géneral reconnaissance of the area was made. A geological
map fﬁrnished by the applicant (product of Combiqed Metals Reduction Co.
geéiogists) and another geological map (obtained;from U. S. Bureau of
Mines files) were compared with surfaée exposures. ﬁndergrpund workings
are inaccessible, and available ¢ross sections céuld not be chécked. No
samples were collected for assay purposes, but o#idized zinc specimens
were noted on dumps and in various crops scatteréd over the claims.

Minor amounts of galena were noted in some speciﬁens which reportedly

came from recently—dfiven undergrbund workings.

CONCIUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSM/

The New Arroﬁhead claims contain lead-zinc ore which has
selectively replacéd limestone and shale members in a poorly understood
stratigraphic sequence. Premineral and postmineral faulting, weathering
effects, and igheous intrusions and extrusions have complicated the geo-
logical picture. |

The operator wishes to search for and éxplore an assumed
~ faulted extension of a bedded lead-zinc ore structure by drilling to
locate the favorable limestone horizon, then driving to a point below
the limestone bed, and raising to test the ore. If the location of the
limestone bed is unfavorable with respect to driving an adit, an addi;

tional shaft would be required.





No consideration was'given to cost estimates because the pro;
posed program is too indefinite with respect to th% type and extent of
work.

The examiners believe that the proposedﬁproject has merit,
but is in the realm of prospecting at the present moment. Until more
evidence is presented to locate the target and to infér the size of the
ore body, no worthwhile project can be designed. It is recommended that

Government assistance be denied without prejudice.
LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND LOCAL FACILITIES

The claims lie in sec. 12, T. 31 S., R. 18 W., S.L.B. and M.,
on the eastern slope of the Indiah Peak Mountains and within the Wash-
ington Mining District, Iron County, Utah. The approximate (assumed)
altitude ranges from 7,800 to 8,500 feet.

The isolated property is about 63 miles by road northwest of
Cedar City, Utah, and about 30 miles from Lund, Ut;a.h (fig. 1). Good
graveled roads extend to within 10 miles of the operations; and the mine
access road with gentle grades is open to passenger cars, except in un-
usually wet weather. The climate is temperate, wiih an annual precipita-
tion of 10 to 15 inches. The summer is relatively dry; occasional heavy
SAowfalis hinder winter operation.

A small spring at the campsite once hanﬁled the needs of
" eight men; howeverfthé spring is oécagi@nglly{@ry; - The flooded Bim shaft

workingqvcould_be_tappéq_for additional water. Operator plans to bring

a pover plant into camp; and a gasoline-powered co@pressor, 105=c.f.m.
capacity, is available. Timber, mining supplies, and labor are obtain-
able at Cedar City or Salt Lake City. A Union Pacific Railroad siding
18 located at Iund, and truck rates from operations to Lund are estimated

at $2.00 a ton.
HISTORY, PRODUCTION, PROPERTY, AND OWNERSHIP

The New Arrowhead property reportedly was discovered by a
stagecoach driver or freighter who traveled the route between the rail-
head at Milford, Utah, and the mining camp at Delamar, Nevada. Early
production figures and ownership records are not a&ailable, but old
stopeé and dumps-of small size indicate that prodqction did occur prior
to 1916. In 1920 an organization known as the Uncle Bim Mining Co. sank
a shaft less than 200 feet from the Fife shaft, drifted about 900 feet,
but shipped no ore. This property now is included in the New Arrovhead
property.

In 1938 the claims of the present groug were relocated by the
Fife brothers several years after the original loéations were abandoned.
The claims were worked actively during 1942, and an application was
made to the Reconstruction Finance Corp. for a deﬁelopment loan. A
$15,000 loan was granted in February 1943, and the mine was in production
from May 1943 to the fall of 1945 when the "C" boﬁus for zinc terminated.
Operators then reached an agreement with Combined Metals Reduction Co.,

which formally took over the mine on June 30, 1946. Some exploratory





work was done with no resultant production. The pfoject was shut down
Mey 15, 1947. In 1949 Messrs. William E. Young and Floyd D. Everett of
the U. S. Bureau of Mines prepared a report with a;topographic and'geo—
logic map of the area. In 1956 the Ky-Tenn Explorétion Company secured
a lease on the property and continued sinking on one of Combined Metal

Reduction Company's exploratory pits.

Production
No records are available on shipments that were made from the
property prior to 1916. Dﬁrihg 1916 to 1918 shipments were made from

the Calumet and Fife stopes on the 35= and‘68=foot‘levels as follows:

This ore contained considerable zinc far which no return was
received. Smelter penalties on excessive zinc led to & shutdown of oper-
ations. : ;

Ore was shipped to the International Smelting Company plant
at Tooele, Utah.: Shipmenfs consisted dominantly of oxidized ore, but
su;phides were present aléoo Ore was selectively mined or sorted to
yield high lead or zinc values as desired.

Property and Ownership

New Arrovwhead claims Nos. 1-6 inclusive are recorded in the
office of the County Recorder, Parcwgn, Utah, in Book L, pages 1-3, dated
October 8, 1939. These claims were relocated and re-recorded under the
claim names of New Arrowhead and New Arrowhead Nos.. 1=5 inclusive in
Book M, pages 285-287 dated June 6, 1951. The earlier names are entered
on figure 2. No depth limitations are established for the project area.

Ground to the northwest is open and will be located by the
applicants if'necessaryo Assessment work was not kept up on ail the
claims to the southwest (New Arrowhead Nos. T7-10 inclusive) and to the
east (Dolomite Nos. 1 and 2), and some of these claims may not be avail-
able to the applicants. These abandoned claims are not pertinent to the
proposed project.

Claims are owned by Carl Fife, Ofto Fife, W. R. Fife, and
Wesley McEown, all of Cedar City, Utah.

A 3-man partnership, consisting of Blane W. Sykes, Box 688,
Cedar City, Utah, Wesley McEown, and Carl Fife, has acquired a suitable

lease from the owners. The applicants furnished a single copy of the
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lease with the original MF-103 form, which is not available in this
office. Consents to Lien and subordination agreeﬁents will be brocured
by the applicants and submitted to the DMEA upon request.

| Mr. Blane W. Sykes is a prospector with 3 years experience
and has the fihancial backing of friends in Kentucky and elsewhere.
Carl Fife, a competent practica; miner with 30 years of experience, at
present is operating a hauling and contracting buéiness. Wesley MéEown,
who has 30 years of‘exPerience in various phases of mining, is a compe-
‘tent carpenter who could easily handle or direct the rehabilitation work
necessary in camp or_in the underground workings. Applicants propose to

furnish their share of the costs mainly in labor and equipment.
DEVELOPMENT

The Fife shaft, a vertical shaft TO feet deeﬁ, is the main
working entry to the mine. This represents an old working shaft which
waS-rehabilitated by the Fife brothers. From this shaft two levels were
driven, the 35=foot level from which stopes extend up-dip in a southeast-
erly direction, and the T0-foot level -which extends dowpedip northwesterly.
Stopes have been carried between the fwo levels. ;From the north end of
the TO=-foot level aﬁ inclined winze wvas driveﬁ wh%ch follows the ore down
the dip of the "A" limestone. From this winze, 3‘shorﬁ levels were
driven on the 80-, 90-, and 100-foot levels. On ﬁhe Bwaoot level a
short drift to the southeast follows a fissure. Qn the 90-foot level,‘a

Th=foot driff to the west was driven into heavy ground. On the 100-foot
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level, 2 diémond;drili holes 114 feet and 72 feet respectively and
directly northerly, located rhyolite porphyry (digrite?) and other con-
tacts. The Fife shaft and workings require rehabilitation.

The Bim shaft, sunk about 1920, is repbrted to be 225 féet
deep with about 900 feet of drifts and crosscuts to the north and south
bof the shaft. The upper 100 feet of shaft and the 100-foot level were
rehabilitated in. 191+6-h7 by the Combined Metals Reduction Company, who
then drifted 70 feet along a dolomite-shale contact and drove 2 raises,
45 feet and 114 feet respectively, on crossfaults. Two dismond-drill
holes, 29 feet and 32 feet, directed in a northeasterly direction from
old Bim workings, located the dolomifenshale contact. Below the 110-foot
point, the shaft and the lower workings afe flooded° The entire shaft
and workings are inaccessible. '

TheAFault shaft and the Discovery shaft are each less than
50 feet in depth. The Discovery shaft connects Qith the 35=foot level
of the Fife shaft. An adit has been driven in the massive limestone
southwest of the Discovery shaft.

About 600 feet northwesterly from the Fife shaft is a 30-foot
shaft (Prospect shaft) as well as 2 tunnels 61 feet and 22 feet long.

A dolomite-shale contact, with little mineralization, was found. This
area is involved in the proposed project.

The Bim shaft headframe requires mino; repairs, but the remain-
ing shaft timber should be replaced. The Fife shaft headframe and timber

are in poor condition. The hoisthouse, blacksmith shop, change house,
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bunkhouse, and other buildings (except for the coék house) are in need
of repairs. The 60-ton ore bin could be uéed aft;r minor repair work.
The spring used for culinary water requires cleaning, and the water
pipelines should be replaced or reconditioned.

GEOLOGY

The New Arrowhead mine ié on the east flank of the Indian
Pesk range; the Indian Peak range is one of the nafrow northerly trend-
ing.mountain ranges characteristic of the Basin-Range physiographic
province. Surface slopes are steep and exposures are poor in the im-
mediste vicinity of the mine. The rocks exposed aﬁe: an apparently
conformable sequence of limestone, siliceous shaleQ and quartzite that
may correlate with the Harrington formation of Triassic age in the Star
district to the north (Butler, p. 37-39), a quartz monzonite of late
Mesozolc or Tertiary age, and a rhyolite of Tertiary age. The rhyolite

is not exposed in the mapped area (fig. 3). The aiea is badly faulted
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with numerous small wedges and blocks bounded by faults of small to
moderate displacement.

The Harrington (?) formation (Mu, Mls, Msh, and Mgt on fig. 3)
consists of interbedded limestone; shale, and quartzite. The limestone
(Mls on fig. 3) is gray and coérse=grained tb white and aphanitic and
found in units from a few feet to several tens of feet thick; they are
thin to thick bedded. The gray, coarsemgrained limestone is principally
calii}e, but the dense white limestone is hiéhly doiomitic° This
dolomitic limestone is closely associated spacially with lead-zinc
minerals and is probably sec_:ondary° The shale (Mgh on fig. 3) is brown
to dark olive green and almost black; in general it is highly siliceous
and even cherty in & few places. Individual beds are from about 25 tb
over 100 feet thick. The quarzite (Mgt on fig. 3) is hard and deﬁse,
bfoﬁn to almost white, and very well indurated. Grain size'ranges from
medium sized to cobble conglomerate. One conglomgrate, exposed abofe the
Prospect shaft, just outside the mapped area is a dense quartziticvroék
that is so.thoroughly reconstituted that thé’congiomeratic nafure'méy be
seen only on a few weathered surfacés; lA féntatiﬁe partial section of
this formation, reconstructed from thé faulted blécks in the mine area
(sec. A-A'=A", fig. 3) shows:

| Shale-thickness unknown, but greater than 100 feet

Quartzite-10 feet

Shale=20 to 40 feet

Limestone=5 to 15 feet .

Shale-thickness unknown, but greater than 50 feet and

probably less than 150 feet.

Limestone-thickness unknown, but greater than 50 feet
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Fossil fragments collected from limestone a few hunqred feet northeast of
the mapped area, suégest a late Paleozoic age or anfearly'Mesozoic age
for this unit. A verj tentative correlation, based?upon the fossil frag-
ments and upon lithologic similérity, is made with thé Harriﬁgtogaforma-
tion of Triassic age (Butler, p. 37-39). |

Quartz monzonite, intrusive into the Harrington (?) formation,
crops out in a long narrow band that crosses the mine-access road about
250 feet north and a little west of the.Fife‘shaft.‘ It is also exposed
in the lowér-most workings of the mine (sec. A—A'-Aé, fig. 3). Diamond
drilling done prior to this examination indicated t#at these exposures
are the margins of a much larger mass. AAlittle baking -and other contact
effects were noted in the intruded rock at the surface exposure, nothing
is known of the nature of the contact in the underground exposures. The
Quartz monzonite is & medium-coarse grained, light gray-green rock that
weathers to a pale reddish browh. ‘No anélyses were made of the intrQSive
plagioclase, hornblende and chlorite, and little quprtz was noted in:
the rock. The term quartz monzonite is a field claésification.

A pale reddish rhyolite caps the hill a few hundred feet northwest
of the mapped area,qand covers the entire ridge east of the mine.

A major NW trending‘and NE dipping normal faylt bounas the mineral-
ized area to the east. This fault is exposed in the easternmost workings
of the Bim shaft and in the northeasternmost workings of the Fife shaft.
At least two nearepaiallel faults are exposed west of the main fault and

several cross faults cut the area. Movement on thése faults is both
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normal and reverse; throws range from a few feet ﬁo a few tens of‘feet.
This fractured area represents a major northwesteﬂly trending fault

zone that can be traced for several thousand feetialong strike. Movement
along this fault zone is normal, estimated throw based upon the reported
difference of lithology in Bim shaft workings and %he difference in
elevation of the base of the rhyolite on either siﬁe of the fault is in
the order of magnitude of a few hundred feet. Ore grade material is

confined to this fault zone, although traces of leéd and zinc are found

outside of the fault zone.

The lead-zinc ore was in a single limestone bed and‘confined
to the badly faulted area. The bodies were irregular in outline and
contained small horses of waste-rock; the éntire tﬁickness of the lime-
stone bed was usually mined as ore. OQOre was preseﬂt from the surface
at the collar of the Discovery shaft to where it aﬁutted against quartz'monzonite
in the northernmost workings of the Fife shaft. I@ vwas displaced, as
much as 20 feet, by the cross faulting. Where ore ﬁas found, the lime-
stone was highly dolomitic. Ore minerals replaced @he dolomitic limestone.
The ore minerals present were principally cerussiteiand smithsonite
with some calamine. The uppér_portions of thé bed ﬁere richest, parti-
cularly in lead content, and it is reported that or§ even extended into

the overlying shale in several places. Galena and éphalerite were present

i
t
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in the richer upper portions of the ore and in one place (locality

unknown) the ore was a sulfide ore.
ORE RESERVES

The ore has been completely mined out and no ore reserves

remain in the mine.
PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The spplicant, in his application for Government assistance,
did not state clearly his exploration objective. The proposed explora-
tion program submitted éonsisted of driving two adits and sinking one
shaft in an area about 150 feet west of the existing mine workings. The
purpose of this work ﬁould be to try to locate an‘extension of the mined-
out ore shoot. No specific target area was given. The detailed cost
estimate submitted was:

1000 feet of drift at $40.00/ft. $40,000.00

200 feet of shaft at $60.00/ft. 12,000.00

200 feet of raise at $60.00/ft. 12,000.00
Total unit costs i $64,000.00

Miscellaneous costs:

Bulldozing 500.00
Total miscellaneous costs A $ 4,500.00

Total cost of this exploration program would be $68,500.00; Government

participation at 50 percent would be $34,250.00. The applicant proposed
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to furnish his share of the costs in labor and eQuipment.

The exploration program was discussed with the applicant and
clarified at the time the field examination was made. During»this dis~
cussion, the applicant proposed to drill a few hbies, in the general
vicinity of the Prospect shaft to determine whether the ore-bearing
limestone bed is present in this vicinity and at what depth and if it
has been mineralized. An adit would then be driven from somewhere in
the canyon to intersect any favorable ground that might be found by
thé drilling. The type and extent of any subsequent work would be based
upon the results of the initial work outlined above. No estimates of
costs were discussed.

The possibility of exploring.the limestone bed below the
known ore-bearing limestone bed was also discussed. The applicant feels
that this lower limestone is adengtely explored by the Bim shaft workings
and examination of the underground maps submitted by the applicant tends
to confirm this belief.

The exploration program proposed by the :applicant has no target
and is in the nature of prospecting and not exploration. The examining
team could not determine any suitable target; it is not known if the
favorable bed is present or not in thé area of the proposed work. The
favorable bed, in the vicinity of the known ore deposit has been explored
laterally from the present workings; the lower liﬁestone bed has been
explored from the Bim shaft and showed not more than a trace amount of

lead and zinc. This lower bed has been considered as a target by previous
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workers, notably by Combined Metals Reduction Cogpany and the Recon-
struction Finance Corporation. However, the depfh of this bed below
the Fife.shaft working is conjectural and the Bim shaft workings sug-
gest this bed is unfavorable for the occurrence of ore. Therefore the

examining team recommends that the application‘bé denied.
SAMPLING

No samples were collected for assay purposes because pertif
nent underground workings are inaccessible. Some character samples
were collected from the dumps and outcrops. Assgyé of produced ore

are given under the heading of "Production".
EXPLORATION COSTS

Applicant's proposal initially called for a total expendi-
ture of $68,500. The original proposal upon which this cost figure is
based has been changed, and the above figure is no longer valid. The
current proposal is too indefinite in scope to warrant consideration
under DMEA participation, and for this reason no cost figures are sub-

mitted in this report
