Queen Mary 3. This drilling did net attain the prebable ere herizen depth

100 feet leng. It is understoed that enly twe leads ef ore (unknewn tennage)
were ahipped.frem this mine.

The eother Qpcurrences, Queen Mary Mine 2 and
Queen Mary.Mine 3, are appreximately 60 feet below the Brushy Basin-Salt Wash
Contact. In this respect, mineralizatien en this preperty conferms te the °

Strata that crop out on the claims are the upper pgrt of the
Salt Wash member and the lower part of the Brushy Basin iember of the
Morrison formation (fig. 2). In the Horse Range Mesa quadrangle to
the east, the Morrison formation ranges in thickness from 625 to 775
feeﬁ° The Salt Wash member ranges from 280-370 feet, and the Brushy
Basin member ranges ffom 330-425 feet in thickness.

Sandstone of the Salt Wash member crops out in three main layers,
and not as five layers or "rims™ as stated by the applicant. The upper-
most sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member is classed as generally
unfavorable for ore. In the eastern and northeastern part of the claims,
it is thin, about 20 feet thick, is very fine- to fine-grained, thin-
bedded and is reddish-brown to light brown in color. Mudstone in the
sandstone is variably red-brown and gray-green in color. This sandstone
layer is commonly the ore-bearing sandstone in other parts of southeastern
Utah ané southwestern Colorado. The uppermost sandstone layer cfops

out northwest of the claims also, and here it is perhaps as much as





40 feet thicks but it also is thin- and evenly bedded, and generally
similar to the outecrops observed to the east. This layer is mantled
by alluvium on much of the northern part of the eclaims.

The Brushy Basin member is covered by a thin veneer of talus on
much of the southern part of the claims, however there are sufficient
exposures to determine that there are two and in places, three sand-
stone strata that infertongue and pinchout locally along the west to
east trending outerop. The lower two straﬁa are the more prominent
and though individually they are thin, where they apparently coalesce,
the thickness is as great as 50 feet. These strata can be distin-
guished from Salt Wash sandstone strata by the presence of red and‘
greeﬁ chert, by poorer sorting, and by a greater amount of intergranular

silt. Also, sedimentary structures are smaller and more complex in

- detail than in the Salt Wash. The grain Size ranges from very fine-

to coarse-grained with locally prominent conglomerate lenses. Conglomer-
atic material consists of red, gray, and colorless chert and quartz
pebbles. Green chert commonly is not found as pebbles, but is a

granular constituent of the sandstone. Locally, where these strata lack
lithologic charécteristicé of the Brushy Basin, they may be indistinguish-
able from Salt Wash sandstone. The uppermost lens of the lower series

of Brushy Basin sandstone strata is the most distinctive of these strata.
It commonly contains abundant, distinctive, angular'fragments of red and
green chert. Where present, it is about 20 to 30 feet above the lower

two lenses of the Brushy Basin member.





Strata on the claims strike northwest and dip géntly to the
northeast. There are no known faults on the claims but there is a

small fault near the southeast end of the claim group.
ORE DEPOSITS

Production has been recorded from three deposits on the Bench
claim:groupn These deposits are on the Bench No. 1, Bench No. 2, and
Bench No. 3 claims. The largest deposit is on the Bench No. 1 claim,
titled by the applicant as the Queen Mary mine No. 3, which has pro-
duced 613 tons averaging 0.23 percent U30g and 1.27 percent V'205° This
tonnage was produced during the years 1952-1954 and 1956. The mined
parts of the deposit consist of a single layer of ore minerals ranging
from about 0.7 feet to about 2 feet in thiékness° The layer of ore
minerals is localized at and near the base of a lens of Brushy Basin
sandstong that is about 40 feet thick. The ore is cléssed as carnotite-
"roscoelite™ type ore. The present operation is mining a layer of ore
minerals that is less than 1 foot thick.

The Bench No. 2 mine; referred to by the applicant as the Queen
Mary mine No. 2 has produced 148 tons of ore, averaging 0.25 percent
U308, and 1.36 percent V205o This tonnage was produced in the period
1949-1954. The Bench No. 3 mine, referred to by the applicant as the
Queen Mary mine No, 1, produced during the period 1949-1954; 32 tons of
ore, averaging 0.19 percent U308 and 1.57 percent V505. This production
came from the mining of the lower part of a narrow S-roll about 10 feet

high that had a maximum width of about 4 feet in its lower part. This






roll trended southeast toward the Bench No. 1 deposit, and was about
60 feet long. Drifting in the direction of the extension of the roll
resulted in the discovery of no additional ore heré. The ore zone
here is estimated to be about 30 feet stratigraphically higher than
"~ the ore zone in the Bench No. 1 claim,

Tﬁese deposits are typical of the sﬁall deposits that occur in
the B%ﬁshy Basin member of the Morrison formation. They are erratic-
ally distributed, but commonly are near places where there are local
thickenings or coalescing of sandstone strata in the lower part of the
Brushy Basin member. These strata on the subject claims do not form a
host for significant ore deposits.

There are no known ore deposits in the Salt Wash member on or
immediately adjacent'toithese claims. The characteristics of the upper
sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member observed on these claims suggest

that their potential for significant ore deposits is nil.
SAMPLING AND ORE RESERVES

Outerops and underground workings were checked with a scintillator.
The small ore deposits of the Queen Mary Nos. 1 and 2 have been worked
out. The deposit on the Bench No. 1 claim has thinned, generally to
less than one foot thick, in all directions. On the basis of mine
workings and drill hole data, the deposit is considered to be essentially

depleted of reserves. No samples were taken for chemical analyses.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The kmown ore deposits on the subject claims are in sandstone strata
of the Brushy Basin member of the Morrison formation. These strata are
not good potential strata for significant deposits of ore. The upper
sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation, commonly
referred to as the "ore-bearing sandstone™ in other areas, is classed as
géneraily unfavorable for ore as observed on and near the claims. The
applicant's proposed program would test sandstone strata in the Brushy
Basin member on the southern part of the claims, and the Salt Wash sand-
stone strata on the northern part of the qlaims° Because of the general
unfavorableness of Salt Wash strata and the poor potential of Brushy
Basin strata, it is recommended that the application for DMEA agsistance

for exploration be denied.

we;had been mining probably were lagoons and that we had not
logated the main ore body, and that is the reason for the loan.

We have available cash funds, which we are holding
1n,tact, to take care of our share of the drilling cost. We
were advised by your Denver office that it would take approxi-
mapely ninety days from the filing of the application before
a getermination is made on the application. If the action is
favorable, we would receive word just about the time when the
drﬁlling companies in the area boost their per foot drilling
co§ts due to assessment work which is left to the last minute,
and in May and June we have found that drilling costs are up.
If our loan could be approved so that we could get the benefit
of| the normal commercial drilling rates, we would prefer to
do;the drilling after July 1lst.

According to the applicant somewhat more than 620 tons of uranium
ore have been mined and shipped from the property. No ore reserves remain.
Thirty-three wagon-drill holes have been drilled by the applicant near the
Queen Mary mine. According to assays attached to the application two holes,
nos. 3 and 11, were ore holes; although they are not so indicated on the
appllcan'b's map, fig. 3.

The Bench claims are located in an area where geologic conditions.
are unfavorable and known ore deposits are small and scattered. DMFA 3929,
Capitol Uranium Corporation, whose land adjoined the south boundary of the
Bench claims was denied. DMEA 3931 in the same vicinity was withdrawn by
the applicant.
