The application o± the 14 arid 14 Company has been examined and. 
pertinent memoranda noted. by the Washington DMLA staff and the Acting 
Axecutive Officer. Hiram 3. Wood, geologist, of the Atomic Energy Corn.. 
mission, Grand Junction office, is familiar 4itb the general area and 
was consulted regarding merits of the applicant's proposal. 


The property is on the eastjlank of the San Rafael Swell 
about five miles south of the productive area of Four Corners Uranium 
Corporation (D14A 5811) and Uranium Prospectors (DMri. 3767, contract 
Idm-E 877) in the Green River district. Properties covered by D1A 
d.ocket No. 39811, Vitro, adjoin, the applicant's ground and were denied 
mainly because the size of the ore bodies expected were too smU to 
ustify the cost of deep drilling involved. Qie other application, DMLA 


11210, MLnerals Corporation of America, proposed drilling on ground just 
west of the applicant's property but was denied, owing to the small size 
of the ort bodies (2 to 3 ton). ' The only DI4EA drilling project approved 
in the vicinity was under contract Idm..E 868, Vaughey and Vaughey, 1.1/2 
miles north (claims on Sec. 3, . 22 S., B. i11 i.) where 23 stage I holes 
penetrated largely barren, unfavorable sandstone. 


The applicant haS drilled about 35 shallow holes on five of 
about 50 claims. These holes penetrated sadstone that, according to 
dril1ers logs might be rated as senilfavorable. Several holes are signif 
icazitly mineralized as were a few of the holes on the Vitro property to 
the northeast. However, the driller's logs do not contain information on 
the angle of bedding in the hole, which is an index to the degree of cross 
bedding and. the size of the ore bodies. M3st likely the ground is semifavoraole, 
but there is probably much cross-bedding, similar to that observed on the 







two Oral group ciamz, half a mile northwest of the applicant's property. 
Ore pods would be sll-possibly not over 100 tons and. more likely much 
smaller. Therefore, it is recommended that the subject application be 
denied Without a field examination.

but none apeara to have penetrated ore. The Salt Wash sands are 
locally unfavorable for the presence of significant ore bodies in the 
vicinity of the property. DEA 39814, nearly adjacent to the subject 
property was denied on the basis of poor potentialities 


Several other D)A applications have been processed in the 
general area, so that the Field Team may have specific information 
about the property. It is reconmiended that the application be red-
ferred to the Field Team for review and recoimnendations.
