It does not report the results in detail but says U4 holes showed ‘
mineralization,

The consensus of opinion of several reviewers is that the
application should be denied without an examination , but none of the
reviewers and people consulted has been on the property and only one
seems to have worked in the general area. His (H. S. Johnson) .
opinion is that the area is unfavorable and he knows of no deposit of
over 100 tons.

Before denying the application, it might be well to try,
if it has not been done, to get more definite data on the 5 holes
drilled by the applicant. If 4 holes out of 5 show significant
mineralization, the average is high unless they are closely spaced.

I recommend that more substantive information in support
of the recommendation of denial be asked for.

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The Salt Wash member of the Jurassic Morrison formation
immediately underlies most or all of the claims on whieh drilling is
preposed. Little Wild Horse Mesa is actually a broad bench, several
miles wide, with northerly facing cliffs of Salt Wash sandstone,
which dips very gently southward under younger units. The property
is near the line where the Salt Wash passes under the Brushy Basin
member and higher formations toward the south. The Salt Wash member
consists of light gray, clean, evenly bedded, well-sorted sandstone
beds interbedded with mottled red and gray mudstone. The total
thicknmess is about 200 feet. H. S, Johnson of the U. S, G, S, and
AEC Report RME-43 rate the Salt Wash as gemerally unfavorable for
uranium ore bodies of economic significance.

Uranium mineralization as reported by the applicant was
penetrated in four of five drill holes on the property; the intensity
of the mineraliszation is not known. Carbonized logs and dinosaur
bones are reported by the applicant as strongly redioactive, The
tendeney of uranium to be concentrated in logs and bones is quite
typical of unfaverable sandstone. :

Wo geologist of the U. S. Geological Survey nor of the
Atomiec Energy Commission who were contacted by the DMEA Grand Junction
team, can recall ever visiting the subject property. However, H, S,
Johnson has worked in the area, and imows of no deposits over 100 tons.
He reports the area as unfavorable. The conclusion of the AEC geologists
in RME-43 is that the Salt Wash under Little Wild Horse Mesa is unfavorable
for the occurrence of uranium deposits of economic significames. The
type of mineralisation reported by the applicant is that commonly found
in unfavorable groumnd. Finally, an earlier application (decket 4533)
to drill property on Little Wild Horse Mesa was denied without a field
examination, Therefore, the DMEA Grand Junetion team recommends
denial of the application under docket 4691 without a field examination.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits
on two groups of mining claims comprising 27 claims in each group.
The two groups are only about 1,500 feet apart and are located on
the south flank of the San Rafael Swell

The proposed work would consist of one drill hole oh each
claim, 54 holes, a total of 8,640 feet of drilling, at a total
estimated cost of $20,742. A

According to the applicant's map, five holes have been
drilled on the claims, but the appllcant does not state what the
results were.

Drilling one hole at the center of each claim seems much
like a hit or miss prospecting proposal with the fulfillment of
assessment work requirements as its primary objective.

To my knowledge the area has not had a good production
history as far as the Salt Wash member is concerned, and the Shinarump
is at great depth. The application and the involved area does not
appear very attractive in its present state. I recommend, however,
that the application be referred to the Field Team for further action.
