INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

B. E. Burnaugh, Box 550, Green River, Wyoming, applied on
March 26, 1957, for DMEA assistance to explore for mangenese and
beryllium on the Triad mining group of claims, Daggett County,

Utah. The property wes examined June 7, 1957, by F. B. Moore,
Geological Survey, in company with Mr. Burnaugh.

The Triad group consists of eight unpatented claims in the
north half of the north half of secs. 25, 26, 27, and 28, T. 3 N.,
R. 25 E., S.L.B.M. Tl}e property lies about 50 miles south of Green
River, Wyoming, the nearest railhead and supply point (fig. 1)s The
property can be reached by driving east from Manila, Uﬁa.h, on Utah
State Highway 43, turning south (right) on a dirt road at 3.1 miles,
and following the dirt road for 3.4 miles to pit 3 (fig. 2).
Existing workings consist of several small prospect pits and a
20~foot side=hill cut. .No ore has been produced from the property’.

Stratigraphically above the
Dakote, the Mowry shale slopes moderately downward to a 20- to 30-foot
flat behind the hogback.

The beds strike approximately east~west and dip 40° north. Two
major east-west thrust faults, the Uinta andAthe Henry's Fork, are
present 6 miles south and 1-1/2 miles north, respectively. The
presénce of small northwest-trending faults is suspected in the ares,
but no apparent displacement of the beds can be seen.

The deposits consist of small lenses and pods of unidentified
manganese oxides. Pit 3 is.a 20-foot cut in gravel above the Dakota
formation.

1 percent tantalum assay was claimed by thé epplicant in material
similaxr to thé sandstone somewhere in pit 1. A grab sample repre-
senting the entire wid'!;h of the sandstone conta.ined no tantalum.

A quali.tative test for sc;apdimn and yt:britm, was .ma.de on material
from pit 3 'because of the a.pplica'mt's claim, There was no sca;ndium

or yttrium present.





CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

L

Minor amounts of manganese oxides occur in the Dakote formation
on the Tried mining group of claims.. The presence of beryllium,
tantalum, scandium, and ytt¥ium as suspected by the applicant could
not be confirmed by assay for beryllium, cobalt, and tantalum or
qualitative spectrographic analyses for scandium-or yttrium.

Because of the small size and low grade of the manganese occur=
rences and the lack of geologic evidence pointing to possible increase

in size or grade, it is recommended that the application be denied.
