The claims lie along the easteide . the 
COlorado River about two miles southwest of Hite, 
Utah.'The Moenkopi, Chinle,Wingate, Kayenta, 
and Navajo formations of Triassic and Jurassic age 
crop out on the claims where they. form steep slopes, 
benches, and steep cliffs.

UO8, which the examiners believe indicated the 
size of the deposits that might be encountered 
in the black Oxide channel. I agree with the 
examiners that exploration requiring holes to 
depths of 300k00 feet is too costly for the 
amount of ore that might be found. 


Conclusions and Recommendations: 


This Division agrees with the field examiners that 
the subject claim group does not warrant Government partici-
pation in an exploration program, since there is little 
likelihood that the work would result in finding significant 
uranium ore reserves. Therefore, t1s Division concurs in 
the examiners' and Field Team's recommendation that 
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application DI€A .-k758 shOuld be denied.

The applicant requested. assistance in eloring by core 
and non-core drilling and tunneling a property underlain in part by 
iinarump and. I4oenkopi rocks. 


The iinarump member of the Chin].e formation is the ore-
bearing sandstone in the genera]. area, notably in the White Canyon 
area to the east. The regional pinchout of the iinarump rocks occurs 
in the referenced claims and the iinarunxp member is represented by 
discontinuous lenses of sandstone and. mudstone filling broad scours 
cut into the underlying Noenkopi formation. 


Two scours have been noted, but neither is classed, by the 
examiners, a likely structure for significant uranium minerals deposi-
tion as they are probably local features of small extent. One channel, 
the BlackQxide, has produced 212 tons of ore averaging 0.16% U30, 
and reserves, wholly inferred, are estimated as 750 tons of about 
0.20% U308 and containing ccmQarable amounts of copper. 


The examiners and. Field Team recoimnend that the application 
be denied.. I concur with the recoimnendation.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


Utah Plateau Uraniuin . Corporation, 20 North Carbon Ave., Price, 


Utah submitted, on June 3, 1957, an application to the Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration for aid in a uranium exploration project on 


24 u.npatented claims In unsurveyed sections 3, 10, 11, and 15, T. 35 5., 


R. 13 E., SLM, San Juan County, Utah. The claims have been referred to 


as both the Howard group and as the Black Oxide et. al. claims. The 


application called for 27,800 feet of drilling and 1,000 feet of drift-


ing at a total estimated cost of $188,750. 


On August 8, 1957 a field examination was made by Carl M. Belser, 


U.S. Bureau of Mines ad N. L. Archbold, U.S0 Geological Survey. The 


examining team was accouanied by F. T. Jones and Luke G. Pappas who 


represented the applicant. 


TriassIc and Jurassic sedimentary rocks crop out on the Howard group 


of claims and form vertical cliffs, steep slopes, and narrow benches. 


The Shinaruznp member of the Chinle formation, the ore-bearing unit, occurs 


as fillings of channel scours cut Into the underlying Moenkopi formation. 


Two such channels are exposed on the Howard • group of claims; one near 


the northern edge of the property, called the Two Mile Channel, and one 


near the southern edge, called the Black Oxide channel. Both channels 
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are probably local features of small extent The Two Mile Channel is 


thought to contain no significant uranium deposits; however, the Black 


Oxide channel, which is considered favorable for the occurrence of small 


uranium deposits, has yielded a total. of 272 tons of ore averaging 0.16 


percent 1J308 , Reserves In the Black Oxide channel are estimated at about 


750 tons of ore averaging about 0.2 percent U 3O8 and containing coxnpar-


able amounts of copper. 


It is recommended that the application for DMEA assistance be denied 


because the expected ore deposits are small and could be detected only 


by very close spaced drilling, and because the reserves that might be 


discovered would not pay for the expensive exploration project which the 


topography necessitates.

Raymond N. Larsen, geologist for the U.S. Atomic Energy Commission, 


was consulted before the examination was made, and memoranda by James 


Paone, N. E. Nelson, and George Selfridge were noted. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND CLIMATE 


The Howard group of 24 claims occupies a north-south strip of land 


along the east side of the Colorado River, in unsurveyed sections 3, 10, 


11, and 15 T. 35 S., R. 13 E., SLM, San Juan County, Utah (fig. 1).
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The property may be reached from the White Canyon Post Office on 


Utah Highway 95 by a 5-mile access road. From the White Canyon Post 


Office it is 21 miles, over State Highway 95, to the Government buying 


station at White Canyon and 90 miles east to Blanding, Utah. Ore mills, 


supplies, and labor are available at Monticello and Moab, Utah. 


Domestic water can be obtained from a good spring near the White 


Canyon Post Office, Water for mining purposes can be taken from the 


Colorado River. No electric power is available. Timber, suitable for 


mining purposes, does not grow on the claims. 


The property is characterized by steep topography (fig. 2). The 


western edge of the property borders along the Colorado River. From the 


river the topography rises in a steep slope to a point near the center of 


the property where the Moss Back member of the Chinle formation forms a 


north-8outh trending bench 150 to 1,000 feet wide. Eastward from the 


bench a steep slope, covered with large blocks of massive sandstone, rises 


to a point near the eastern edge of the property where. the Wingate and 


Kayenta sandstones form a nearly vertical cliff about 400 feet high and 


continue eastward from the property as a high mesa. Elevation of the 


property ranges from about 3,400 to about 4,700 feet. 


The country is semi-arid and winters are rather mild. Outside work 


can be carried on throughout the year; however, access to the mines was 


blocked for a short period in the spring of 1957 by flood waters of the 


Colorado River.
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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The Black Oxide claim was discovered on February 6, .1948 by C. X. 


Bacon and M. L. Guyxnan. An effloresence of uranium salts on surface 


exposures created some excitement but the property, at that time, was 


not accessible for mining operations. In 1951 Willis and Stott Howard 


located 23 additional claims. The Utah Plateau Uranium Corporation 


acquired the 24 claims as well as a number of conflicting claims, built 


an access road at a reported cost of $18,000, and drove 3 short adits. 


Only one of the adits discovered ininable material and from this 


working, on the Black Oxide claim, 272 dry tons averaging 0.16 percent 


U3O8 were shipped through April 30, 1957. 


OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT

GDIJJGY AND ORE DEPOSITS 


Sedimentary rocks of Triassic and Jurassic age crop out on the 


Howard group of claims, a generalized section and brief description of 


these rocks is given in table 1. 


The Shinarun member of the Chinle formation is the host rock for 


uranium and copper minerals on the Howard group of claims. The Howard 


group of claims lie close to the regional pinch-out of the Shinaru member 


where there are only small, isolated lenses of the Shinarwrç member. Dia-


mond drilling by the U0S. Atomic Energy Commission in the general area 


(fig. 2) has shown that only thin, discontinuous lenses of Shinarump sand .-


stone are present (deVergie, 1952). These lenses occur as fillings of 


paleo-stream channels which were scoured into the underlying Moenkopi 


formation. The channel fillings consist of coarse grained, quartzose 


sandstone containing abundant carbonized plant remains and thin, discon-


tinuous seams of mud stone • The color of the Shinarump sandstone is light 


gray, light brown, and light red. Locally the Shinarun member consists 


of a mudstone fades and is difficult to distinguish from the overlying

Sandstone of the Shinarump member crops out where two channel scours 


are exposed on the Howard group of claims; the Two Mile channel near the 


northern edge of the property, and the Black Oxide channel near the southern 


edge (fig0 2) The Two Mile channel is regarded by Larsen (1957) as being 


only semifavorable for the occurrence of urariiuxn-copper deposits and as 


containing no significant deposits; however, he regards the Black Oxide 


channel as favorable for the occurrence of significant uranium-copper 


deposits0 All production of uranium, from the Howard group of claims, has 


come from the Black Oxide channel and any significant reserves would pro-

The Howard group of claims lies near the axis of a shallow syncline 


as mapped by Larsen (1957), and sedimentary formations on the property 


are nearly flat lying or dip 1 to 2 degrees to the west. 


Ore deposits in the area are of the uranium-copper type and occur 


as irregular pods clustered near the bottom of channel scours0 No ore 


deposits are found in light red sandstone, hence the conclusion that nuich 


of the Black Oxide channel is unfavorable for the occurrence of ore de-


posits (fig. 4) 0 Ore minerals occur mainly as impregnations of sandstone 


and mud stone, and in carbonaceous material where uranium is probably in 


the form of an organic compound. Minor amounts of ore minerals form as 


secondary effloresencea on exposed surfaces and in open fractures, 


According to Larsen (1957) uranium occurs in the minerals uraninite, mota-


autu.nite, meta-zeunérite, zippeite, andersonite, and beta-uranophane while 


copper is present in the minerals chalcopyrite, chalcocite, covellite, 


bornite, brochantite, azurite, and malachite. The one ore deposit thus 


far mined from the Black Oxide channel was about 60 feet long, 15 feet 


wide, up to 6 feet thick and oriented roughly parallel to the axis of the 


channel (fig. 3). This deposit contained about 275 tons of ore averaging 


0.16 percent 11308 and an estimated 0.2 percent copper. It is inferred 


that perhaps 3 more such deposits occur in the Black Oxide channel, thus 


giving the property about 800 tons of reserves averaging about 0.16 percent 
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U308 and 0.2 percent copper. This estimate agrees rather closely with 


Larsen 1 s (1957) original estimate of about 1,000 tons of ore averaging 


0.15 percent U308 as the total potential for the Black Oxide channel. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposes drilling two rows of surface holes, one 


containing 46 holes averaging 300 feet in depth and the other row con-


taining 35 holes averaging 400 feet in depth. The bottom 50 feet of 


each hole is to be cored. The applicant also desires to drift 1,000 


feet.

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0NCLUSI0NS A RECOMMENDATI0NS 


The examining team believes the Howard group of claims contains 


reserves of about 800 tons of uranium-copper ore averaging 0l6 percent 


U308 and about 02 percent copper0 These reserves areprobably contained 


in pods up to 100 feet long, 15 feet wide, and averaging about 3 feet 


thick,, These pods are believed to be strung out in a small area along 


the bottom of the Black Oxide channel which has a maximum length of 


2,000 feet in a north-south direction and an estimated width of 300 to 


400 feet0 


Because the Howard group of claims is inferred to contain only a 


small amount of ore reserves, concentrated n small ore bodies, and 


because the terrain in the area makes high exploration costs, too high 


to search for small ore bodies, the examining team recommends that the 


applicant's request for DMEA assistance be denied0
