Dear Mr. OtKeefe:

The following paragraphs will serve as a memorandum of the objectives
set forth in our conversation following my examination of the Mystery-
Sniffer Claims on July 27th, 1957. .

Uranium mineralization occurs in a nearly vertical shear zone in an
altered latite. The shear zone is cut by a low angled, (20 to 30
degrees dip) major fault and the lower portion of the mineralized
shear zone has apparently been displaced to an unknown position down
dip from the known mineralization which you have encountered. Ore
grade mineralization has been encountered in the upper faulted por-
tion of the shear zone where the low angle fault has not cut it out
entirely.

It is my opinion that further exploration should be conducted in
attempt to locate the faulted lower portion of the shear zone. This
part should not only contain ore of at least equal grade as that

found above, but because it would have a greater continuity at greater
depts below the fault, it should form bodies of ore sufficiently

large in size to make mining economical and profitable.

In order to prospect for this ore zone it is proposed that an ex-
ploratory adit be driven from the South side of the mountain under
the present workings. An adit from the south side near the level

of the stream bed would gain an additional 175 feet in depth below
the present workings. This would not only provide exploration of

a wide area at a greater depth, but would also provide a more econom-
ical and practical access to any ore which might be found. It would
also allow you access to the ore in the winter season whereas a shaft
from the upper levels would be nearly inaccessible.

crosscutting revealed only submarginal uranium mineralization. An
- attempt to intersect the mineralized zone at depth by diamond
drilling from the surface was unsuccessful.

Following the IMEA project considerable drifting was done at the
7250 level along the O'Keefe tunnel. Some 4,200 tons of ore
averaging about 0.18% U30g was extracted to the end of March, 1958.

Uranium minerals in near-ore-grade concentrations are-found along
the main east-west fault. The rocks along the ore-bearing zone
are intensely altered. Distribution of the uranium minerals is
extremely spotty within the ore shoots; and the latter are small,
irregular in shape, and discontinuous. One mineralized block,
consisting of small pods of ore separated by weakly mineralized or
barren ground contains about 6,800 tons of material. Two other
mineralized blocks are known. Total ressrves may amount to 13,400
tons of material averaging much less than 0.18% U30Og. Since the
Applicant's contract with Vitro Chemical Company calls for an
average grade of 0.23% U308 the indicated reserves would not be

of acceptable grade. Selective mining of the ore blocks would

be prohibitive in cost.

It is concluded that there is not a reasonable chance of making a
significant discovery and denial of the application is recommended.

However, the
work has given good indication that deposits of economical
grade material are quite limited in size and the chances of
finding a worthwhile deposit by the proposed exploration are
not good.

Conclusions and Recommendations:

The potential of the property is limited. Any ore bodies found
would not be worth the cost of exploration, development, and mining.
It is recommended that the application be denied.,

The property has been explored by DMEA assisted work
and shipmentsaf sub-grade ore have been made, Work under Contract 2,
DMEA 2710, (1953-54) which cost $25,945.36 revealed only sub- :
marginal materiel, _Mining during 1956-57 and '58 apparently
failed to find material in quentity assaying over 0.18% Uy0g,
a product not acceptable to the buyer. (Vitro)

' ‘In addition to the stoping, upwards of- 1,800 feet
of drifting and crosscutting, have been done on two levels in
the main fault zone. Three ore blocks are indicated containing,
as estimated, 13,400 tons of material.

‘The ore shipped, 4,250 tons, ceme from the blocks and
averaged. O,la‘ﬁ U 08' Therefore s 1t appears probable the original

ore did not contain more than 0.18% and as high-grad has
occurred the remaining ore pmbably cén ains less than 0.18% U0g.

- proposed 1,200-foot adit would be only 150 feet below the DMEA 2710

Because only small orebodies of sub-grade material have
been found to this time,the examiners conclude it is imppobdble
the proposed work would find better material and they recommend
that the application be denied.

INTRODUCTION

Wallace R, O'Keefe and Associates;of Beaver, Utah, submitted an
application dated August 19, 1957, for Government aid in an exploretory
project on uranium property situated ﬁortheaet of.Beaver. The application
was referred to the field team and an examination was made Sepfember 13,
1957, by J, William Hasler, Geological Survey,;and M. M. Gilkey, Bureau
of Mines, At the time of the examination Mr;;O'Keefe had arraﬂged for
work proposed in the DMEA application to be'performed by a confractor.
Therefore, the ekamining.team.requested Mr, Ofkeefe to, ask that the
present application be held in abeyance pending results .of the work,

On March 12, 1958, the applicant submitted a request for alteration

‘of the application to allow organizational change, from Wallace R, O'Keefe

Examination of the property waégmade.Apﬁi1 2z, 1958, by Fred R,
Shawe of the Geological Survey and P, V, Fiilo»of the Bureau of Mines,
Mr, L. Hollingshead, mine superintendent of the Mystery—Sniffer mine,
and Robert bsterstock, geolegist, accompanied the examining team,

The applicant has proposed a drifting and crosscutting program

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION'

The Mystery—Sniffer uranium deposit Was discovered in 1950 and 12
claims were located in that year by Louis Lessing and associates, The
discovery resulted from excavation Qf test pits,in‘areasuof abnormal
radioactivity, |

During thé first year some e@lo;‘ation. was. done by bulldozer trench-
ing, In February 1953, 6 large trencpgé;aﬁd-severalkshort adits totaling
220 feet, and about 1 mile of access rbadlwgre-completed. Weak ‘uranium
mineralization was expoesed in five of thé_tréﬁdhes, In 12?2, §§ tons
of .ore averaging,O,EZ percent U308 was,m%ged from a t{fnch ne#r the peortal
of the present adit driven under docket ho; DMEA—g?IO.» On October 15,
1953, a DMEA project was started to exploré along an east-west-trending
fault zone separating Tertiary velcanics and intrusives, The objective

A final effort to intersect the zone by diamond drilling was attempted,
After drillingggoo feet, results were unfavorable, and it was recommended
that the project be'terming;ed.without further dril;ing.

The Mystery-Sniffer mine has been in intermittenszroduction.since

The Mystery-Sniffer mine is in an area_uﬁderlain principally by
volcanic rocks of Tertiary age (fig; 3). >Twojva1canic rock units are
present--an older:?ullion Canyon sefies.énd a’ydungercyount Belknap -

rhyolite, The two units are separated by a marked unconformity, . Both

‘the Bullion Canyon rocks and the Belknap rhybiite are extensively faulted

and, at the Mystery Sniffer mine, the faultedvareas are highly altered;
details of faulting are obscure., A small monzonite stock, intrusive

inte the Bullion Canyon rocks, is exposed in Indian Creek Canyon a short

distance southwest of the mine,

Uranium minerals, principally augggite andAtongrnite, are localized
in altered areas near faults, mostly in the'Bullion'Canypn series, Ore-

grade material is confined to a small area along an E=W fault that has

dropped the Mount Belknap rhyolite against the .Bullion Canyon series,






The Bullion Canyon series is composed mdinly of andesitic to
latitic flows, tuffs, and flow—brecciasfiﬁne unit_exposéd in the Indian

Creek adit (fig, 3) may be rhyolitic and is referred to by the miners

as the "lower rhyolite," These rocks are intensely altered to clay and

chlorite in the mine area and it is difficult to determine the original
rock types, Taylor, Powers, and Emmett (docket DMEA No, 2710, Report

of Examination) called these rocks latites and latite tuffs and described
two units: a lower unit consisting of a séries,of green to brown argil=
lized and silicified latite tuffs, and an upper unit consisting of dark-

green, chloritized latite flows that are in places porphyritic.. The

Bullion Canyon séquence exposed in the Indian Creek adit is: 130+ feet
of porphyritic andesite; 220 feet of "lower rhyolite,” 190 feet of

porphyritic andesite, 40 feet of tuff, and 100+ feet of red andesite

porphyry., This section apparently does not ceorrelate with the Bullion

Canyon section exposed at the surface and the Spatial relationship

between the two sections is not known,

The Mount Belknap rhyolite overlies the Bullion Canyon series with

a marked unconformity just east of the subject property; at the Mystery-

Sniffer mine, the two units are in fault contact, . According to Taylor,

Powers, and Emmett (docket DMEA No, 2710, Report of Examination), the

Mount Belknap rhyolite consists of a lower rhyolite flow=breccia and
an upper light gray, thin-banded rhyolite flow,

These rhyolites are also
intensely argillized in the mine workings,






The Mystery-Sniffer mine area is intensely faulted,  Displacement
acress most of the faults is minor; however, displacement acress a few
may be considerable, The amount of displacement across the faults

is masked by intense clay alteration, Along one major fault the Mount

-Belknap is downdropped and is in contact with the Bullion Canyon series

for at least 200 feet, This main fault strikes from east to about
N, 60° E, and dips about 40°-50° north, Minor rolls and pitches are
plentiful along the fault, Uranium.minera1s are‘localized along this
fault and clay alteration along the fault is pronounced,

. Landslide material obscures much of the surface geoldgy.

ORE DEPOSITS =~

.Uranium minerals in near-ore-grade concentratiens are found along
the main fault, and at these places the rocks are intensely altered to
clay; this zone of alteration defines the "ore-" bearing zone, Autunite
and torbernite, associated with fluorite and‘minor pyrite, are dissemi=
nated in the gangue along the fault, as well as in argillized rocks in
both the footwall and hanging wall, In one place in the O%Keefe adit,

a trace of uraninite disseminated in altered rhyolite was noted,

.Distribution of the uranium minerals is,extrémelx=5potty within the

"ore” shoots, and the shoots are small, irregular in shape, and discon-
tinuous, The largest block of "ore" exposed is 100 feet long, will
averagg-s—lég.feet wide; and is about llgifeet high, and contains about
6,800 tons of mﬁterial. This block consists of small pods of ore

separated by weakly mineralized or barren ground, but because of

difficulty or impossibility of selectivgjpining, the block must be

considered as a single unit, The other two blecks . are smaller, but
similar in occurrence as shown in .the ta@ié; The shoots bear no
special relationship to the type of host roﬁk nor to the minor changes
in strike or dip of the fault,

The grade of material shipped fro# the wbrkings,ranges from 0,08
to 0,23 percent UzOg,

The three known "ore' shoots have beeﬁ,pa:tly'explored and have a
total indicated reserve of 13,400 tons, as estimated by the DMEA examining
team, Since the higher grade material has ﬁeén mined, this reserve
probably will average much less thaﬂ 0.18 percent U30g and thus would
not constitute ore, Reserves of the fhree knbwn "ore"” blocks are given
below:

PROPOSED EXPLORATION AND COSTS

The applicant’s proposed exploratory work on the Mystery-Sniffer mine
group is divided into two. stages (fig., 4).

The first stage of exploratory work consists of 955 feet of cross-
cutting and drifting, The second stage consists of 200 feet of cross-
cutting in the O’Keefe tunnel fo-follow the contact of tuff and rhyolite
as a possibility of lécating an ore shoot,

The applicant prdposes to conhact_tﬁplexploratory work on a fixed-

cost-per-foot basis as follows:

No changes in the proposéd program weré suggested.tb-the applicant
inasmuch as no exploration seems warranted; ‘A.denial of the applicant®s
request for assistance is recommended,

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSk/

Exposure of the uraniferous zone in the underground workings of
the Mystery-Sniffer mine has revealed submarginal uranium mineralization,

In considering the ore shipped to Vitro Chemicai Co., Salt Lake
City, Utah, under their present contract, it is doubtful if the mine
could maintain 500 tons per month with an average grade of 0,23 percent
U30g.

The higher grade ore occurs in small pods, and to mine 500 tons
with an average grade of 0,23 percent U30g will require a selective
mining operation with resulting higher mining costs, Although the ore
from the Mystery-Sniffer mine is amenable to processes of Vitro Chemical
Co,, the applicant is required to maintain a grade and tonnage that will
be profitable to both parties, Records of the Atomic Energy Commission
show the grade of ore from Mystery Sniffer Mines, Inc,, to average lower

than acceptable grade,





The Mystery~Sniffer ore-bearing structureihas beeﬁ explored both by
private enterprise and by the Government undef docket Nb; DMEA-2710,
Contract Idm-E585, and has shown only submarginal concentrations of
uranium minerals, The mineralized ground that‘has‘been’found is spotty
and generally discontinuous; shoots .of neaf-ore-grade material are small,

Therefore, the examining team concludes that there is not a reason-
able chance of.ﬁaking a significant discovery and recommends a denial

of the application for DMEA assistance,

: From the applicant's written description, the underground
mine openings on the property are extensive. He submits shipping
records that show that about 1,334 tons of ore have been produced. .
