(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to 'be performed. (per 


foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci- 


fied in Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the workTh 443,92690 The GQvernment will con.- 
tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work perfd ednot in excess of $ 21,96.00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5. 


(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate 	 percent 


shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Aniex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens,.orencumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 


(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows: 


Lien and Subordination Agreement of Tintic Standard Mining Company.







(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof, for the..purpos,es of .t1.s contr'act.,. 'and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments ., facilities, buildirigs i'ristallation, 'and appurtenances to the puiposeè of thiu contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance.thereon, without 'expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrane for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and' liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty as provided, in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) hall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-


gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, and-in / compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to 'complete the work as speci- 
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall, consult with and inform the Government on all phases of, 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty,is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government.--The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests.. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or-in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur andpay 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator.directly to independent contractors 'and suppliers rather than to the Operator.. 


ARTICLE 5 Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records' and, accounts of the units of work, performed and of any production in which the' Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, , either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies ofmonthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 	 . 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for, work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the.work.performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches; drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided'by the Government.).''' 
(c) Finai.report.--Upon 'completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies ,of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly repOrt). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the 'ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof.  


(d) . Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance w.ith-rè'quirements.--If the Government determines that any bf the Operator's re' orts 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation' or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.--(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the 'contract may be' possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator ,atany:time not later than six months after a ufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have,,been,furnished.

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(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Operator 
either transfers or does notretain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government 'a royalty on all 
minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract until 
the lapse of the time within which the ,Gpvernment may issue such certification or until the total net 
amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first; or 


(2) if the Government issued a certification of possible production--for a period of ten years from 
the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with 
interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the XXMXYXX gross 
proceeds (including anybonuses, premiums, allowances or other benefits) from the production sold, in 
the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal; or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shon as deductions on 
the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying 
to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving at the "gross prqceeds" as that term is here 
used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 


•other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 
(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid. currently upon each lot sold, held, or 


used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option,. as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when 
the Government elects to require 'computation, and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in 
integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's 
royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is 
so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants 
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and. upon any production of minerals and metals there-
from until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to,pay the royalty directly to 
the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any 
production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the Operator or by 
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


('g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations'. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. - -Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a). If the Government determines that opera-
tions at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government 
may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all Obligation to pay on account of units of work not then per-
formed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the 


Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable time with-
in which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to ,prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidenta] to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, In-
clüding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Government 
under the contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not affect 
the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liená to secure the 
payment 'thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be 'given by the Government may be. delivered to the Operator or may be sent 
by certified mail addressed to the Operator. at his mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed, 
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis- 
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit. 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination. --In connection with the performance of work under this contract, 
the Operator agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of 
race, religion, color, or national origin. The aforesaid provision shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertis-
ing; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, 
including apprenticeship. The Operator agrees to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available for 
employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Government setting forth the 
provisions of the nondiscrimination clause. 


The Operator further agrees to insert the foregoing provision in all subcontracts hereunder, ex-
cept subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw materials. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of.by  agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30. days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The.decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply, bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The term "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration,." as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation.--This contract, to the extent that it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended (10 U. S.' Code 324_326) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act (41 U. S. Code 355i), is subject to the follow- 
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law: 


No laborer or mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated by this contract, in the employ of the 
Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contemplated, shall be 
required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon' such work, except 
upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with the 
provisions of this clause. The wages of every laborer and mechanic employed by the Operator or any 
Independent contractor engaged in the performance of this contract shall be computed on a basic day 
rate of eight hours per day; and work in excess of eight hours per day is permitted only upon the 
condition that every such laborer and mechanic shall be compensated for all hours worked in excess 
of eight hours per day at not less than one and one-half times the basic rate of pay. For each 
violation of the requirements of this clause a penalty of five dollars shall be Imposed for each 
laborer or mechanic for every-calendar day in which such employee is required or permitted to labor 
more than eight hours upon said work without receiving compensation computed in accordance with this 
clause, and all penalties thus imposed shall be withheld for the use and benefit of the Government.

That from the remainder of all proceeds, after royalty shall have been paid to the United States of America, there shall be paid to the Lessor, as rental for property leased to him, a royalty equal to a percentage of the "net 
smelter value receivable" from the ore buyer on all ores marketed, as set forth 
in the Royalty Schedule below.

13. That the Lessee shall furnish at his sole expense all operating 
supplies, materials and equipment required in the performance of work under this 
agreement, but the Lessee may purchase from the Lessor, at Lessor'8 option, such 
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supplies, materials and equipment as the Lessor may have on hand and available 
for sale.


That the cost of re-opening and maintaining mine workings necessary to 
the operations under this agreement shall be at the sole expense of the Lessee. 


14. Upon. violation by the Lessee of any of 'the covenants of this agree-
ment, the term of the agreement shall, at the option of the Lessor, terminate and 
expire and the lease and leasehold rights of the Lessee in the demised premises

The results of the work completed under Stage I of the contract 
were so unfavorable that further exploration of the property as provided 
for under Stage II of the contract was not considered warranted; therefore, 
the contract was considered completed upon completion of the work under 
Stage I during the month of September 1959 . The Operator was so advised 
by letter from this office dated January 12, 1960. 


The accepted exploration work completed under Stage I of the 
contract consisted of 40 ft. of drifting ., 9ft. of drift timber, and 
analyses of 15 samples, all at a total accepted cost of $l 11. , 3l7.5O, toward 
which the Government contributed 50 percent or $7,158.75. 


The exploration work completed did not result in the discovery 
or development of a significant quantity of lead-zinc ore; therefore certi-
fication of the project is not recommended.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The Iron Blossom mine in Juab County, Utah, was explored for 


lead and copper by Glen Larsen, lessee, with Governmental assistance 


during 1959(fig. 1). 


Glen Larsen's first application for aid, Docket No. DMEA 5004, 


which was made early in 1958, was denied because the proposed work was 


in an inaccessible area where reliable geological information was not 


available and because it appeared to comprise clean-up work and exten-


sion of known ore bodies. In early 1959, he again applied for aid 


after reopening old workings, driving about 500 feet of. drifts, cross-


cuts, raises, and winzes, and producing about 1,300 tons of ore. A 


field examination of the property under Docket OME 6015 was made April 8, 


1959, by F. B. Moore, Geological Survey, and M. H. Howes, Bureau of 


Mines. Contract No. 111...... 2003, which was executed as a result of the 


examining team's favorable findings, authorized a two-stage exploration 


project. The Government's participation was a maximum of 50 percent 


of the estimated total cost of $143,926.00, or $21,963.00. 


Stage I work began July 2, 1959, and was completed in late September 


1959. Results of Stage I work were virtually negative, and the contract 


was therefore considered terminated upon completion of Stage I. The
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total approved cost of the project amounts to $111,317.50. 


Certification of the project as a discovery is not recommended. 


GEOLOGY 


The Tintic mining district is underlain by sedimentary rocks at 


least 13,000 feet thick which range in age from Cambrian to Mississip-


pian, and by volcanic rocks of Tertiary (?) age. 


The igneous rocks are mostly effusive and include rhyolite, mon-


zonite, latite, and andesite. Monzonite or monzonite porphyry intrudes 


the sediments as small stocks and dikes. 


The sedimentary rocks at Tintic are folded into a large asymmetric 


syncline which has a steep west limb and a more gently dipping east 


limb. The axis of the syncline trends northerly and passes through the 


eastern part of the district in the vicinity of the Iron Blossom No. 1 


mine.


Faulting is extensive but too complicated to allow for simple gen-


eralization. Faults of east trend appear most numerous; large faults 


of northeast trend are prominent; and faults of northerly trend are 


known in underground workings but, being parallel to the beds, are ob-


scure at the surface.
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OBE DEPOSITS 


The Tintic ore deposits occur in both igneous and sedimentary 


rocks; however, most of the production of the district has come from 


limestone beds. The ore bodies lie along fissure zones but form bedded 


replacement deposits in the limestone. The igneous rocks contain north-


easterly veins, of steep dip, "some of which have yielded considerable 


amounts of ore from their oxidized zones above the water table." Of 


the limestone beds, the Bluebell dolomite is the most favorable host 


rock; it contains large ore bodies in many places throughout the dis-


trict. Considerable quantities of ore have been produced from other 


limestone beds in limited areas as follows: (1) Pine Canyon limestone 


in the eastern part of the district; (2) Opex dolomite and Ajax lime-


stone in the Bullion Beck group; (3) Gardner dolomite in the Southern 


Iron Blossom area; and (4) Opohonga limestone in the Grand Central mine. 


In the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine most of the ore occurs in the Bluebell 


dolomite. 


Four vein zones, or "ore runs, " of northerly trend are recognized 


in the limestones. From west to east they are: (1) Geinni; (2) Mammoth; 


(3) Godina; and (4) Iron Blossom. The Iron Blossom mine is in the 


southern part of the Iron Blossom zone which has been mined for a 


lateral distance of over 10,000 feet. 


Most of the Iron Blossom No. 1 workings are inaccessible; there-


fore much of the following data is based on the	 5 knowledge 


of the area or on Professional Paper 107. The Iron Blossom ore zone, 
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which contains bedded replacement ore bodies in and north of the Iron 


Blossom No. 3 mine, becomes more vein-like in character in the Iron 


Blossom No. 1 area. Still farther south in the area of the Governor 


and Dragon mines it is classed as a vein-type deposit by Lindgren. The 


operator reports that the zone contains four principal strands in the 


Iron Blossom No. 1 mine. From west to east they are: (1) a contact 


(No. 1 East) zone between rhyolite and limestone, which in 1958 was be-


ing mined on the 300 level; (2) the "East vein" of Lindgren, locally 


called the Gold fissure, which produced from the Gold stope; (3) the 


West or "main" vein which contains most of the stopes on the 500 and 600 


levels; and (4) a zone at the contact of limestone with a porphyry dike. 


A fissure which lies between the East and West veins and which appears 


to be a split from the West vein was the target for the proposed 


exploration. 


The contact ore body (No. 1 East) recently mined on and below the 


300 level is irregular in form but generally is from 10 to 12 feet wide. 


The ore is highly oxidized and consists of a soft, cellular mass in 


which cerussite is the chief ore mineral. Silver is present in con-


siderable amounts probably as secondary minerals or possibly carried by 


other minerals. The ore is heavily stained with limonite and, locally, 


with manganese oxide. Small amounts of pyrite are reported by the op-


erator and traces of copper stain occur in places. The zinc content 


is low. Gangue minerals are quartz and barite. 
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The ore throughout the Iron Blossom zone is generally uniform in 


character although in places in the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine the copper-


gold content is higher and the lead-silver content is lower than in 


mines farther north. The vein ore in mines to the south is less plenti-


ful and of lower grade, indicating that the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine is 


in a transitionzone. Shipments of ore made about 1927 may indicate 


the tenor to be expected in the areas proposed for exploration. Ore 


from the Layshon stope contained 90 to 213 ounces of silver per ton, 


11 percent lead, and 0. 35 ounce gold; ore from the Muhlstein stope con-


tained 18 to 70 ounces of silver per ton, 1 to 11 percent copper, and 


up to 20 percent lead. The operator reports that the ore produced from 


the contact zone in the mine was valued at $2,000,000. 


PROPOSED AND RECOMMENDED EXPLORATION 


The five projects proposed by the applicant actually involved only 


two targets, one on the 400 level and one on the 300 level. The appli-


cant's 400 level project was designed to undercut a known ore occurrence 


which had been explored by old workings on two or possibly three sides 


in addition to having been stoped to an unknown extent from a sub-level 


above the liOO level. The sub-level was reported by the operator to be 


at 340 feet or 60 feet above the 400 level. A composite plan map fur-


nished by the applicant showed two stopes at different levels with a 


combined stoped area (in plan) of more than 100 square sets. The ore 


at Project 3 area is rather low-grade "mill dirt" occurring at the
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contact of the Bluebell dolomite and rhyolite. The project (3) was 


considered mine development and consequently was not recommended by 


the examining team. The applicant's projects 1 and 2 involved gaining 


access to the 100 or project 3 level. 


The applicant's 300 level projects 4 and 5 were both on the same 


fissure, called the Muhistein fissure, for purposes of identification 


in this report. Project 14. comprised drifting 360 feet northerly from 


the north edge of the Mu.hlstein stope, and project 5 comprised drifting 


80 feet (to within 100 feet of the property boundary) southerly from a 


point 80 feet south of the stope. 


The Muhistein fissure is accessible at three places: (1) at the 


starting point of project 4; (2) at the end point of project Ii. ; and 


(3) at the starting point of project 5. The Muhlstein fissure is 


similar at all three places, and it consists of 3 to 6 feet of crushed 


rock and oxidized vein material. Manganese stain, copper stain, and 


vein quartz, all favorable indications of ore, are fai-rly conspicuous. 


The chief ore minerals are lead carbonate (cerussite) and secondary 


silver minerals. Moderate amounts of copper and., in places, gold are 


present. 


The starting point of both the northerly and southerly drifts was 


in a highly mineralized area. In a distance of less than 100 feet east 


from the Muhlstein stope are two other stopes- -the Muhlstein-Higgenson 


and the Gold--which are on parallel fissures or on splits from the 


Muhistein or the East fissure. The ore bodies in this area form a 
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nearly vertical shoot in contrast to the horizontal (replacement type) 


shoots to the north. The primary control here appears to be the fis-


sures although favorable limestone beds can increase the amount of 


fissure ore. The proposed drift was in the Bluebell dolomite, in favor-


able rock. At the north end of the project several small stopes marked 


the .south end of a long horizontal ore shoot. 


Although the Muhlstein fissure had been crosscut on the 200 and 


400 levels, an unexplored block of ground 360 feet long by 200 feet 


high remained. Undiscovered ore bodies in the area may be either hori-


zontal or vertical or they would be in the transition zone; if hori-


zontal (replacement type), the 300 level appeared to be about the 


optimum level stratigraphically on which to explore the area; if verti-


cal; the 200 and 400 level crosscuts would leave the fissure essen-


tially unexplored. Except for the limited exploration in the Muhlstein 


stope area the Muhlstein fissure--apparently a split off the West fis-


sure--had not been explored by drifting south of the point chosen for 


the north end of the project. It was therefore recommended that the 


applicant's request to drift northerly and southerly (projects 4 and 5) 


along the Muhlstein fissure from the Muhlstein stope area for a combined 


distance of 1140 feet be approved. 


Because of the possibility that significant quantities of ore-grade 


material might be discovered on the 300 level and further exploration 


on the 400 level warranted, a second stage of exploration was recommended, 


contingent upon the results of Stage I work, which required sinking the 
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Larsen winze an additional 105 feet, crosscutting on the 400 level for 


200 feet northwesterly to the Muhistein fissure, and drifting along 


the fissure both north and south for a total of 300 feet. 


Contract	 2003 was executed and work under the contract began 


on July 2, 1959, to complete the following exploration work (fig. 2): 


Stage I 


1. Drift a maximum of 360 feet northerly from the north edge of the 


Muhistein stope to explore the Muhlstein fissure on the 300 level. 


2. Drift a maximum of 80 feet southerly from a point 80 feet south of 


the Muhlstein stope to a point not closer than 100 feet from the 


property line. This drifting to be also along the Muhlstein fissure, 


on the 300 level. 


3. Timber not in excess of 50 feet of the drifts. 


If. Not in'excess of 30 samples to be assayed for lead, copper, zinc, 


silver, and gold. 


5. Drifts to be a minimum of 5 feet by 7 feet in cross section. 


Stage II 


(Contingent upon the results of Stage I work.) 


1. Deepen the Larsen winze an additional 105 feet. This winze to be 


completely timbered, divided into two compartments with the cage 


compartment to be 4 feet by 4 feet inside of timber. The untimbered 


winze to be not less than 6 feet by 10 feet in cross section.

2. On the liOO level, crosscut approximately 200 feet northwesterly to 


the Muhlstein fissure. 


3. Drift a maximum of 300 feet northerly and southerly along the 


Muhlstein fissure from the crosscut. 


4. Timber not in excess of 64 feet of drifts or crosscut. 


5. Not in excess of 30 samples to be assayed for lead, copper, zinc, 


silver, and gold. 


6. Drifts and crosscuts to be a minimum of 5 feet by 7 feet in cross 


section.


WORK PERFORMED AND COSTS 


Stage I 


The operator drifted northerly for a distance of 325 feet from the 


north edge of the Mu.hlstein stope eçloring for and along the Muhistein 


fissure. Nine lineal feet of timber was installed at one place in the 


north drift. 


Occasional spots of high grade mineralized material were found 


along the rhyolite-limestone contact with intersecting fissures or shears. 


The Muhlstein fissure as such was not penetrated, and the amount of min-


eralized material decreased as the drift progressed northward. The drift 


which was started July 2, 1959, was completed late in September 1959. 


Mineralized material encountered by the drift, as indicated by the assays 


of 15 samples (Table 1) is not of ore grade nor indicative of signifi-


cant tonnage of potential ore.

The property was examined by F. B. Moore, Geological Survey, 
and N. H. Howes, Bureau of Nines, on April 8, 1959. 


Since the denial ai the previous application in 1958, the 
Operator has driven approximately 500 feet of various types of workings 
and in so doing has reopened extensive workings on the 300 level. 


Present operations are being conducted through the Larsen winze 
which was driven from the 200 level to the 300 level. 


The Field Examiners state: "There remains ample virgin ground 
in the proposed exploratory area to contain ore reserves of considerable 
size and value. 


The Stage I work is on what is known as the Muhlstein fissure 
which has been mined by two stopes but which has not been explored over 
a length of some 440 feet. The starting point of both the northerly 
and southerly drifts is in a highly mineralized vein. 


The project recommended by the Field Examiners is a modified 
one and does not exactly follow the original application but the work 
of Stage I is as was originally requested and the work of stage II as 
recommended has been approved by the Applicant. 


Stage II is contingent upon the results obtained by the work 
of Stage I. The sinking and crosscutting will reveal whether the ore 
continues downward but it might have been better to have taken a bigger 
bite as to depth. The 400 level is completely inaccessible at this time 
so no other definite plan can be made for this level other than the one 
proposed.


The Applicant submitted a statement of Assets and Liabilities 
and requests for loans to several banks which were denied. The Applicant 
offered machinery as security for the loan as well as his home. The 
Contract Administration and Audit Division considers that the Applicant 
is eligible for an exploration contract. 


The Field Team concurs with the findings of the Field Examiners. 
W}eP. Williams, Geological Survey concurs with the findings. 0. N. Bishop, 
Bureau of Mines recommends that the application be denied due to the 
limited size of the exploration block. 


We concur in the staged program as Stage I will either prove 
or disprove the feasibility of the ptoject without too great an expend-. 
iture of money.

The examining team have returned a favorable report on the 
applicant's property. The Iron Blossom property has produced over 
636,000 tons of ore. The examiners state that the proposed area of 
exploration is located, on a strong geologic structure that is 
strongly mineralized. 


The applicant's property was previously submitted under 
DNEA Docket No. 5004. The DM1A application was denied because of 
poor access to the old workings. Since then the applicant has re-
opened extensive old workings on the 300 level. 


The examining team's conclusion that significant, undis-
covered ore deposits probably exist on the applicant's property 
appears valid. I agree further that the property warrants additional 
exploration.

After a field examination by F. B. Moore (USGS) and M. H. 
Howe (BM) on April 8, 1959, the examiners and Region III field team 
recommended a modification of the exploration proposed by the appli-
cant. The program recommended and presumably concurred in by the 
applicant consists of drifting north and south 440 feet through 
the block of ground lying north of the MuIilstein stope on the 300 
level. If this first stage work proves successful, Stage II con-
sisting of deepening the Larsen winze 105 feet, and crosscutting 
and drifting 500 feet on the 400-level would follow. Such work is 
extimated to require a total of )-i-9 weeks and cost about $42,928. 


The field examiners concluded on the basis of the intense 
alteration, strong mineralization, and observed ore habits in the 
Iran Blossom workings, that the potentiality of the target area is 
well worth the proposed exploration. They studied the ore expres-
sion of the Muhlstein fissure at both ends of the block to be explored, 
noting it .to be 3 to 6 feet of crushed rock and oxidized vein material 
with evidence of mineralization. They note that the proposed drift 
on the Muhlstein fissure (a split between the East and West veirs) fl 
will be in the favorable Bluebell dolomite. The examiners also 
point out that rich ore shoots existed at either end of the explo-
ration block and that the crosscuts through the block on the 200 
and 400 levels leave an unexplored block 360feet long by 200 feet 
high which could contain .a significant tonnage in nearly veitical 
chimney-like shoots or as near horizontal replacements in the lime-
stone.
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In reviewing the potential of the area, I observe that 
the Iron Blossom zone has been mined over a lateral distance of 
about 10 1 000 feet to yield about 636,000 tons of ore at a profit 
of $3,525,000. If the unexplored area is average in its potential, 
it will because of its lesser vertical dimension contain about 7,500 
tons of Ore which would yield a profit of about $ Ii-2,000. Inspection 
of the maps shows that the southern part of the mine has been far 
less productive than the average. 


On. the bases of the ore habit mapped and described, the 
limited size of the exploration block and the high ratio of cost to 
probable return I recommend the propose 	 qlorat.ionbe denied..

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INTRODUCTION 


Government aid for an exploratory project under Docket ONE 6015 


is requested by Glen Larsen, Eureka, Utah, in an application dated 


February 20, 1959. The original proposed program consists of 105 feet 


of winze sinking, 640 feet of drifting and crosscutting, and 210 feet 


of rehabilitation on the 300 and 14.00 levels of the Iron Blossom No. 1 


mine, Juab County, Utah, at a total estimated cost of $25,936.614. 


A field examination of the property was made April 8, 1959, by 


F • B. Moore, Geological Survey, and M. H. Roves, Bureau of Mines, to 


determine the feasibility of the proposed exploratory work and to ap-


praise the estimated costs and the engineering aspects of the job. The 


field examiners were accompanied by Glen Larsen, applicant, and F. W. 


Hanson, representative of Tintic Standard Mining Co. 


In the spring of 1958, application was made by the same operator 


for an exploratory loan for a somewhat similar proposed project as the 


present proposal. The application was denied at that time because of 


very limited access to old workings in the fissure zones. The proposed 


work was based on data furnished by the applicant from memory and from 


old maps and smelter settlement records. It appeared to the Field Team 


that there was insufficient virgin ground remaining in the area to
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Justify DMEA participation, and that the proposed work was more ac-


curátely classed as clean-up and extensions of known ore bodies. 


Since the spring of 1958, the operator has diiven approximately 


500 feet of drifts, crosscuts, raises, and winzes, and in so doing has 


reopened extensive old workings on the 300 level. In conjunction with 


this work 1,261.111 dry tons of low-grade ore has been produced and 


shipped, having a gross value of $37,820.92 and a net smelter settlement 


value of $14,341.86 or $29.99 and $11.37 per ton, respectively. The old 


workings that have been reopened show Intense alteration and strong min-


eralization in the fissure zones, which is a particularly common condition 


throughout the Iron Blossom ore channel. Many of the old stopes in the 


Iron Blossom No. 1 area show that ore deposition occurs in greater dip 


length than strike length on the fissures. Old workings also show that 


ore deposits occurring along the contacts between intrusives and lime-


stones often split off to follow cross-fissures or limestone beds as 


replacement ore. There remains ample virgin ground in the proposed ex-


ploratory area to contain ore reserves of considerable size and value. 


LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Iron Blossom No. 1 mine lies high.on the east slope of the East 


Tintic Mountains, in the Tintic district, approximately li miles south-


east from Eureka, Utah, by road through Knightsville (figs.. 1 and 2). 


Altitudes range from about 6,800 feet to .over 7,400 feet. 


The climate is semiarid. During summer months, days are hot and nights 


are cool. Winter weather is usually severe, with low temperatures not 
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uncommon. Prevailing winds with moderately heavy snowfalls cause con-


tinuous snow drifting. However, the roads are kept open by periodic 


blading. 


Vegetation consists largely of desert plants, of which sagebrush 


is most common.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Production began in the Iron Blossom mine in 1908, was continuous 


through 1930, and thereafter has been intermittent to the present time. 


The property was originally acquired by the Jesse Knight interests and 


operated by this group until 1925, when the mine was purchased by Tintic 


Standard Mining Co. A few years before the above transaction was made, 


when ore deposits were thought to be nearing exhaustion, the Knight in-


terests changed the method of mine operation from production by company-


employed miners to production by block-lessees. This system, because 


of its incentive nature, proved to be highly successful, not only in ore 


production, but in finding and developing new ore.

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GEOLOGY 


The Tintic mining district is underlain by a series of sedimentary

Igneous rocks present are mostly effusive and include rhyolite, 


monzonite, latites, and andesites. Monzonite or rnonzonite porphyry in-


trudes the sediments as small stocks and dikes in a few places. 


The sedimentary rocks at Tintic are folded into a large asymmetric 


syncline with a steep west limb and a more gently dipping east limb. The 


axis of the syncline is northerly in trend and passes through the eastern 


part of the district in the vicinity of the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine. 


Faulting is extensive but too complicated to allow for simple general-


ization. Faults of east trend appear most numerous; large faults of north-


east trend are prominent; and faults of northerly trend are known in 


underground workings but, being parallel to the beds, are obscure at the 


surface.


ORE DEPOSITS 


The Tintic ore deposits occur in both igneous and sedimentary rocks; 


however, most of the production of the district has come from certain 


limestone beds. The ore bodies lie along fissure zones but form bedded 


replacement deposits in the limestones. The igneous rocks contain north-


easterly veins, of steep dip, "some of which have yielded considerable 


amounts of ore from their oxidized zones above the water table." Of the 


limestones, the Bluebell dolomite is the most favorable host rock; it 


contains large ore bodies in many places throughout the district. Con-


siderable quantities of ore have been produced from other limestones in 


limited areas as follows: (1) Pine Canyon limestone in the eastern part 


of the district; (2) Opex dolomite and Ajax limestone in the Bullion Beck 
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group; (3) Gardner dolomite in the Southern Iron Blossom area; (4) 


Opohonga limestone in the Grand Central mine. In the Iron Blossom No. 1 


mine most of the ore occurs in the Bluebell dolomite. 


Four vein zones or "oreruns," of northerly trend, are recognized 


in the limestones. From west to east they are: (i) Gemini; (2) Mammoth; 


(3) Godiva; and (14) Iron Blossom, The Iron Blossom No.1 mine is in the 


southern part of the Iron Blossom zone which has been mined for a lateral 


distance of over 10,000 feet (fig. 14). 


Most of the Iron Blossom No. 1 workings are currently Inaccessible; 


therefore, much of the following data is based on the operator's knowledge 


of the area or on Professional Paper 107. The Iron Blossom ore zone, 


which contains bedded replacement ore bodies in and north of the Iron 


Blossom No. 3 mine, becomes more vein-like in character in the Iron Blossom 


No. 1 area. Still farther south in the area of the Governor and Dragon 


mines, it is classed as a vein type deposit by Lindgren. The operator 


reports that the zone contains four principal strands in the Iron Blossom 


No. 1 mine. From east to west they are: (i) a contact (No. 1 East) zone 


between rhyolite and limestone which in 1958 was being mined on the 300 


level; (2) the East vein of Lindgren, locally called the Gold fissure, 


which produced from the Gold stope; (3) the west or "main" vein which 


contains most of the stopes on the 500 and 600 levels; and ( ii. ) a zone at 


the contact of limestone with a porphyry dike. A fissure which lies be-


tween the East and West veins and which appears to be a split from the 


West vein, is a target for the proposed exploration. 
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The contact ore body (No. 1-East) recently mined on and below the 


300 level is irregular in form but generally is from 10 to 12 feet wide. 


The ore is highly oxidized and consists of a soft, cellular, mass in which 


cerussite is the chief ore mineral. Silver is present in considerable 


amounts probably as secondary minerals or possibly carried by other min-


erals. The ore is heavily stained with limonite arid, locally, with 


manganese oxide. Small amounts of pyrite are reported by the operator 


and traces of copper stain occur in places. The zinc content is low. 


Gangue minerals are quartz and barite. 


The one throughout the Iron Blossom zone is generally uniform in 


character although in places in the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine the copper-


gold content is higher and the lead-silver content is lower than in mines 


farther north. The vein ore in mines to the south is less plentiful and 


of lower grade, indicating that the Iron Blossom No. 1 mine is in a trans-


ition zone. Shipments of ore made about 1927 may indicate the tenor to 


be expected in the areas proposed for exploration. Ore from the Layshon 


stope contained 90 to '213 ounces silver per ton, 11 percent lead, and 


0 . 35 ounce gold; ore from the Muhistein stope contained 18 to 70 ounces 


of silver per ton, 1 toll percent copper, and up to 20 percent lead. 


The operator reports that ore produced along the contact zone in the 


mine was valued at $2,000,000.
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PROPOSED AND RECOMMENDED EXPLORATION 


The five projects proposed by the applicant actually involve only 


two targets, one on the 1400 level and one on the 300 level (fig. 3). The 


applicant's 14.00 level project (Project No. 3) is designed to undercut a 


known ore occurrence which has been explored by old workings on two or 


possibly three sides in addition to having been stoped to an unknown 


extent from a sub-level above the 400 level. The sub-level is reported 


by the operator to be at 314.0 feet or 60 feet above the 400 level. A 


composite plan map furnished by the applicant shows two stopes at differ-


ent levels with a combined stoped area (in plan) of more than 100 square 


sets • The ore at Project 3 area is rather low-grade "mill dirt" occur-


ring at the contact of the Bluebell dolomite and rhyolite. Although a 


considerable tonnage of "mill dirt" may be present in the area, the 


project (3) is mine development and not exploration and it is recommended 


that it be denied. The applicant's projects 1 and 2 merely involve gaining 


access; to the 400 or project 3 level. Four .other possible targets on the 


liOO level, pointed out but not requested for assistance by the applicant 


in a letter of February 20, 1959, are completely unknown factors as re-


gards accessibility, geologic occurrence, or extent and location of old 


workings. The 400 level is 


The applicant's 300-level projects 1 and 5 are both on the same 


fissure, called the Muhlstein fissure for purposes of identification in 


this report. Project 14. comprises drifting 360 feet northerly from the 


north edge of the Muhlstein stope and project 5 comprises drifting 80 
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feet (to within 100 feet of property boundary) southerly from a point 


80 feet south of the stope (fig. 3). 


The Muhlstein fissure is accessible at three places: (1) at the 


starting point of project Ii. , (2) at the end point of project ii. and (3) 


at the starting point of project 5. The fissure is similar at all three 


places. It consists of 3 to 6 feet of crushed rock and oxidized vein 


material. Manganese stain, copper stain, and vein quartz, all favorable 


indicators of ore, are fairly conspicuous. The chief ore minerals are 


lead carbonate (cerussite) and secondary silver minerals. Moderate 


amounts, of copper and, in places, gold are also present. 


The starting point of both the northerly and southerly drifts is in 


a highly mineralized area. In a distance of less than 100 feet east from 


the Walstein stope are two other stopes- -the Muhlstein-Higgenson and the 


Gold--which are on parallel fissures or on splits from the Muhlstein or 


the East fissure. The ore bodies in this area form in nearly vertical 


shoots in contrast to the horizontal (replacement type) shoots to the 


north. The primary control here appears to be the fissures although 


favorable limestone beds can increase the amount of fissure ore, Ppth 


walls in the proposed drifts will be Bluebell dolomite, a favorable rock. 


At the north end of the project several small stopes mark the south end 


of a long horizontal ore shoot. 


Although the Muhlstein fissure has been crosscut on the 200 and 400 


levels, an unexplored block of ground 360 feet long by 200 feet high re-


mains. Undiscovered ore bodies in the area may be either horizontal or 
ft 


vertical as they would be in the transition zone. If horizontal (replacement 
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type), the 300 level appears to be about the optimum level stratigraph-


/ icaily on which to explore in the area. If vertical, the 200 and 100 


level crosscuts still leave the fissure essentially unexplored. In other 


words, except for the limited exploration in the Muhlstein stope area, 


the Muhlstein fissure--apparently a split off the West fissure--has not 


been explored by drifting south of the point chosen for the north end of 


the project (fig. 4). It is therefore recommended that the applicant's 


request to drift northerly and southerly (Projects 1 and 5) along the 


Muhlstein fissure from the Muhlstein stope area for a combined distance 


of 440 feet be approved. 


La the event that significant quantities of ore-grade material are 


discovered on the 300 level, further exploration on the 400 level will 


be warranted. A Stage II is therefore recommended, contingent on Stage I 


results. ,Stage II would comprise deepening the Larsen winze 105 feet, 


crosscutting_pyximately 200 feet northwesterly to the vkhlstein fissure, 


drifting 390 	 northerly and southerly along the fissure (fig. 3) 


The applicant has stated that sinking a winze on the Muhlstein fissure 


under Stage II is not practical from a mining standpoint and would not be 


acceptable. He is undoubtedly right. The recommended Stage II program 


is acceptable to the applicant. However, somewhat better Stage I results 


will be required to justify the Stage II program than would be required 


to sink a Stage II winze on the fissure • The recommended exploration is 


summarized below.

The locations of the recommended exploration are shown on figure 3. 


Samples should be taken at intervals of not more than 10 feet when 


drifting in ore or material approaching ore in grade. The samples should - 


be split; one-half should be assayed for gold, silver, copper, lead, and 


zinc; the remaining half should be retained for use by the Government. 


It is estimated that 60 samples will be required, 30 in each stage. 


ESTIMATED COSTS OF HEC0MMEDED EXPLORATION 


A careful check of the estimated costs submitted in the application 


indicates that they are reasonable and fair. Although the figures are 


generally accurate, a few minor corrections have been made and incorporated 


in this report.

The 


bedded deposits which occur chiefly to the north of the Iron Blossom No. 1 


mine have remarkable lateral continuity along favorable horizons. The 


ore bodies in the proposed exploration area are more closely related to

the vein type and, in contrast, form in nearly vertical shoots. The 


vertical shoots appear to occur in groups along parallel or branchizig 


fissures which make up the main Iron Blossom zone. The proposed explora-


tion along the Muhlstein fissure on the 300 level covers most of the 


interval between two groups of ore shoots. An ore shoot on the West vein, 


from which the Muhlstein fissure is believed to branch, may indicate the 


pressence of another group of ore shoots about in the middle of the ex-


ploration area (fig. 3). 


Because the proposed 300 level exploration is on a strong structure 


in a well mineralized area with indications, if the group pattern Is 


consistent, that an ore shoot may be present along the line of explora-


tion, it is recommended that a two-stage program as outlined above be 


approved..

The applicant has done some work on the 300 level in the 
meantime and., apparently has opened up the top of a shoot of ore 
which be expects to extend to the 1ith level. As the ore shoot is not 
spotted on the 8-4 map, it is not possible to place it on the longi-
tudinal sections furnished with application 5004, and an estimate of 
its limitations by old openings cannot be made.

When we encountered the 
lime stone again we found some copper and a little si].'vez'a as the 
sainpioxuap shows, but this was just where the porphyry and. the 
limestone made contact. Mineralization was poor on this fissure, 
but when we started on the next fissure to the north we had good, 
lead and silver agaIn. 


The ground has been very good axcept the intersection with the 

erossj1ture in the face of the drift it has required one week to 
timber and. muck out. This fissure is very bad ground the samples on 
the report have been taken from the back of the drift except 
samples #1542 & 1543 they were fare samples it looked as it the 
mineralization was much better in the face than the back of drift, 


We have been timbering and mucking out old drifts to the south 
the last two weeks in order to start drift on fissure as proposed 
in loan application. We expect to start drift next week to the south. 
I hope this report meets with your approvel.

(c) Interest computation.--Simple interest computed annually at the rate o:ui.peraent 


• shall accrue from the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of 
royalty expires, or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a,) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: 


(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows:

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this con1ract,' and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to-the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. If the Governnint's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph (c) hall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3 . Performance of the work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner In accordancewith'good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to completethe work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect.--The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work under the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty . is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary, for the performance of. the work, the Operator shall incur and pay. 
such amounts for his own account without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. Thp Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and spliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5 . Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) Operator's records'.--The Opeator shall keep suitable 
records' and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production In which the Government may ' have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect 	 work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to. pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit said records and 
accounts at any time, either by its 	 or by a'certified public accountant.. The . .Copiptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows:  


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various types of work performed; 


and
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the .reporting period, including adequate-engi-


neering-geological maps or sketches, drill .-hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will' be provided-by the' Government.) 	 . 
(c) FinaIreport.--Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con -


tribute to costs. the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall Include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the 'ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof.	 . . . 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all p'roduè.tion to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies of smelter or con -
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance 'with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or Incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation dr completion of same with suitable attachments as' an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, .or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --I' the Government considers that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.







(b) Royalty on production.--The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Operator 
either transfers or does notretain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all 
minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract until 
the lapse of the time within which the .Gpvernment may issue such certification or until the total net 
amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first; or 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten years from 
the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with 
interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the XXXXXXX gross 
proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in 
the form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shon as deductions on 
the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and assaying 
to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving at the "gross prqceeds" as that term is here 
used.


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid-currently upon each lot sold, held, or 
used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate ) metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither'sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option,. as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when 
the Government elects to require computation, and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in 
integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's 
royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is 
so.used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby grants 
to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and metals there-
from until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


1. (f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty to any 
purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser topay the royalty directly to 
the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the records of any 
production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the Operator or by 
others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be estimated by the Govern-
ment, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothiiig in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a). If the Government determines that opera-
tions at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the Government 
may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then per-
formed; and  


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, the 


Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable time-with-
in which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not per-
formed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 


The Government may also avaIl itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, In-
clüding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Government 
under the contract.

ARTICLE 9 . Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner. shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or. to any benefit that may arise 
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corpora-
tion for its general benefit.	 . 


ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination.--In connection with the performance of work under this contract, 
the Operator agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of 
race, religion, color, or national origin. The aforesaid provision shall include, but not be limited 
to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertis-
ing; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, 
including apprenticeship. The Operator agrees to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available for 
employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the Government setting forth the 
provisions of the nondiscrimination clause. 


The Operator further agrees to insert the foregoing provision in all subcontracts hereunder, ex-
cept subcontracts for standard commercial, supplies or raw materials. 


ARTICLE 11. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of. by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision to 
writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director, 
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of 
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or' otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals 
Exploration,a written appeal addressed to the Secretary. The decision of the Secretary or his duly 
authorized representative for the determination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive unless 
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious, or arbitrary, 
or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial evidence. 


The term' "Director, Office of Minerals Exploration," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Eight-Hour Law of 1912--Overtime compensation.--.This contract, to the extent that it 
is of a character specified in the Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended O U. S.' COde 32 ) -326) and is 
not covered by the Walsh-Healey Public Contracts Act ( 1 1 U.. S. Code 35—)+5), is subject to the follow-
ing provisions and exceptions of said Eight-Hour Law of 1912, as amended, and to all other provisions 
and exceptions of said Law: 


No,laborer or'mechanic doing any part of the work contemplated by this contract, in the employ of the 
Operator or any independent contractor contracting for any part of said work contemplated, shall .be 
required or permitted to work more than eight hours in any one calendar day upon such work, except 
upon the condition that compensation is paid to such laborer or mechanic in accordance with the 
provisions of this clause.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of. this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis' is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances- causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
