Mr. Loren J. Peterson appplied to the Office of Minerals
J—

Exploration on April 19, 1968, for financial assistance in minerals
exploration to explore for silver along a zone of mineralization
extending northwestward from the Tecoma Mine workings in the Luqin
Mining District, Box Elder County, Utah.

The applicant Qas requested to submit additional information
and somé was obtained, but noeﬂihe the complete satisfaction of the
Washington Office of Minerals Exploration. The application was
then referred to the field and an examination was made on May 6 and
7, 1969. Mr. Hasler, Field Officer, Region III, made the examination
accompanied by the applicant, Mr. Loren J. Peterson.

As a result of the field examination and a thorough study of
the geology and mineral occurrence in the Tecoma mine area it is
believed that a more limited exploration program, concentrating in
a more restricted targét area, might result in the discovery of
éubstantial reserves of silver. The applicant was so advised and
portions of a revised exploration program has been submifted to this
office. Additional data is still required and will be transmitted
as soon as it arrives. It is thought that considerable silver ore
might occur within the lead-zinc core in the Tecoma mine area, as
there appears to be a distinct zonal arrangemént between lead and
zinc, and silver. It is within the silver-bearing zone that a drilling
program seems warranted, and it is therefore recommended that a contract

be prepared to explore for silver in the Tecoma mine area as herein

outlined.
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The Property

The Tecoma Mine is located in the northern part of the Pilot
Range in the Lucin Mining District.on the Nevada-Utah state line,
The property lies in both states but the principal workings lie in
Box Elder County, Utah in sections 8, 9, 16 and 17, T. 6 N., R. 19 W.,
SLM. Two claims are located in section 21, T. 39 N., Mt. Diablo
Meridian in Elko County, Nevada (Figure 1).

Accessibility

The property may be reached from Salt Lake City, Utah by
travelling west via U. S. Highway 40, and Alt. 50 to Wendover, Utah,
a distance of 125 miles, then northwest on U. S. Highway 40 for
32 miles to Oasis, Nevada, then northeastward on Nevada-Utah State
Highway 30 to Montello, Névada, then at a point 7 miles northeast
of Montello, Nevada,turn right (a white building containing an
airline beacon is on the left side (west) of the highway at this turning
point.

The applicant, Tecoma Mines, as of July 25, 1969, made an Exchange
Agreement, by and between Logéh J. Peterson, Carl Fife, Louis W.
Cramer and Page P. Blakemore, hereinafter designated and referred to
as "Assignors' and International Development Company, Inc., a Nevada
corporation, hereinafter designated and referred to as '"Assignee'.
(Copy of Exchange Agreement included). Mr. L. J. Peterson, P. 0. Box
156, Montello, Nevada, was designated as Operator, of International
Development Company, and was filed with the Nevada Secretary of State,
on August 25, 1970. (Copy of List of Officers, Directors and Agent
included).

History and Production

The Tecoma Mine was discovered about 1868 and was the basis for
the organization of the Lucin Mining District in 1872.

A smelter was built in the foothills below the mine at a settlement
called Buell City, which sprang up as a collection of dugouts and frame
shacks housing miners and charcoal burners. The population of
Buell City was about 400.

The first operator was an English Company, the Tecoma Mining
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Company of Utah, Ltd., which shipped about 1,000 tons of ore assaying
30 percent lead and 10 - 25 ounces of silver per ton to the company's
smelter at Truckee, California. Some earlier high-grade ore is said
to have been shipped to England.
The American Tecoma Company built the Buell smelter in 1871 and
treated several thousand tons of ore averaging 45 percent of lead

and 35 ounces of silver per ton. This ore came from two near surface

ore bodies. The mines were shut down in 1875 - 76 and were idle except

for sporadic and inconsequential leasing activity until 1916-17 when
a few thousand tons of silver-~lead-zinc ore were mined.

In 1922 about 1440 tons of oxidized zinc ore were shipped to the
Utah Zinc Company to a fuming plant at Midvale, Utah, built to treat
the oxidized zinc ore reserves estimated at 50,000 tons of ore having
a grade of 18 percent.

No further work has been done other than a few shipments of iron
oxide for pigment in 1930 - 31, and sample shipments of lead, silver,
and zinc ores in 1961 by the Valley View Mines Company.

The west part of the Tecoma property is developed by four tunnels

Three main stopes are opened in the workings; No. 1, the
Tecoma Stope from the Nenry Tunnel to tﬁe Morning Star Tunnel. Ore
has been stoped throughout a range of 480 feet in length, with the
ore bodies 20 - 80 feet wide and 20 - 30 feet high. No. 2, the Star
Stope 300 feet long, 20 feet wide and 5 - 15 feet high. No. 3, an
unnamed vertical stope east of the Tecoma and north of the Morning
Star, between the Tecoma and Morning Star levels, is on the fissure.

A pipe of high grade silver-lead ore was opened on the surface
by the Valley View Mines Company in 1961, and a few trial lots

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This pipe was mined from the surface down about 12 feet from
which it continues downward. It is about 4 feet in diameter and is
encXased in lower grade ore; The pipe is on an east=west lower grade
fissure, exposed about 50 feet along its strike by the workings.

A sample of the encasing ore assayed: 4.6 oz. Ag, 12.67% Pb per ton. A cut
sample from the fissure assayed: 10.6 oz. Ag,; 14.1% Pb per ton.

A general sample of the ore in the pipe, exposed in the bottom assayed:
72.8 oz. Ag; 63.0% Pb per ton.

Considerable lower grade:silver—léad ore and additional zinc ores
nearby were also developed in these workings.

Caving of old stopes over the Tecoma workings has revealed a

fissure with silver-copper mineralization and some lead-zinc ore trending

east into unexplored ground. Samples assayed:

Lead-zinc-ore 5.4% Pb 17.0% Zn per ton

Marketing for both oxidized zinc, and silver-lead ores may be made
at the International Smelting and Refining Company smelter, and
zinc fuming plant near Tooele, Utah, a distance of some 60 miles from
the Tecoma Mine area.

Geology

Rocks in the area consist of carboniferous limestones and shales
intruded by quartz monzonite. Great thicknesses of heavy-bedded limestones
form the bulk of the rocks of the range in the mine area. The rocks,
the Fish Haven dolomite of Ordovician age have been severely crushed

and brecciated locally. Generally the beds strike slightly west of north
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and dip to the east about 30°. This regional strike and dip is

maintained across the range to the east and for some distance north

of the mine area. Occasional thin beds of shale and shaly limestone
exposed in some of the workings indicate that the regional strike persists
uniformly in the area of brecciation. The light colored, massive
limestone that crops out over most of the area is underlain by a thinner
bed of darker colored limestone.

Quartz monzonite crops out over a considerable area on the east
side of the range, and a few small areas of quartz monzonite crop out
on the west side of the range east of the mine area. A dike of
highly siliceous material of similar composition cuts across the area
striking nearly east-west. Underground exposures indicate that the dike
thickens rapidly at depth. 1In the thinner zones, and toward the margins
of the dike the rock becomes finer grained and somewhat porphyritic.

The wider zones exhibit the coarse, granitic texture of the outlying
intrusive stocks.

The major structural feature is the east-west zone of brecciation
paralleling the hanging wall side of the dike. A few east-west fractures
parallel this zone of brecciation. They contain sqme;mineralized-material
in the form of iron oxide, but are not of major iﬁportance. A prominent
series of northeast striking fractures appear to have exerted considerable
influence on localizing mineralization at various places along the dike.

The main ore deposit is approximately.SO feet wide and 600 feet
long adjacent to and paralleling the dike. Almost complete replacement

of the limestone has occurred in the upper 80 feet of the ore body.
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The lower portion fingers out into pipes and replacemeﬁt along
fractures in the brecciated limestone. Development work shows that
mineralization continues east along this zone, but is confined to
pipes and fracture filling in the limestone. The ore body dips
steeply to the south, lying in contact with the dike. It rakes to
the west,roughly following the surface. The lead ore mined is reported
to have contained very little zinc, occurring as narrow pipes and
bedded replacements extending in irregular directions throughout the
main oxidized ore body.

Alteration in the vicinity of the ore is principally kaolinization.
Little or no silicification occurs in or surrounding the ore, except
for some jasperoid seen in the Morning Star Tunnel stopes.

Lead ore minerals are cerussite, wulfenite, anglesite, and
galena. The principal zinc minerals are massive ferruginous, smithsonite,
and hemimorphite.

Replacement, controlled by the composition of the sediménts and
degree of fracturing is fairly complete within the ore bodies, de-
creasing on their margins to iron stained limestone. The ore is
entirely oxidized, the original minerals were iron, zinc, and lead
sulphides with minor amounts of copper.

The present mine workings do not disclose the distance to the
limestone quartz monzonite contact east of the main ore body. The
block of ground may be quite large, depending upon the depth of the
contact, and it appears that the brecciation may extend some distance

eastward, from the main workings through the intersection of the
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strong north-south fault on the Rising Run No. 38 claim. This area
should be explored by diamond drilling, as some high grade pods of
zinc-lead and silver may be included within the zoned pipes in the
ore bodies along the Tecoma fault zone.

Ore Reserves

According to a report supplied by the applicant and authored
by Louis Cramer and Page P. Blakemore, both competent consulting
geoldgists, they state the Tecoma mine has a proven reserve in excess
of 25,000 tons of oxidized zinc ore averaging about 20 percent
zinc and undetermined amounts of lead-silver ore explored by underground
and surface workings. Other possible valuable resources are appreciable
bodies of iron oxide as an ocherous hematite suitable for pigments,
and a talcose sericitic gouge material exposed over considerable widths
in places. This material might be suitable for grinding as filler.

An early report (1922 -- U. S. Bureau of Mines) mentioned that
exposed as casings or shells of the extracted silver-lead= ore
bodies there are ﬁassive bodies of oxidized ferruginous zinc ore,
and that because of access afforded by the many openings, this ore
was readily measured and easily sampled. From the workings accessible
at that time it was estimated that about 25,000 tons of approximately
20 percent zinc ore was developed, although former operators had estimated
as much as 50,000 tons of 18 percent zinc ore.

Shipments during 1961 and 1963 totalled some 60 tons that
had an average grade of 0.057 oz. Au, 20.14 oz. Ag, 0.12%. Cu, 41.1% Pb

and 2.27% Zn, and had an average gross value per ton of $66.84. The
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same ore at current prices (7/21/70) has a gross value of $178.97
per ton.
Proposed Exploration Program

The applicant proposes to explore for new and undiscovered
reserves of silver ore bodies that range in size and grade approximately
300 feet in length, by 25 feet wide and 25 feet high along the hanging
wall of the Tecoma fault with some 25 rows of holes about 50 feet
between the rows and about 4 holes on each row spaced some 25 feet'
apart. The original proposal is to explore along the Tecoma fault
for an estimated 1600 feet, and as much as 1,000 feet into the hanging
wall. Some 100 holes ranging in depth from 40 to 250 are suggested.
The total footage estimated is 14,750 feet. Total estiﬁated cost
of the original program was $100,000.00.

During the field examination an alternate program was suggested
and on May 10, 1970 a revised program was suggested by the applicant
utilizing some 10 drill holes totalling 2,000 feet. The h&les, as
shown on the map, are located some 400 feet east of the Tecoma tunnel
workings, are parallel to the Tecoma fault and some 500 feet in
the hanging wall. The parallel alignment of the holes will not afford
effective exploration for discovering ore bodies 300' x 25' x 25',
therefore it is suggested by the examining geologist that some 10
rows of holes be drilled in two stages, with four holes in each row
to be drilled to explore north-south across the trend of the ore bodies
as well as east-west along the hanging wall side of the Tecoma fault.
The first 5 rows of holes sould be drilled as shown on the accompanying
map, then drill another 5 rows of holes, four east of the stronglnorth=

south fault, that crosses the Rising Star No. 38, and the Red Cloud
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No. 39 claims and 1 row of holes to explore the footwall side of

the north-south fault. This would more effectively explore the
southeastward extension of the ore bodies that lie in the hanging

wall of the Tecoma fault, with an estimated footage of 6,000 feet

in two stages. If results from the first 5 rows of holes are encouraging
a second 5 rows of holes may be drilled. A telephone conference was

held with Mr. Peterson August 10, 1970 and these proposed changes

were discussed with him. He concurred that a series of north-south

holes along the lines of their original proposal would be more

effective than the angle line of holes extending along the hanging

wall of the Tecoma fault as were shown in red on their alternate
proposals. Estimated total costs for the two-stage exploration

program would total $114,434.00. Government participation at 75

percent would total $85,825.50 provided both Stage I and Stage II
portions of the exploration would be completed.

Conclusions and Recommendations

It is the opinion of the examining geologist that there is
a fairly good possibility of discovering new and undiscovered reserves
of silver that appear to occur as a core within lead-zinc ore bodies .
with dimensions of 300' x 25' x 25' along the hanging wall of the
Tecoma fault as has been mined previously by the applicant and
previous owners. It is recommended that a contract be prepared and
executed to perform the exploration work herein proposed by the

examining geologist. The estimated costs of drilling approximately
