This will acknowledge receipt of your letter of December 18th.

The request of July 17, 1951 for additional information regarding
my application for an exploratory loan was taken care of by a
personal visit to Congressman Fugate, who arranged for an interview
for me with Mr. George B. Holderer, Chief of the Manganese Branch.

I was advised by Mr. Holderer that it was necessary to furnish the
information listed on the forms, also to submit topographical,
geological and engineering maps of this section of Tazewell County.

As you know, this type of engineering and mapping runs into considerable
money. Mr. Holderer further informed me that his Departnent thought
very little of the Virginia deposits.

Due to the unfavorable position in which the Virginia Manganese deposits
are held by your Department, and the unnecessary expense and immeasurable
red tape involved in obtaining such a loan, with only a slight possi-
bility of its approval, I have decided to hold my leases in abeyance

for the time being.

I believe there is a possibility that sometime in the near future
the Government will need so badly this fine deposit of ore, that it
will be possible for a small business man to receive Government aid
without the expenditure of most of his capital for unnecessary
expenses, or without the necessity of employing some disinterested
party to intercede in his behalf,
