ARTICLE 1. This contract is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The land which is the subject of this contract (here-
inafter called “the land”) is in the State of Virginia . , County of Buckingham ,

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(d). The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and
providing in the instrument of conveyance, hen or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 8, it shall thereafter have

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, fac111t1es, materials, supplies, and labor to
bring it to completion within the time fixed.

(b) Independent contracts.—To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit “A”
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so performed;
but if the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract requires the Government’s
approval thereof, payments under such contract will not be allowable costs unless the Government gives
its written approval of the contract. Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific and
identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all of the pertinent terms and conditions of this
exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its rights under
this contract, 1nc1ud1ng the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected thereby. Regard-
less of the provisions of any such 1ndependent contract and regardless of the Government’s approval
thereof, the Government will participate in payments to the independent contractor only on account of
work performed in accordance with the provisions of this exploration project contract, and only to the
extent that the Government deems the unit prices for the work under the 1ndependent contract to be
reasonable. ,

(¢) Govermment may mspect —The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all

" phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the

work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production

operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable
means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government. ——The estimated total allowable cost of the prOJect
set forth in Exhibit “A,” is the sum of $.85370.
The Government shall contribute .20 percent of the allowable costs as they are incurred in a total sum
not in excess of $. h,lﬁS...QQ .................... : Provided, That until the Operator has

rendered to thegGovernment his final report, ‘and any final auditing required by the Government has been
made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may withhold.from the last

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voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the
work or not in excess of the amount of the Government’s contribution to the cost of property which is or
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers refzrred to in Article 7(b), but all payments
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and
the Government is finally audited and settled. “Costs incurred” mean costs that have been paid or have
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to 1ndependent contractors and suppliers for the account of the
Operator rather than to the Operator. Q

ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs. —(a) Categories of costs —The allowable costs of the work to which
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are
estimated in Exhibit “A” by categories as spemﬁed in this article. If any category or subcategory is
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word “none” is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under

" such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the.
estimate of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may
be necessary for the performance of the Work the Operator shall incur such excesses for hls own, account

To the extent spec1ﬁed in this article or in Exhibit “A” the following categories, subcategorles and
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit “A’” they are not maxi- -
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work:

CATEGORY (1) —INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—Worlg to be performed under independent contracts
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. See Annex II

CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES.

Subcategory (a)—Supervision.—All elements of .this ‘subcategory .(number of supervisors,
periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums.

Subcategory (b)—Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians,
periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums.

Subcategory (¢)—Labor.

CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel,
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track.

CATEGORY (4);OPERATING EQUIPMENT.

Subcategory (a) —Rental—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the
rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums.

Subcategory (b)—Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum.

Subcategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-
ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums.

CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all
requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher .
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated
total of this category is a maximum.

Subcategory (a)- ——Imtwl rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum.

Subcategory (b)—Initial rehadilitation and repairs of ope’ratmg equipment.—The estlmated
total of this subcategory is a maximum.

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CATEGORY ( 6) —NEwW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) —
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum.

CATEGORY (7) —MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator’s share of payroll taxes,
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or
cost that do not fall within any of the first /ategories. '

THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE CoST of the work is a maximum.
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government ;

(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning,
or holding possession;

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or
other property used in the work) ;

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

=~ (4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-
ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the-purchase of goods under-the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is' deferred more than 90-days from the delivery
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. R

. (e) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to ‘costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government’s percentage royalty under the
provisions of Article®.8. See Annex II. , v

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the
Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision,
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are
also used. in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis
. and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground, (Forms for reporting under (1) and
(2) above will be provided by the Government.) ‘ ‘ :

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(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs firgd; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, .
within a period of years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(c) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. See Annex II. '

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater. . :

(e) Percentages of rbyalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value’) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%)
. 16—70617-1





percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

- (For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (114) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (814) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

( g)‘ Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice 'of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

) _GoveMment not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator’s own name and for the Operator’s own
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to contribute, or when such property
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest.

(¢) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government’s
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others,
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell ‘at any price any item of property
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government’s obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the

- Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the

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“'date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period ; and such

property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such

- property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-

‘fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government

shall be free-of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable
under the provisions-of-the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting;
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. =~ = oo e

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free’
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up,
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may
provide for breach of contract. :

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and

. such rights shall be fully preserved.

-ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or mayb be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been dehvered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 12. Officials not to bewefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

ARTICLE 13. Changes and added provisions.—

) I have reviewed the field team memorandum and the final
report on the Bondurant area. Although mineralization was encountered
in each of the seven holes, the lead, copper, zinc, gold, and silver
were present in such limited concentrations and over such limited areal
extent that the material does not constitute ore at present or in the
foreseeable future.

There is a possibility that the deposit might be worthwhile if
the pyrite, pyrrhotite concentrations are sufficient. A search of the
facts transmitted shows no data on the iron sulfides except the note that
pyrite and pyrrhotite both exceed the other sulfides in abundance.

I suggest the field team be asked to check with the operator,
or otherwise secure sulfur analysis of the core. At some future date
this may be of considerable interest, and possibly of importance.

Exploration under this contract started July 26, 1957 and was
completed September 30, 1957. The contract provided for core drilling
& total of 2,400 feet in 6 holes at a total estimated cost of $8,370,00.
Amendment No. 1 provided for the addition of one drill hole. A total of
2,369 feet were drilled in seven holes at a total accepted cost of
$8,01L4432 in which the Government's 50 percent participation amounted to
$4,007.16,

Zinc, lead, and copper mineralization was intercepted in six
drill holes, the core from one hole containing only zinc mineralization.
The Field Team has calculated that this exploration has resulted in
finding a total of 747,682 tons of mineralized material with an average
per ton content of 0,87 percent zinc, 0.25 percent lead, 0.06 peréent
copper, 0.2l ounces of silver and 0,0l ounces of gold. The mineralization
has been taken to extend from the bottom of overburden down to sea level,’
an average vertical distance of 330 feet.

In consideration of the comparatively small.tonnage, together

with the low mineral content, the Field Team recommends that no certifi-

cation of this cqntract be made,

Description of Work

Core drilling under this contract started with hole 72B on
July 26, 1957 and was finished September 30, 1957 with completion of drill
hole 78B. The contract specified a maximum of 2,400 feet of core drilling
in 6 holes. Amendment No. 1 increased the number of holes to seven.

The initial drill hole 72B, was collared as indicated on the
examination report and contract maps. The five remaining drill holes
specified in the contract were relocated to compensate for a higher dip
angle than had been anticipated. The seventh or added hole (78B) was
collared 370 feet northeast.of hdle 77B, as mineralization was indicated
in previous holes to increase in a northeasterly direction. (Figs. 1 and

2) Average depth of overburden in the 7 holes was 51.6 feet and average

_total depth of hole was 338.L feet,






A1l drilling was done with truck mounted BXWL equipment. After
a total of 1,396 feet had been drilled in three holes, it was found that
advance had averaged 55 feet per shift while actually drilling, including

two moves the rate of advance averaged L2 feet per shift.

Geologic Setting

The Bondurant property is located in the belt of Precambrian
crystalline and metamorphic rocks of the Piedmont physiographic province.
Surface mapping by the Operator's geologists showed that the immediate
areé proposed for exploration by drilling is crossed by a band of |
hematitic sericite-qﬁartz schist overlain by a garnet-chlorite-sericite=-
quartz schist and underlain by feldspar gneiss and schist with chlorite,
sericite, and quartz in varying ratios; The average strike of the
foliation or schistosity of these rocks is about N. L5° E.; the dip is
from about‘70° SE. to vertical. The few structural observations obtained
suggest that the area is on the west Llimb of an overturned anticline.
Rolls in the schistosity plunge south or southwest, whereas certain
crinkle lineations plunge northeast. A dolerite dike transects the
schists in the northeast end of the drilling area with a general tﬁend
slightly west of north,

The stratigraphic details of the core obtained from drilling
are. summarized in Table 1. The average strike of the schistosity as

obtained from the drilling data is N. }2° E. The average dip is 62° SE.





Mineralization

All seven holes drilled in the Bondurant area encountered some

mineralized ground. The sulfide minerals recognized are, in order of

abundance,ipyrite, pyrrhotite, sphalerite, galena, and chalcopyrite.

Much of the pyrite and pyrrhotite occurs as disseminationé throughout most
of the stratigraphic units penetrated, but they are also relatively con-
centrated in the zone wherein the base-metal minerals occur. The base-

metal zone appeafs to follow a bed of sericite-quartz schist that may well
. R 7

be a highly altered quartzite. As seen from the assay results shown in

Table II and in Figure 3, the amounts of base metals (zinc-lead-copper) in
thé mineralized zone are not sufficient to class the ground as ore. The
mineralization appears to be strongest in the middle third of the strike
length tested and weakest in the southwest third. There also appears to
be some lateral zoning as shown by the increase in the relative amount éf
copper (see Zn3Pb:Cu ratio chart, fig. 3) toward the northeast.
Insufficient data are available to indicate the significance of this increase.
Little is known of the structures controlling the localization
of the mineralization. It is likely, however, that the rolls in the
schistosity may have been a controlling factor, as well as the lithologic
nature of the host stratigraphic zone. If such is the case, then a
minefalized shoot will probably plunge to the south or southwest parallel-
ing the rolls. This hypothesis was not tested by deeper down dip drilling,
as the grade of the mineralization encountered in the shallower exploration
was not sufficient to warrant such a test, Also, as the amount of

mineralization discovered was sufficient to account for thé geochemical





and geophysical anomalies that led to the drilling, the possibility for an

increase in grade down dip or down plunge is highly problematical,

Tonnage of Mineralized Rock

The tonnage of mineralized rock discovered by drilling under
this contrapt is shoun block by block in Table III. The calculations made
by the Field Team compare closely with those made by the Operator. The
extremely low'grade of the mineralized zone does not warrant classification

of the ground as ore,

Efficiency of Operations

Actual drilling operations were carried out in a workmanlike
manner. Good practice characterized the handling, storing and logging
of core by the company geologists. Maps and sections accompanying the
monthly reports were of high quality, but the same cannot be said of any
portion of the cost reports. In this connection, practically no con-
sideration was given the terms of the contract and advised corrections

were not reflected in following reports.

In reply to your letter of January 16, 1958 all
data on overburden versus diamond drilling omn the subject project
available to the Field Team has been reviewed. The matter has
been discussed with the Operator's representatives in Mineral
and Austinville. The results of the review and discussions

follows:

1) The major discrepancy in the totals of overburden
thickness resulted from the mistaken belief of the Operator?®s
district geologist at Mineral that the NX or BX diamond drilling
in soft rock, in order to set casing, constituted overburden
drilling.

2) The thickness of overburden shown in the Operator's

logs submitted in the monthly reports and also appended to the
final report agrees with the thickness of overburden invoiced
by the drilling contractor in 5 of the 7 holes drilled. In
Holes 75-B and 76-B, the Operator logged an additional 3 and 18
feet of overburden, respectively. These additional footages

are purely the result of geologic interpretation of material
recovered by the diamond drilling--that is, poor core recovery
in the soft, less cohesive saprolite as opposed to better core
recovery in the weathered, but still firm, zone of bedrock over=
lying completely unweathered fresh rocke The additional 21 feet
of overburden, thus logged, when added to the 340 feet invoiced
by the drilling contractor gives the total of 361 feet of over-
burden shown by the Operator's logs. We feel, therefore, that





it is unnecessary for the geologically interpreted thickness
of overburden to jibe with thickness reported as cut by the
drilling contractor.

3) The difference of 1 foot in the BX drilling in
Hole 72-B--that is, 80-81 feet in the driller's invoice and
80-82 feet in the Operator's summary cannot be resolved, and
it is believed to be a clerical error. Suffice it to say that
the resolution of this difference is not pertinent to payments
to be made by the Governmente (see below)

: 4) It is recommended by the Field Team, after
consultation with the Operator's field representatives, that
the accepted figure for total overburden drilling be 340 feet.,
Thus, costs should be computed at $2.90 per foot for 340 feet

of overburden drilling and at $2.70 per foot for 2,029 feet

BXWL diamond drilling--for a total of 2,369 feet Tor the project.

5) It is further recommended by the Field Team
that in future, similar contracts an allowance be made Tor small
amounts of NX and/or BX diamond drilling to set the necessary
casing for efficient drilling and thus make a more equitable
division of costs between the Operator and the Government.

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SUMMARY | |

This report covers results of diamond drilling per-
formed under DMEA contract number Idm-E-1103, from July
through September, 1957.

Surface exploration and diamond drilling on the
Bondurant area, Buckingham County, Virginia has revealed
a mineralized zone averaging 18 feet in thickness, and
containing 759,000 tons of 0.89% zinc, 0.25% lead and
0.06% copper. This zone is steeply dipping, appears to
be stratigraphically controlled, and is below ore grade
in all penetrations except 4 feet in hole 75-B.

GENERAL INTRODUCTION

Diamond drillingz in the Bondurant area was performed
under DMEA Contract number Idm-y-1103.

The area includes two properties, the J. A. Coleman
tract with 88 acres and the K. 3. Burruss tracts with 833
acres. These two contiguous properties are located at
Andersonville in bHuckingham County, approximately six
miles due south of Buckingham Court House.

According to the Geologic Map of Virginia, edition
of 1928, the area is underlain by Wissahickon chlorite-
muscovite schist near its eastern contact with hornblende
gabbro and gneiss.

The only previous mineral activity was in the early
part of the 19th century on the Bondurant and Andersonville
gold prospects. A 1limited amount of underground develop-
ment and placer mining is described by Stephen Taber (1913)
in the Virginia Geological Survey Bulletin 7, pages 192,
193 and 195. Since 1955 The New Jersey Zinc Company has
conduc ted geochemical, geophysical and geological explora-
tion on these properties, the results of which were shown on
maps accompanying our DMEA application. A combined geo-
chemical and self potential anomaly was revealed by this
exploration and was tested by the drilling program just
completed.
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DIAMOND DRILLING

Drilling on the Bondurant area took place from
July 26 to September 30, 1957. The seven holes drilled
totalled 2,369 feet and can be summarized as follows:

Holes 72-B through 73-B are shown on maps AXV-567,
569, 572, 573, 576, 577, and 573 recspectively and also
on the longitudinal section, AXV-586, all of which are
attached hereto. rormation boundaries on the sections
correspond to those used in the attached logs. Abbrevia-
tions conform to a standardized list in use at the Mineral
office and can also be correlated with the names used on
the logs.

All seven holes penetrated the same general strati-
graphic sequence, including the three marker beds TAM, "BT,
and "C", An intrusive dike, previously mapped on the sur-
face, was penetrated by hole 77-B. (see stratigraphic sec-
tion, AXV-586). The relative projections of the mineralized
zone and markers "B" and "C", shown in plan on all the cross-
sections and the longitudinal section, are generally parallel
and indicate stratigraphic control of mineralization.

Traces of zinc, lead, and copper were penetrated
between the "B" and "C" markers in all seven holes. The
best penetrations were in holes 75, 77, and 78.

Tonnage of the mineralized zone, calculated between
the overburden-bedrock interface and sea level, is 759,000
tons averaging 0.89% zinc, 0.25% lead, and 0.06% copper.
This grade is regarded as a minimum and is based on both
assays and estimates. The zone ranges in thickness from 14
to 26 feet and averages 18 feet (see map AXV-586). The
grade of the mineralized zone is sub-marginal but runs highest
near the north and on both sides of the dolerite dike.
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GEOLOGXANQ,MINERALIZATION

Surface mapping and the drilling show the bedrock is
a series of quartz-rich schists and gneisses with amphibole,
garnet, calcite, chlorite, sericite, and biotite. The re-
gional strike is approximately N45°E and dip is 50° to 80°
southeast. A dolerite dike trending northwesterly and dipping
vertically is present and cuts across the schists and gneisses,
including the mineralized zone. (see map AXV-542-D-A).

Although outcrops are more numerous than usual in the
Piedmont, few clues could be found to the structure. Crinkle
lineations plunge northeast while rolls in the schistosity
plunge southwest. A few drag folds indicate the area is on
the west limb of an overturned anticline.

The mineralization consists of sphalerite, galena,
chalcopyrite, pyrite, pyrrhotite, and a trace of fluorite.
Pyrite and pyrrhotite occur disseminated throughout the
formations (although both are not present in all the forma-
tions) and much of this mineralization probably is syngenetic,
especially in the carbonaceous marker beds. The mineralized
zone is essentially parallel to the stratigraphy and could
be either sedimentary or hydrothermal in origin. Details of
the mineralization point to the latter mode of origin.

The sphalerite, galena, chalcopyrite, pyrite, and
pyrrhotite are subhedral to euhedral, which can be explained .
by hydrothermal deposition or recrystallization of sedimentary
deposits. The mineralization follows the sericite-rich bands
of the schist and small veinlets cut across the foliation and
follow fractures, indicating hydrothermal origin. The sphaler-
ite is light yellow to red-brown in color and may grade from
yellow to red within one inch along a veinlet. The color of the
sphalerite is not related to the presence or absence of iron-
bearing minerals. The occurrence of traces of fluorite in.
two of the holes also probably indicates the passage of
mineralizing solutions through the formation.

It is possible that the mineralization improves in
grade to the north or with depth but the probability cannot
be predicted.

CONCLUSIONS

From the grade and tonnage outlined thus far, it is
evident that this mineralization is below ore grade and that
the project has been non-productive. We, therefore, consider

our work completed in this area.

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The field examiners believe that the Applicant'!s exploration work
has resulted in geo-chemical and self-potential anomaiies that are large and
strong enough to warrant exploration‘by diamond core drilling methods under the
DMEA program. The geophysical surveys constitute the best and most applicable
Justification for further exploration because of the complete soil cover of
the property and the all but complete lack of rock exposures in old caved
prospect pits. The few rock exposures that é;e present show that the ore
hoét@;ock, Quartzite and se{igite schist, is present on the pfoperty and will
form the target fbr the proposed drilling.

It is recommended that a DMEA contract be prepared to provide for an

exploration drilling project as outlined in this report,

TIME SPENT ON PROPERTY ETC.

About five hours were spent on this proﬁerty in the field and about
two hours in the company offices.

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY

This property is locatéd in the southern portion of Buckingham County,

Virginia, near the Village of_Andersdnville.
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For the purpose of this application the property is known as the
Bondurant Area because the old Bondurant mine is located on the ground concerned.
The Bondurant Mine is situated approximately 6,000 feet southwesterly of the
geophysical anomaly recommendedbfor exploration.

The exploration area is reached from Sprouset!s Corner at the inter-
section of U. S. Routes 15 and 60, by proceeding southwestward on Route 640 to
the junction of Route 638, a distance of 6 t@}/B miles. From this point follow
a woods road to the left for about 4,500 feet to the anomaly, (Fig. 1).

All roads leading to the property are hard surfaced except the woods

road which should be servicable in all seasons.

COMPETENCY OF APPLICANT AND PERSONNEL

The New Jersey Zinc Company unquestionably has a competent geophysical
and geological staff. Exploration would be under the general direction of
W. Horatio Brown, company regional geologist and under the direct supervision

of E. L. Weinbgrg, geologist in charge of the company office in Mineral, Virginia.

APPLICANT 'S PROPERTY RIGHTS

The Applicant holds the:§§ acre J. A. Coleman property under an option
to‘purchase mineral and surface rights. The R, S. Burruss, Jr. option and
mineral lease covers L separate parcels totaling‘gz} acres. One parcel is
erroneously marked on the application map as containing &96 acres but it
actually contains 392 acres. "Consent té Lien" has been waived by the Government

The total 921 acres are subject td Government~royalty.
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The application map shows the Ed.VP. Anderson property as being

controlled by the Applicant. This is in error.

GEOLOGY AND ORE DEPOSITS

The Bondurant property is located in the Piedmont physiographic province.
The land surface in the vicinity is gently rolling and consists of broad flat-
topped hills or ridges and narrow vélleys. T0pographig_yelief in the area may
be as much as BQQQfEet. The property is situated within the belt of old
crystalline and metamorphic rocks that extends from New Brunswick to Alabama.
The area is also a part of the old gold belt in the Southernhgppalachians
region.

Rocks in the near vicinity of the property consist of an alternating
series of ferruginous quartzites and sericite_schists that are probably late
Precambrian in age. The strige of the bedding and foliation is about N=£§° E
and the dip may be vertical in places but is usually about 80° to the southeast.
The ferruginous quartzite consists mostly of quartz, hematite, and magnetite
with quartz predominant. At some places the quartzite contains sericite and
‘biotite. With increase of those minerals the quartzite-passes into ferruginous
sericite schist. The schist ranges in texture from fine to medium coarse
grained and in composition from sericite-bearing quartzite to mica~-rich schist.

Outcrops are very scarce on the Bondurant property. The few exposures
. present indicate that the counfry rocks are strongl{:§imilar to those in the
mines at D;llwyn.' Nine small, scattered prospect pits now caved and overgrown,

offer some exposure of the country rocks. An old caved vertical shaft, about
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Lo feet deep judging from the size of %he dump, also exists on’the property.
The prospect pits and shaft dump exhibit gossanous hematitic, sericitic,
schistose quartzite. Pyrite is locally very abundantly disseminated in the
quartzite. Chalcongite is locally sparsely disseminated in the sulfide-rich
areas.

Bulletin No. 7, Virginia Geological Survey, reports (p.192) that placer‘
mining for gold was done on the property as early as 1836. In 1865 two
parallel "veins" were worked by means of two shafts and excavations. In 1901
about 500>feet 6f adit‘crosscutting and drifting were performed. The veins
exposed by the latter work are reported to have averaged $L.50 pef ton in gold,
No records of any kind were found showing the amount of past production from
the property. There are no known ore reserves on the property.

What have been referred in the old reports as gold "veins" appear to
be mineralized quartzite beds. The sulfide and gold minerals are disseminated
through the quartzite but are vefy probably more abundant along principal
bedding planes and in proximity to crystalline quartz veinlets.

The Applicant completed e#tensive and thorough geophysical surveys on
the property prior to méking application for DMEA assistance. The surveys
consisted of geochemical soi;—§ampling, self-potential or spontaneous polori-
zation analysis, and a modified electromagnetic surve& called "PEM" by the
Applicant (Palmerton electromagnetic). The geophysical surveys reéulted in

marked anomalies by geochemical and self-potential methodé. The electro-

=

‘magnetic_survey, however, did not provide an anomaly. The geochemical anomalies

are shown on Figures 2 and 3, Two hundred parts per million zinc equivalent
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is considered background for the region., Tigures 2 and 3, upon which are
plotted sample points and equivalent zinc ﬁalues, show that values within the
largest geochemical anomaly range as higﬁ as ?59 ppm.

The self-potential anomaly is shown on figure Li. According to persons
in the Geophysical Branch, U. S. Geological Survey the anomaly is a well
developed and significént one. TFrom the maps it will be noted that the geo-
chemical and self-potential anomalies are both located in the same general area.

Thus each anomaly is supplementary to thefgjher.

AVAIIABILITY OF MANPOWER, SUPPLIES, POWER, ETC.

Manpower is readily available in this well'settled farming area and
also from nearby Iynchburg and Richmond. Labor does not enter into this
application.

Materials and supplies may bé secured from Lynchburg or Richmond; and
Chespeake and Ohio Railroad facilities are available in Dillwyn, Virginia.

- Power lines could be easily extended to the exploration area.

APPLICANT 'S PROPOSAL

The Applicant'prOposéd-to dfili a total of 2,L00 feet of hole recovering
AX size core. An unspecified number of drill holes were to be drilled on 2
geochemical anomalies on 200 feet spacing and at a minus L5° inclination with
holes 40O - 500 feet each in length,

With agreement of the Applicant it was decided to eliminate the small

anomaly at coordinates 415,000 N - 1,983,000 E (Fig. 3) from exploration and
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concenfrate total drilling on the larger anomaly to the northeast. It is
believed that the purpose of the exploration will be more adeqﬁately accomplished
in this manner.

Adjustments in date of starting and completion as well as in hole
sequence and costs of the project were made with agreemenﬁ of the Operator,
The revised exploration program is outlined in this report under,"Proposed

Project". Revised maps accompany this report.

PROPOSED ALTERNATE PROJECT

It is proposed that expioration be_conducted on this projectﬁprevious
to starting work on projects DMEA L673 or DMEA &é?S.

In the interest of what is considered a better project, the Operator
and the examiners mutually agreed to eliminate the southwestern anomaly,
(coordinates hlSiOOO N - 1,983,000 E}) (Fig. 3) and do all drilling on the north-
eastern anomaly, (coordinates 416,250 N - 1, 984,500 E).

It is proposed to diamond core drill é total of 2L0O feet (AX-BXWL) size
in 6 holes averaging approximately LOO feet each iﬁ length and at 200-foot
spacing. All holes would be drilled on a minus 42? inclination, and on a
bearing approximately at righﬂ‘éﬁéie;fto the strike of the foliation, Hole No. 1
would be located near the center of the drill fence line as shown on the accom-

panying map, Fig. 2. All drill hole collars are to be on a final 200-foot

spacing, but sequence of holes is to be governed by results obtained in previously '

drilled holes.
It is planned to use 1 drill on a 2 - shift, 6 day-per-week basis.

Review of company records over L months indicates that an average advance of
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éiafeet per shift should be maintained if unusual difficulties are not encountered.

In calculating costs: a period ofig,moﬁths is allowed for completion of work,

with agreement of the Operator, rather than 3 months specified in the application.
The application did not indicate starting or completion time. The

Operatof has requested that the time for starting after signing of confract be

considered not over 1 month and the time of completion not over 3 months.
