3. Exploration project. The Operator, within ------ -30------------------------ days from the date of this contract shall commence

5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto,. marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The 'difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value 'thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment.. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divide'd into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or. furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as 
the' case may be, annexed to each.

7. Title to and disposition of pr 	 y. All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equip 	 or other items costing rnorhi $50 


each, paid for or purchased with fun ontributed jointly by the Operator and the Go ment, shall belong to the Operator and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respeètive contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shaU be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule oflabor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, and fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited. 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Participation by the Governtnient. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator 9O.-------percent of the sum of such costs incurred; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-

12. Accounts and awlits. The Operator shall keep • suitabli records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time.( The Governmeit may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operato'r. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such 4iscovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half

This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the property which i the subject 
of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Government, 
until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repayment shall 
survive any' termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and, technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, sl1pervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

On the Raboin property, Progress Map 3, Hole RB3 was completed. The core 


showed only an occasional seam of short fibre. This hole was drilled at 1i5° into the 


foot of a steep ledge rising 300' in elevation to the east. Further drilling is 


planned, at a later date, 800' to 1000' east or southeast from this hole to test the 


center of the south end of this mass.

CONTRACT E23 DMA 1210 ASBESTC 


Very little field work was accomplished in March due to the poor weather. 


Some rough traverses were made with the dip needle, largely to determine approxi-


mate locations of contacts. This work should limit the areas where more detailed 


work will be required during the summer season. 


It is planned to start drilling in April with a hole located in the 


southern end of the main mass in Area 5 (Hole RB1 on attached map). Five more 


holes (LH11 tliru LH1S) are planned in Area 2. Drilling will be started in this 


area as soon as access roads are passable.

During the month of February work was largely confined to plotting 


and interpreting data obtained during the lastseason. Some planning was done 


for work for the coming season. A few field trips were made, taking dip 


needle readings to determine contacts of the serpentine masses, but weather 


was generally poor for this type of work. 


We have shown on the accompanying map the southern end of a large 


serpentine mass to the north of Area 3 and northeast of Area 1. Between this 


large maâs and the main masses of Area 1 and Area 3 are some small disconnected 


serpentine masses. The one to the northeast of Area 1 outcrops over most of its 


area. It is considerably sheared. It -has some fibre on the north end but generally 


is not well mineralized and contains considerable carbonate. Also, it is too small 


to be of interest as an orebody. 


More study is required of the other two to determine their exact 


size and fibre possibilities. The easternniost one outcrops in a few places but 


shows little encouragement. They both seem too small to be of economic interest. 


However, masses of this type are generally well sheared throughout, a factor which 


is cànsidered good for fairly complete mineralization of the mass. 


A magnetic anomaly to the south of Area 2 indicates the possible 


existance of another of these disconnected masses. Further magnetic work in this 


area will be required to determine if it is actually a small serpentine mass or 


if it is a local concentration in the sbhists. 


Some study of these small masses is planned for the future, together 


with a search for the existance of others.

During November two diamond drill holes, LH-9 and 111-10, were completed and 


a third, BL-1, is nearly completed. Winter weather conditions slowed progress to some 


extent but no serious trouble has been encountered • It is hoped to complete another 


hole, BL-2, approximately )J.00 feet from BL-1 in a northerly direction.before shutting 


down drilling operations for the winter months. A Map showing the locations accom-


panies this report. 


Results of the diamond drilling were as follows: 


Hole LH-9


This hole is located SoO' in a westerly direction from 111-84, The hole was 


drilled vertical to a depth of 301' • The overburden was 35 feet deep. The core showed 


a generally dark serpentine with veins and blotches of light green serpentine. The 


fibre is all very short and nearly all cross fibre. The veins are not over 1/8 inch 


in width. At i81 feet there is one showing of 3/t fibre that is tough and tends to 


lie in sheets. It is very difficult to open. The fibre content of the hole will 


average 0.5 and 0.75%. 


Hole LH-1O


This hole is located 500' westerly from LH-9. It was drilledvertical to a 


depth of 299'. Overburden was 25' deep. The core showed a hard and rather dark 


serpentine that was somewhat broken. Most fractures were irregular and did not follow 


a pattern. Some may have been due to the drilling. Very little fibre was noted. The 


fibre is mostly cross, some 1/8 inch thick but most less than 1/16" inch.

Due to snow and winter weather conditions field work has been somewhat 


limited. However some work has been done in attempting to work out a system of 


taking magnetic readings that can be carried on in the winter for reconnaiSanCe, 


At present it appears that favorable work can be done in contact areas. Small 


serpentine bodies have been found close to the contacts of larger ones but apparently 


totally disconnected. By this magnetic reconnaisance work it is hoped to map these 


small bodies and their relation to contacts of the larger ones or to limit the areas 


where detailed mapping in the summer season will be required. A study of all the known 


serpentine bodies, both large and small, nthis general locality will aid in deter-


mining the structure of any one.

During the month of January no field work was done except for the 


completion of drill hole BL-2 in the first of the month. Work was largely 


confined to preparation of a regional map covering Areas 1, 2, 3 and . This 


map will be used this coming summer for plotting and studying the regional 


geology. Rock specimen collected last season were marked and cataloged for 


further study and reference. 


Diamond Drill: 


A map showing the location of drill holes accompanies this report. 


Hole BL-2:


The hole was located approximately LtOO' from BL-1 in a northerly 


direction. It was drilled vertical to a depth of 30S' • Overburden was 12' deep. 


The serpentine was the usual dark color with occasional mottled light green 


blotches. Carbonate veins were scattered throughout. Both sup and cross fibre 


were present in about equal amounts. The fibre was all short to extremely short 


except for one small seam of long and another small seam of fair length slip. 


The cross fibre was 1/16" and less. The core shows no possibility of ore. The 


fibre content will average less than 1/2 of 1%.

The work done during the period consisted of diamond drilling in Area 1 


and ge1ogical and surface magnetometer work in Areas 2 and 3. Ground surveying to 


establish controls was done in Areas 1 and 2. The following are the results of the 


above work, and a map accompanies this report showing the Areas and drillhole 


locations. 


1. Diamond4 


Hole4 - Area 1 - Vertical hole, 192' deep. Overburden 221. The core 


(AX size) showed a very lean asbestos mineralization, all short 


slip fiber. The core was ground and the fiber recovered in the 


Core Testing Laboratory, the result showing 1.6% fiber content 


in the serpentine, too low to be of economic interest. 


_______ - Area 1 - Inclined hole at 450, .200' in length. Overburden: 


None. The core showed the serpentine area penetrated to be 


nearly barren. The core testing is not yet completed but will 


show less than 0.5% fiber content. 


HoleR - Area 1 - Vertical hole, drilling. At 6' this hole was still 


in overburden.

The field work consisted of studying the outcrops within and around the 


serpentine areas with particular attention paid to any indications of asbestos fiber, 


or serpentine sufficiently well sheared to be potentially fiber bearing. Where 


overburden blankets the outcrops the magnetometer was used to follow the serpentine 


and also locate contacts between serpentine and country rock (various schists). The 


chief purpose of this work was to guide the diamond drilling and also to enlarge the 


known serpentine areas by extending their boundaries under overburden.

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The personnel involved in this work included the vine Geologist (who 


likewise supervises the entire project); student helpers (geological students); 


and "laborers" (local men who are expert line cutters). The Consulting Geologist 


worked with any of the parties as occasion required and planned the work with the 


Mine Geologist. 


In the period under review the parties were working in Areas 2 and 3 and 


there is nothing of' special note to report. Progress was made in establishing the 


boundaries of the serpentine masses and a location for a drillhole in Area 2 was 


established based on fiber-bearing serpentine outcrops and proximity to a buried 


serpentine-schist contact. It will be understood that a good deal of detailed work 


win be required in several of the Areas where ground has been optioned and therefore 


for several months to come the sane type of work will be underway in any Area without 


reaching .a final conclusion regarding the existence of an asbestos orebody. 


3. Ground Suyin1 


In Areas 1 and .2 control lines were run in order to define the limits of 


the properties under option and also to give points of reference to which the geo-


logical and magnetometer work' could be tied. The surveyor-engineer is capable of 


making geological observations as his work progresses and thereby aids the field 


parties which work behind him. Working with the surveyor were student helpers plus 


.2 or more line-cutters. This surveying work, like the geologic-magnetoneter work, 


will continue throughout the 'life of this project. 


Generaluimnar 


No discoveries were made of special interest although useful information 


was obtained on the location of hidden serpentine-schist contacts. The drilling at 


the north end of Area 1 was not encouraging and the drill was moved to the south end 


where Hole R-1 is in progress. 


It should perhaps be noted here that in the interest of flexibility.and 


getting the most out of the money to be spent in this DMA project, some suggested

During December one drill hole, BL-1 was completed and another, BL-2 was 


nearly completed. Severe winter weather caused freezing water lines which shut 


down operations two and three days at a time. However, drilling was resumed and 


the hole completed the first part of January. 


Upon completion of Hole BL-2, drilling operations were stopped for the 


winter and will not be resumed until weather conditions permit, probably in April 


or May.


A map showing the locations of the drill holes accompanies this report. 


Results of the diamond drilling were as follows: 


Hole BL.-]. 


This drill hole was located near the center of the southern half of a ser-


pentine mass in Area 3 • The northern half of this mass, called the "Carter Farm", 


had several outcrops showing a fair amount of cross fibre. Drilling there showed 


the mineralized areas to be spotty. Holes BL-1 and BL-2 were drilled to see if 


mineralization in the southern half might exist. 


BL-1 was drilled vertical to a depth of 297' • Overburden was 12' deep. The 


core showed a generally dark colored serpentine with light green blotches. Slip and 


cross fibre were scattered throughout the hole. The slip fibre was short and in 


fine seams. The cross fibre was all less than 1/16" wide. The fibre content of the 


hole would average less than O.S%. 


Hole BL-.2 


This hole was located approximately 1Oo' from BL-1 in a northerly direction. 


The hole was not completed until January and a full report on the core will be made 


in January's report. The hole shows no encouragement. 


Geological & Survey Work 


Very little field work was accomplished due to weather conditions. Geological 


work has dierefore been confined to compiling data and working on maps.

(19) Asbestos surface showings In parts of these areas have been 1iown for 
some time, but much of the area is covered by overburden which makes ex 
ploration difficult and expensive. However, there still remains good 
possibilities of discovery of new workable deposits on this serpentine 
belt which should have further exploration work done on them. 


(20) Chrysotilé asbestos deposits which will yield as good percentage of 
Group 3 and 4 fibres, however there is no such thing as a purely economical 
long fibre deposit, some short fibre has to be produced in order to recover 
the longer fibres which vary from 5 to 15% of the total production. 


(21) The area in question will cover approx. 2500 acres along the serpentine 
belt between our mine and Canada, much, of which, is covered by overburden. 


The first step in the program is to have an aerial magnetometer survey 
made to more accurately define the serpentine areas. This is followed 
by ground magnetometer work and geological mapping and. prospecting by 
field parties. The more favorable areas are defined and then surveyed, 
optioned from the Owners and the ground laid out for diamond drilling. 
After the property is drilled, the cores are logged and then milled in a 
Core Testing Laboratory to get percent of fibre content, fibre length and 
quality. From this data economical limits of the deposit are defined. 


The present program as laid out is to be started in une, 1951 (though 
some preliminary work is already under way) and is to be completed. in the 


autumn of 1952 or in about 18 months. 


The program for 1951 consists of aerial magnetometer survey, geological 
mapping by a field party and drilling of the Carter Farm area, Brown 
Ledges and. Leland. Hill area with 12 to 15 holes. 


The program for 1952 consists of more intensified ground geological mapping 
by two field parties and about 20 to 25 diamond drill holes with core 
laboratory work.

GEOLOGIC BASIS FOR ASBESTOS EXPLORATION IN NORTHERN VERMONT 


To date the only commercial asbestos deposits found in Northern 


Vermont occur on the easterly slopes of Belvidere Mt., Lowell 


and. Eden Townships on the property of the Vermont Asbestos 


Mines; Division of The Ruberoid CoP. An extensive program of 


exploration will be necessary to show whether other deposits 


exist either to the north or south; and the purpose of this 


report is to present briefly the geologic evidence which forms 


a background to and encourages the considerable expenditures 


needed to complete such exploration. 


GEOLOGY AT VERMONT ASBESTOS MINES 


More than 50;000 feet of diamond drilling and two large open 


pit mines, plus widqspread geologic study over the area have 


combined to give a fairly complete understanding of the geology 


of the asbestos deposits on Belvidere Mt. Further information 


will be had at a later date when deep drilling is undertaken. 


It is evident that certain factors are important to the local 


tzation of asbestos ore; and some of these are listed as follows: 


1. The peridotite intrusives: which were subsequently meta-


morphosed to serpentine and fiberized have a definite spatial 


relation to the enclosing country rocks; schiats of varying 


character. Rock structures are involved; frequently complex, 


but basically of a nature which allowed enormous shearing 


stresses to be relieved within the serpentines. The end result 


as now seen is the infinite number of shear planes along which
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the asbestos fiber was formed. A serpentine mass without a

	 well developed shearing will not be well fiberized and as a 


corollary to this; where the sought for shearing is seen on 


adjacent outcrops,exploration under overburden is often 


warranted even though the fiber content of the outcrops is 


low or negligible. 


2. Contact zones between serpentine and certain of the schists 


are likely areas. for finding fiber. Magnetometer surveys can 


locate such contacts under overburden and give a basis f or 


diamond drilling. 


3. It seems probable that the basic rocks intruded in the 


long serpentine belt which extends from Newfoundland to Alabama, 


a belt containing all the Quebec asbestos deposits as well as 


those in Vermont, were of varying composition- peridotite; 


pyroxenite dunite' etc:. In the Belvidere Mt. area. peridotite 


is the most favorable original rock, and henc.e serpentinea 


derived from any other rock type are considered to have less 


chance of producing ore deposits in the general area to be 


explored. 


4. Finally; the combination of geologic structure, contacts, 


and rock types . result in a magnetic. pattern indicating a 


favorable setting f or the occurrence of fiber. Under deep 


overburden only drilling can give conclusive results, but 


at least one can avoid drilling in relatively unfavorable 


or hopeless areas. 


EXPLORATION IN NORTHERN VERMONT 


The data gained from detailed studies at Vermont Asbestos Mines 


are used as. a guide in exploration work off the property. The
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fact that only some 2% of the serpentine masses 1own both 


north and south of Belvidere Mt. outcDop i; of course, a 


great hindranc;e to easy prospecting. Furthermore, the less 


fiberized parts of any serpentine mass are more likely to be 


outcropping since highly sheared serpentine is readily eroded. 


Nevertheless, our studies have shown a number of areas not 


on Belvidere Mt. (see accompanying map) where one or more 


of the favorable conditions I or fiber formation are present, 


and we thus propose to center our exploration work in such 


areas. The search may be somewhat difficult and take more 


time than would be desird, but utilizing the knowledge already 


gained,plus adequate financing, the chances of finding further 


asbestos deposits in Northern Vermont seem reasonably good.

In this annual report 


I shall endeavor to provide you with pertinent facts about the 


company's current operations and future outlook. 


•	 Earnings 


Net earnings in 1950 amounted to $5,105,312, equivalent to 


$9.64 per share, on the 529,478 shares outstanding at the close 


of the year, compared with net earnings in 1949 of $4,198,300, 


equivalent to $7.93 per share, adjusted to the same number of 
shares. 


Earnings before taxes in 1950 reached an all-time high of 


$9,450,695. Due, however, to the Government's greater require-


ments for revenue, the company's net earnings after taxes were 


substantially reduced by the increase in the Federal income tax 


during the year and also by the recent enactment of the excess 


profits tax retroactive to July 1, 1950. As a result, it was neces-


sary to provide for estimated Federal taxes amounting to $4,345,-


383, compared with $2,897,959 in the previous year. 


A comparison of the net earnings during the past ten years is 


shown in Figure 1. 


Dividends 


Cash dividends in 1950 amounted to $1,684,697, or $3.50 per 


share, compared with $1,422,145, or $3.25 per share in 1949.

Operations 


The average number of employees in 1950 was 4,358, com-


pared with 4,037 in 1949. Wages and salaries paid during 1950 


amounted to $15,965,729, an increase of $2,627,010 over the 


previous year. Our stockholders' investment in the company at 


the close of 1950 amounted to $7,716 per employee, compared 


with $4,668 ten years ago. 


The trend in selling, advertising and administrative expenses 


during the past ten years, is shown in Figure 5. Our research or-


ganization has concentrated its activities in improving the effi-

close of 1950, 81.9 per cent of the eligible employees were en-


rolled in our voluntary contributory retirement plan.

With deep regret we record the death on March 14, 1950, of 


Samuel P. Moffit, Executive Vice President of the company. A 


man who combined administrative ability and rare personal quali-


ties in marked degree, his passing was mourned throughout the 


organization. 


In May 1950, Stanley Woodward, formerly Vice President in 


charge of the company's Southern Division, was elected Execu-

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tive Vice President. Mr. Woodward has been associated with our 


company for the past 22years. Previously he had been Vice Presi-


dent of Continental Roofing & Manufacturing Co., which he had 


helped to organize and which was acquired by Ruberoid in 1928. 


Current Outlook 


Prevailing world conditions have created problems of great 


concern to our country. Past experience has shown, however, that 


the American people can be counted on to act with united strength 


to preserve our cherished way of life. In that spirit, it will be the 


constant aim of the Ruberoid organization to exert every effort 


to help meet the nation's needs. 


What those needs may be in the field of building cannot be 


estimated until the Government's requirements have been more 


fully developed. The generally confused economic conditions 


and consequent uncertainties which followed the outbreak of the 


Korean war may have a retarding effect on the building industry 


as a whole. It seems likely that, as in the period of World War II, 


our manufactured products will be used extensively in connec-


tion with the defense mobilization program. For example, ashes. 


tos-cement sheets are used in the construction of hangars and 


other airport facilities; built-up roofings for shipyards, canton-


ments, warehouses for stock.piling critical materials, and fac-


tories engaged in defense work; asphalt shingles and sidings for 


defense housing projects; high-temperature insulation for ship 


construction and waterproof papers for packaging overseas ship-


ments. These products can be manufactured with our existing 


equipment without requiring plant conversion. 


The company is also fortunate, in these days of increasing 


shortages, that a number of its principal raw materials are by-


products of other essential industries. For example, asphalt is

extending across the screen at its lower end is placed a few inches above the 
screen surface, and the air suction lifts the surface layer of fluffy asbesto& 
fibre and carries it away to a collecting chamber0 The separated fibres 
are classified by length into standard commercial grades named according 
to the uses for which they are best adapted0 The finished asbestois packed 
in bags ready for delivery0 


The production of fibre at our Vermont mine amounted to kl,652 tons in 
l9 &9, or approximately 97 of all asbestos fibre produced in United States 
during that year0 Of this amount approximately 22 was long asbestos fibre 
ranging from grade 5Z up to grade 3T0 The shorter fibros must, by necessity, 
be produced sImultaneously with the longer fibres0 Prom the long asbestos 
fibre production, we supply manufacturers who, in turn, use such fibre for th 
operation of electrochemical cells which produce vital items needed for the 
war effort, such as chlorine, caustic soda, and hydrogen0 In addition, we 
also Supply fibre to numerous manufacturers who use the fibres to make such 
building and industrial materials as siding shingles and clapboard; roofing 
shingles; flat sheets and wallboard; corrugated sheets; pipe; conduits, and 
ducts; brake linings; clutch facings; 85 magnesia; pipe insulation; block 
insulation, including sheet and lagging; carded fibre; roving and lap; wick 
and rope; yarn cord, and thread; cloth, and tape; asbestos gaskets; 
compressed sheets; millboard paper; and floor tile0 From this it can be 
seen that asbestos fibre is one o our critical raw materials, entering into 
many products that bear a direct relationship to any war effort0 


There has been an acute general shortage of asbestos fibres throughout the 
world for several years0 Shown in the tabulation below are the imports of 
asbestos fibre into the United States, in the past ten years, compared with 
domestic production0

The final Field Team examination was made by H. L. Burineister, represent-


ing the Bureau of Nines, and Wallace N. Cady, representing the Geological Survey. 


Summary: 


The purpose of this contract was to explore areas favorable to the 


deposition of strategic asbestos. Prior geological and aerial magnetometer 


surveys of a large area in northern Vermont revealed 30 serpentine masses. Five 


of the most promising of these serpentine masses were selected for more extensive 


exploration by mapping, detailed geological an'd ground magnetometer surveying, 


diamond core drilling, core logging, and test milling of sections of core. 


Forty X size diamond drifl holes, aggregating 11,271 feet and averag-


ing 282 feet deep, were completed. Drill cores were logged visually and the 


richest portions of the core were test milled. No ore ias found. 


Conclusiona 


The five serpentine masses were explored to the satisfaction of both 


the Government and the uberoid Company. None f the holes cored serpentine 


contLning 3 percent or more asbestos fiber or valued at over $3.00 per ton, 


b&ch is the economic limit for surface mining. It is concluded that economic 


production from the areas explored is not feasible under present conditions. 


Recommendations: 


Based on the above conclusions, it is believed that additional explora-


tion, financed ither privately or with the assistance of the Government, is not 


warranted in the areas that were explored.







It is recommended that the Government withdraw from any further parti-


cipation in this exploration. 


It is further recommended that a Certificate of Discovery should not 


be issued by the Government, and that claims to royalty payments be waived. 


Description of the Work Completed: 


Work started under this contract in July 1951 and was completed in 


December 1952. Prior geological and aerial magnetometer surveys of an area 


approximately 25 miles long and 8 to 10 miles wide in northern Vermont revealed 


30 serpentine masses from which five of the areas that appeared most promising 


for deposition of asbestos, were selected for additional exploration by detailed' 


magnetic surveys followed by diamond core drilling. 


The contract originally included funds for an aerial magnetometer ourvey 


but the company completed this survey at their own expense prior to the effective 


date of the contract. For this reason, the contract was amended February 20, 


1952 and the funds for the aerial magnetometer survey, as well as a portion of 


the funds allocated to labor, were transferred to the amount originally specified 


for diamond drilling. The contract labor rates were also amended June 26, 1951 


to confonu with the current wage rate. 


The company held options on six plots of land covering the five serpen-


tine masses. These plots were mapped and geologically surveyed, and, where 


necessary, ground magnetometer and dip needle surveys were made. The nine most 


favorable areas in the six plots were further explored by Lj.0 diamond drill holes 


that were 200 to 300 feet deep, aggregating 11,271 feet. AU holes were drilled 


from the surface through overburden which varies from a few feet to a maximum 


of 98 feet, into thç underliing serpentine. The diamond drilling was sub-con-


tracted to the Joy Manufacturing Company. 


AU diamond drill cores were visually logged by standard company 


methods. Accurate visual logging was possible because of the excellent core 


2.
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recovery and experience of the Operator's engineers. Core from six holes, which 


appeared to approach ininable grade were test milled aftei being logged. The 


richest of these contained 2.8 percent asbestos fiber for 225 feet. Under present 


economic conditions 3 percent asbestos content is considered by the company as the 


cut-off for commercial production by surface mining. The value of $3.00 per ton 


is also used as a cut-off and seems to be more realistic as grade of fiber is there-


by considered. All drill cores were check logged by a Government geologist, re-


presenting the Field Team. No mineralization of either 3 percent or $3.00 value 


was found.


The amended contract authorized 12,000 feet of AX size diamond drill 


hole at an overall unit cost of $5.97 per foot. Actual cost of diamond drilling 


under the sub-contract was $3.35 per foot, and actual overall cost including 


diamond drilling, core logging, geological and geophysical surveying, mapping, 


test milling, and supervision was $5.50 per foot. The drilling operation is 


tabulated as follows:

Reference is made to Mr. Mosier' s memorandum of September 9, 
1952, recommending ati amendment to Contract E-23 to permit the payment of 
prevailing wage rates, including time and one-half for overtime. 


During the period of September 9 to 12, 1952, I performed an 
on-site audit of the records pertairil ng to Contracts E-23 and E-286 with 
The Ruberoid Company. This audit disclosed that the following wage classi-
fications and rates were in effect in the Company' s Exploration Deparbnent, 
which is concurrently performing work on the DI1E projects and company pro-
jects:

Shift differentials of $.05 and $.lO' and overtime rates of time and one-
half are paid in addition to the above rates. 


Under Contract E-23, which is on the old form of contract 
(April 1951), the Exhibit "D" specifically limits the rates to '!Maximum 
wages per hour" of $1.07 for.].aborers and $1.17 for student helpers and 
rodmen. (The drill operator is not applicable to this contract.) Taken 
literally this statement would prevent payment not only for the increased 
rates effective May 4, but also the customary overtime and shift differ-
entials.


Under Contract E-286, which is on the new form (Rev. Feb. 1952), 
there is no limitation to the rates. Therefore, the prevailing rates in-
eluding customary overtime and shift differentials are allowable. 


Since all Exploration Depart2nent employees are used interchange-
ably on the two DME projects, as well as on Company exploratory work, it 
is definitely incompatible and inequitable not to allow the increased 
rates, and the overtime and shift differentials, under Contract E-23. 
Therefore, I concur with Mr. Mosier' a recommendation.







It 18 recommended, however, that the amendment to Contract E'-23 
include a restatement of the classifIcations as "Spareinaxi" and "General 
Laborer" in lieu of the fictitious classifications of "Laborer", "Rodinaxi" 
and "Student Helper". This would eliminate the unnecessary maintenance by 
the Company of time aheets, distribution sheets and cost accounts under 
the several fictitious classifications and also will facilitate future 
audits.


It is recommended also, for the seine reasons, that Contract E-286 
be amended to show the eètimates for labor in the classifications of "Drill 
Operator", "Spareinan" and "General Laborer" in lieu of the classifications 
of "Instrument Man",. "Survey Helpers", "Drill. Runners", "Drill Helpers", 
and.. "Tractor-truck Driver". 	 - -	 -	 - 


It is suggested that the amendment to Contract E-23 be expedited 
since the Audit Report and Certificate are being prepared on the basis that 
the payment of the increased rates and the cuètoinary overtime has the Ad-
ministration' s approval. In this connection it wa found that the Company' s 
supervisor of Exploration had notified the DNE Executive Officer by letter 
dated Nay 20, 1952, that new rates were in effect and stated "1 understand 
approval for the wage increase would be granted by approval of the monthly 
cost statement • ft The I	 Executive Officer' a letter of reply dated 
May 23, 1952, did not mention the change in rates nor did be withhold 
approval of subsequent MF-.104' s, to which were attached payroll transcripts 
clearly indicating the increased rates. It should be noted that the 
Company' s wage rates are extremely low in comparison with those in effect 
under other contracts.

Mr. Wallace Cady of the U. S. Geological Survey was con'. 
tacted at Eden, Vt. Mr. Cady stateà that a report on the Ruberoid 
Company contracts will start as soon as possible, which will probably 
be in about one month. It is understood his report will review the 
holes already drills d on both contracts in r elation to t heir location 
and intervals as well as the desirability of continued drilling in 
certain areas or shifting the operations to other sections of areas. 
The impression gained is that in general both Mr. Cady and Mr. Chidester 
believe the drilling has been thne in t he best localities. Mr. Cady says 
he will furnish Mr. Mosier with a copy of his report. 


Mr. Gilmore who is in direct charge of the contract operations 
states that he believes a maximum of two more holes may be drilled in the 
(T) area, but rather thinks even these may not be drills d. He also states 
that if the results of present drilling in the Tower 2 also callsd the (T) 
2 area prove good, more drilling will be done there and possibly none on. 
the (Magnetometer Area). 


Under Docket 2080, one contract and one company drill operated 
in August. The contract drill being idle for a considerable portion of 
the time because one drifler had quit. There was a drill breakdown and 
also a lack of drilling water. There was a cost of $515 to bring water 
to the required distance to the contractors. This has been charged to 
contract drilling. Contract hole E23 will be continued to 1,000 feet. 
This hole started in good ore but at about 150 feet the values dropped 
considerably. Company drill hole T2-3 encountered a small amount of 
fibre but it is not known at present if it will continue. Mr. Messel 
is considering requesing that a portion of funds originally s et aside 
for magnetometer work and ]ater on request of Ruberoid1 transferred to 
drilling be reallocated to the magnetometer exploration. This explora'.

A wage increase of 5 cents per hour for all hourly paid employees 
was made effective on May lith, 1952 for all of our employees. 


/	 Under Exhibit D, Docket 1210, Contract E23, maximum hourly rates 


/	 were established for various classes of labor. The increase effective 
May Li, 1952 would increase each of these rates S cents per hour. The total 


0 	 amounts established for the various classes of labor to complete the project 
need not be changed. These total amounts were estimated on a basis of man-
days required and as work progresses the actual man-days required is some-
what less than estimated. 


Under Docket 2080 Contract E286, I understand approval for the 
wage increase would be granted by approval of the monthly cost statement to 
the project. This project has not been in progress long enoughto compare 
actual work required with the estimated amounts. However, the increase is 
not sufficient to warrant a change in the estimated totals at this time. 


Mr. W. T. Millar mentioned a short form method of reporting costs to 
the projects when he was last here • As we understand this system the remaining 
total costs of the projects would be decided by the remaining drill footage to 
give a cost per foot drilled. Thus under Docket 1210 Contract E23, with a re-
maining cost of $)7,160.9O and drill footage of 7S6I', we arrive at a cost of 
$6.27 per foot, and similarly under Docket 2080, Contract E286 a cost of $5.21 
per foot. These costs per foot figures would then be used in reporting each 
month giving a total based on actual feet dri lled. 


The.system seems far more satisfactory from our operating standpoint. 
However, we would need an exact wording of the Amendment and an outline of the 
required method of reporting, together with samples of the forms to be used to 
submit to our accounting department for approval.

Subject: Application DMA-l210from the Ruberoid Company, Vermont 
Asbestos Mines Division for asbestos exploration in 
Franklin, Orleans, and Lamoifle Counties, Vermont. 


Application DMA-l2lOYis a proposal to make an airborne 
magnetometer survey over part of the serpentine belt, near Lowell, 
Vermont, and, to surface prospect and diamond drill three known 
serpentine bodies and to surface prospect two other known areas of 
serpentine near Lowell. 


The U. S. GeologLcal Survey has no file data on the proposed 
exploration areas. The literature indicates that the areas are favorable 
for finding chrysotile asbestos. 


The application states that they desire to carry out ex-
ploration in five areas shown on the map accompanying the application: 


Area 1 Approximately 2 square miles on map. 
Application states that area of most 
interest consists of 7O acres, all 
of which they have optioned. 


Area 2 - Approximately 1.5 square miles on map. 
Area of most interest consists of 495 acres, 
most of which they have already optioned. 


Area 3 Approximately 0.9 square miles on map. 
Area of most interest consists of 550 
acres, most of which is already optioned. 


Area 4 - Approximately 7 square miles on map. 
Area of most interest consists of 500 
acres, not optioned. For surface prospecting 
and reconnaissance. 


Area 5 - Approximately 45 square miles on map. 
For surface prospecting and reconnaissance.







.	 . 


The proposed work in 1951 is to have an airborne magnetometer 
survey run over approximately 190 square miles in the counties of 
Orleans, Lamoille, and Franklin. This will be followed by field map-
ping and diamond drilling in Areas 1, 2, 3, and 4. These are areas 
of known serpentine bodies and all drilling wifl apparently be on 
optioned land. 


In 1952 they intend to explore Area 4 more intensely and 
the much larger Area 5, by field mapping and presumably diamond 
drilling in favorable areas. 


Due to the small size of the Areas 1, 2, 3, and 4 it is 
believed that the contacts of the known serpentine bodies which crop 
out there can be located more accurately at comparable costs by ground 
magnetometer methods. For this reason they might do well to allot part 
of the requested funds specifically for a ground magnetic survey 
(providing they have not already intended to do this but failed to list 
the fund separately). 


Areas 1, 2, 3, and 5 are located in Orleans County and are 
apparently in the same area that Flintkote Company (Application DMAlO9' 
applied for aid in running an airborne magnetometer survey. Area 3 
apparently includes part of the area for which the Carey Manufacturing 
Company (application DMA-l2l4 is applying for aid. The Carey Manu-
facturing Company states that they have carried out airborne magnetometer 
surveys over some of the area. 


Since this application may be accepted, at least in part, it 
would be wise to extend the area covered by the Flintkote airborne 
magnetometer survey so as to include the additional area in Lamoifle 
and Franklin Counties on which Ruberoid desires to run a magnetometer 
survey. The results of the magnetometer survey on land which has 
already been leased by Ruberoid and the additional land in Lamoille 
and Franklin Counties could then be turned over to them, and the 
remainder of the survey in Orleans County could be given to Flintkote. 
It is assumed that it would be impossible to obtain the results of 
Carey Manufacturing Company' s airborne magnetometer survey for use 
of either of the other two companies. It is possible that the survey 
made by Carey Manufacturing Company would be of no value to either of the 
other two companies since the size and exact location of their airborne 
survey was not given in their application. 


The following recommendations and suggestions are made: 


2







1. The field team should visit the Ruberoid 
Company and the areas to be explored. They should: 


a. Discuss with the applicant the feasibility 
of locating contacts of serpentine bodies in 
the smaller areas, Areas 1, 2, 3, and 4, by 
ground magnetometer methods. 


b. Attempt to find out how accurately the ser-
pentine bodies can be located by surface 
field mapping. 


c. Attempt to find out from Ruberoid whether 
or not the use of the money requested for 
1952 will be dependent entirely upon results 
of the magnetometer survey in Areas 4 and 5 and 
hence may not be needed. 


d. Briefly check the proposed areas of investi-
gation. 


2. An agreement should be reached as to the distributions 
of the results of an airborne magnetometer survey 
between Flintkote (DMA_1097* and Ruberoid. 


3. Subordination agreements on the land optioned by 
Ruberoid are not included in the application. 


4. Possibly an inquiry should be made with Carey 
Manufacturing Company (ThA-12]M to see if their 
airborne magnetic survey could be used and, thereby 
avoiding the making of a new survey for use of 
Ruberoid and Flintkote.

This discussion is limited to percentage depletion not because that is 


necessarily the most important or most serious problem of the mining industry 


but because related problems, particularly the treatment of exploration and 


develo]e1t costs, price controls and subsidies for high cost producers are 


being ably handled by others at this meeting0 The extractive industries are in 


many respects unique0 They are not well understood -except by those directly 


connected with them0 Taxation, finance and accounting for the extractive indus 


tries present problems differing, both in nature and degree, from those of 


other id;tr 


In pite of this the extractive industries have been forced by law and 


by custom to attempt to use financial methods and to submit to taxation based 


primarily,. on the requirements and conditions of trading and manufacturing orgari-


iations, Continuation in perpetuity or, at least, a possibility of it, is 


assumed for trading and manufacturing corporations0 The name itself of wang 


assets makes it clear that such an assumption does not apply to a mine or an oil 


well0 Before the adoption of the 16th menient of the Constitution of the 


United States depletion of mineral properties was seldom calculated or recorded 


in the b3oks of account of a mining company because, under generally accepted 


business and accounting principles of that time, it would have had little signifi' 


cance even if such a computation could haie been made with some approach to 


'accuracy0 If we had followed British princp1es in taxation and exempted capital 


gains from tax and had disallowed capit.1 . losses, the øondjtjom probably would have
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coI?tinued0 Kowever, incee tatioa i. the United States took an sntirely 


different course0 


From the beining of the taxation of income in the Jaited States it 


was made clear by Court decisions that there was to be no distinction, so far 


as tsability was concerned, between capital gains and income0 It is 	 personal 


view that the constitutional question involved in this was never properly presented 


to the courts and that the decisions of the courts on this point have been vinifo 


ly wrong0 That, however, hile it ay be interesting, is of no . present practical 


inportance The fact remains that, in case after case, it was decided that 


capital gains are taiable income to some eitent and under some 0 conditions nd 


capital losses are ts deductions to some extent and under sme condition. Mter 


it was thus made clear by court decisions under the early revenue acts th the 


inteenth amendment was tobe administered as applying to capital gains and. losses, 


treating these as..income,• it beceme ncesary to arrive at some sort of valuation 


or cost figure for every mining property in the United Stats0 (Footnote lo) The 


method of arriving at these valuations is wefl described by George Oliver &y in
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his book ?1nancial Accounting": 


"The right to recover the value of to !niaoral resources as at 
the date when the income' taz eztnt to the Constitution bocane 
effective involved a stupendous task of a1uation. The perfolTrcmco 
of that task fours an interesting chapter Là the histoy of the 
valuation problem In general, th raethod adopted was a straigo c 
pound of highly speculative aSsuntiona and iieticulove ithematical 
computations. There was al curious lack of perspectiie and proportion 
in the..procedure by which *àluation engineers in or as of .1913 reaob$ 
their conclusions0 First they wade assumptiOns as to future prices atid 
production over long periods of rea (fortunately in ignorance of the 
events that would mark those years)0 Next,. they epressed these esti-
mates (by an averaging prOcess that ws scientifically unwarranted) in

enterprises0 A manufacturer or a tradr generally, starts out with a reasonable 


assurance of success and he bows that an overwhelming numerical majority of mew 


enterprises suceed, or at least opsrat for a considerable timSo The essential but 


highly speculative nature of the mining industzy is so well recognised that at its 


inception every mining enterprjs in this coumtry bad its raw material, that is its
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ore, iti mineral deposit, given to it by the State for practically nothi& All 


that was paid was a nominal fili &i locating fee. !o if e wish to find a 


basis for charges of favoritien and. unfairess, i ot this th plaet t start, 


is it not consistent with the arments of the critics of percntago depletion, 


to require that every miner should purchase his mine fron the State rather than 


receive it gratis wben he stakes out a claim? The niere statement of such a prop-


osition shows its complete fallacy. It is also true that in all mining states 


State laws are expressly framed to favor, to help, mining companies and to ta 


them in more favorable ways and at lower rates than other enterprises0 Why is 


all this done? Is it because of a widespread, deepseated admiration for the 


sturdy qualities of mining men? Is it because we have a strong sentimental 


attachment for the old=fasbioned pospector? 


I do not think there is much sentiment connected with it. I think it 


realised thoroughly in the mining states that miming is a baardous occupation, 


and that the numerical majority of nine owners will lose what they put in to a 


miming venture, It is the realization that, because the great majority of mine 


operators and the great majority of mines are doomed to hopeless financial 


failure, it is necessary to provide for and to give, consistently and consc: 


entiously, large, very larg, rewards for those in the mining industry who aiie 


either luck or skillful or have whatever qualities it takes to find a boñanza 


The mining industry as a whole is not an unusually profitable industry0
