Subject: Application DMA-1214X, by the Philip Carey Manufacturing 
Company, Cincinnati 15, Ohio, for a loan of 45,OOO for 
asbestos exploration at Lowell, Vermont. 


This application requests aid. in exploration for asbestos 
of spinning grade in Lowell Township, Vermont. 


The Geological Survey has no file data on the proposed 
exploration area. The literature indicates that the area is favorable 
for finding chrysotile asbestos. 


The area that is to be explored is over 100 acres in size 
and possibly as much as 300 acres. It is impossible to locate the 
tracts of land exactly, but they apparently lie adjacent to, or in-
cluding part of, Area 3 of the proposed exploration of Ruberoid 
Company (DMA-l2lOX). 


The applicant proposes to conduct ground geophysical 
(presumably ground magnetic survey), geologic reconnaissance, and 


•	 diamond drilling on land which they have already optioned. They have 
made an airborne magnetometer survey in 1949 and 1950, and have out-
lined a serpentine-peridotite body which is about 400 feet wide and 
2 miles long. During prethninary 'exploration work they found minor 
amounts of asbestos. 


Their proposed diamond drilling program should be adequate 
to explore the serpentine body. 


The conflict between areas to be investigated and proposed 
exploration by Flintkote (Application DMA-l097X), Ruberoid (Application 
DMA-l2lOX), and the present applicant must be settled if aid is to 
be granted.
