3. Exploration project. The Operator, within	 0	 - days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' ----------------onyr ---------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, in-
stallations, and ap.purtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, deprecia-
tion, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'B'," is a 
detailed list of additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the esti-
mated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata share of the cost. The difference between the 
cost of such additional facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'C'," is a detailed list of operating equipment divided into cate-
gories of items to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allowable rental, purchase price, or rental value, as 
the case may be, annexed to each. As to equipment purchased for the .project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro-rata 
share of the, cost thereof, and the difference between the cost-and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged 
as a cost of the project to which the Government has contributed its pro-rata share.

The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'D'," is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes 
(miners, muckers, milimen, etc.) , and of supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may 
be paid to each as an allowable cost of the project. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked "Exhibit 'E'," is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings, 
installations, ani fixtures, with a statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put into useful and operable 
condition, which cost shall be allowed as a cost of the project. 


10. Allowable costs of the project. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited 
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs referred to in Articles 5, 
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract. Although the Government may pay part of the cost of 
new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, computed as indicated in 
Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, or any 
other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these regulations, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, 
shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Participation by the Govemrinent. At the end of the first full calendar month after the Operator has commenced work 
under the project, and at the end of each succeeding calendar month, the Operator shall submit to the Government a voucher for 
payment with a detailed statement of work done and allowable costs (as defined in Article 10 of this agreement) incurred, in a 
form. and with supporting data acceptable to the Government. After approving the voucher, the Government shall pay to the 
Operator -------------percent of the sum of suc1i costs ,incurred; Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Gov-
ernment under this agreement shall not exceed	 ------ , which is --------- 	 percent of the agreed estimated total

12. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an aucjit of the Operator's -records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. . The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


13. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Government with monthly reports of progress in form and content 
satisfactory to the Government, and upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract shall provide the Government 
with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to the best of his ability. Four copies 
of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


14. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor injnterest shall be a .iid become obligated , to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net pro'ceeds rea1izefrom such ore, concentrates, oi metal produced within ten (10) years fiom the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Gowernmerkt, without 'interest, is fully repaid or said '10years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

15. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


16. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provid his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract • (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con-
tract or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms.

This Division hereby concludes that the work done upon 
the subject property, as described under Stage A of the contract, 
has resulted in no discovery or development from which commercial 
production may be made. 


A description of the property, the work done, and the 
results obtained follows: 


(1) The property on which the exploration was conducted is 
composed of the following five claims: Annex, Dutchman, 
Kayo, Georgia, and Winner. The claims are located in 
Sec. 9, T. 38 N., R. 32 L, Perry County, Washington. 


(2) The mineral soi.i,ght was scheelite which occurs in a well-
defined garnet band on the eastern side of the area. 
Minor amounts of scheelite may also be found disseminated 
throighout portions of the extensive amounts of tactite 
which has been formed by the metamorphism of the lime-
stone members of the sediments. 


(3) A two-stage exploration program was executed which called 
for construction of a beadfrazne, sinking the l5-.foot 
inclined shaft 150 feet, and driving 150 feet of drift 
along the strike of the formation from the bottom of the 
shaft under Stage A. Stage B was set up to extend. the 
lower ad.it 150 feet and drive 200 feet of drift along 
favorable structures.

SUMMARY AN]) RECONI'JENDATIONS 


A Defense Mineral Administration Eploration Project con-
tract was awarded the operators on June 19, 1951, under whiàh terms 
the government would participate up to 75 percent of the total costs 
of $32,700.00 in a project to explore for tungsten ore. The most 
important tungsten zriineral is scheelite. This contract was term-
inated August 13, i92, before the project was completed, as work done 
to that date indicated the operators were incOmpetent to conduct the 
operation and, in the opinion of the Government, had failed to prose-
cute operations pursuant to terms of the contract. Evidence support-
ing the contention of the Government was that progress of work, which 
to the termination date of the contract included only shaft sinking, 
had been very slow and costs per foot of sinking were prohibitively 
expensive.

As a result of work which has been completed, scheelite 


has been exposed in the walls of a shaft which has been sunk on a 
50 degree incline an added distance of 57.5 feet, the bottomof the 
shaft being an inclined distance of 74 feet from the surface. Assay 
results obtained from sampling the shaft wafls show a continuous 
25-foot seàtion on the northeast shaft wall having a weighted assay 
value of 0.50 W03 over a width of Lj..7 feet. This section, if con-
tinuous laterally away from the shaft, would constitute ntinable ore 
under present market prices; however, owing to the irregular and pod-
like nature of tungsten mineralization in this contact-type of deposit, 
it has been deemed unfeasible to calculate any tonnage of ore reserves. 


It is recommended that no certification of discovery be 
made for DMEA. work done on the Kefly Camp tungsten property.The 
property might conceivably be developed into a tungsten producer, but 
to do so it would require more competent supervision and management 
than it has received by Messrs. Aavestrud and Wefler. 


DESCRIPTION OF WORK 


Wok began under terms of the contract during the last week 
of July 1951. A headframe with ore and waste pocket was erected and 
a short shaft was cleaned preparatory to further sinking. By November 
21, 1951, the shaft had been extended 28 feet on a So degree inéline, 
at which time the project was • suspended owing to winter weather. Work 
was resumed in early Nay 1952, and by July 27, the shaft had been sunk 
an additional 29.5 feet. No further sinking was done and on August 13, 
1952, the contract was terminated. 


GEOLOGY 


In .l9Li.3 S. W. Hobbs of the U. S. Geological 5urvey wrote a 
detailed geologic report on the Kelly Camp Tungsten property. The 
following are excerpts from this report. 


"Geology 


"Tungsten occurs at this property as scheelite in contact 
with intrusive granodiorite. The area of outcrop is small, 550 
by 400 feet, and only small portions of this area contain signi-
ficant amounts of scheelite. 


"Country rock of the area consists of a series of sandy 
shales and. limestone, probably Paleozoic, which has been in-
truded by the granitic rock of the Colville batholith. The 
sandy shales have been metamorphosed to argillites, granulites 
and fine-grained schists, and the limestones to marble and local 
bodies of tactite. It is probable that the sediments with which 
the scheelité is associated represent a large roof pendant in the 
igneous rock. The intrusive rock which borders the deposit on 
the north and east is a coarse-grained, locally porphyritic rock 
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of the composition of quartz monzonite or grandodiorite. The 
contacts are rarely sharp but include a gradational zone of 
mixed rock within which it is often difficult to tellwhere 
the igneous rock ends and the metamorphic rock begins. 


"The structure in the vicinity of the deposit is relatively 
simple. The sediments strike between N. 15° and N. 60° E. and 
dip 150 to Li0° N. and form an angular re-entrant in the intrusive, 
being bordered sharply by granodiorite on the north and east. 
Available evidence indicates that the intrusive contacts are 
irregular with a general dip to the south and west. 


"Ore Deposits 


"Scheelite is only locally associated with the rather ex-
tensive amounts of tactite which have been formed by the meta-
morphism of the limestone members of the sediments. • The con-
tact metamorphic rock consists of garnet, magnetite, amphibole, 
small amounts of scheelite and a few other minerals in very 
minor amounts. Nagnetite is locally very abundant. . . 


"The only other significant scheelite occurrence is in a 
well-defined garnet band which is exposed on the eastern side of 
the area. This bed which averages 2- feet thick is well exposed 
at the west end in a pit and small inclined shaft, from the 
shaft it has been unvovered for a distance of about 80 feet to a 
series of pits at its eastern end. This bed, originally a limey 
layer, has been altered to tactite containing garnet, magnetite 
and some scheelite.. This bed strikes nearly east-west, but 
swiiigs'to a northeast-southwest strike at its westernmost ex-
posure. It dips 40 to i5 degrees into the granodiorite con-
tact. Scheelite occurs as scattered medium-sized crystals and 
many vert fine grains in the layer where it is exposed in the 
wall of the shaft at the west end. The shaft is filled to 
within a few feet of its collar, but the scheelite-bearing zone 
appears to narrow down the dip." 


The above-mentioned shaft was down an inclined distance of 
17 feet at the beginning of the contract and has since been extended 
to a depth of 74 feet by contract work. It was sunk toward the granoclio-
rite contact, a distance estimated at 65 feet. Shaft wall rock is 
essentially an amphibole-rich skarn in which mágnetite and epidote are 
common. Very fine-grained scheelite is discernible when examined by 
fluorescent light. The garnet-rich zone referred to by Hobbs is not 
apparent in the lower portions of the shaft. Although the shaft has 
gone beyond the estimated position of the granodiorite contact, no 
granodiorite has been encountered. 


A sample taken during the early part of the program ass.yed 
high in tin content; consequently, samples taken thereafter were 
assayed for tin but although they gave measurable tin values the tin 
mineral' has.nQt .b.ei... etkeIflin4.,, . 
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ORE RESERVES 


It is difficult, if not impossible, to accurately calculate 
or even to ini1er ore reserves in this type of deposit. Samples taken 
frcn one area will yield abnormally high tungsten values, whereas 
samples taken from an adjacent area will be nil even though the de-
posit continues strong and will, to the casual glance, appear to be 
ore-bearing. The ore appears to be concentrated in pods and irregular-
shaped bodies, the size of which is difficult to iiffer. To samples 
taken from the eastern end of the trench leading east from the DNEA 
shaft, from near the granodiorite contact, are reported to have 
assayed 7.62 percent W03 and 3.OS percent W03 , respectively, across 
3-foot widths. These assays might indicate an enrichment of the area 
near the contact; however, other areas near the contact yield low 
tungsten values, whereas aainples high in tungsten content have been 
taken at some distance from the contact. 


Samples taken f'om the first 20 feet of the shaft have a 
weighted assayvaJ.ue of 0.12 percent W03 (see accompanying assay map 
of D11EA shaft). The mean width of tI vein throughout this distance 
is i4.2 feet. This block of ground cannot be considered as ore at the 
present market price of tungsten. 


That portion of the shaft extending from 20 feet to L15 feet 
from the shaft collar has a weighted assay value of 0.0 percent W03, 
the mean width of the vein being L.7 feet. This block could be con-
sidered as ore, that is if the values held for any distance laterally 
away from the shaft. However, owing to the pod-like and irregular 
nature of the ore within the vein, it is not considered advisable to 
project these values for any distance away from the shaft; consequently, 
no ore reserve tonnage has been calculated for this block. 


Samples taken from below the 4-foot point in the shaft have 
a weighted assay value of 0.021 percent W0 3 . This block cannot be con-
sidered as ore, although the vein in this area is believed to be approach-
ing the granodiorite contact and could coneiably contain local high-
grade tungsten ore pods.

The Kelly Camp Tungsten mine was visited on August 26, 
27and 28, 1952, to sample shaft. I was accompanied by George H. 
Todd who assisted with the sampling. 


Mr • Keller and Mr • Aarestrud were contacted to get 
assistance in pumping out the shaft which had approximately 30 
feet of water in it. As the pump had been removed from the shaft 
and taken to the camp site at the mill, the first afternoon was 
spent in hauling the pump to the shaft and installing it. The 
pump was installed and in operation by 11:00 P.M. on the 26th. 
Pumping was discontinued at 5:30 P.M. on the 27th with two feet 
of water remaining in the shaft. 


Samples were cut at 5 foot intervals on the east and 
west wall of the shaft. The first samples were cut 10 feet below 
the M.P. (x moiled in wall) established by Tom Howard 7/26/51. 


The walls were examined with a mineral light and scheelite 
was observed finely disseminated in the tactite for the first 55 feet. 
At 55 feet below the M.P. a fault cuts the structure and there 
appears to be a diminishing in the amount of scheelite below this 
point.


The operators are working in the evening with a sorting 
light picking out "high grade" from two pits southwest of the shaft. 
They are hauling this material to their mill for treatment. 


All equipment in which the Government has an equity is still 
on the property.

A ro tine inspection was made of the icelly Camp shaft on 
Thursday, July 10, 1952 • I was acconipanied on this inspection by 
Ceore P. Maririos, Professor Of Geolc, Athere, reece. 


A iap was iade of a vertical section throuh the shaft and 
three sarp1es were taken in the reported ore eons. The nap showing 
sample locatior s and assay results of the 8*rlpl3s acorpanies t1is 
report.


At the time of the exantiration the bottom of the shaft was 
'2 feet below the asrtn mark located by T. toward of te J. S. . 
. on July 2, 1951. This represents a total acF,ance in sinIcinr the 


shaft oi ci feet strca tie initiatior of the contract. 


The oporators were still experiencing difficulty in obtaird 
labor. Two rdners WL 0 ad been worxing or a contract basis had quit and 
sued for a day's pay. bibsequently, one miner had been hired o a 
contract basis and he was wor4Jg or the date of the exard.natiri. 
According to r. Aavestr d, the new iinor was doing satisfactory work. 


Inasmuch as the earin of the shaft is 2 • 32 * i., arid, the 
inspection was made durli the "aornin hours, there was too ch s nlit 
in the øhaft to effectively examine the wails with the aid of a	 era-
light for tie presence oi soieelite. Conseuentiy, using the advice of 
r. Aavestrd as a &ide in locatink' the ore zone, three eauiples were 


taken, only one of which obtsined promising' Uesy results. The walls of 
the shaft were very dirt making it impossible to make a detailed rap of 
the rocks exposed.

Attached are replies to three letters from the Iron and 
FerroAlloy Division commenting rather critically on the action of 
the Field Team in administering the Kelly Camp, Addy Mining Company, 
and McLure exploration contracts. A fourth letter re the Tungsten 
Mining and Milling Company contract was received today. An answer 
is in preparation. 


I am greatly disturbed because the letters seem to indicate 
a nearly complete lack of confidence in the Field Team. Such comments 
as Will you please advise us whether or not the Field Team visited 
this operation during the four months of activity" can only be taken 
as a needless slam at our loyal and overworked field men. Actually 
the Kelly Camp Tungsten project was visited four times by a Bureau of 
Mines engineer and once by a Survey geologist, and the Addy mine was 
inspected on six occasions by a geologist, on four of which he was 
accompanied by a Bureau of Mines engineer. The Germania mine (Tungsten 
Mining and Milling Company) has been visited on numerous occasions by 
both Bureau and Survey personnel. Of the four projects in question, 
only on the Bear and Float claims (William McLure) have we slipped, as 
this project was inspected but once by a Bureau engineer and once by 
a Survey geologist. This is regrettable I confess, but unless we had 
had more help, I do not know what could have been done about it. We 
have many other projects besides tungsten (a total of +9) and I do 
not know how we can expect more of our field men. More than a few 
of the inspections, incidentally, were made on week ends and holidays, 
a practice that because of what I consider to be unjustified criticism, 
is being discouraged. 


I think it fair to say that we were aware of almost all the 
points raised in the four letters and have either solved them or are 
attempting to reach a reasonable solution.

I would like to ask a little more appreciation of how small 
our staff is and of the sheer magnitude of the task that confronts 
the Field Team in this region (and elsewhere, I presume). I also ask 
for a little more confidence in our willingness and ability to try to 
do the job. I also wish to remind you that quite a few man-days have 
gone into the preparation of the reply to the three letters--at the 
expense of time that is so urgently needed in the field. We have 
made mistakes--and so, I may point out, has the Washington staff--but 
by and large, I think our field crews are doing more than should be 
expected of them and deserve to be complimented rather than censored. 
Morale among our field crews has been high; with these letters it has 
dropped to a dangerous low, and I am much concerned.

The operator has had considerable difficulty in sinking 


the shaft. Progress has been slow and costs excessive. Work has 


been stopped until spring. A good showing of scheelite in a 6-foot 


wide vein is exposed at the bottom of the shaft.
