THE PROJECT

A detailed report with an accompanying geolegic mep of the
uvnderground workings of the Antimony Queen mine has been prepared
by C. Phillips Pwrdy, Jv., and is published in Antimony Ocewrrences
in Washington, Bulletin No. 39, State of Washington Dapariment of
Conservation and Development, Division of Mines and Geology, 1951.
According to this report, about 1,000 tons of stibnite ore and several
hundred tons of antimony oxide were produced between 1906 and 1916
from veins occurring as fracture £1llings in interbedded argilliites
and graywackes.

As far as is known, the Operator has not disposed of any
of the gbove equipment or supplies, &1l items of ecquipment, the repair
shop, and the majority of the rail and pipe were transferred to and
used on the Bales project, Contract Idm-k258., The Operator was ree
quested by the Field Team in a letter dated August 15, 1952, te
furnish & detailed 1list of ¢he transferred itemsp but to date no such
1ist has been received.

¥¢ is recommended that the Operator bte requested two dise
pose of the equipment and unexpended supplies and that the funds owed
the Operator under G.0.P. Antimony, Inc., Contract Idm-E258 (Bales)
be held until settlement is made. It is further recommended that ths
Govermment walve its interest in the repair shop.

Discussion of Conclusions

: No unusual physical difficulties were encountered in the
work done under the exploration contract, The principel difficuliy
was with the Operator. The work was poorly supervised, end the costs

vere excessive for the work accomplished. Payment to the Operator
was delayed by his failure to submit properly substantiated vouchers.
He transferred equipment and supplies from one project to amother
without informing the Field Team, thereby, complicating the records

" of -the Bales project and the-Hermada ané making it very difficult

" for the Field Team to administrate these contractss The exploration
- Work was not carried out in a satisfactory manner..

There still remains at the Antimony Queen mine four
exploration targets on which work was originally proposed but nsver
commensed, It is believed that these targets are worthy of invese
tigation.

The pipe and rail, however, present another matter as the
Operator's action is in direct violation of the terms of the eontract,
These items were purchased under Contract Idm-El132 but only a portion
of them used for that project, The remainder wess transferred to the
Bales project (Idm~ER58) and used there in part.

Mr. Oberbillig's letter well illustrates the uncooperativs,
belligerent attitude that has made this Operator difficult to deal
with in the past, and it is very likely that any action on our part
to force him to dispose of the rail and pipe in accordance with the
terms of the contract would only result in another unplessant situation, _
As the original value of these items was only $564.25, we favor waiving 759/
the Government's interest because of the relatively small amount involved. X

however, for waiving the Government'!s interest merely to awvoid ey
unpleasant relations. We are wondering, therefore, if it would be YT

This records difficulties encountered in connection with
the subject contract. It is recommended that the discrepancies be
brought to the attention of the Contract and Audit Division so that
steps may be taken to protect the Government's interest in the final
settlement,

Invoicing has been complicated by the Operator having two
other active DMEA contracts. Equipment and supplies have been trans~
ferred between the various contracts so that it is almost impossible
for the Field Team to check where they have been used. Payment has
been delayed in a number of cases because the invoices were poorly
prepared and the supporting data was not acceptable to the Fiscal
Officer, although the Operator has been repeatedly informed of the
proper methods of invoicing. In a number of instances the Operator
has claimed reimbursement for costs obviously not allowable under the
contract. The Operator also has claimed and received double payment
on some items.

Monthly operating reports received to date are listed below
and apparent discrepancies are noted.

September 24 to October 31, 1951 invoice -

(1) Payroll — A comparison of my progress memo with the
payroll indicates a discrepancy. At the time of the visit to
the property on October 16, 1951, there was no one working
there; however, the payroll shows that Richard Young worked
an 8-hour shift charged against the project on that date.

(2) Payment on this invoice was held up because the
Operator claimed reimbursements which were not in accord with
the contract and because proper supporting papers were not
supplied. An example of this is an invoice for "Transfer of

R
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Supplies and Explosives from Bales Mine to Antimony Queen
Owned by Hermada Mining Co.”, signed by Ernest Oberbillig.
On this invoice are listed a number of items with no sup-
porting evidence as to original cost. In at least one case
the amount claimed was higher than a normal cost. This
invoice was not paid by the Fiscal Officer but delay in
payment called for correspondence with the Operator.

November 1951 invoice -

(1) Transportation - The Operator claimed $50,00 for
transportation of C. G. Dunn to Carlton in a supervisory
capacity. It is not known who C. G.Dunn is or when he went
to Carlton; his name does not appear on the payroll. Claim
was disallowed by Fiscal Officer.

December 1951 invoice -

(1) Rental on drill - It is noted that the Operator
returned the air compressor to Western Machinery Co. in
Spokane on Dec. 12, 1951, yet he charges rental of $19.38
on an air drill from the same company through the 1l4th, thus
charging the project 14/31 of $50.00 whereas the correct
rental charge would be 10/31 (the drill rental was paid to
the 2nd of December on a previous invoice). Actually, this
machine was not returried to the Western Machinery Co. but
was used at the Hermada mine in Idaho in the winter. It
was then used at the Bales project, Idm-E258, in the spring
of 1952, subsequently being purchased by the Hermada Mining
Co. It appears that the Antimony Queen project, Idm~El32,
should have an equity of $119.38 in the drill.

September-October 1951 invoice (lst supplement) —

(1) 1Invoice (No. 3) from C. E. Blackwell and Coe.,
Okanogan, Wash., dated 11/3/51, in the amount of $6.53. To
this charge the Operator apparently added a "pick-up charge"
of $0.68, writing this on the bill. The Fiscal Officer dis-
allowed the $0.68 charge.

(2) The Operator made a number of claims on this invoice
which were disallowed by the Fiscal Officer because of incom-
plete invoices or improper certification. These invoices had
to be returned to the Operator for appropriate corrections.





September-October 1951 invoice (2nd supplement) -

(3) 1Invoice (No. 10) from Nordling Parts Co., Boise,
Idaho, 10/21/51, on which $14.25 is claimed for tire chains.
The invoice is made out to Hermada liines Co., Twin Springs,
Idaho, rather than the G.0.P. Antimony Co.

(1) Invoice No. 8366 from Western Machinery Co., Spokane,
Washe., dated Nov. 30, 1951, in the amount of $46.35. This charge
had previously been claimed and paid for on November 1951. It
was again paid on this supplemental voucher.

(2) Invoice from Hermada Mining Co., dated June 10, 1952,
in the amount of $240.,00 for rental of TD-9 tractor for a total
of 4O meter hours at a rate of $6.00 per hour. This charge had
been claimed but not paid previously, the invoices presented
before claiming 60 hours of bulldozing at $4.00 per hour. When
questioned by letter dated June 20, 1952 regarding this apparent
discrepancy, the Operator replied on June 24, 1952 that "the
$600 per hour is for actual meter hours, whereas the 60 hours
at $4.00 is day hours that the tractor was on the job."

(3) Receipt from Henry Nilles, dated June 10, 1952, in the
amount of $50,00 for hauling lumber on October 22, 1951. It is
noted that the only lumber purchased by the Operator on
October 22, 1951, is 15 pieces of lumber worth $28.84. It
appears that either the Operator has made an error in the date
he claims the lumber was hauled or that he has paid an excessive
price for hauling. It is also noted that the Operator certifies
that the copy of the invoice attached is a true copy, yet the
date on the invoice is June 10, 1952. It is unlikely that this
is a correct date if the account was paid on October 26, 1951,
as claimed by the Operator.

(4) Receipt dated June 10, 1952, from Richard Young in the
amount of $35.00. The Operator certifies that this is a true
copy, yet he claims that payment was made on November 21, 195l.
It is unlikely that the receipt is of that date if payment were
made as claimed.

(5) Invoice from Ernest Oberbillig (President of G.O.P.
Antimony, Inc.) in the amount of $75.00 for compressor transporte.
The charges against the project are supposedly on an actual cost
incurred basis. At the time the compressor was transported we
were allowing depreciation on a jeep pickup which was capable
of transporting the compressor. It was not necessary that iir.
Oberbillig use his own pickup. It is doubtful that the actual
costs incurred were §75.00; consequently, until such time as
evidence is submitted that they were, such charges cannot be
approved for payment. To date the Fiscal Officer has not )
allowed the charge. Regular freight charges for transporting
the compressor from Spokane to Carlton are $67+054

3
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The Operator has done no work on the Antimony Queen project
(Idm-E132) this year. Instead of commencing work on the project
on April 15 as he claimed, he moved all the equipment and supplies
during the first part of May from the project to the Bales mine
where he also has a project (Idm~E258). On August 15 the Field
Team requested the Operator to furnish a detailed list of equipment
and supplies transferred; to date no answer has been received.

A breakdown of the costs of the project (Idm~El32) to date
is as follows:

Road ¢ 582.41
Bridge : 198.80
Buildings 287.62
Equipment purchased 973.35
Other costs _L,675.90
Total $6,718.08

This does not take into account the supplies which the Operator
has transferred to the Bales project, an inventory of which we have
requested. Not considering the inventory and the rehabilitation work
(not over $200) in the No. 2 adit, the Operator's costs for 81 feet
of drifting are $57.72 per foot. This is considered excessive for
a slusher drift.

An analysis of the above summary and the reports of the USBM
and USGS personnel indicates that:

1. The Operator has claimed a number of items which are
not allowable under the contract.

2. Costs have been excessive for the work accomplished.

3. Equipment and supplies have been transferred from the
project without requesting permission or notifying the Government
of the disposition.

Lo Operator has made no attempt to carry on the explora-
tion project since shutting down operations in December 195l.
