7. Title to and disposition of moper’ All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment,‘other items costing more than $50
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the

8. Labor and supervision. Attached hereto, marked “Exhibit ‘D’,” is an itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes

9. Rehabilitation and repairs. Attached hereto, marked “Exhibit ‘E’,” is a detailed schedule of existing facilities, buildings,

10. Allowable costs of the project.. The allowable costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited
to the necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineer-
ing, power, water, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs referred to in Articles 5,
6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in the contract.

Examination of the data presented indicates that the quartz
vein contains lenticular masses of stibnite up to a foot thick with
an average thickness of 4 inches over a 200' length. The vein is
contained in an altered zone 5 feet thick which on the surface contains
oxidized antimony minerals. The applicant states that the property
was discovered in 1948 and 10 tons of high grade antimony ore was
extracted in 1949 with no further work done due to lack of sale for
antimony ore. The map furnished with the application indicates the
strike of the vein on the surface with an ore bulldozer cut on the
vein and two open cuts, The proposed tunnel starts at one open cut
with 8 feet of ¥ 7% Sb. ore showing. The applicant states that they |
plan to start immediate production and have worked out an agreement
with the owners of a flotation mill for treatment of the ore.

"Regulations governing government aid in defense exploration',
MO-5, defines an exploration project, allowable costs and termination
as follows: :

Sec. 8. Definition: "The work shall not go beyond a
reasonable delineation and sampling of the ore, and shall not include
work prosecuted primarily for mining or preparation for mining."

Sec., 13. Allowable costs of the project:

(a) "The necessary, reasonable, direct costs of
performing the exploration work, including the
costs of materials, supplies, labor, direct
supervision, engineering, power, water, and
utilities,"

Sec. 1. Termination: "If upon the completion of.the
exploration project op termination of the contract,
the Administrator considers that a discovery or
development has resulted from the work from which
commercial production of ore may be made, "

Conclusions:

Summarizing the data in the application and on the map it
appears that the tunnel will start in commercial ore and that high grade
ore has been shipped from either the cut at the portal or from an old
cut slightly above the tunnel level, Also ore is evidently exposed
in a bulldozer cut on the vein about 150! above and 500! ahead of the
portal location and the area in and beyond this old bulldozer cut is
stated "to be excluded from Matching-Fund Agreement." It therefore





appears that the block of the proposed exploration will be only 500!
long and with an average of 75' in height. Also, that ore in this
block has reasonably been defined and the proposed tunnel will be on
commercial ore from the beginning. 'It is therefore indicated by
data available that the project does not qualify as an exploration.

Examination of the proposed bulldozer work indicates an
unrealistic estimate. The trenches evidently should not exceed 100! in
length to expose the 5 - 8' ore zone and 8 - 15' deep. The operator
estimates 500 bulldozer hours for the five trenches or a total of
$5,275 for labor, rental and supplies. This represents 3 weeks work
per trench and $1,055. The hard-rock tunnel driving on the other hand
is estimated at $4,925 for labor, rental and supplies on $16.,40 per foot.
The surface scratching represents, therefore, an additional 320 feet
of tunnel which with the proposed tunnel would develop and produce
ore from the vein over a total length of 620 feet.

To summarize; from the data presented, it appears that the
project does not qualify as an. exploration contract and that the costs
and methods are questionable for proper development of the property.
It is therefore recommended that the project be returned to the
Supply Division for further review,
