RECOMMENDATIONS

The DMA examiner recommends that Mr. Williams' appli-
cetion for exploration assistance be denied as the occurrence of
ore is limited to small pods within lenticular shear zones in
serpentine and no feasible objective would be gained by the pro-
posed exploration program.

SUMMARY OF FIELD INVESTIGATIONS

The examiner was directed to the property by Mr. Riley
Williams. .

The property is located in the Wenatchee Mountains along
the north side of Cemp Creek ll—— miles northeast of Salmon Lasac
Ranger Station. The applicant owns two claims, the patented Iias
Lode south of the crest of Huckleberry Mountain and the Iias Ex-
tension Lode adjoining it on the south. This application concerns
the workings on the Iias Extension lLode along Camp Creek. These
workings are reached by a trail along Camp Creek from a point
one-half mile east of the road to Fish Lake via the Cle Elum River.
This trail is accessible by 24 miles of improved road from Highway
No. 10 at Cle Elum. The applicent states thet he has bulldozed
one-fourth of a mile of this trail and that this distance is
accessible by car,

The. property lies within a belt of peridotite and ser-
pentine which trends east-west through Hawkins and Huckleberry

Mountains. The peridotite has been largely al}bered to serpentine.

The Hawkins formation composed of diabasic lavas, tuffs, and

‘breccias occupies the crest of Huckleberry Mountain.

The upper workings at en elevation of about 5,500 feet
are not accessible by trail and were not examined as they do not
concern this application. The sdits have been driven on two para-
lel quartz veins vwhich follow the general strike of the ultra-basic
rocks. : '

The lower workings along Camp Creek at an elevation of
about 4,000 feet and 1 mile east of the Cle Elum River consist of
an adit and a cut about 600 feet west of the -adit. Both lie within
4O feet of the creek. The adit, wvhich is inaccessible, has been
driven below an iron-stained gossan 50 feet in length. The gossan
overlies a lenticular shear zone in serpentine with a maximum width
~ of 6 feet. A number of small isolated pods of sulfides occur '
within this zone. The sulfides are pyrrhotite, chalcopyrite, and
megnetite in order of sbundance. The cut opened this year by the
applicant has been started on an iron-stained gossan about 4O feet
in length and with a meximum width of 6 feet. This gossan also
overlies a lenticular shear zone in serpentine containing small pods
of ore. The face of the cut which is 20 feet long exposes a lens
of good ore two feet in width composed of chalcopyrite and pyrrhotite,
but this lens does not continue to the surface. Other pods in the
shear zone are composed of pyrrhotite and magnetite with minor chal-
coeyrite. The strike of the shear zone is N. 60° W. and the dip is
55 S.w. .

APPLICANT'8 PROPOSAL

In his original application Mr. Williams proposed to
reopen the No. It adit on the Iias Lode claim and to extend the
adit 75 ®et. Considering the high elevation and inaccessibility
of this adit, he has abandoned this proposal in favor of explor-
ation on the Iias Extension Lode. The applicant proposes to extend
the cut on the Iias Extension Lode for 75 feet in a northerly
direction to explore peridotite and serpentine exposed in part
along the north slope of the valley along Camp Creek. He claims
that a zone 80 feet wide immediately north of the cut is mineralized -
with copper and that the iron-stained peridotite horizons are gossan.
The DMA examiner found no evidence of copper ore along this slope
and that he so-called gossan is the result of alteration of the
ferro-magnesium minerals of the more resistant peridotite.
