Rather than continue obligations 
under the existing contract for an indefinite period, the Field 
Team believes the best interests of the Government will be served 
by terminating the contract.

In several of your letters to me regarding exploration 


project contracts, you have advised the contracting parties to send 
copies of their diamond-drilling contracts to me for approval. My 
reference is to the Black Rock Tungsten contract, DMA_l376x-.COfltrCt 
Idm-E103, and Cord.ero Mining Company contract, DMA_1165x--Cofltract 


Idm-E6.


My problem is what should I approve? The Black Rock con-
tract is an impressive legal document but the only part of it that 
seems of immediate interest to me is the contracted cost per foot of 
hole drilled, which, all I can say, seems reasonable. Cordero Mining 
Company submitted only a copy of its contractor's letter indicating 
the contract price and approval by both parties concerned. In neither 
submitted contract is there included sufficient data on which to 
guarantee satisfactonywork, either to the companies entering into 
the contract or to the Government. 


I believe that certain specifications for coredrilling 
should be included in the contract, somewhat similar to those previously 
used in the Bureau of Mines I'Iining Division project work. In the con-
tracts examined by me so far there is nothing included relative to core 
recovery, method of sampling, collecting sludges, grinding of core, 
types of core.-'barrel to be used, and other items of importance. 


I assume that the Government will require as complete and 
reliable data on exploration loan work an that required to appraise 
the values of similar past projects that were done by the Mining 
Division, Unless close supervision is exercised, the Government must 
rely entirely on the integrity of the company to supply information on 
which depends the reported success or failure of the enterprise. With 
out proper supervision, sludge samples could be salted, proper coring 
could be neglected, false measurement on depth of holes could be







a 


presented, difficult holes could be abandoned, arid many other things 
that probably will not happen but could happen. AIso, trhat is to 
prevent a covipany from throwing away high-grade cores so that in the 
end our engineers (based on inaccurate information) would conclude 
that the project did not open up a body of commercial ore and the 
applicant, therefore, would not have to repay the Government for its 
share of the cost. 


In view of the large amount of Government money involved, 
it seems that we should be advised by the Defense Minerals Administra-
tion as to the Regional Office responsibilities relative to the ad-
ministration of the diamond-drillIng contracts. It would seem to me 
that the expense of a project engineer on the larger projects would be 
cheap insurance. On the smaller contracts, one engineer could probably 
handle two or three projects. 


An early reply will be appreciated, as I am holding up the 
approval of the cited contracts until I hear from you, although it is 
my understanding, at least in so far as the Black Rock tungsten contract 
is concerned, that diamond drilling the property already is underway.

Enclosed herewith are six sign.èd contracts and six copies of 
Exhibits "A", "B", "C", "D", "B" and accompanying maps for the proposed 
exploration of the Goldfield Consolidated Mines Company, Sierra Zinc Mine. 


No geologic report is enclosed but the Sierra Zinc mine was 
completely mapped during the Strategic Minerals program of the last war, and 
there is an unpublished mna.nusoript in the files of this office. 


From 1941 to 1944, 56,105 tons of ore were taken from this mine 
and milled. The Lead-zinc ratio was about 1:12. The mine is now shut down 
but the 'company plans to reopen shortly. A 250-ton flotation mill on the 
property is now running. on ore from. the Company's Deep Creek mine. 


The geology of this mine is struotually complex (See map attached 
to oontraot) and the ore horizons, which are almost entirely in marble, are 
frequently faulted off. Part of the underground drilling is to search for 
one such segment. In addition there are large blooks of ground which have 
not been explored, and with the past history of this mmall mine these 
unexplored blocks are well worth diamond drilling. 


The proposed inclined raise will start from a stope abandoned at the 
time zinc dropped in price, and follow a vein until ±t pinches out or reaches 
the surface. The vein is 'about 6 feet wide with an estimated combined grade 
of 8:12%. This vein was unknown at the time the mine was first mapped and a 
raise will probably permit the determination of a considerable block of ore. 


On the basis of the mines past excellent production of zinc ore, the 
large amount of unexplored ground, and the fact that the proposed raise will 
start in milling ore, it is strongly recommended that this exploration proposal 
be approved.
