Subject: Notes on telephone conversation with Elton Youngberg 


Youngberg remembers the Fouress mine in Lincoln County, 


Washington, quite well and gave me the following information: 


The district is an old one which, as far as he remembers has 


no record of production; a good deal of test pitting was done on the 


Fouress property and a shaft and crosscut put in. His impression is 


that this is largely a promotion affair. Over the years apparently 


numerous operators have dug pits and small shafts on quartz stringers 


that are will exposed at the surface, but in all cases these were 


lenticular and pinched out going down so that there was little encour-


agement for any continuous work. The "veins" consist of lenses and 


pods of bull quartz with spotty and erratic galena that locally 


carries good silver values. The general appearance of the veins was 


very discouraging and it is most improbable that any continuous 


vein of quartz is present. It is equally improbable that continuous 


mineralization is present in any of the veins.

H. L. Suminerville,now deceased was a Mining and 0 ivil Engineer, 
formerly associated with the property in the capacity as director. Mr. H. 
N. Smith, Mining Engineer and mine manager of the present property, has been 
connected in that capacity since the formulation of the corporation. 


The aforementioned assay returns were not enclosed in the docket. 


During the formal investigation and appraisal of the ouress Mine by 
two (2) government engineers assigned from the Spokane office of DMA, I am 
informed that they have only examined the ore veins and workings on the 
Southwest side only.. The assays from this location are as follows:

The Federal Mining and Smelting Company securea large R.F.C. loan to the 
North of us, near Colville, Washington for a large open pit mine and a 1,000 
ton mill and flotation plant. Ore is copper, lead and zinc. 


The Anaconda Copper Company, Butte,Montana bought the Bonanza Mine from 
Federal Mining and Smelting Company. This property is about sixty miles North 
of the ouress Mine. It carries an extremely high grade lead content. It also 
lies in the lead, zinc and copper belt, such as ours, in addition the natural 
characteristics of the mineralization of this entire belt is the sane. 


The Matherly Claim which adjoins our property carries a much higher 
lead and zinc content than the Fouress Mine, is about 800 feet lower (vertical) 
than our property. Depth is the important criteria.

RECONMEDATIONS 


It is recommended that the Fouress mine be denied ex-
ploration aid as its ores are principally valuable for their 
silver and would not contribute important amounts of lead, zinc, or 
copper.


LOCATION 


The property of the Fouress Mines, Inc. is located in 
the Egypt Mining District, Lincoln County, Washington, T. 28 N., 
R. 37 E., sec. 32.


RESUME OF FIELD EXAMINATION 


The Examining Team was accompanied by Hector Smith, 
Vice-President of the Fouress Mines. Approximately three hours 
were spent examining outcrops and underground workings. 


The veins of the Fouress Mines are in granitic rocks 
probably closely related to the . Loon Lake granites to the north. 


The veins are quartz-filled fissures which rapidly 
swell and pinch on the strike and dip. A maximum width of 5 feet 
was noted in a drift off the original discovery shaft. A small 
ore shoot containing silver values and some lead, zinc, and 
copper has been explored by the shaft and a crosscut driven from 
the surface to intersect the sh.ft at depth. Crosscutting re-
vealed a smaller vein 10 feet in the hanging wall having a width 
of 1-2 feet containing silver and some base metals.

An inspection of the outcrop east of the workings 
disclosed a barren quartz vein rapidly pinching and swelling 
upon which several shoot shafts had been sunk. No important 
ore shoots were apparently found, 


The principal value in the ore shoot exposed is 
silver from which a minor amount of base metals might be re-
covered. The tonnage which could be developed by exploration 
is small and it does not appear that this mine warrants con -
sideration in the exploration program.
