RECONMENDATION 


It is recommended that the recommendation submitted on 
October 9, 1951, by C. H. Broedel concerning the exploration appli-
cation of Modern Gold Dredging Company on the Big Chief Claim, Ferry 
County, Washington, be sustained. 


SUNMA.RY OF APPLICATION 


As a result of an application submitted by Modern Gold 
Dredging Company of Spokane, Washington for aid in exploration for 
tungsten ore on the Big Chief Group in the Covada Mining District, 
Ferry County, Washington, Mr. C. H. Broedel of the Geological Survey 
made an examination of the property for Defense Minerals Administra-
tion. In his report on this examination he recommended that the 
application be denied "as the occurrence of tungsten ore is very 
limited and no feasible objective would be gained by the proposed 
exploration program." This report was transmitted to the Operating 
Committee on October 10, 1951. 


This office received a letter from Frank E. Johnson, 
Chairman, Operating Committee, on January 28, 1952, in which it was 
requested that a re-examination be made of the property and that 
sufficient sampling should be done to further assist in evaluating 
the property. Enclosed with this letter were two photostatic copies 
of maps submitted by the applicant whereon locations and assay re-
suits of sampling were indicated.

On May 1, 1952, I revisited the property and was accom-
panied by Mr. Lee Eller, the man who allegedly did the above-
mentioned sampling. Numerous prospects on the claims were visited 
and inspected for possible content of ore minerals. Where possible, 
the mineralight was used to check for occurrence of scheelite. The 
-only positive evidences for the occurrence of scheelite were indicated 
in the pit from which Mr. Eller obtained his samples. In this pit 
is an 8 to 10 inch wide gouge zone on the hanging wall of which are 
widely scattered concentrations of tiny crystals of scheelite. 


A tape and compass survey was made of this pit and samples 
were cut from the same general locations as those from which Mr. 
Eller had obtained his samples. The map and sample locations with 
assay data accompany this report. 


The samples obtained were sent to the Union Assay office, 
Salt Lake City, Utah, to be assayed for WO content. The results 
of the assays are shown on the accompanying map. Whereas Mr. Eller 
received assay results of 2.2 percent WO from a 10 foot channel cut, 
the best assay obtained from my sampling is 0.18 percent W03. 


It is believed by the examiner, therefore, that because 
of poor assay results obtained, coupled with the previous unoptimis-
tic report concerning the property, that the recommendation for denial 
of the application as submitted by Mr. Broedel be sustained.

GEOLOGY

Examinations have been made and reports written by several prominent men on the 
geology and possibilities of the district, copies of some of which are on file in our office. 
In 1897 Mr. Herbert C. Hoover wrote an article in the Engineering and Mining Journal on 
this Placer Mining District. 


The country is a high plateau cut by shallow basins. The basins are from 100 yards to 
two miles wide with gradients of about one per cent. The surface of the ground is very 
uniform. 


All of the hills above the floor of the basins consist of shales and volcanic ash. There 
is evdence of a rhyolite flow covering the whole district at one time; but only scattered 
remnants remain. 


The floors of the valleys consist of a coarse brown iron-stained sand averaging about 
3 feet deep; but occasionally going to 7 feet. It is this top sand that carries the values. 
This brown pay dirt is underlaid by a very loose white silica sand that is practically 
barren. There is a very sharp delineation between the two sands. 96% of the pay dirt will 
pass through a 6 mesh screen. There are large dreas having practically no gravel. 


The gold is a very fine shot gold and is evenly disseminated through the ground. 
Denver jigs give a recover of 87%,.

RECOMMENDATIONS 


The DMA. examiner recouwiend.s that the application for ex-
ploration assistance by the Modern Gold Dredging Company be denied 
as the occurrence of tungsten ore is very limited and no feasible 
objective would be gained by the proposed exploration program. 


SUMMARY OF FIELD INVESTIGATION 


The DNA. examiner was directed to the property by Mr. Lee 
Eller, President of the company. 


The property lies directly north of the former village 
of Covada, which is accessible by seven miles of road southwest of 
Inchelium, Washington via Impach and. Stray Dog Canyon road. The 
applicant claims to have two tungsten prospects on the Carbonate 
Chief claim, 1,000 feet west of Covad.a Lake. Several prospects on 
the adjoining claims leased by the applicant were, not visited. as 
they do not concern the application. 


The country rocks within the Carbonate Chief ôlaim con-
sist of argillites, quartzites and marbles of the Covada series. 
The	 Qrite is intrusive into these sediments east of 
this claim. Several andesite dikes and. quartz veins cut the sedi-
ments in this area and. their strike is roughly conformable to that 
of the sediments. The veins have a strike length of 10 to 4-O feet 
and only one was found to be mineralized.. 


The workings on the Carbonate Chief claim consist of a 
pit and. a trench, both of which contain tungsten ore according to 
the applicant. The pit lies in the southern part of the claim and.







.. 


exposes carbonaceous argillite traversed by veinlets of an 
unidentified clay mineral. This mineral which fluoresces green 
does not contain tungsten. The trench in the northern part of 
the claim 600 feet southeast, of U.S. mineral monument No. 1 is 
cut 35 feet across an andesite dike which strikes N. 100 E. The 
contact between the dike and quartzite lies at the west., end. of the 
trench. A tungsten-bearing quartz vein of unknown strike length 
occurs along this contact. The exposed. portion of this vein in 
the trench is 1.8 feet wide by 6 feet long.' No exposure or float 
is present at the surface and. the vein appears to be of very limited 
extent. The ore minerals are schêelite, wolframite, pyrrhotite, 
and. minor chalcopyrite. A rough estimate of the percent W03 in 
the scheelite of the mineralized portion of the vein varies from 
0.5 to 1.5 percent. 


Two small pits in andesite a short distance north and 
south of the trench do not expose a quartz vein. The talus-covered 
slope was followed for several hundred feet along the strike of the 
vein but no evidence of a vein or sulfide was visible. 


CONCLUSION 


The examiner believes that the tungsten occurrence is 
probably part of a small lens of quartz. There is no justification 
for an exploration loan for bulldozing until the applicant establishes 
a reasonable strike length and width of the vein by trenching. The 
Silver Leaf mine and the Orian prospect situated east of Covada 
Lake received unfavorable mention by Culver and Broughton in their 
report on the tungsten resources of Washington.
