The applicent has requested & direct loan of $L5,000 for
the construction of buildings, purchase of mining equipment, surface
improvements, sinking 150 feet of shaft on the vein, and working
capital. The work is to be done on a group of claims in Pierce
County, Washington.

The existing development work is a 100 foot crcsscut to the
vein and 120 foot drift on the vein. A sketch map attached to the
application shows a %300 to LOO (feet) open cut on vein®. On the
besis of this development work, the applicent claims 200,000 twns of
combined high-grade end low-grade measured ore and "millions of tons®” of
indicated ore. No assays of seamples from the surface exposure of the |
vein: were submitted. Assays of samples teken from the wnderground |
exposure of the vein show very erratic values. Although the applicent |
states that twenty tons of ore were shipped to a smelter for metallur-
gical tests, no report concerning the results of this shipment was sub-
mitted. ‘

The applicant has undoubtedly overestimated his reserves,
as the amount of development work done could not possibly block out
200,000 tons of measured ore and the "millions of tons" of indicated ore
cleimed. As neither elevations of the surface or undergrownd workings
nor systemetic assays were submitted, the Lead-Zinc Branch cannot
evaluate the actual ore reserves present.

The Lead-Zinc Branch recommends e field exemination of the
property to determine if sufficient reserves have been proved to secure
the loan of $45,000. If the field team's report is favoreble, it is
recommended that, in addition to the regular information submitted in
such a report, the following items should be includeds

(1) Wet returns per ton of ore produced.

(2) Operaging cost per ton of ore produced.

(3) Profit per ton of ore produced available for
repayment of loan.
