This is with reference to the subject exploration contract
between the Glacier Mining Company and the Government.

The final audit of the contract expenditures and the final
reports of the Operator and the Field Team have been received and ac-
cepted by this Administration. Only $6,788.3L4 was expended of the
total amount of $7,h15.00 approved under the contract, 50 percent of
which, or $3,394.17, represented the Government's share.

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project.—The Operator, within ____Lllil‘_'b:)(_ ________ days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® _. Copper
in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of 4 _months from the

or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. »

ARTICLE 4, Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moveé) , Or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract.

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. .

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are
limited to the following: : .

(1) Independent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A.”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of ‘units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract,

(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums.

(8) Operating materials and supplies—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment ‘costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the éstimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of
which is included in Exhibit “A.” Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related iisial allow-
able depreciation; are allowable maximums.

(5) Rehabilitation and repairs—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, ingtallations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration

" contract,- a schedule of which is.included in the estimate of cests set forth in Exhibit ‘“‘A.” These items aré allowable
maximums.

(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a’‘schedule of
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.” All of these items are allowable maximums.

(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs’to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs
of the Operator’s equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen’s compensation and employers’ liability insurance and

\ payroll taxes.
(8). Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit
‘ of the total aggregate estimate of “costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit “A,” as may be
approved by the Government in the course of‘the€ work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

(¢) No items of general overhead, corporate: management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes) or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
agsay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground. )

(b) Final report.—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore
reserves resulting from the exploration work. o B T : : : e -

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or_completion of such, reports and attachments-as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or

incomplete reports. -

(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the projéct or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12,

ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay 50 . percent of the allowable
costs incurred, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $-34.ZQY_45.Q ........ , whichis _______ 5Q ______ per-
cent of $7 »415.00 , the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in. which the Government will participate;

Provided, that until the Operator’s final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-
ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Goverriment may
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which
the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. L ) '

of the Operator, rather than to the Operator. ooy : - - - AR

_ ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amgulrllt contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows:

(1) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

-(2) One and one-half (11%2) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each
additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts.

(For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1%)
percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3%%) percent.)

(b) As here used, “net smelter returns,” “net concentrator returns,” and “other net amounts realized from the sale or other
disposition,” mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination.

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
desfcrilbed indArticle 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations. :

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a -
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. )

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. “ -

ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the
contract; or (¢) if in'the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities,
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay.to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

Description of the Work

The purpose of the work is to explore for copper
mineralization. The property is described on the attached
map, "U. S. Department of Interior, D.M.E.A. Docket No.
2335-Glacier Mine, Whatcom County, Washington.® This work
is to be done in two stages, and if the results obtalned
from the work done in Stage No. 1 does not Justify further
work, in the opinion of the Govermnment, the work in Stage
No. 2 will not be undertaken.

GEOLOGY:

The geology of the Glacier area is the most unique and
interesting of the whole state. It consists of minute foldj.ng of the
rock strata in addition to innumerable faults and slips. This
particular formatior, although highly mineralized, is difficult to

map because of the impossibility of tracing the structure. The

sketches below will help jllustrate this.






In the case of the Glacier mine the problem diminishes
because of the surface mineralization. This mineralization is found
in quantity as well as quality on the side of the hill nearest the
highway, and it is hoped the opposite side will show up as well with

further tests and exploration.

The country rock at Glacier is commonly an impure limestone
grading to argillaceos or slaty, clayey limestone. The clay is ' from
buff to blue in color and seems to be high in silver. Some rock
outcroppings on this property are a bluish green color which is

characteristic of chlorites.

The chloritization of mineralized pillow lavas and associated
dioritic intrusives is commonly intense, yielding a green schist known
to prospectors as killas and rightly regarded as a favorable country

rock for ore,

The overburden near +the main tunnel entrance is pyritic
with bands of blue clay being present.‘ The pyritic mass is a secondary
product being finely ground weathered grains held together by a clay
cement. In general this overburden is highly mineralized with the

exception of about one foot nearest the surface.

The chlorites and limestones have pyrite and chalcopyrite
replacements along with calcite and quartz veinlets or stringers. This
replacement is by diffusion and often gold and silver have accompanied
the above materials. Much of this rock has no apparent value, but upon
examining with & hand lens, it will be found that small shots of gold

and silver are present.

It would seem that the precious metals tamnd to follow the
pyrites and chalcopyrites; at least all the assays S0 far show a good
value in thé pyritic structures. Although higher values have been
found in other than pyritic rocks, the values have been more consistent

in the pyrites.

RESEARCH NOTES:

(Fram "Hydrometallurgy of Gold and Silver," Chapt. XI,

page 289, HANDBOOK OF NONFERROUS METALLURGY)

When gold is found apparently disseminated in igneos or
metamorphic rocks, minute veinlets of calcite or gquartz usually

accompany it. (Good examples of this at Glacier.)

Limestones are made up daminanfly of calcite but may contain
small amounts of o%her minerals., If impurities of clay are abundant,
limestone grades toward shale and would be called an argillaceous

limestone.

(From MINING TECHNOLOGY, T.P. 1209, July 1940)

Diffusion is a means of staining limestones that have no
visible fractures. (Stains have been found regularly in the limestones
underground. )

Bands or masses of pure limestone are very resistant to

replacement by ore solutions, but argillaceous limsstones ars spoken

of as being highly favorable to ore formation.






GENERAL:
The property of the Glacier Mining Company const sts of ten
claims located at a point one and one half miles northeast of the towm

of Glacier on the Mt. Baker highway at T39N, R7E, WM.

This property is located very favorably, being close to
water, electricity, and transportation. Some of the claims are on the
Nooksak River, but the main source of water will be from a spring above
the mill site. A reservoir can be erected and sufficient water

collected to run the mill.

The main powsr line ends at Glacier necessitating running
another line to the mine. Investigation will prove whether or not this

would be cheaper than investing in a dliesel generator plant.

The Glacier milling plant will be situated within 100 feet
of the Mt. Baker highway facilitating trucking of supplies and con-
contrates, The rallroad also has a line into Glacier if rail haulage

is desired.

Douplas fir and maple abound on the property and can be a
supply of fuel for heating the bunkhouse, mill, etc., as well as being

used as fuel for retorting the gold msrcury amalgam.

A very interesting developmsnt has coms about through the
use of the M Scope, a prospecting instrument. A concentration or vein
has been located approximately midway betwsen the main tunnel and the

prospect tunnel, This vein runs S32°E fram about 50 feet east of






’\

the highway to about 700 feet east of the highway, then S44°W for

100 feet. The width, as charted by the{ scope, varies from 20 to 80
feet. Much conjecture has been voiced about the content of this vein,
From what I have seen of the formations adjacent to and above the

vein, I am inclined to believe that this mass is a pyrite--either
pyrite, chalcopyrite, or one of the many peacock ores, and valuable in
gold and silver. So far this type of vein on a amaller scale has had
varying precious metal content from moderate to extremely high. Some
assays in this mine have run as high as $2,500 per ton. It might be
woll to mention here that no assay has gone less than $4 per ton, which
is right on the borderline of profitable ore. No blanks have ever been
found in any sample taken to my kmowledge. Even in apparently barren

country rock valuss fram $4 to $17 have been found.

A natural question now is if this mine is so rich, why isn't
it in production and making money? The biggest reason is the difficulty
in following or ferreting out tha' high grade ore by ordinary underground
mining methods. Another reason is that the mill has yet to be installed
to treat the run of mine ore. Underground work is very expensive and,
;mtil the mill is installed, should be limited to prospecting and
development work. Important factors involved after the mill is installed
are:

1. Al1 the rock shows value from undetermined depth to
surface.

2. Underground mining is difficult because of complex
rock structure.

3. Underground mining is expensive.

4, Mine property is on hill with value showing from top
to bottom.

5. Mill is at bottom of hill.

6. In order to mine this hill from underground, valuable
pillars would have to be left to support the upper
reaches. :

7. Underground work requires good ventillation. It limits
amount of blasting at any time and the working time
is limited to the time between shots when the air is
free of poisonous gases. Suitable msthods must be
found to carry off ground waters. Some expensive
timbering is necessary.

From a study of the above factors it can be seen that sub
surface mining is anything but economical: it is wasteful. Since every
engineer, foreman, stockholder, etc., is striving for economy of operation
which means more profits, it is necessary that either changes be made
or a new method of mining be found. An economy must be found that will
enable mining of the low grade ore along with the high grade without
selective mining, and still be able to show a profit on all grades.

The only answer, in my opinion, is stripping or opsn cut mining.

The advantages of stripping are: more ors can be mined per
man per unit of time; advantage can be taken of gravify in transporting
the ore downhill to the mill; no ventillation system is needed; cheap
blasting powders can be used; no pillars are left, all ore is mined;
specialized drilling equipment cen be eliminated for the cheaper
Jackhemmers. The only serious disadvantage is that particle sizes of

the Dblast product will be larger.






CONCLUSION:

In conclusion I would like to say that stripping will clear
the overburden giving a clear picture of the stratigraphy of the
propsrty. It is entirely possible that the strata can be followsd
through to the other side of the hill with a subsequent discovery of

minerals.

It is fairly obvious, everything considered, that the
stfipping operation would be the most satisfactory and esconomical

as far as the Glacier mine is concernsd,

(@) Form MPF-10/—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator-for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures

which shows costs for the various types of operation;

and

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished .as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following,.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
:Ll%er}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form, ,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on & unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supérvision and téchnical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for

work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
us?id(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount

paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-

ment will be reported under ‘Purchase’’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
‘:i_on, :Of equipment owned will be reported under ““ Deprecia-
ion”,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, ete., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Ttem (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Ttem (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200.
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transeripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. _This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)”, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site” audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

A visit to the property on February 16, 195L, by a member of the
Field Team, disclosed that the Operator had completed the two proposed drill
holes on his own account. Hole No. 1 was drilled from the face of the DMkA
crosscut on a bearing N1© W, dip minus 6 degrees, to a depth of 270 feet.





Hole No. 2 was drilled at a point 71% fect in from t he portal of the
main adit, on a bearing N. 26° W., dip minus 30°, to a depth of 294
feets Both holes, drilled with a diamond=-core AX size bit, were in
the same heavily pyritized argillite throughout, that was cut by the
drifts and crosscuts in this area.

On March 2, 1953, the Executive Officer, DMEA Field Team,
Region II recommended denial of further assistance after completion
of the contract.

A visit was made to the subject property on February 16, 1954
to examine the cores from two diamond drill holes which the company has
drilled in the last month. Mr. LaFlamboy of the Glacier Mining Company
accompanied me on the trip.

The Glacier Mining Company completed a DMEA exploration project
in December 1952. This project was unsuccessful in locating the source of
the pyrite boulders which have been found in the overburden on the property.
To further explore for a source of the pyrite the Glacier Mining Company at
its own expense has just completed two diamond drill holes (shown on the
attached sketch), the total length of which is 564 feet. The drilling was
done by Lynch Bros. Diamond Drilling Company of Seattle, Wash.

Hole No. 1 was drilled from the heading of the crosscut which
was driven under the DMEA project. The bearing of the hole is N. 1 W.,
dip minus 6 degrees, total length 270 feet. It is AX core. The hole was
entirely within the argillite. From 129 to 130 feet a soft, limy zone
encountered which contained about 50 percent pyrite. Small blebs of

pyrite and disseminated pyrite were scattered in the argillite practically _
throughout the length of the core. In most cases the pyrite is associated
with small irregular masses of fine-grained calcite, which gives a mottled
appearance to the core. The drillers reported a flow of green-colored
water at about 117 feet. The hole is now flowing water which has a

decided sulfur smell. A white precipitate of lime (?) is being deposited

in the collar of the hole and on the rocks which the water from the hole
flows over. The amount of material which has been deposited in the three

weeks since the hole was completed is not sufficient so that a good sample
could be taken.

Hole No, 2 was drilled in the bottom of the main adit T4 feet
in from the portal. The bearing of the hole is N. 26 W., dip minus 30
degrees, and length 294 feet. It is AX core. This hole is also entirely
within the argillite. Blebs of pyrite are scattered sparsely throughout

the core. There is the same mottled appearance caused by calcite
with pyrite as in hole No. 1. A number of stringers of calcite up
to 1/4-inch in thickness cut the core at varying angles.

These two diamond drill holes, along with the work done
previously, make it appear doubtful thai the pyrite boulders found
on _the surface have a source on the property. However, before dropping

this hypothesis entirely, it would be very interesting to make a petro-
graphic study of the association of the calcite and pyrite with the
argillite in an attempt to determine if the pyrite and calcite were
constituents of the original formation or whether they were introduced
later.

The two alternate hypotheses as to the source of the boulders
are:

l. From Church Mountain across the valley to northeast of the
mine,
2. Glacial deposits carried down from the Mt. Baker area.

The Operators have no further plans for work on the property
at the present time.

This will inform you that we received your letter of April 18, 1953 re-
garding our contract with the DMEA. We are very grateful for your personal
interest in our case and the prompt attention you gave our request. We

did receive, within the week, an answer from the DMEA, even though the
answer was very disappointing, especially under the circumstances. As

you will notice in the enclosed copy of Mr. Mittendorf's letter, he refuses
further assistance, the reason being that an insufficient quantity of ore
was uncovered under the accomplished phases of the contract. These two
phases were as follows and were under the direct supervision of the DMEA
team: '

Phase I; Three cuts by dozer on each side of the
exposed mineralized zonhe, to prove that
the zone was confined entirely to this'
exposed oxidized area. These cuts, being
barren of minerals, proved that the
mineralized zone was confined to the area
already uncovered. ’

Comments In my estimation, these cuts were unnecessary
as they neither proved nor disproved that
we had ore in depth. .

Comment: When this error was discovered, we were
directed by the engineer to turn back
sharply to the left, but we ran out of the
authorized footage before breaking through
the wall of the mineralized zons.

These facts we tried to explain thoroughly in our request for an amendment.
The reason the ore body was not contacted in either of the phases was no
fault of the Companye Therefore, we feel that Mr. Mittendorf could not

have studied our request thoroughly or he would have understood the reason
for our not revealing an ore body. But we feel very strongly that after
going along with“us this far, the DMEA should match our monsy in the only
really important step that was suggested by them and that is diamond drilling
directly into the oxidized zone in depth, which we are now prepared to do

at a moment's notice.

Mr. McKay, I am humbly grateful that a man in your position would show such
personal concern as you have shown in our problem. I have appealed to

you personally because we cannot afford the services of either lobbyists

or five percenters. All we ask is that we are given a fair review of our
case by the members of the Agency.

We are appealing to you again because we have called a meeting of the stock-

holders for May 23, 1953 and hope that we may have better news than is
now evident to bring to them on that date.

Mr. Magill,
of the Spokane office, came over and after a carefull check, recommended
a Government loan to be granted in two steps, the first step to bulldoze
three cuts on each side of the exposed oxidized zone to prove it was con-
fined to the area already uncovered. ‘

This work was completed and bore out the Engineer's examination. We were
then granted the next step which was to drive from our left hand cross cut
150 feet in an attempt to cross this zone far enough below the surface to
determine if we had a vein of solid ore. 1In this step the engineer, Mr.
Magill, recommended we drive the drift more to the right in order to get
deeper in the hill before turning to the left to make more certain we
were deep enough underground to be below the eroded mass. In doing this,
we found we didn't have enough footage granted to cross the mineralized
zone. Mr. Magill then recormended we diamond drill from the face of the
drift 200 feet and also two other upraise holes.

We then made an application for an amendment to our present contract as the
enclosed letter shows.

I am sending maps and letters so you will better understand what I have
undertaken to explain in this letter.

May I add that I am also a native of Oregon, having lived nearly all my

life until 1941 in and around Salem. My Mother was born at Oregon City
and she and my father both are now buried in the old Clagget Cemetary on
the North River road.

We wish to thank you for the help your department has already given us and
want you to believe me when I say we are neither promoters nor are we op-
portunists but just a group of working men trying to develop a mine.

In response to Mr. Knause's request of March 17, I have
reviewed the request for amendment of the above-named contract
transmitted by the Region II Field Team March 2, 1953.

It is noted that although the examining engineer is in
favor of the additional work described in the proposed amendment,
the DMEA Field Team recommends denial.

The work accomplished to date, first by the operator
above and then by the operator and Government together under this
contract, seems to me to have indicated very strongly that the
chalcopyrite boulders were not derived from the immediately under-
lying bedrock formations, but probably were brought in from some
distance. It is almost incredible that if the orebody from which
they came were close beneath the surface within the project area,
no sign of sulphide mineralization or rock alteration would have
been picked up in the many feet of underground working.

I am in accord with the recommendation of the Field
Team that the amendment be denied.

Enclosed are four ozalid copies of a letter from the subject
Operator requesting that his contract be amended to provide additional
funds for future exploration work. There are also enclosed four copies
of a memorandum to the Field Team from E. A. Magill, Mining Engineer,
U. S. Bureau of Mines, commenting on the proposal.

The project as originally conceived has been completed without
discovering the source of the pyrite-chalcopyrite boulders. Bulldozing
on the surface apparently limited the heavy iron oxidation to a definite
zone and this zone, if projected at a gentle dip, could overlay the lower
mine workings in the area proposed for diamond drilling, a&s shown on
Msgill's map. However, it should be pointed out that in the several
hundred feet of underground workings that have been driven no evidence
has been found to indicate an overlying mineralized zone. If such a
zone did occur it would seem that some workings, especially the DMEA
crosscut, should have encountered copper or iromn staining or some other
leaching evidence indicative of the overlying oxidized zone.

The Operator had expended about $50,000 on the property before
the present contract began but failed to find the source of the pyrite=-
chalcopyrite boulders. The present contract project has expended almost
$7,000 and it too has failed to find the mineralized source. To thoroughly
test the area would probably take more drilling than requested. in the
attached memorandum. Because the work to date has not been successful in
developing information about the target, it is recommended that the request
for additional funds be denied rather than continue to feed small amounts
of funds toward an obJjective that cannot be better defined.

The Glacier Mining Co. has submitted a request (copy attached)
for an amendment allowing additional funds for further exploration work
under the subject contract. Work allowed under the present contract has
been completed with negative but inconclusive results.

The Operators would like to institute a 500~foot (three holes)
diamond drilling program from the face of the crosscut driven under the
exploration contract, to probe for the mineralized zone which was the
target of the original work. After a discussion with the Operators this
proposed program has been modified slightly to allow for drilling from
the surface in the event the first underground hole is unsuccessful.

Attention was originally drawn to the property by a large
number of pyrite-chalcopyrite boulders. An oxidized zone containing
more of these boulders was subsequently outlined by bulldozing after
some 1200 feet of underground work had been done in an attempt to find
the origin of the boulders. A two stage exploration project contract
was entered into on June 30, 1952 to do further work in an attempt to
find the source of the boulders. Stage I called for extension of
existing bulldozer trenches to make certain that the heavy iron oxida-—
tion was limited to a definite zone. This stage was successful in
determining the limits of the zone. Stage II consisted of advancing
an existing crosscut 150 feet further to explore for a mineralized
contact zone between the argillite exposed underground and a diorite
indicated by boulders on the surface. It is believed that such a zone
is the source of the pyrite boulders and the heavy oxidation on the
surface. Stage II was unsuccessful in locating such a zone. However,
there remains the definite possibility that if such a zone exists, it
has a much flatter dip than was originally anticipated. If this is
the case, the work carried out so far would not have cut it.






To definitely prove or disprove that the source of the
pyrite-chalcopyrite boulders is the hill upon which they lay, it
will be necessary to do further work. It appears that the best
method to determine if the oxidized zone originated from material
in place would be to drill a diamond drill hole from the present
heading of the exploration project crosscut. This hole should be
drilled N. 10° W. horizontal for 200 feet or until it penetrates
the overburden. The glacial overburden is deep in the area and
there remains the possibility that the hole would enter overburden
before it cut the zone. If this were the case it would give rather
conclusive evidence that no pyrite-chalcopyrite remained in place
above the adit level. If this diamond drill hole is unsuccessful,
a surface hole is proposed. This hole should be drilled on a bearing
of about S. 10° E. minus 60 degrees from the approximate location
shown on the attached map. This hole will pass beneath the heaviest
surface oxidation and will cut the zone if it should have a flat dip
as is indicated by the evidence now available. If a section is drawn
on a line of N. 20° W. the points of maximum oxidation line up almost
perfectly with an indicated dip of 32 degrees. Of course, it is
necessary to assume in this case that the mineralized zone has a
constant strike, which is unlikely.

It would appear that a mineralized zone or contact zone
such as we are exploring for would be relatively easy to locate.
Unfortunately, the area is covered with a mantle of overburden 50
feet or more in thickness. Although deep bulldozer cuts were made
it was impossible to penetrate to bedrock.

Recommendations

It is recommended that an amendment be prepared, similar
to the one attached, to allow for additional work in the amount of
$4100.00 (Government participation $2050.00). This additional work
should rather definitely prove or disggprove the property as the
source of the pyrite-chalcopyrite boulders.

A progress examination was made of the subject property on
January 6, 1953. Accompanying me on the examination was Willard
Puffett, USGS, also at the property were Messrs. LaFlamboy, Bode,
Johnson, and Farrel, the first two officers and the latter two employees
of the Glacier Mining Company. x

Since my last visit to the property on December 1, 1952, the
crosscut had been advanced 56 feet, making a total advance of 150 feet
and completion of Stage II of the contract. It has not been necessary
to timber any of this ground. In order to facilitate measurements, a
new marker tag, USBM 205, was placed in the back of the crosscut 86 feet
eastward from USBM 117. A brunton tape survey was made of the new under-
ground workings as well as the Stage I surface bulldozer trenches. A
copy of a map showing this new work is attached.

The results of a spectrographic analysis by the USBM, Albeny,
Oregon on Sample EAM-230 have been received. This sample consisted of
select pieces of argillite containing disseminated pyrite and pyrite
nodules. It came from the fault 70 feet east of station USBM 117.

Unfortunately no mineralized zone such as is exposed on the
surface has been encountered underground. This failure may be due to
the zone having a different strike than was originally anticipated along
with a much flatter dip. An examination of the new (Stage I) surface
cuts along with plotting of the exploration project contract crosscut
appears to bear this out.

The operators discussed the possibility of requesting additional
funds to diamond drill from the face of the crosscut to check the possi-
bility that the crosscut has been stopped short of the target. They were
advised to submit a letter requesting an amendment to the contract allowing
additional funds for this work.

& routine examination was made of the Glacier mine on Tuesday,
January 6, 1953. I was accompanied by E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau of
Mines, Messrs. LaFlamboy, Bode, Johnson, and Farrel, officers and employees
of the Glacier Mining Company.

A tape and compass survey was made of workings completed under
terms of the contract. A copy of the map of the new underground
workings accompany this report,

At the time of the examination, the crosscut had been extended
the 150 feet specified in the contract. Unfortunately no other type
rock other than the fine-grained, dark gray, argillite was exposed,
A few narrow faults were cut in which were narrow gouge zones with
sane associated calcite., Tocally pyrite was found in the argillite, and
along the bedding planes also was fine-grained pyrite generally associated
with very thin layers of fine-grained calcite.

All work specified in the contract has been completed with the
exception of the mapping and sampling by a mining engineer and geologist,

Although the inferred diorite-argillite contact toward which
the crosscut was aimed was never intersected, the possibility exists
that this contact dips much more flatly than originally supposed, and

if so, the crosscut was not long enough to hit it. This possibility y\

was discussed with Mr. LaFlamboy and he intimated that he may request
additional funds to attempt to prove or disprove the existence of the
contact, This added work would probably be diamond drilling, It is
estimated that 500 feet of diamond drilling from a station in the present
crosscut face would be sufficient to reach a conclusion as to the
existence of an ore-bearing zone along the inferred contact,

A progress examination was made of the subject property on
December 1, 1952. Mr. R. B. LaFlamboy, president of the company,
accompanied me on the trip to the property.

Since my last inspection on November 12, 1952, the Operators
have advanced their crosscut 27 feet (see attached sketch). This makes
a total distance to the face from USBM #117, of 110 feet of which 94
feet has been driven under the exploration contract. The crosscut has
been turned so that it has a direction of about N, 60 E., as advised at
the time of my last visit.

The crosscut is still in argillite. A weak fault is exposed
in the face, the fault contains a seam 1/2 inch thick of calcite. Pyrite
up to 1/2 inch in diameter was observed in the argillite; this same
feature has been found in other sections of the workings. No samples
were taken.

A compass tape traverse was run from the face of the crosscut,
out the portal and up on the hill in order to locate the crosscut in
relationship to the surface features. This traverse indicated that
the 56 feet remaining in the contract will crosscut beneath the oxidized

zone as exposed on the surface. However, this may not cut (assuming there

is one) the mineralized zone underground. Unfortunately we do not know
the dip or strike of the gzone. The oxidized zone on the surface appears
(assuming no variation in strike or dip) that it might have under the
worst conditions (from the standpoint of its being intersected by the
crosscut) a strike of east-wvest with a dip of 40 degrees.north. If this
is true, there is insufficient footage in the contract to cut the zone.
It is recommended that the present crosscut be continued inasmuch as
there still remains the chance that the strike may curve or the dip
might not be as flat as 40 degrees in which event the crosscut should
intersect the zone.

A progress examination was made of the subject property
on November 12, 1952. Mr. R. B. LaFlamboy, president of the company,
was on the property at the time of my visit.

_Since my last inspection on August L4y 1952, the operators
have advanced their crosscut a total of 67 feet (see attached sketch),
making a total distance to the face from station USBM #117 of 83 feet.
At the time the project was started, the face was 16 feet east of
USBM #117. The untimbered crosscut has a width of about 55 feet
and an average height of 7 feet. It is being hand mucked and drilling
is with a mounted jackhammer.

The crosscut is all in argillite. A fault with from 6 inches
to 1 foot of gouge and breccia was encountered 57 feet east of USBM
#117. This fault has a strike of N. 580 E. and a dip of 52° W. A
few nodules of pyrite were encountered in the fault zone. No samples
were taken.

At the time of our visit on August 4, Mr. Puffett (USGS)
and I advised the operators to extend the crosscut due eastward.
Unfortunately, the Operators swung the crosscut about 13 degrees
south of due east.. This tends to give the crosscut a strike
paralleling the possible mineralized zone; consequently, the operators V/
were advised to turn the crosscut and follow a course of N. 60° E.
Two markers were driven in the back for their guidance. It is hoped

Progress of the contract has been slow. One of the reasons
is that the operators did not have sufficient money to immediately
commence work on Stage II after the completion of Stage I. To improve

I have reviewed the memorandum report by E. A. Magill,
dated May 1, 1952, which was concurred in and transmitted by the
Field Team to the Operating Committee May 6. The application was
for $57,150 for trenching, crosscutting and diamond drilling. The
examining engineer recommends a $6,990 program of trenching and
crosscuttings It is not stated that applicant agreed to the re-
vised program,

After lengthy discussion with Mr. Knouse and Mr. Nelson,
it was agreed that some questions might be put to the Field Team
before approving the proposed project, in order to anticipate possible
developments.

l. Actually, no "zone®" of mineralization or alteration
has been disclosed as yet; the trenching was not carried outside
the area of overburden oxidation and occasional sulphide boulder
occurrence, in any direction. Presumably, the purpose of the
proposed bulldozer trenching is to delimit the area of mineralized -
overburden. The question is, then, if such trenching fails to
localize the occurrence, within fairly narrow limits, what is to
be the next step?

2. The proposed expenditure of $5,250 on a single
150-foot crosscut will explore only a small area. Would it not
be better to diamond drill, covering several times the area for
the same cost?

A recommendation report by E. A. Magill, mining
engineer, Bureau of Mines, concerning the captioned docket is
enclosed herewith for consideration.

The fact that bulldozer trenching accomplished on the

Although the operating company lacks experience in
exploration technique, it is believed that the organization is
competent to direct the relatively simple program outlined to
a satisfactory conclusion.

I have reviewed the above-named application. Inasmuch as the
Field Team, according to Weissenborn's memorandum of January 17, apparently
intends to make an examination in any event, it may or may not be necessary
for DMEA to request such examination. If you do so, it might be suggested
that it would be well to make prior arrangement with the applicant to
assure that the underground workings are open for inspection. It appears
from one of the photographs that bulldozing around the portals may have
blocked access to the underground workings. Inasmuch as the surface is
overgrown and the overburden apparently deep, it is particularly important
that the examining engineer should have access to underground exposures.

It might also be suggested to the Field Team that some attention
be paid to competence of the applicant and information obtained as to the
past experience of the supervisor to be employed on the project.

The so-called engineer's report submitted by the applicant is
practically worthless. The only information of much significance is con-
tained in the analyses of samples 1 through 5, which appear to be taken
from rounds blasted in underground workings. These show copper ranging
from 0,37 percent to a high of 1.06 percent and, with one exception,
gold and silver values too low to make the ore profitable.

From the pictures one might gather that bulldozing was not very
successful in exposing bedrock, and applicant submits no samples to sub-
stantiate his claim that the bulldozing uncovered good surface values.

Applicant proposes drifting and crosscutting first, diamond

drilling 1ater.” The Teason Ior vhis reversal of thé usual procedure

may be inquired into. Also, some §10,000 is set up for.buildozer -
operation, without describing location or purpose of the work.

On the strength of information submitted by the applicant
alone, I should recommend denial of the application. However, it is
possible that field study by an engineer or geologist will bring to
light a worthwhile opportunity for exploration and for that reason
I should be glad to concur in referral to the field team if you wish
to make such referral.

The Bureau of Mines has no report here on this prospect or
others in the immediate vicinity.
