Messrs. P. H. Toepfer and E. A, Magill, U, S. Bureau of
Mines, visited the Lake Serene property during the fall of 1950,
Copies of a report by Mr. Toepfer, describing this visit, are sub-
mitted herewith. Mr. Toepfer reports a considerable amount of adit
exploration on two levels that expose thin stringers of copper-
bearing ore which seldom exceed 2 inches in thickness.’ In a small
stope, off the upper level, the total width of these stringers is
not believed to aggregate 6 inches. :

On the basis of known information on the Lake Serene mine,
the Field Team recommends denial of the subject application.

A note dated February 27, 1952, was received from
Thor Kilsgaard of the U,S,G.S., asking information on the
. advisability of scheduling an examination of the Lake Serene
‘mine, and whether a DMEA loan might be granted there., I would
not recommend favorable action on a DMEA loan,

This property, formerly known as the Wilbur Index mine,
was examined by E, A, Magill and myself in the fell of 1950, A
report was written suggesting the possibility of parallel veins,
but a later examination showed that the appearance of parallel
veins is probably due to a fault displacement.

The property lies about 4 miles south of Index, Snohomish
County, Washington, at an elevation of about 900 feet above sea
level, and is reached by a gravelled road of moderate grade.

Two adits were driven during the earlier operations, the
lower one being about 400 feet long, and the upper adit, 125 feet
above, being about 170 feet long. Both adits follow steeply-dipping
chloritic alteration in the granodiorite country rock. Within this
zone, thin stringers of high grade copper ore are found; however,
they seldom exceed 2 inches in thickness, and are absent through
much of the explored length of the zone, The copper minerals con~
sist of primary bornite, covellite, and chalcopyrite. A small amount
of stoping had been done in the upper adit during the earlier
operations, but it is doubtful whether the stringers mined totaled
6 inches in width of ore in the stope.,

The present owners drove an inclined stope-raise, following
the best showing on the lower level. This incline encountered a
fault which cut off what little ore there was to follow. Being
completely inexperienced, the operators did not recognize the fault
and continued the raise vertically to intercept the upper adit at
the old stope; due to the fault displacement, however, the raise
did not break into the upper level. This gave them the impression
that more than one ore zone was present, but further work was not
done,

The operators are completely inexperienced, but are honest
and well-meaning., They are well equipped for their small operation.

The exploration proposal primarily appears to be for the
purpose of locating parallel ore zones by diamond drilling. The
belief that two ore zones are present is probably due to a lack of
understanding of the fault which displaced the ore. Evidence of
such parallel zones, as stated above, is not present. The surface
rocks are well exposed.

The ore zone crosses a steep ridge. The present workings
are on the steep eastern face once subjected to heavy glacial
"plucking”, The western slope is not as steep and the outcrops are
concealed. The operators propose bulldozing in this area. This
work might prove successful, but as there are no exposures to be
examined, the possibilities of successful work here are not too good.
