The denial of the subject application by this Division is
based on the following information:

1. The rocks in this area are interbedded quartzite and
argillite which have been intruded and metamorphosed by
large masses of granite. Numerous veins occur in the area,
several of which have been mined for gold and silver.

2. On this property a vein from 6 inches to 2 feet wide has
been opened by a pit and a cut about 20 feet long. This
vein showed pyrite, pyrrhotite, arsenopyrite and chalcocite
with a 1little sphalerite and galena. These samples showed
low values in copper, gold and silver with no cobalt.

3. The showings on this property indicate little probability
. of disclosing any mineable ore reserves and are not suf-
ficilently promising to justify Government participation
in the proposed exploration progranm.

4, The Field Team of Region II recommends denial. The
Commodity Division of the U. S. Geological Survey concurs
with this recommendation.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

‘ The only pit seen on this group of claims shows a vein
6 inches to 2 feet wide, striking N. 85° E., dipping 84e to 87°
north, which carries pyrite, pyrrhotite, chalcopyrite, sphalerite,
and arsenopyrite in a gangue of quartz and altered country rock.
It carries no values in cobalt. It is recommended that no explo-
ration contract to explore for cobalt be granted.

INTRODUCTION

J. E. Grant, Mrs. Florence A. Gourlie, her husband, L. A.
Gourlie, and I examined the property the afternoon of June 25. I
spent most of the next morning testing the material collected for
cobalt, with completely negative results, Four separate samples of
the different types of material in the vein and one composite sample
were then assayed by a competent cobalt assayer. Results are given
below.

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY

The Ptomigan (also spelled Pthomigan) property consists
of the Ptomigan one, two, three, and four claims. It is located
approximately in (unsurveyed) sec. 25, T. 38 N., R. 17 E., in the
Slate Creek mining district, Okanogan County, Washington. It is
near the headwaters of the West Fork of Pasayten Creek about three
guarters of a mile north-northeast of Windy Pass.

According to the applicant, the property is 70 miles from
the railroad (probably at Pateros) and 35 miles from a supply point
(probably Winthrop). The property can be reached by teking a good
gravel road from Winthrop to about 10 miles past Mazama, then a fair
graded road 9 miles to Harts Pass, then an extremely poor dirt road
with steep grade 5 miles to Windy Pass, whence a trail, once used
by bulldozer, goes past the discovery pit, about a mile down hill.
Windy Pass has an altitude of 6,262 feet, the pit is at an altitude
of about 5,500 feet.

GEOLOGY

The only part of the property shown to us was the discovery
pit. This is located on the trail at an altitude of about 5,500
(by aner01d) in an area of dense vegetative cover consisting of large
conifers and dense brush.

The rocks in the general neighborhood are interbedded
quartzite end argillite, invaded and considerably metamorphosed by
large masses of granitic rocks. There are numerous veins in the
area south of Windy Pass, several of which have been mined for gold
and silver. :

At the discovery pit a cut has been driven about 20 feet
in on the vein, which cuts northerly dipping siliceous argillite.
The vein strikes N. 85° E. and dips 84° to 87° north. As exposed,
it is from 6 inches to 2 feet wide and consists of sulfides in a
gangue of quartz and altered country rock. The identified sulfides
are pyrite, marcasite (%), pyrrhotite, arsenopyrite, a little
chalcopyrite and sooty chalcocite (?), some sphalerite and a few
specks of galena. The arsenopyrite is much fractured, and presumably
the oldest introduced sulfide; the pyrite appears to be colloform,
with bands of marcasite. The chalcopyrite, sphalerite, and galena
occur in small veinlets.

Samples were taken from the dump of the cut of different
types of material. Assay results are shown below.
