The subject application is denied by this Division for the 
following reasons: 


1. The deposit consists of an undefined, shear tone in lime-
stones and schists, probably of Paleozoic age, bordering 
a granod.tortte intrusion, the margin of which is approxi-
mately parallel to the bedding. A heterogeneous mineral-
ization of copper, antimony, lead, zinc, silver, tungsten, 
and iron is traceable in small discontinuous pods and 
stringers erratically d.ietrtbited through the sedimentaries 
bordering the contact for a distance of some 500 to 1000 
feet. The scheelite content of the ore is almost nil and 
even in its best local concentrations the grade is too low 
to be of any economic significance. Assays presented by 
the Operator in sport of the request show only one sample 
carrying as much as 1.5 per cent WO. All the remaining 
samples show less than 0.10 per cent WO. In view of the 
discontinuity of the structures and the lean but complex 
mineralization, there seems to be no likelihood of making

WO, but no records exist of the remaining production. The 
principal values of the small production to date were pro-. 
sumebly found in the silver content of the ore. 


3. The Yield Team of the U. S. Geological Survey reports that 
because of the lean and sporadic depositions the property 
has no future as a tungsten producer.

Proposal: It is proposed to extend the upper tunnel 50 feet, to re-open 
the lower tunnel and extend it 200 feet, to drive 10 crosscuts 
each 20 feet long from the lower tunnel, and to drill 6 holes each 
200 feet deep below the lower tunnel. 


Comment: The Silver Leaf property was worked on a small scale since 
1912, with a small output of sorted silver ore. A few tons of 
tungsten ore were mined in 1915 and 1942. Small amounts of scheelite 
are irregularly distributed in quartz veins less than one inch thick 
in a breccia zone 30 to 50 feet wide. Tetrahedrite, stibnite, 
pyrite, chalcopyrite and galena are also present. The distribution 
of scheelite is very erratic, and most of the vein zone contains 
no scheelite. 


The property was examined in 1942 by S. W. Hobbs of the 
Geological Survey. Hobbs reported that the scheelite content of 
the ore was insignificant, and that the property should not be 
considered as a tungsten prospect. 


Recommendation: It is recommended that the exploration proposal be 
denied because there is very little chance of' making a significant 
discovery from which commercial production of tungsten could be 
made.

Report based on a one day visit to the property, including 
examination of the surface at night with an ultra-violet light. 


Location and ownership 


The old Silver Leaf Mine is located in Sec. 30 of T. 32 N., 


R. 37 E., a few miles northeast of the Covada P. 0., and about 6 
miles south of the town of Inchelium, Ferry County, Washington. 
The mine is difficult to find, and access is best accomplished by 
directions from the owner, Mr. Hal Hightower, who can be located 
through the Covada P. 0. 


Development, production and equipment 


The mine is an old property and consists of several old 
tunnels, now caved, of undetermined length, and a small glory 
hole from which ore was drawn by means of a short adit. The new 
development work includes a tunnel 60 feet long which has been 
driven along the east side of the glory hole in the vein zone, 
and a series of trenches and open cuts across the vein between 
the glory hole and the top of the hill. Thirty feet inside the 
portal of the new tunnel there is a small opening which connects 
to the west with a partly filled space in the back of the old 
glory hole. The tunnel continues on the vein for 30 feet beyond 
this point. 


No record of past production is known, and Mr. Hightower has 
shipped only a few tons for testing purposes. All work has been 
done by hand mining, and there is no equipment of any consequence 
on the property. 


Geology and ore deposits 


The deposit is located on the south nose of a semi-wooded. 
hillside and the vein is exposed in tunnels and cuts in natural 
outcrops for a distance of 500 to 1000 feet from the base to the 
top of the hill beyond. 


The country rock of the district is a steeply dipping series 
of 1iñestones, impure limestones, and fine grained schists of

undetermined age, probably Paleozoic. These beds strike a little 
west of north, and they have been intruded by a stock of grano-
diorite, the margin of which is more or less parallel to the 
bedding. The dip of the contact was not definitely determined, 


but it is probably steep. 


Mineralization is confined to a 30-50 foot wide zone located 
within the sediments and at a distance of 100 to 150 feet from the 
contact. This mineralized zone, localized by both litholor and 
shearing, is essentially parallel to the sedimentary beds and 
consequently appears parallel to the contact. The vein zone 
strikes N 13 degrees west, and dips vertically. Ore minerals in 
the zone are stibnite, ruby silver, native silver (?), sphalerite, 
scheelite, pyrite, and some alteration products of these minerals. 
The ore minerals are not uniformly distributed through the vein 
zone but occur as small stringers and narrow layers, none of which 
is very continuous in itself. Quartz is present as a gangue 
mineral in some of the stringers, particularly in those which carry 
the higher silver content. Most of the stibnite occurs as 
disseminations or massive bunches in more or less silicified 
country rock. Scheelite occurs in small pockets and seams in the 
ore zone but is very erratic and discontinuous. 


Distribution and grade of ore 


The best silver ore has been found in the new tunnel, in 
which assays up to 1,00 Oz. per ton have been obtained from 2-3 
inch stringers of quartz rich in ruby silver and possibly native 
silver. Small amounts of silver occur throughout most of the ore 
zone.


Antimony ore is best exposed in the 50 foot trench and open 
cut above the glory hole. Although stibnite is sprinkled through-
out the zone, some 40 feet wide at this place, only a few of the 
bands or stringers in the ore zone carry massive stabnite. Nothing 
is known of the average tenor of the ore, but it is probably low, 
and exposures are insufficient to block out any appreciable amount 
of ore. 


The only scheelite concentration of any importance is in the 
lower part of the back of the glory hole. This is accessible 
through a hole from the small drift, and consists of a face about 
4 feet wide and three feet high on which several good patches of 
scheelite are located. None is to be found on the low roof of 
this part of the old workings, and no scheelite is present in the 
open cut on the surface 20 feet directly above this zone. Below 
the level of the new adit there are no exposures, but the dump of 
the lower tunnel, 80 feet below, contains no scheelite on its 
surface, and it appears likely that none was encountered in the 
lower workings. Scheelite was found in only one other place on 
the property, in an open cut about 100 feet above the glory hole, 
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and there only as a inch stringer which could be traced for 5 
or 6 feet. The few exposures of granodiorite contact showed no 
tungsten mineralization. 


The only figures on grade of tungsten ore are based on a mill 
run of 3 tons of ore from the new tunnel. The report on this 
material gave 2 1/8 percent W03 present in the form of wolframite. 
No wolframite was seen in the mine, and no scheelite was detected 
in the new adit by use of the ultra-violet lamp. It is possible 
that a pod of scheelite was mined with the three tons of ore, but. 
no evidence of its presence exists today. 


Outlook and recommendations 


The property has no future as a tungsten producer. Some 
tungsten might result from operation of the mine, but the silver 
content would probably have to support the operations. 


It would probably be worthwhile for someone working on 
antimony to visit the property at some convenient time, but no 
further work on the tungsten is warranted. 


No other recommendations are made.
