(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, 'title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

If the 
rec&rds of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

Enclosed are four copies of a Field Team final report by 
Magill, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines,, and Donald F. Kellum, 


Geologist, Geological Survey, on the above-referenced project. 


Project work began in the spring of 1953 with a geophysical 
survey of the mine area, which was followed by an unsuccessful attempt 
to explore the anomalies by bulldozing two trenches • The overburden 
was too deep and bedrock was not reached. The contract was amended 
and in May 1955 diamond drilling was started. The work was completed. 
by October 1955 after spending $1111,811.O, of which the Government 
contributed 50 percent, or $57,20. 


A Certification of Discovery or Development was issued 
March 26, 1956. As a result of this project, indicated reserves were 
increased from 138,500 tons containing 3.611 percent copper to 
1116,500 tons containing Ll9 percent copper, and the inferred re-
serves were increased from 240, 500 tons containing 3.05 percent 
copper to. 387,700 tons containing 3.56 percent copper. 


Should further Government assistance be requested to 
explore the veins beneath Trout Creek, it is recommended that the 
request be given consideration.

Exploration of the Sunset mine by the Granore Company 
has been completed and the Operator' s final report, received 
November 21, 1955, is acceptable to the Field Team. The original 
and two copies are enclosed. 


On the basis of the Operator's resrve calculations, 
sunmiarized below, we reconunend that a Certification of Discovery 
be issued.


Indicated ore reserves are in a mineralized zone, 
Radiore Bt ore body, previously located by the Bureau of Mines. 
Assuniing no dilution this ore body contains 211.,)i.00 tons of ore 
averaging 7.22 percent copper. Inferred ore reserves are in three 
blocks: (1) Harrington-Westwardextension that contains 14i tons 
of rock per vertical foot and averages L25 percent copper; (2) 
Harrington-Eastward extension that contains 255 tons of rock per 
ve:r'tical foot and averages L20 percent copper; and (3) Johnson and 
Red Devil that contains 180 tons of rock and averages 2.32 percent 
copper.

The Index Mine is located in Snohomish County in the no'rth 


west part of the State of Washington. The nearest town, Index, is 


about 40 miles east of Everett by excellent paved highway. From Index 


the mine can be reached by cix miles of good gravelled county road up 


the north fork of the Skykoinish River to Trout Creek and then by about 


one mile of truck road. 


The mine is owe.d by the Index Mining Company, and was 


formerly known as the Sunset Mine. 


PREVIOUS WORK 


The mine has been operated at various times up to 1946. 


After the underground mining was stopped the U.S. Bureau of Mines 


conducted a Radiore survey over the area. Later, 14 diamond drill

A complete double-angle, transit-and-chain survey was made 


of all the underground workings on 2-level. Stainless steel spads 


were placed in the back for all stations and were plainly marked with 


yellow paint. The collars of all diamond drill holes were also marked 


with yellow paint. 


On the surface, three balanced, inter-connecting loops were 


run by transit and chain • The collars of all surface diamond drill 


holes and all rol:is were thus tied in to the underground workings.

CENTRAL SECTION OF UNDERGROUND WORKINGS 


Holes 27 and 2-4 were drilled to explore the eastward 


extension of the Harrington vein. Both indicated an extension; 2-7

NORTH SIDE OF UND.GROUND WORKThJGS 


Hole 2-12 was drilled from the western end of 2-level to 


investigate the possible occurrence of veins parallel to the Copper 


King, Johnson and Sunset veins. In 506' the only mineralization was 


0.12% over 2.6' at 191'. 


Similarly, Hole 2-15 was drilled from the eastern end of 


the mine. A little mineralization was found near the collar, (0.31% 


over 2.' at 14'), but nothing more of any consequence to the end of 


the hole at 502'. 


EAST ED OF UNDERGROUND WORKINGS. 


Hole 246 was drilled to explore the possible eastward 


extension of the Blank vein. Mineralization indicated the vein
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extends for 130', (2.00% over 0.7' at 534'). 
Hole 2-17 and 216 explored the possible eastward extension 


of the Little Copper King vein. Mineralization in both holes indicated 


this extension; 2-17, (2.67% over 2.0' at 289') and 2-16, (1.20% over 


1.0' at 830'). 


SOUTH SIDE OF UI'DERGROUND WORKJENGS 


Four holes were dril:Led southward from the Sunset vin to 


investigate the possibility of veins parallel to those found in the 


mine. Very little mineralizat:Lon was found in any of the holes, the 


highest assay being0.66% over :5.0' at 342' in 1tole 23. 


Hole 2-13 was drilled southward from the main adit. Min.-


• eralization was encountered in several places, notably 1.21% over 2.lt 


at 103', 0.96% over 3.3 at 572' and 0.67% over 4•41 at 719'. The 


last two intersections are approximately vertically below Trout Creek. 


Two holes from surface were planned to explore a possible 


extension of the mineralization found in hole 2-13, but it was found 


to be impossible to drill theni.

This was 
stripped to 192 boxes (25 ft. of core per box). Stripping was carried 
out by the Bureau of Mines and by Granore Company, the Operators. 


In stripping the core, all split core was retained, as was 
any core showing alteration, evidence of faulting, dikes or minute 
amounts of copper mineralization.

Attached is a letter from Granore Company, requesting several 
changes in their drilling program. 


The Operator had previously requested permission to drill holes 
TtUHt and tt'IJtt; however, permission was never granted by the Field Team and 
consequently no actiOn is necessary in connection with these two holes. 


The Operator has requested permission to lengthen DDH #2, 
Group 2 (Map 50-28-0 Rev.) and the DDFI in Group 3 to 700 feet each. I 
believe that permission shou].d be jgranted for this as these holes will 
then give a complete cross section east of the mine workings. 


Permission has been requested for two minus 450 holes about 
200 feet on either side of DDH 2-13. These holes are to be about 400 
feet in length to test the mineralization found under Trout Creek by 
DDH 2-13. I believe that holes under Trout Creek are very definitely 
called for; however, I would like to see shorter holes and if the first 
two are encouraging, possibly a series of holes farther up and down the 
creek. I would think that minus 300 250-foot holes would be a little 
better initially than 400-foot holes. I do not believe it is necessary 
for the first holes to test the structure at too great a depth below the 
creek bottom. (Of course, there is always the possibility that the copper 
may have leachèdout some distance below the creek. It is also reported 
that good copper mineralization has been observed in the bottom of the 
creek near the bridge at the west end of the camp. Consequently, I 
believe that permission should be granted for three holes about 250 feet 
in length to test for mineralization under Trout Creek. If these holes 
are encouraging, they should be followed by a series of holes along the 
creek.

Last Thursday we had a conference with Mr. Postle and Dr. 
Bul'fam. It was decided not to drill holes "U" and "Vt? which were 
designed to test the Sunset vein at depth. From the results of our 
other drilling we feel that these holes are too long and expensive 
for the information we would obtain. 


Regarding surface drilling we would like to lengthen 
D.D.H. #2, Group 2 (Map 50-28-0 Rev.) and the D.D.H. in Group 3 to 
700 feet each. As we agreed during your last visit to Index, these 
holes together with D.D.H. #4, Group 4, would give a very desirable 
ôontinuous section across the structure East of the mine workings. 


Also we would like to drill two -45° holes, each approxLmately 
400 feet long, to the Southwest under Trout Creek. These holes would be 
collared about 200 feet on each side of D.D.H. 2-13 and drilled parallel 
to it. They are designed to further test the mineralization found under 
Trout Creek by D.D.H. 2-13.

On March 22, 1954, we forwarded to the Operator copies of 
Amendment No. 1 to the captioned contract, as directed in your 
letter of March 18. 


On April 2, we received a letter from the Operator stating 
that he would sign the amendment, but that as he had incurred con-
tract costs during the months of September, October, and November, 
after the start of the recess period, he wanted an agreement before 
signing wherein he would be assured of reimbursement of the Govern-
ment's share of these costs. 


In the Field Team letter of March 8 requesting a recess 
amendient, it was noted that the contract had been inactive since 
September 1953. This statement was based on an interim Inspection 
report by E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau cf Mines, dated September hI, 
1953. In Magill's report, mention is made of a geophysical survey 
made on the property during the summer months, and. which was being 
completed during the forepart of September. It was also mentioned 
that it would be sometime in October before the computations were 
completed and. the information correlated with known geological 
features. Presumably, it is the costs of computing and report 
writing that the Operator refers to in mentioning costs of September, 
October, and November, as we are reasonably sure that no physical 
exploration was done during that time. We cannot confirm this, how-
ever, as the Operator has not submitted invoices for those months. 


As the costs of report 'writing and computation of the 
geophysical survey are valid contract costs, even though the office 
work was done after the start of the recess period, we believe that 
we can participate in these costs without further change in Amendment
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No. 1. We would, appreciate, however, your council in this matter 
before instructing the Operator to sign the present amendment. If 
you believe we can participate in contract costs for the months of 
September, October, and November under terms of Amendment No. 1, 
please advise and we shall so inform the Operator. On the other 
hand, if Amendment No. 1 rules against such payment, we recommend 
that the starting date of the recess period be extended to 
December 1, 1953.

Project work on the subject contract has been inactive since 
September 1953. The shutdown has been due in part to the winter weather 
and in part to illness of Mr. C. V. Brennan, the operator. We have been 
informed that the operator intends to resume work in the spring but that 
his p:Lans are indefinite. 


In line with the DMEA policy of extending recess agreements 
to contracts that have suspended operations because of winter weather, 
we recommend, that such a recess agreement be granted the subject contract. 
Further, this agreement should specify that work is to be resumed. no later 
than June 1, 19511, and that if work is not resumed as of that date, the 
contract shall be terminated effective that date. 


The contract has been in effect for more than one year but 
the only work that has been conleted has been a geophysical study of 
part of the property. As it now stands, the time limit of the contract 
probably will have to be extended if the project is to be completed. We 
realize that Mr. Brennan's illness has made it very difficult for him to 
push the project, but we believe that in all fairness to the Government, 
project work should either be resumed as soon as possible and vigorously 
advanced, or else the contract should be terminated.

The proposed contract is unusual in so far as the applicant 
does not include all his property and mine. He excludes that part 
o his mine that is under water. Namely all that undr the No. 2 
level which is at the .11420 ft. elevation. Kinkel in his memo of 
October 25, 1952 is aware of this consideration, "The exploration 
program is probably justified because. the discovery of new reserves 
above the flooded workings may lead to production and the mining of 
the reserves in the flooded sections of the mine." 


In the memo of Helena Meyer October 211, 1952, she refers 
to the cost of the project as $107,160. which is one of the figures 
used in the Field Team report, but there is also another on page 5 
of $117,520. 


Myobjection to the proposed contract was that the costs 
were too high. The Field Team Nagill has replied substantiating 
tffir position but adxniting the costs are high. The costs of labor 
are abov.e the avth'age of $1.70 an hour and are $17.50 per shift for 
miners because of competjtion with timber land workers. Then the 
method of figuring the cost of the equipment to be purchased based 
on. the American Contractcrs Association figures is not satisfactory 
to us. This caused the Applicant to agree that we would jointly 
buy the equipment which while -raising the cost of the contract from 
$107,160 to $l12,185s due to.the purchase of $23,205 worth of 
equipment of which we have a 50% interest or $11,602. 


The printed map Fig. 5 shows the Harrington stope in plan 
Fig. 7ashows the stope in section just above the 111e0 ft. elevation., 
The ore isstoped 50 feet high. This stope is 350 feet long and is 
stoped up from the No.2 leviel of the Sunset with which it is 
connected by underground woi'kings. This elevation is 11400 ft. at the 
portal of the Sunset tunnel and about 11120 at the Harrington stope. 
This application calls f or a crossc:ut to this Harrington vein directed 
toward the center of this stope, but at l00 ft. elevation or 180 feet 
above the stope. The question naturally ariseswhether this is 
development work or exploration. 


However, in drifting East1 700 ft. toward the objective of 
the Red Devil Vein it is only the first 200 feet that.overlies the 
Harrington stope and after that the next 500 feet is in virgin ground 
with noworkings above or below. 


Since the Field Team 9/29/52 indicates the amount of ore it 
is planned to find with this project it is of interest to make some 
rough calculation as to what the royalty return might be. It is 
recognized that we do not engage in. these exploration projects with 
the idea that we can hope to figure in advance how we are t6 get back 
ou:r share of the money through royalties.

In figuring the cost per foot of the drifts the applicant 
included 10% contingencies making the total cost $36.17. In view of 
the unit cost this contingency could not be pooled in a general 
contingency fund.	 - 


In the case of the roads 21i00 feet there was also a 
èontingency of 10% making the total $2.20 and here again it is a 
unit cost so the cost per foot was used at $2.20 in the case of 
the roads which are lumped with the buildings in (6) of the original 
field team report of 9/29/2 this l0%contingency cannot be put in 
the general contingency fund. 


It will be noted that none of the Field Team figures have 
been changed, they have simply been rearranged and a final contingency 
$2,91L added to bring the total to $115,000. 


Without this contingency the total would be $112,086 whereas 
field team as per their latest of 1/19 which is $112,186. This 
discrepancy is in the contingency that is left after taking out the 
$L8() for roads and leaving $100 to go into the general contingency 
so that I am really only adding $2,91L less $100 or $2,811L which is 
my own contribution to the contingency. This matter of contingency 
of roads and buildings lumped together is in the original field team 
report of 9/29 page ll.item (6). 


I realize that $2,811i. is not much of a ôontingency for a 
$112,000 job but the fact is that I still think that the costs are 
high and therefore I do not think that any greater amount of contingency 
should be added. 


The Bureau is leaning backward in their report of l/i9/3 
in everypossible defense of the high costs. For instance after they 
were informed that the figures of the Associated General Contractors 
of America are not acceptable to us this report again quotes them. 
I am familiar wih this organization and have interviewed them, their 
figu:res are not based on such conditions as we work under, they are 
intended to make a profit for their members at every turn. In this 
particular case the amount is not on a sufficiently large scale to 
make much difference and I am inclined to go along, but the fact is 
thatwe have made a reduction in the cost of. the contract by acquiring 
a 0% interest in the equipment.
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There is a question whether some of this work is not 
development. If some of this work is diamond drilling it would 
seem that. diamond drilling is of,value. The Bureau of Mines ore 
body was discovered by diamond drilling. I am not satisfied with 
Magills answer to this. 


Holding otit all reserves of ore under the No. 2 level 
of the Sunset Nine which part is now under water and is the lLi2O 
ft. elevation is reasonable since there are ore reserves under 
water and since the exploration contract will not be the cause of 
the discovery or development of this ore, it is a legitimate request 
that the part of the Sunset Mine under water be excluded from the 
area that is to be liable for royalty payments. 


There seems to be constant repetition asking for a short 
form contract. Where the Government acquires an interest in 
equipment or buildings there cannot be a short form contract.

Mr. C. V. Brennan, President of the Index Mining Co., was 
contacted in Seattle on January 8, 1953, and the problems in Mr. 
Johnson's letter were discussed with him. 


To facilitate reference to specific items in Mr. Johnson's 
letter, a copy is attached. The capital letters inserted refer to .the 
answers given below. 


A. The cost of timbered dr:ifts at 54.66 per foot does appear 
to be high; however, it is to be remembered that equipment must be pur-
chased or rented for the job, as the Operator has no usable equipment, 
and a good portion of this cost represents equipment cost. A mmiber of 
other DNEA projects have higher per foot costs for similar work. In 
line with Mr. Johnson's request, the cost figures have been reviewed 
with the applicant and revised figures are submitted. 


B. Figures are reviewed in this memo. 


C. In this type of deposit, diamond drilling cannot supply 
detailed or accurate enough information to warrant the capital expend-
itures necessary to bring the mine and. mill into production. The ore 
shoots are not uniform, and the ore itself does not always core well. - irrp)4

E. The proposed exploration program will crosscut and drift 
on the Bureau of Mines (Radiore B) ore body at a depth of about 120 feet 
below the deepest diamond drill hole intersection at present. 


D. The applicant would prefer a short form cntact. 
doubtful that a long form contract would effect a saving to the 
ment in light of the costs so far experienced on such contracts.
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The work on the Harrington vein will explore a portion 
of the vein which has not been prospected before. 


F. The wages for timberman at $19.20 per shift include 
workmen's compensation, 0.A.B., and normal "fringe" benefits. Base 
pay for tiinbennan is figured at $17.5() per 8—hour shift, while that 
of a foreman is figured at $18.50. 


G. In actual use, a 60.-month write—off on all types of 
equipment cannot be considered a realistic figure in all cases. The 
figures of the Associated General Contractors of America for annual 
depreciation vary between 8 to 50 percent. However, annual depreciation 
figures do not enter into, the revised cost estimates. 


H. The applicant is agreeable to the proposal of purchasing 
all items of equipment jointly, with the Government contributing one .—
half of their cost. 


I. Mr. Johnson does not take into consideration, while 
allowing 10 months use for the equipment, that part of the equipment 
will be used in diamond drilling and road construction. It is estimated 
that the project will take 15 months of actual working time to complete. 


J. The per foot cost of steel and bits was discussed with the 
local representative of Copco Pacific Co., Ltd. (Coromant). He stated 
that costs on actual jobs varied between $1.50 per foot and $2.55 per 
foot. Mr. Brennan stated that he had taken his figures from actual test 
work carried out at the Holden mine of the Howe Sound Company at Chelan, 
Wash. By using the Copco Pacific data, a figure of $2.04 per foot is 
arrived at as follows.

K. Twenty holes is an average figure. Undoubtedly, 27 holes 
or more will have to be drilled in the crosscuts and unproductive portions 
of the vein.

I agree with the field team .that this mine has good 
exploration targets and that the proposed exploration would add to the 
reserves of the mine. The exploration appears to be well laid out and 
well documented, and adeqiate information is available on the mine. 


However, there are apparently no geologic reasons to expect 
that the ore found by exploration will be wider or of better grade 
than the ore that has been mined in the past. The narrow veins and 
the isolated ore shoots in the vein, together with a rather low grade 
ore, do not give much promise of a profit margin even if the reserves 
expected are developed. If only the ore found by the proposed 
exploration (estimated a52,000 tons on the Radiore "B" ore body and 
27,000 tons on the Harrington vein) is made subject to royalty payments 
the Government could recover only about one third of the amount of the

The exploration program is probably justifie4 because the 
discovezy of new reserves above the flooded workings may lead to 
production and the mining of the reserves in the flooded sections of 
the mine,

It is recommended that the Index Mining Co. be granted an 
exploration loan [n the amount of lO7,l6O.75. 


LOGAT ION 


The Sunset mine is located in sec. 1, T. 27 N., R. 3.0 E., 
W.L, Index mining district, Snohoniisb County, Washington. Index, 
Wishington, is 6 miles by graveled road from the mine on the Great 
Northern Railroad. Seattle is 65 miles and the American Smelting 
& Refining Co. smelter at Tacoma is 95 miles distant. 


TOPOAPHY AND CLIMATE 


The area is characterized by precipitous slopes, having 
been deep1yglaciated by alpine glaciers. The valley floors are 
deeply covered with till and the oversteepened wails are partially 
covered by moraine debris and talus. 


The annual precipitation.at the Sunset mine averages over 
100 inches. The heaviest precipitation occurs from October through 
March. Heavy snows accumulate from December through February and may 
cause temporary curtailment of operations for a 4-month period during 
the winter.


PROPERTY 


The property involved in the application is pwned, by the 
Index Mining Co. and consists of the N. 1/2 sec. 1, T. 27 N., R. 10 E.,

COIYPETENGE OF APPLIGâNT 


The applicant is competent to direct the proposed exploration 
program.


PAST PRODUCTION 


Intermittent operations between 1902 and 1947 have produced 
a total of 263 ,4l6 tons of ore which contained: 


Average copper recovered per ton mined -	 2.45 percent

DESCR]PTION OF PROPERTY 


The Sunset deposits lie entirely within the Index granodiorite. 
About 1-1/2 miles to the east / of the mine workings the granodiorite 
contacts the metamorphosed sediments and interbedded igneous flows of 
the Gunn Peak formation, 


Pleistocene glaciation has largely removed the oxidized portion 
of the veins, Glacial debris covers bedrock in the vicinity of the mine.

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The grandiOrite adjacent to the ore bodies has been crushed 
and hydrothermally altered. Sericit:ic alteration appears to accompany 
the ore bodies although the conver is not true. The principal ore 
minerals are chalcopyrite and bornite, although small amounts of chal-
cocite and covellite appear in the uppor workings. 


The Sunset deposits are made up of at least 4 veins (see 
attached map, fig. 5, from Toepher's manuscript, Geology main level, 
Sunset mine, Snohomish County, Wash.). 


The Sunset vein has been the principal producer in the past. 
It has a strike of N 60 to 78° W and dips 70 to 800 N. It has been 
stoped at intervals for over 500 feet on the dip and over 1,000 feet 
on the strike. Stoping width has varied up to and over 20 feet. (See 
attached Fig. 6). 


The Little Copper King vein strikes N 800 W and is vertical. 
It averages about 2 feet in width but is of a better grade than the 
other veins; it contains predominantly bornite. It has been stoped 
at intervals for a distance of 650 feet on the strike and 250 feet 
on the dip. (See attached Fig. 8.). 


The Harrington vein strikes east and west and dips north 70 
to 800. It has been stoped for a length of 220 feet on the No. 2 level 
and has been drifted on, according to reports, in good ore for 400 feet-
on the No. 4 level (No. 4 level is now under water). Its width varies 
up to 10 feet. 


The Bureau of Mines vein has a dip and strike similar to that 
of the Sunset vein but is not on line. An oreshoot on the vein is 
estimated to be 5.5 feet in width and 275 feet in'length. There is no 
surface indication that it is a portion of the Sunset vein which might 
have been offset - by a fault; conse4uently, it has been assumed that it 
is entirely new structure, 


Little or no post mineral faulting has occurred. The veins 
are not known to be offset by unmineralized faults. 


Metallization 'is neither uniform nor continuous within the 
linked vein system of the Sunset deposits. It appears that the ore-
shoots in 'the various veins will continue downward and upward from the 
present levels. There is also reason to believe that future exploration 
work will discover additional ore shoots.

APPLICANT tS PROPOSAL 


The applicant has proposed the following exploration program 
to explore the Bureau of Mines (Radiore B), Harrington, and Red Devil 
veins:


1. Construct road 600 feet in length to the proposed "Bureau" 
crosscut and prepare portal site. (See attached map Figure 3). 


2. / Crosscut 600 feet to Bureau of Nines vein and drift a 
minimum of 300 feet on the vein (270 feet below the outcrop). 


3. Conduct a geological and geophysical survey between the 
Bureau of Nines ore body and the Sunset vein and the extension of the 
mineralized area eastward from the present Sunset workings. 


4. Surface trenching on any favorable indications of the 
geophysical survey.

5. Construct road 1800 feet in length to proposed "1600 


leve:L" crosscut. 


6. Crosscut 150 feet to the Harrington vein, drift east 
on the Harrington vein 750 feet to explore the virgin ground between 
the crosscut and the upward extension of the Red Devil vein.

U. DISCUSSION OF APPLICANT tS PROPCSAL 


The applicant's proposal appears to be a feasible exploration 
program to explore for additional ore. It is to be noted that the appli-
cant has purposely omitted from the proposed program, work in the flooded 
portions of the mine. There is at present a substantial tonnage of par-
tially developed ore 	 in this section of the mine. Due to the condition 
of the winze and the amount of water which the mine makes, it would not 
be advantageous to carry out exploration in this area until such time as 
the property is ready to be brought into production. Rehabilitation and 
dewatering costs would be too great to allow these workings to be flooded 
again after carrying out an exjloration program. Consequently, it is 
believed that the applicant has shown a wise choice in choosing exploration 
targets above the water level until such time as conditions are right 
for brir.ng the entire property into production. 


A brief resume of the exploration targets is as follows: 


"Bureau of Mines" vein - The U. S. Bureau of Nines in 1950 
conducted a diamond drilling program to test a geophysical (Radiore 
method) indication. (See figures 13, 10 and 11). Twelve holes were

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drilled in the area indicated by the geophysical survey. Three of 
these ho1es indicated an ore body 275 feet long and 5.5 feet wide con-
tain:ing over 4 percent copper, to a depth of 150 feet. The proposed 
"Bureau" crosscut would intersect the vein 120 feet below the ore indi-
cated in the diamond drill holes or 30 feet above the lower limit of 
inferred ore. The crosscut will be located 30 feet above Trout Creek 
at a point nearest the ore body. 


Qeo1ogjca and eohysical survey -- Inasmuch as geophysical 
methods have proven moderately successful in the past, more work along 
these lines appears to be indicated. The applicant proposes to have Dr. 
A. It. Clark of Vancouver, Canada, run either a self potential or restivity 
method survey over promising areas on the property. P.°f thesemethods 
has been used on the property before and has indicated promising ethic-
tures. Dr. Clark spent a day on the property in the suimner of 1950 when 
the Bureau of Nines was carrying out its exploration program. Using the 
self potential method he was successful in determining the strike of 
the new ore body which was later proven by diamond drilling. He was 
also successful in locating sever.l structures which were found by 
drilling but unfortunately they were not metallized. 


There are a number of areas Ofl the extensions of the Sunset 
vein system which show surface indications of mineralization; there are 
also a number of areas where the "old timers" report copper showings. 
It would be very helpful to correlate and map theseS showings. Hand 
trenching will undoubtedly be necessary in a number of places to pro-
perly evaluate them. 


Crosscut to and drift on Hanton vein - The applicant pro-
poses to locate the 150 foot "1600 Level" crosscut near what is Imown 
as the "Web tunnel" which is believed to be located on the Sunset vein 
and which contains a good showing of copper ore. The proposed crosscut 
will intersect the Sunset vein at a depth of about 60 feet and the 
Harrington vein (See Figure 7a) at a depthh of about 100 feet. Backs 
wifl increase rapidly as the Harrington vein is drifted on eastward 
until over 400 feet of back will be attained in the vicinity of the 
Red Devil vein. This drift will explore an area on a promising vein 
structure which has not been explored in any previous work. The 
Harrington vein has shown good metallization on and below the main 
Sunset adit level 200 feet below the proposed crosscut. 


Diamond drifl the Bureau of Nines vein - A series of three 
holes fanned from the "Bureau" crosscut and located to intersect the 
vein 150 feet below should prove or disprove the downward extension 
of the ore shoot and possibly indicate a. substantial tonnage of ore.

Diamond drilling - The surface diamond drilling carried out 
by the U. S. Bureau of Mines in 1950 cost over $6.00 per foot. An-
overall figure of $7.00 per foot for underground diamond drilling 
appears to be in line and probably slightly less than the job will 
actually cost. The contract diamond driller who drilled for the 
Bureau in 1950 when questioned stated that he would not accept the 
job for $7.00 per foot. 


Roads - Considering the terrain which the proposed roads 
will have to cross over, the figure of $2.20 per foot appears to be 
in line because of the considerable amount of rock work involved. 
Logging roads constructed in the immediate vicinity and on more 
favorable ground have cost up to $20,000 per mile. 


It is recommended that the geological and geophysical 
survey, the analytical work and surface trenching, rehabilitation 
and building construction be placed on an actual cost participation 
basis, not to exceed $7,190.00.

An exploration project contract was entered into with the 
Index Mining Company on February 20, 1,953. Part of the work called for 
under this contract was completed and the contract was assigned to. 
Granore 'Company on May '9, 1955 under an amended contract. 


The work completed under the original exploration contract 
with Index. Mining Company consisted of a geophysical survey and trenching. 
The geophysical survey was carried out by Dr. A. R. Clarke of the University 
of British Columbia. This resistivity type survey disclosed a number of 
anomalies which were subsequently diamond drilled under the amended con-
tract_. Maps showing the locations of the anomalies and a report by Dr. 
Clarke were submitted to the Field Team by the Operator. Two large bull-
dozer trenches were made to check several of the anomalies but the over-
burden was too deep and they encountered bedrock in only one small area. 


Granore Company leased the property and an amended contract was 
assigned to them on May 9, 1955, to be effective as of January 1, 1955. 
The amended contract allowed $3,000 for the completed geophysical survey 
and $1000 for the trenching. In addition, it called for 15,670 feet of 
diamond drilling at $7 per foot and 405 chemical assays at $2' each.

The property was visited on October 5, accompanied by Edward 
Kawenski and Edward Parsons, Mining &igirieèrs, U • S • Bureau of Nines. 
Mr. J. M. Stitt, engineer for Granore Company, was at the property. 


It is expected that the diamond drilling program at the Sunset 
mine will be completed by October 8, 1955. At the time of the visit one 
surface drill operating double shift was drilling on the last hole. This 
hole, number S.-.20, was at a depth of 555 feet. It is intended to make this 
a 750-foot hole. 


The Operators completed 2020 feet of surface diamond drilling 
during the month of September. In October to the time of the visit they 
had completed 211 feet • The status of the contract at the time of the 
visit was:


Tàtal footage completed (Oct. 5, 1955)	 16,624.8 
Total footage authorized by contract 15,670.0 
Total footage Operator expects to drill	 17,000.8 


This gives 1,330 additional feet of drilling than called for by 
the contract. The Operators are carrying out this footage at their own 
expense.


Last month's drilling was carried out to the east of the main 
mine workings. Generally, it was very disappointing. No mineralized 
intersections of a minable width were encountered. Maps and the report 
accompanying the Operator's September report will give complete data on 
drill holes. 


The attempt to drill additional holes wider Trout Creek was 
abandoned after the one surface hole failed to strike bedrock. After 
drilling 85 feet in overburden the drillers were unable to put the hole 
down any further. It is unfortunate that this structure beneath the

A number of other sample 'Pulps have been forwarded to the Bureau 
of Nines laboratory at Albany, Oregon, for assay but the results have not 
been received as yet. 


In general, the results of the diamond drilling have been rather 
disappointing from the standpoint of placing the property into immediate 
production. A new ore shoot on the Harrington vein was discovered and 
the "Bureau of Nines" orebody was extended, although its' limits now seem 
to have been determined. It is apparent from the drilling that further 
exploration on known mineralized structures may be better carried out by 
underground drifting or raising. The ore shoots are high grade and 
limited in extent • Core recovery in the high giade portions of the 
shoots is not all that could be desired; also the shoots are small enough 
that diamond drilling may well miss a potentially minable shoot.

The subject propertywas visited on August 1, 1955. Mr. J. H. 
Parliament, Chief Engineer for. Granore Company, was at the property. 


- The diamond drilling program at the Sunset 'nine is progressing 
rapidly with about 4,000 feet of drilling being carried out each month. 
The surface drilling in Groups 9, 8 and 7 failed to encounter any signif-
icant structures or mineralization. Consequently a number of the holes 
proposed in these groups have been omitted. Drilling in Group 5, i.e. 
the holes beneath the Bureau of Mines orebody, were more successful. Hole 
number 3-8 drilled beneath U. S. Bureau of Mine.s drill hole No. 3 encoun-
tered 1.0 feet of 13.20% copper and 3.Ofeet of 14.20% copper. The 
Qperators have requested 1engthening one hole in Group 5 and one hole 
in Group 6 to 700 feet so that a complete cross-section of the rock in 
that area could be obtained. Permission to do this was granted in a 
Field Team letter dated July 26, 1955. 


It was suggested to the Operator that it might be desirable 
to commence drilling to the east of the main workings on Group 2 holes. 
The Bureau of Mines drilling in 1950 had indicated some very promising 
structures in that area which were not fully explored at that time. 


Underground drilling has been successful in finding some nice 
ore on the extensions of the Harrington and Johnson veins in holes No's. 
2-4, 2-7, 2-8. (See maps accomnpaning Operators monthly. reports.) The 
hole from underground drilled soUthwestward under Trout Creek encountered 
a structure reportedly about 15 feet in width;beneath the creek the best 
mineralization was only 0.9% copper over 2 feet. However, this is very 
encouraging geologic evidence and indicates that Quartz Creek might be 
following a structure parallel to the Sunset vein. This hole tends to 
prove this theory and more holes to check for an ore shoot are certainly 
warranted beneath the creek.

The Operator has requested and received permission to drill 
two underground holes (Q and R) from near the ends of the two long 
crosscuts. Hole Q to the northeast from the Copper King vein crosscut 
has been completed; it failed to encounter any mineralization.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


thirct party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under"Deprecia-

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, teejinical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. -This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certifiOd copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-14A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on °Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have. 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man da rs of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis.

Routine inspection of the Index mine was made on 
by Donald C. Alvord, Geologist, USGS, and myself. An inspection was 
made on July 7, 1955, with E. A. Magil, Mining Engineer, TJSBN, and 
Tom N. Huber, Field Assistant, USGS. 


As a result of information gained from drilling to date, several 
changes in the originally proposed program have been made. These changes 
permit footage from areas sho as barren by previous drilling to be used 
to further test the extension of known mineralized zones. Authorization 
for part of these changes was made by Field Team letter to the Operator 
dated July 26, 1955, in reply to proposals submitted by the Operator dated 
July 8 and 22, 1955. The position of proposed underground holes indicated 
by the Operator in his letter of July 22. as S, T, U, V, W, and D (alternate) 
extension, were discussed with Mr. Parliament, engineer in charge, on 
July 27. .t that time, drilling from the NC). 2 level, west of the main 
haulageway, had been completed except for the proposed holes S and T; to 
avoid delaying a drilling crew in this area or the additional expense of 
resetting airline and returning a drilling rig at a later date, the Operator 
had collared and drilled part of proposed hole T to test the downward 
extension of veins intersected by DDH 2-1g.. Proposed holes U and V are 
placed to test the extension of two areas in the Sunset vein which are 
indicated to be stoped to the No. Li. level and will intersect the vein at 
least 150 feet below the No. 5 level in hole V, and 220 feet below No. 14 
level in hole U. Since the mine is flooded below the No. 2 level and 
there is no definite information available as to extent or grade of ore in 
this portion of the Sunset vein, this is the only means to gain information 
on this area. 


The location proposed for hole W to test the Little Copper King 
vein is satisfactory as shown; the east drift along the Blank vein is too 
narrow for a drill setup and would require at least as much additional
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expense aswould result in drilling from the proposed location. There are 
no present exposures of the Little Copper King vein in the drift, which 
is heavily timbered and caved to each side, of the main crosscut. ctension 
of drill hole D (alternate) was approved, although it was recommended 
that it be directed several degrees more to the east. 


Inasmuch as footage allotted to the underground portion of the 
contract is not sufficient to allow all of the proposed drilling, it is 
recommended that sufficient footage be transferred from surface drilling 
to permit completion of the outlined drilling. The contract authorizes 
7,225 feet of underground drilling;: c3±illing conleted and proposed is 9,811.5 
feet.	 - 


Drilling from the No. 2 level has indicated several zones of 
below-ore grade copper in holes 2-1, 2-2, 2-5, 2-6, 2 -9, 2-10, 2-11, and 
23 which correspond respectively to holes F, 0, N, M, I, H, F, and E. 
Mineralized zones intersected by the first four holes of the above group 
probably represent westward extensions of the Sunset, Johnson, and Harrington 
veins. The rock intersected by drilling south of the Sunset vein (DDH's 
2-9, 2-10, 2-11, and 2-3) was essentially barren, further testing of this 
area by holes G and C was omitted. 


Holes 2-8 (L), 2-7 (K), and 2-ti (J)', testing the area north of. 
the Sunset vein indicate extensions of the Johnson . 'and Harrington veins 
eastward from present workgs exposing these veins on the No. 2 level. 
Assays of the core from these holes indicates that the zone corresponding 
to the extension of the Johnson vein ranges from 1.12 percent to 2.93 
percent copper over a core thickness ranging from 1.5 feet to 5.7 feet. 
The eastward. extension of the Harrington vein intersected by DDH's 2-7 and 
2 .4.. ranges from L1.7 feet to 6.Li feet in core thickness with rpective assays 
of 1.82 percent and 5.96 percent copper. As these veins dip steeply, core 
thickness closely approximates true thickness in the flat drill holes. 


Surface drilling has, so far, been concentrated on the western 
end of the property. Results here have indicated that surface anomalies: 
determined by a resistivity survey are largely unrelated in this area to 
any appreciable mineralization. Core recovery is good. 


HoLes drilled in Group 9 at the extreme western end of the 
property were in unaltered granodiorite with no indication of a cause for 
surface anomaly. Group 7, on the eastern prolongation of the anomaly tested 
by Group 9, intersected slight amounts of chalcopyrite in the three holes 
drilled. However, as this amount was insignificant, the proposed final hole 
of the group was omitted. Group 8, north of Group 7, tested an anomaly by 
two of the five proposed holes, and the three remaining holes were omitted 
as no ore was indicated. Drilling in the above groups includes surface 
hole Nos. 1 through 7. . .
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Drilling in Group 5, testing the eastern extension of the anomaly 
indicated as barren in Group 8, encountered the downward extension of a 
vein found by earlier Bureau of Nines drilling. In this group two holes 
had been drilled at the time of the July 27 inspection; 5-8, the center 
hole of the group, intersected ore between 28)4.8 and 287.8 feet and was 
continued to 306 feet with difficulty, due to caving from the ore zone • An 
attempt to deepen this hole was abandoned at 306 feet after reaming and 
casing failed to stop water loss. S-9, immediately west of s5 in this 
group, intersected a slightly altered and mineralized zone immediately 
preceding a. loss of 6 feet of core between footage 28L1.-296. Inasmuch as 
water and s:]..udge were also lost, nothing concerning the extension of the 
ore intersected by hole 5-8 is known until other holes of this group are 
completed. All holes in Group 5 will be drilled, and one will be extended 
to 700 feet to give a partial cross section through the zone explored by 
underground workings in the Index Nine to the east. A corresponding hole 
from Group 6 located north of Group 5 will be extended a like distance to 
complete this section. 


At the time of the last inspection, footage drilled from the 
underground totaled 5,)493.3 feet. Surface drilling totaled 2 ,8)43.5 feet.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to' make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operathr 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a 'voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the 'exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incUrred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Preparation of Form MP1O4A !Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of thls form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howcvr, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such Was, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Present at 
the property were Mr. J. H. Parliament, chief engineer for 
Granore Company, Mr. Bishop, foreman, and Messrs. Al Byer and 
Ralph Miller, surveyoi' and general assistant respectively. 


During the visit portions of the adit level including 
the Sunset vein and Copper King vein were inspected and cores 
from four underground diamond drill holes in this area were 
logged. Work preparatory to surface drilling on the property has 
been done, and two drills were in operation at the first drill 
sites on the western end of the property. Lynch Brothers of 
Seattle are contracted for the drilling. All work is being 
conducted by Parliament in a very efficient and wor1ianlike 
manner.


Mr. Parliament states that a transit survey of accessible 
underground workings and all surface work has 'been made which 
will give the needed control for correlation between surface and 
underground drilling. Maps of the underground showing detailed 
ground outline are being prepared by the operator at scales of 
11.0 and 100 feet to the inch. 


Facilities for logging and splitting of core and stor.ge 
space for 10,000 feet of boxed core are provided. However, inasmuch 
as available core boxes are limited, permission was requested by 
Parliament to strip portions of the core which intersected unaltered 
granodiorite. This request was granted by Field Team letter dated 
June 20, 1955, in which it was agreed that after examination by 
DI€A. field representatives only the core showing signs of alteration 
and mineralization as well as skeletal portions of unaltered

gra.nodiorite need be retained. 


The holes logged are those designated ptt, 1t0n tIjIt 


and "J" as indicated on the proposed drill layout by Dr. B. S. VT. 
Bufam and included, with the contract docket. These holes have 
been re-designated by the operator as DDH's 2-1, 2-2, 2-3, and 
2-14., respectively, in the order drilled. The footage drilled is 
as follows:

Most of the rock intersected is a granod.iorite contain-
ing 10-20 percent mafic s--generally chioritized hornblende, and. 
6o-8o percent feldspar, with minor quartz and biotite. Within this 
"normal granodiorite sporadic zones composed of 30-50 percent 
chioritized hornblend.e, or 1-10 percent pink potassium feldspar, 
or 1-2 percent epidote may occur singly or together. Chalcopyrite, 
the only copper mineral recognized, is associated with some of 
the mafic-rich zones of chloritized. hornblende as sparsely 
occurring specks and seams ranging in thickness from one-
th:irty-second inch to three-eighths inch with the majority of 
seams less than one-sixteenth inch in thickness, Two such zones 
ranging in thickness from 1 to 15 feet and containing very sparsely 
disseminated chalcopyrite were intersected by DDH's 2-1 and. 2-2. 
These zones are definitely below ore grade. A. similar zone was 
intersected, near the end of DDH-2-3. The iiinera1ized portions 
of the core have been split and sent for assay by the operator.

A visit was made to the subject property on June 2, 1955. Mr. 
Harvey Parliament, engineer in charge of the project for Granore Company, 
was contacted at the property. 


Mr. Parliament has been at the property since the latter part 
of kpril, carrying out preliminary work for the drilling program. He 
has made a transit-tape survey locating both the underground and surface 
drill holes. Bulldozer roads have been made to or near all the proposed 
surface drill sites. A number of helper sets have been placed in the 
main adit and underground drill stations have been barred down and stuils 
p1acd near a number of the stations where there were loose slabs. The 
old "dry" house has been rehabilitated and is being used for a core 
storage shed. Racks have been built for storing 10,000 feet of AX core. 


At the time of the visit there were two diamond drills operating 
underground and two surface diamond drills were being moved into position. 
The underground drills were operating on a double shift basis. Lynch Bros. 
of Seattle are the drill contractors. 


Air for the underground drills is being supplied by a 600 cfm 
Gardner Denver diesel-driven compressor. The old 4-inch mine airline is 
being used back as far as the winze; from there on it was necessary to 
lay 2-inch pipe with the last several hundred feet being 11-inch pipe. 
Total distance from the compressor to DD 2-1 is about 2500 feet. Difficulty 
was encountered when two drills were operating near the end of the line; 
consequently, DD 2-2 has been shut down for the time being and the drill 
moved to the end of the 4-inch line on hole DD 2-3.

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under othercontract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

The geophysical survey by Dr. Clarke has been completed and Mr. 
Brennan has a map showing the anomalies • He intends to submit a copy of 
this map with his next monthly progress report. Two bulldozer trenches 
were made in an attempt to test one of the anomalies but unfortunately 
the overburden was too thick to expose bedrock excepting for one smAll 
exposure of granodiorite. 


Mr. Brennan has had Mr. Robert Curtis a and a helper spend quite 
some time in an attempt to traôe out the surface extensions of some of the 
veins exposed in the underground workings. This work was undertaken with 
the idea of extending westward the presently, known vein system. If another 
oreody could be found out to the west from the main Sunset workings it 
might be feasible to drive a 3000-ft. low leire].. crosscut from the county 
road to cut the ore shoots to thewest and come in a hundred feet or so 
below the lowest workingon the Sunb vein.

A visit was made to the subject property on September 10, 1953. 
Dr. A. R. Clarke and an assistant were at the property working on the 
geophysical survey. 


Dr. Clarke is completing the resistivity survey which was 
started a number of months ago. He expects to have his field work 
finished by September 13. It will be sometime in October before his 
computations are completed and the information correlated with the 
known geological features.	 - 


At the time of the visit they were using a slight variation-
in the method which had been used previously. . Instead of running 
traverses parallel to the electrodes, they were running them at right 
angles. The conductor wire was laid along the road which parallels 
Trout Creek, with the electrodes being placed on a strike similar to 
that of the main Sunset vein system so that the, traverses would cut the 
structures at right angles. This method was being used because of the 
difficulty in stringing the wire and placing the e1ctrodes in the 
heavily wooded area. Dr. Clarke stated that results were similar 
whether traverses were run parallel or at right angles, the difference 
being in the computations, which are mere difficult with a right angle 
traverse.


Dr. Clarke believes that the best anomaly found to date is 
to the east of the Sunset crosscut between 1700 and 2000 feet. It 
appears to line up with the Blank or Little C.opper King vein rather 
than the Sunset vein. He recommends that this anomaly be either 
trenched or diamond drilled. It may be difficult to trench the area 
because of the steep hillside and large boulders; howeer, it will be 
necessary to doze out a drill site so I believe that an attempt should 
be made first to trench.

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It is Dr. Clarke's opinion that the anomalies which have been 
found between the road and the Sunset Veifl in the vicinity of the Sunset 
crosscut are caused by clay rather than ore structures. This also 
applies to the anomalies to the west of the Bureau of Mines orebody. 
Incidentally, the orebody which the Bureau of Mines located by diamond 
drilling did not produc a particularly stro anomaly eri the present 
survey wasonducted over it. 


It is planned that the remaining three days will be spent in 
rechecking the area between Trout Creek and the Bureau of Mines orebody 
and between the west end of the Sunset vein and the Bureau of Mines 
orebody.


The road to the portal of the proposed Bureau crosscut has not 
been commenced. This work is being held Ip by the logging contractor who 
has been hired to construct it because he wishes to take full advantage 
of the good weather in his logging operations and not through any delay 
on the part of the Operator. It appears, however, that the road construc-
tion will be commenced within a few days. 


As soon as the road is completed it is expected that work will 
be started on the crosscut. The Operator plans on having a transit survey 
run so that, if possible, the new crosscut will coincide with the No. 3 
level in the Sunset mine workings.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.--This form details expenditurer and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
serVices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be.reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories.

A visit was made to) the subject property on August 4, 1953. 
Mr. Robert Craig of Vancouver, B. C. and an assistant were conducting 
a geophysical survey at the property. 


The survey has been completed in the areas to the west and 
east of the old mine workings. At the time of the visit they were running 
a traverse directly over the main Sunset adit. Anomalies have been found 
to both the east and west on strike with the Sunset vein and a rather 
strong anomaly has been found to the west of the main Sunset crosscut 
between the Sunset vein and the road. Dr. Clark is expected to return 
to the property early in September and complete the geophysical survey. 


The Operators are using the resistivity method in their survey. 
Electrical current at 0O cycles is introduced into the ground through 
electrodes 2,000 feet apart which are connected to the generator by 
insulated wires. A series of traverses are run (parallel to the electrodes) 
at 300-foot intervals, readings being taken every 50 feet on these traverses. 
These readings are taken by sticking two probes into the ground at a 50-foot 
interval, these probes being connected to a sensitive volt meter which 
records the difference in potential, in microvolts, between the probes. 
The resistivity of the ground is' then calculated by a modification of 
Ohm's law and resistance readings in ohms per centimeter are plotted on 
the map. Where the resistance is low, a good conductor is indicated. 


The Operators have blazed out the proposed road to the portal 
site of the Bureau crosscut. Construction of this section of road has 
been promised by the logging contractor in the area for a number of weeks. 
The Operators expect it will be started in the near future. 


Work under the exploration project contract has been relatively 
slow. This can be attributed directly to the illness f Mr. C. V. Brennan.

Mr. C. V. Brennan was visited on July 10, 1953, at his 
home in Seattle. Mr. Brennan has been inôapacitated from the effects 
of a stroke in November 1952. However, on this visit he appeared to 
be greatly improved. 


Work under the exploration project has consisted of a 
geophysical survey conducted by Dr. A. R. Clarke, Head of the 
Physics Department at the University of British Columbia. 
Unfortunately, it has been necessary for Dr. Clarke to temporarily 
suspend the work due to previous commitments to the Noranda Company 
in eastern Canada. A survey of the areas to the weát and east of 
the old Sunset workings has been completed. The next work will cover 
the central area in an attempt to determine the relationship of the 
anomalies to the known vein structures. Mr. Brennan is very much 
pleased with the results to date. 


The construction of the road. to the proposed site of the 
"Bureau" (of Mines) crosscut has been arranged for, according to Mr. 
Brennan, and should be completed by the 1st of August. It is 
intended to contract the driving of the 600-foot crosscut. 


Invoicing procedures were discussed with the Operator and 
he plans on submitting an invoice as soon as the maps covering the 
geophysical work are brought up to date by Dr. Clarke.

Company, Snohomish County,	 shington, Contract No. Idm-El.i89. 


A visit was made to the Sunset Mine of the Index Mining Company 
on Thursday, April 23, 1953 . No one was working at the property. 


Mr. C. V. Brennan, president of the company, was visited at 
his home in Seattle, Washington. According to Mr. Brennan, the only 
work being done under terms of the contract is the running of geophysical 
survey traverses across the property. As this work is being done by a 
Professor from a Vancouver, British CoLumbia University, the work time 
is limited to week ends on which the Professor can take leave from his 
teaching duties. It is expected that after the school year is over, pace 
of the work will increase. 


Only more or less reconnaissance work has been done on the 
geophysical traverses to date. This has shown the existence of at least 
six strong anomalies. Detailed work to follow will, of course, attempt 
to trace out the low resistance areas end then surface trenching will be 
done 'to search for evidence of ore which might be the cause of the low 
resistivity anomalies. 


Because of the apparently favorable results found to date by 
the geophysical work, Mr. Brennan is reluctant to begin other phases of 
the exploration work until the geophysical work is completed. It is his / 
opinion that perhaps more satisfactory exploration can be planned at a 
possibJLe saving in costs by awaiting the final results of the geophysical 
work.

MONTHLY REPORT 4 F OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration, project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator's Monthly Report. and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


,Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".	 - 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseell costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form Mb'-104A—Operator's Unit cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the. supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of t.hree items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc:" The reason for not distributing these items on a .monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form P1F–lO4A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the 'various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and 'Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.

The 
first iLs to test a vein which is exposed at the end of the timbers at the 
portal. This vein was intersected only a few feet beneath the overburden. 
It does not outcrop on the surface. The vein, where intersected, is several 
feet in width and shows good copper mineralization. No development iqrk 
was done previously because of its location, i.e., near the portal and 
with no backs • The second reason for the drill hole is the fact that 
Quartz Creek flows in exactly the same direction as the strike of • the 
major veins in the area. There is the very definite possibility that 
Quartz Creek has incised itself along a vein. 


At the time the Bureau of Mines was exploring the Sunset mine 
in 1950 a hole similar to hole "A" was very seriously considered.

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of. the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary oftlie work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sa1es.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Góvèrnment may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a suffic:ient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—TheOperator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. See ArtIcle 11. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of bus:iness, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are nol; deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (Ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Govermnetitelects to require computation and payment If any production is used by the 
Operator in integi ated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereofin theform. in 
which and at the t:ime when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross incom 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts ,cceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.	 .

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notic to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
Of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon -the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

. ARTICLE : Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals

(c) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land 
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or 
is fully paid. 


(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 10. Assignmeiit, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof ; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
unrig the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more, 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least asj high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Terminationand completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract : (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute-operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract ; ( b ) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

The object of this work is to explore for copper 
ore in the area indicated on the map entitled "Figure 3 - - 
Sunset mine area, Snohomish County, Washington''.
