Enclosed is a report by Willard P. Puffett, U. S. Geolog-
ical Survey, and E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau of Nines, on the subject 
docket.


The basis for the exploration is the reported occurrence 
of mercury ore in the bottom of a flooded shaft. Because of the 
inaccessibility of the shaft, there is no basis for checking the 
merits of the property and still less for attempting to work out 
a detailed exploration program. 


The Field Team, therefore, is in accord with the examining 
team's recommendation that the application be denied on the basis of 
lack-of information on which to plan a reasonable exploration program. 
The applicant, however, should be told that if he unwaters the shaft 
and can establish the fact that mercury is present in significant 
quantities the application could be resubmitted.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


The Taft property consists of the Tieznannite and Onofrite 
mercury claims located within the surveyed towisite of Silverton, 
Washington. Workings include three adits:, an inclined shaft, and 
some reported drifts off the bottom of the shaft. Two adits are 
open, the other being caved; the shaft and its workings are flooded. 
A strong fault has been explored for more than 300 feet in one of 
the adits but no ore was seen in any of the workings. The most 
promising occurrence of mercury ore is reported to have been found 
near the bottom of the shaft. In a letter dated November 8, 1952, 
Mr. Taft stated he intended to pump the shaft for examination. No 
further word has been received from him. 


It is recommended that Mr. Taft's application be denied. 
Available information is insufficient to justify an exploration 
project. There is a good probability that it will be some time 
before Mr. Taft gets the shaft dewatered. Consequently, the delay 
will be great and it is recommended the application be denied on 
presently available evidence. If Mr. Taft later informs the UA 
that the shaft and lower workings are accessible for inspection, 
another examination can be made, and, if practicable, an exploration 
program outlined based on evidence found in the shaft. 


FIELD EUMINATION 


On October 6, 1952, Willard Puffett, U. S. Geological 
Survey, and E. A. Magill, U. S. Bureau of Nines, examined the Taft 
property, in company with Mr. R. D. Taft, applicant. A tape and 
compass survey was made of the accessible workings. Mr. S. T. 
McElroy, an elderly resident of Silverton, who was employed in the 
lower workings of the mine, was queried concerning his recoflectiona 
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I 
of the reported mercury occurrence in the shaft. Approximately 
6 hours.-were spent on the examination. 


LOCATION 


The Taft property Ia composed of two claims in the 
southeast portion of the surveyed townsite of Silverton, Snohomish 
County, Washington. These claims are near the east bank of the 
South Fork of the Stiflaguwnish River. State highway ISA parallels 
the west bank of the river. Access from the highway across the 
river to the claims is by a narrow footbridge only. 


DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY 


Underground workings on the property include three adita 
and a. flooded shaft. Considerable underground workings are reported 
to have been driven from the lower portions of the shaft. The 
accompanying map shows the relative locations and extent of the 
accessible workings. 


Surface facilities include three brick mercury retorts 
and remnants of a 250-ton flotation mill which has burned a. few 
years ago.


GEOLOGY 


Rocks exposed in the workings are thinly bedded, brown 
to green argillites. Some dolomite occurs near the east end of 
the longer adit but this may represent only a more massive, 
calcareous member of the argillite series.. There are no published 
reports concerning the geology of the immediate area, but it is 
believed these argillites represent northwestward extensions of the 
Old Metamorphic Series of Paleozoic age as mapped by Carrithers]/

in the Sultan Basin. Granitic rocks are reported to occur in the 
lower workings. 


. strong shear zone, striking S. 60-70 E. and dipping 
60 to 70 degrees to the south has been explored along the strike 
for more than 300 feet in one of the adita. apparently the shaft 
was sunk on this shear. As exposed in the adit the shear consists 
of from one to three feet of gouge with occasional subsidiary 
fault stringers, dipping parallel to the main fault. Some pyrite 
is; scattered throughout the gouge but no other sulphide minerals 
were seen. Three samples were taken across the main fault structure 
but none yielded assay results that indicated ore. The location
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and assay results of the samples are shown on the accompanying map. 


Although no ore is exposed in the fault structure in the 
adit, there is a possibility that an ore shoot was intersected in 
the shaft.. Mr. S. T. McElroy, resident of Silverton, who worked in 
the lower workings, stated that at one location in the shaft a rich 
pocket of native quicksilver was intersected. He could not recall 
the exact location of this ore shoot. 


According to the claim map submitted by the applicant, a 
great amount of workings have been driven on the Virginia claim. 
These workings are on the projected eastern extension of the strong 
fault exposed in the adit on the Onofrite Mercury claim. This 
suggests that ore shoots do occur on this structure. 


PAST PRODUCTION 


Little is known concerning the previous mining operations 
at the property. Mr. Taft supplied the examiners with a list of 
shipments of concentrates to the Tacoma smelter during 1940 and 
1941. According to this list, a. total of I5I.4 tons of concentrates, 
were shipped that ranged in grade between 8 and 124 ounces of 
silver per ton.
