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PROPERTY RIGHTS

The property consists of five unpatented mining claims, Lucky
Strike No. 1 through No, 5. Location notices are filed in Volume L of
the reeords of the County Auditor at Neupori, Washingt@no Hlo check w@s
made of the County records.

PROPERTY

Development workings on the property include 2 number of small
prospect pits, an adit, now caved near the portal, reported to be 200 feet
long, and an inelined shaf{¢ which is reported to have been sunk 90 feet
at an inelination of 57 degrees. Main torkings exe shotm on the accompany-
ing map which was prepared as a resuli of & preliminary examinatien of the
property during the latier pard of 1952 by a member of the 11, S, Bureau @f
Mines.

GEOLOGY

' A brief description of the Lucky Strike group of claims is
given on page Tl, U, S, Ceologicald Survey Professionsal Paper 202, by Park
and Cannon. Location of the properiy with respect to regional geology is
shown on plate I of the Profegsional Paper.

The Lueky Strike group of claims are between altitudes of 1,800
and 2,500 feet and are just cast of the Pend Oreille River, The: main
workings axe in & gemerally f£flat aree at approximately 2,300 feet altitude
bordering the western edge of 2 small meadow,

Aecording to Park and Cannon, the rocks underlying the Lucky Strike
property are members of the Metaline Limestone of Cambrian Age and more
specifically represent that part of the formation mearly 600 feet strati=
graphically lower than the overlying Lédbetter Slate of Ordovician Age.

Good exposures of the limestone formatiom occur in the banks of the Pend
Oreille lifver and in the west face of a north-south line of bluffs traversing
the central portion of the property. The exposed rocks are light buff to
gray, somewhat siliceous dolomite. Few evidences of bedding remain, and
much of the rock appears to be considerably broken, with 1ittle, if any,
cementation having teken place since the fractwring,

A number of very shellow pits and very short adits have been
excavated in the steep face of the bluffs to explore narrow flat-dipping
mineralized fractures, The general trend of the most prominent of these
narrow s8lips is Ns 50°-600 E, In some of the excavations, gelena occurs as
replacements along the fractures in concentrations up to six inches thick
and one to three feet long., Although these conecentrations contain & high
percentage of galena, they do not appear to persist in any one direction,
and it is doubiful that further exploratiom of the fractures along which
they occur would be successful in finding any significant tonnages of
minable ore.






The strongest and most persistent appearing structure exposed
on the property is that one on which the shaft has been sunk. Here a fauld
gone ranging to three feet in width, strikes N. 450 E. and dips 759 S.
On the swface this fault is now very much iron-stained and is compossd
dominantly of limonite. Considerable pyrite is on ¢he dump nsar the shaft,
and, thus, it is inferved that the mein sulphide was pyrite. In the hange
ing wall avea of ¢his fault are a number of narrey, subsidiary fractures,
quite consentrated in & zone approximately five to ten feet thick, which
have been £1lled with galenan. Although no oxides of ore minerals were
recognized, the area of the fractures has been considerably oxidized, and
it may be that some zine was originally present with the lead minsrals.
A nuvbsr of shallow pits have explored this zone of narrow Lractures,and
one short adit has cub completely through the zone., The Burcau of Mines
repregentative took & grab sampls of the richer looking portion of thig
zone end obtained an assay result of 8.8 percent lead with only very low
velues for sing, silver, and gold, A shipment of ore from the dwp nser the
shaft was made in 1952, im which there was 12,7 percent lead. It is
agsuned that this ore ceme from depth in the shafl, and.the g?ade represents
%ha% of the better specimsns of ore.

I% 4s roporied in the Professionsl Paper ?@port that the shafb
vas bottomed im heavy iron sulphide. There is a possibility that this
fault has been ¢horovghly replaced by pyrite with minor amounts of galens.

In the high, steep banks bordering the Pend Oreille River,
excellent esposures of the limestone occur, At various locatlons om these
Yanks are concentrations of pyrite, now accented by much oxidized iron
stain, These iron showings are somevhat erratic in osecuwrrence, with ne.
particular pattern or recognizable control fer their location. It is ,
belicved that perhaps the fault on which the shaft was sunk r@presents ons
sueh kind of comcentration of iron sulphidego

Although it has been reported that th@ Heela Mining Compeny
sank the shaft on the property, the applicant was not able to obtain any
information Lrom repre@@nt@tives of that company as to what occurs in the
walls of ¢he shaft at depth, No other geologic information is available
concerning the shafd or the 200-feot long adit.

PAST OPERATIONS

Mro Ko Lo Lakin of Spokane origimelly lecated the property about
1920 and made some mall shipments of ore. There is mo record of these
shipmentgo, - '

In 1927 the Hecla Mining Company sunk & 90-foot inclined shaft ,
and drove a 200-foot adit.. Ne ore was shipped by the Ilecle Mining Company.

In 1952, a lessor, Williem E, Curtis; mined and shipped (July 29,
1952) 5,642 pounds (dry weight) of ore frem the surface to the Consolidated
Mintng and Smelting Company at Traedl, B, C. This shipment assayed

DYSCUSSION

Although i¢ was believed at the time of ¢he examination that the
flooded shaft couwld easily be dewalered, subsequent discussion with the
applicant brought out the fact that he had atiempiled at one time to dewater
¢the shaft and had found & great amount of loose rock and other detritus
obstructing access ¢o the lower poertions of the shaft., The applicant does
not have the funds at present to prepare the shaft for inspection.

Results of @xamination‘of surface exposwres and other informati@n'

avallable concerning the ore at the Lucky Strike group is not sufficiently
promiging o encourage more exploration., If the shaft could be cleared
and the now caved 200-foot long adit rehabilitated, informatien gained
from an inspection of these workings wmay be suffieiently encouraging to
warrant fucther work. It is not believed this rehabllitation should be
part of an exploration ornject contract.

. In other arecas in the Metaline Falls district, diamond drilling
has been successful in delineating ore which cecurs in an horizon in the
Meteline Limestone formetion near the Ledbetter Slate. I¢ is believed the
ore at the Lucky Strike Mine is much lower stratigraphically than the more
important productive zones and thus does not give much promise of being
of sufficient size tw be delineated by diamond drilling. Because ths ore
cceurrences are so sporadie in eccurrence and the topography is too flat
to permit faverable angles of intersection with the supposed ore zone,
it is not believed that diamond drilling would be & conclusive method of
exploring docper extensions of the narrow fracture zons.

Enclosed please find four copies of a field examination report
by E. A. Megill, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Willard P. Puffett, U. S.
Geological Survey, concerning the E, M. Skaug, Jr., application for
exploration assistance at the Lucky Strike Mine near Metaline Falls,
Pend Oreille County, Washington.

The rocks at the Lucky Strike Mine are members of the
Metaline Limestone at an approximate position of 600 feet strati-
graphically below its upper contact. This is a much lower horizon
in the Metaline Limestone that the productive zones recently success-
fully explored on the Grandview lease by American Zinc, ILead and
Smelting Company under terms of contract Idm-ET6.

The applicant requested funds to assist in rehabilitating
an inclined shaft, sunk in the 1920's by Hecle Mining Company, and
to drive 200 feet of drift from the bottom of the shaft. The shaft
has been sunk on an iron-stained fault zone in which some galena
occurs, and presumably the exploratory drift was to further explore
this zone along strike at depth.

On the dump near the shaft considerable pyrite occurs and
there is & reported shipment of this material which contained nearly
15 percent lead. A fracture zone exposed on the surface in the hanging
wall of the major fault contains numerous narrow stringers which have
been filled with galena. Apparently this zone is very narrow and
the mineralization was very erratic.

The applicant states that he now has no funds to carry out






any exploration but if he were awarded a contract, he believes he
would be able to procure funds to pay for his share of the exploration.

The field examiners recommend that the application be denied,
but should the applicant demonstrate his ability to finance his share
of the costs and succeed in clearing the shaft and other now-caved
workings on the property for inspection, sufficiently favorable
information may be obtained to permit further consideration of this
property. The Field Team concurs with this recommendation.

FROPERTY

Development workings on the property include & number of small
prospect pits, an adit, now caved near the porial, reported to be 200 feet
long, and an inclined shaft which is reported o have been sunk 90 feet
at an inclination of 57 degrees. Main workings exre shown on the accompany-
ing mop which was prepared as a result of & preliminary examination of the
property during the latier part of 1952 by a member of the U, S, Bureau of
Mines.

GEOLOGY

' A brief description of the Lucky Strike group of elaims is
given on page 71, U, S, Ceological Survey Professional Paper 202; by Park
andé Cannon. Location of the property with respect to r@gzonal geology is
ghown on plat@ I of the Professional Papero

The Lucky Strike growp of claims are between altitudes of 1,800
and 2,500 feet and are just cast of the Pend Oreille Hiver. The main
workings are in a generally flat area at approximately 2,300 feet altitude
bordering the western edge of a small meadovw.

According to Park and Cannon, the rocks und@rlying the Lucky Strike
property are members of the Metaline Limestone of Cambrian Age and more
specifically represent that part of the formation nearly 600 feet stratie
graphically lower than the overlying Ledbetter Slate of Ordovieian Age.

Good exposures of the limestone formation occwr in the banks of the Pend
Oreille Liiver and in the west face of a northesouth line of bluffs traversing
the central portion of the property. The exposed rocks aré light buff to
gray, somewhat siliceous dolomite. Few evidences of bedding remaln; and
much of the rock eppears to be considerably broken, with little, if any,
cementation having taken place since the fracturing.

A number of very shallow pits and very short adits have been
excavated in the steep face of the bluffs to explore narrow flat-dipping
mineralized fractures, The general trend of the most prominent of these
narrow slips is-Ns 50°=-60° E, In some of the excavations, galena occurs as
replacements aleng the fractures in concentrations up to six inches thick
and one to three feet long. Although these conecentrations contain & high
percentage of galena, they do not appear to persist in any one direction,
and it is doubtiful that further exploration of the fracturesg elong which

they occur would be sﬁcc@ésful in finding any gignificant tonnages of
minable ore.






The strongest and most persistent gppearing giructwre exposed
on the property 1ls that one on which the shaft has been sunk, Here a faulb
gonz vanging to three feet in width, strikes N. L5° E. and dips 750 S.
On the swface ¢his fault is now very much iron-stained and is composed
dominantly of limonite. Considerable pyrite is on the dump near the shaft,
and, thus, it is infexrred that the mein sulphide was pyrite. In the hange
ing wall area of this fault are a number of narrew, subsidiary fractures,
quite concentrated in & zone approximately five to ten feet thick, which
have been filled with galena., Although no oxides of ore minerals were -
recognized; the area of the fractures has been considerably exidized, and -
1% may be ¢that some zimec was originally present with the lead minsrals.
A number of shallow pits have explored this sene of nexrrow Lractures,and
one shert adlt has cub completely through the sone, %he Burecau of Mines-
repregentative ook a grab sampls of the richer loocking pertien of this -
zone and obtainsd an assay result of 8.8 percent lead with only very lov
values for sing, silver, and gold., A shipment of ore from the dump neer the
ghaft was made in 1952, in which there was 12.7 percent lead, It is
assumed that this ore came fxrom depth in the shaft, and.the grad@ represents
tha% of the better specimens of ore.

It 48 reporied in the Professional Paper repert that the ghaft
vas botitomed in heavy iron sulphide. There is 2 possibility that this
fault has been thoroughly replaced by pyrite with minor amounts of galena,

in the high, steep banks bordering the Pend Oreille River,
excellent exposures of the limestone occur., Al various locations on these
banks are concentrations of pyrite, now accented by much oxidized izren
stain, These iron showings are somewhat erratic in occcwrrence, with ne .
particular pattern er recognizeble control for their locatien. It is ,
believed that perhaps the fault on which the shaft{ was sunk r@presents ons
such kind of concentration of iron sulphides. ‘ .

Although it has been reporied that the Hesls Mining Compeany
sank the shafi on the property, the epplicant was not able to obtaln any
information from representatives of that cormany as to what cccurs in the
walls of the shaft atb depth. MNo other geologic information is avallable
coneerning the shaft or the 200-foot long adit.

PAST OPERATIONS

Mro Ro Lo Lakin of Spokane erigimelly located th@ property aboub
1920 and made soms small chipments of ere. There is mo record of these
shipments,

In 1927 the Hecla Mining Company sunk a 90-foot inclined shaft
and drove & 200-foot adit., No ore was shipped by ¢the liecla Mining Company.

In 1952, a lessor, William E. Curtis, mined end shipped (July 29,
1952) 5,62 pounds (dry weight) of ore frem the swface to the Comselidated

DISCUSSION

Although it was believed at the time of the examinmation that the
flooded shaft couwld easily be dewatered, subsequent diseussion with the
applicant brought out the fact that he had atlerpted at one time to dewater
the shaft and had found & great amount of loose rock and other detritus
obstructing acecess to the lower portions of the shaft. The applicant does
not have the funds at present to prepare the shaft for inspection.

Results of examination of surface exposures and other information
available concerning the ore at the Lucky Strike group is not sufficiently
promising to encouwrage more exploration. If the shaft could be cleared
and the now caved 200-foot long adit rehabilitated, information gainzd
from an inspection of these workings may be sufficiently encouraging te
varrant further work. I% is not believed this rehabilitation should be
part of an exploration ornject contract.

. In other areas in the Metaline Falls distriet, dismond drilling
has been guccessful in delineating ore which occcurs inm an horizon in the
Metaline Limestone formation near the Ledbetter Slate., I% is believed the
ore at the Lucky Strike Mine is much lower stratigraphically than the more
important productive gones and thus does not give much promise of being
of suffiecient size <o be delinested by diamond drilling., Because the ore
occurrentes are so sporadic in cccuwrrence and the topography is too flat
to permit favorable angles of intersection with the supposed ore zone,
it is not believed that diamond drilling would be & conclusive method of
exploring dosper extensions of the narroy fracture zons.
