I have reviewed the subject application for assistance 
in diamond-drilling 3,500 feet of hole, also the field examination 
report by Messrs. Puffett, (UsGS) and Anderson, (usBM). Puffett 
and. Anderson's report concludes that the complex structura]. con-
ditions and the low metal content of the inineaUzed. zone do not 
justify the proposed work, and the Region II field team is in 
accord with that conclusion. 


The applicant, operating under the name Bonanza Lead, 
has rehabilitated the old Copper Mountain mine and between December 
1953 and March l95Ii produced about 6,000 tons of 3 percent copper 
containing about $3.00 worth of gold and silver to the ton. Pro-
duction was accomplished at a loss of about $7.00 per ton, despite 
good management and. an adequate flotation mill at the mine. Th 
ore shoot which is now mined out, consisted of chalcopyrite with 
a minor amount of molybdenite as narrow veinlets within an inclined 
cherty dolomite lens enclosed by argillites. 


The applicant, prior to his application, dril:Led 3 hori-
zontal diamond drill holes, one of hich (No. 2), cut 8 feet of 
0.5 percent copper. He then proposed 3,500 feet of diamond drill-
ing with DMEA assistance to search for extensions of the ore-bear-
ing dolomite lens below the adit level and to the southwest of the 
Hanging Wall fault above the adit level. While his application 
was being considered he drifted on Hole No. 2 and found a disap-
pointing amount of copper mineralization. Since then Mr. Gibbs, 
one of the bonanza Lead. partners has removed his equipment from the 
lease and. the applicants have stated. they will withdraw the ap-
plication, although they apparently have not yet officially done so.

I concur with the field teants conclusions and. recommend. 
the application be denied on the grounds that there seextis little 
potentiality for discovery by the proposed exploration and no 
reason to believe that a grade of ore would be discovered that would 
permit profitable mining.

Subject: Review of Field Team report 


The field examination report has recommended the applica-
tion be denied. 


Applicant had proposed a project involving 3,500 feet of 
diamond drilling to test for extensions of a copper-bearing dolomite 
bed below the adit level and southwest of the normal fault above the 
adit.


Three horizontal holes were drilled prior to the time the 
application was submitted.. Hole No. 2 intersected 8 feet of 0.5% 
copper ore. However, since the field examination a drift was driven 
to explore the dolomite in the area intersected by Hole No. 2. No 
ore was found by this drift and. the applicant plans to close down 
the mine. A forial request to withdraw his application will be sub-
mitted in the near future. 


The copper mineralization on the property is mainly con-
fined to a lens or stratum of cherty dolomite of limited dimensions 
whIch is entirely enclosed by massive agillites. The ore is in 
narrow stringers of chalcopyrite and minor amounts of molybdenite, 
which have been strongly sheared and broken by numerous faults. 
This corirplicated structural setting has made selective mining of 
narrow stringers of ore practically inrpossible. Production from 
December 1953 to March l951i., of nearly 6,000 tons of 3% copper, 
0.07 oz./ton gold and 1.0 oz./ton silver gave a net loss of about 
$7.00 per ton. According to the Field Team, the operation was 
competently managed so the nature of the deposit must have been one 
of the major factors preventing successful mining. 


There is no valid reason why further exploration will either 
develop substantial amounts of ore or change the mining or economic 
aspects of this complexly faulted deposit.

We have your letter of September 7, 19511., inquiring as to the 
status of the Bonanza Lead Copper Mountain property. 


Our field men examined the Copper Mountain prope:rty on April lii. 
and. 15, 19511.. During the week following the examination, Mr. Earl Gibbs, 
partner, visited our office and stated that he did not plan to do 
further work at the Copper Mountain property. He was requested to inform 
our office by letter that he wanted. the application withdrawn. In later 
conversations with Mr. Gibbs, it was learned that he had removed all 
his equipment from the property and had given up the property. Again, 
he was requested to notify us in writing of this so that we could officially 
withdraw the application. 


As it seemed quite certain that Bonanza Lead would. officially 
request that the application be withdrawn, no more work was done on the 
field examiners' report, as there were a number of other Important 
reports pending and the examiners spent their time on these. One of 
these was the report concerning Bonanza Lead's application for assistance 
on , the Bonanza mine, Stevens County, Washington. 


To date we have not received. any written notification from 
Bonanza Lead that they want their application on the Copper Mountain 
property withdrawn; consequently, a field examiners' report will be pre-
pared to complete the record.

returns do not equal that amount. It being the intention of the parties 
that in the event mining operations are not carried on and said mm is 
closed, that if second parties desire to hold this lease, they may do so 
on payment of a rental of 2,500.00 per year. 


4. It is agreed by and between t	 parties, that second parties may 
terminate this lease on sixty days written notice to first parties, 
addressed to them by mail to Marcus, Washington, and at the expiration of 
said sixty day period all rights and privileges of second parties here-
under shall cease and terminate and second parties shall thereafter be 
freed from any and every obligation and liability hereunder, or in any 
manner arising out of any term, covenant or condition hereof, excepting 
only the following specified obligations which have then accrued and fixed, 
to-wit: 


(a). Second party's obligation to pay the net smelter 10% return due 
at that time, and (b) Second Partys' obligation to keep said property free 
from any lien or incuinbrance occasion by second parties' act or default. 
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5. Second parties may . at any time during the currency of this 
agreement install upon or remove from said property any tools, machinery 
equipment or facilities that they desire. It is agreed that upon the 
expiration or termination of this agreement that second parties may 
remove any tools, machinery., equipment and supplies placed by them or 
installed by thean upon said property, said qemoval to be made within 
120 days after the expiration or the termination of this agreement. 


6. Second parties agree to save and protect first parties and 
said property harmless from any and all liens or lien claims on account 
of labor done or material furnished to such property at the instance of 
second parties. 


7. Second parties agree that if the results of said test run justi-
by it that they will thin a reasonable time commence mining the prop-
erties hereinbefore described and continue with the same in a good, 
diligent and miner-like manner. 


The provisions hereof and all the promises, covenants and agreements 
of any of the parties hereto shall be binding upon the .rties hereto, 
their heirs, administrators, executors, successors and assigns, and shall 
continue in full force and effect for a period of fifty years from this 
date, unless terminated by second parties as provided for herein, or un-
less by reason of default herein by second parties, first parties shall 
have forfeited this lease by reason of said default. 


During the currency of this agreement, Second Parties agree to do 
all assessment work on all of said mining claims. 


For any breach of any agreement herein specified t;o be kept and 
performed by Second Party, the first parties may, following sixty days 
written notice to second parties addressed to Bonanza Lead, Colville, 
Washington, which written notie shall set forth the breach of covenant 
or agreement being complained of, provided, however that if the Second 
parties are thus in default as claimed by First Parties, then it is agreed 
that second parties, may within said sixty day period following the re-
ceipt o± such notice, avoid said termination and cure said default by 
performing the covenant or agreement breached. If such default has not 
been cured within said sixty day period, said termination shall there-
upon become dffective, and all Second Parties rights hereunder shall be 
forfeited, except only the right of second parties or their assigns to 
remove their property and equipment from said property as hereinabove 
provided in this agreement.
