The cited application, dated February 15, 1956, was received
by this office on February 2.

The Applicants proposed to explore the property by means of
100 feet of shaft sinking from the 265 level to the 365 lkwvel and then
drifting on the vein for 500 feet on the lower level, The estimated
cost of the work was $35,000,00. Their theory was that the grade of
ore was improving with depth.

The property was examined and sampled by the Field Team on
March 29 and 30, and April 2, 1956. This property had been previously

" examined by Willard Puffett in 1951 but at that time the principal

underground workings were inaccessible. The former application, DMA-
776X, was denied April 10, 1952 because the probability of finding a
significant ore body by the proposed program secemed remote. It was
stated in the letter of denial to the Applicants, that should the
principal workings be made accessible for examination, the DMA would
consider a new application. Since the first application was denied
the Edna shaft workings have been rehabilitated and unwatered.

Assuming a minimum width of 3 feet, eight samples taken on the
180 level would give an average grade of 1,20 per cent copper. Again as-
suming a minimum mining width of 3 feet, twenty-two samples taken at
eighteen places on the 260 level would give an average grade of 1.29 per
cent coppere. Gold and silver values in the vein are negligible.






The Field Team states: "Although the vein zone is wider
where exposed in the lower levels than the near-surface workings
would indicate, the copper content is too low to be of economic
interest. Considering that past exploration along the vein has
failed to find a significant ore body and definitely points to
the submarginal nature of the deposit, it appears that Government
participation in any program to test the Edna vein is not warranted
and it is recommended that the application be denied."

We concur with the recommendations of the Field Team and
the commodity member of the Geological Survey that this application
be denied., The commodity member of the Bureau of Mines seems to
think that the proposed project presents possibilities of success.
We cannot agree that rock of this grade is of economic importance

in a deposit of this width.

: The applicants requested assistance in deepening the
Edna shaft and drifting from it at a lower horizon.

The mine was the subject of a previous application which
was denied, DMA TT6X.

The applicants persisted, reopened the shaft and unwatered
. the mine to the 260 level. The applicants reported that the 260
' level disclosed the vein for a length of 500 feet, widths from 4 to
14 feet and "running" 5 to 10 percent copper. Previous sampling
had shown a vein structure at the 110 and 180 foot levels. The
sampling data for the 110, 180, and 260 levels, as taken by the
examiners, show:-=-

Reference to the geologic—-sampling maps, Plate 3.of the
Field Team report, shows the 2 samples taken on the 110 level are
50 feet apart, and probably are not representative of the vein for
the distance drifted. The 180 level samples indicate a narrow
streak of sulfide 1.32 feet wide, sampled in 4 places in a length
of 75 feet. The average grade is 2.62%. Because the drift is off-
set and the vein is not drifted upon 4o feet of the T5-foot length
is inferred. )






The 260 level, instead of being 500 feet long as stated
in the application, shows 305 feet of drifting in the vein .structure
and 100 feet of crosscut in dolomite. In like manner the copper
values are much overstated in the application judging by the
examiner's sampling, but the vein does appear to be stronger than
on the levels above. Thus an ore shoot of sorts, 125 feet long,
5.32 feet wide and averaging 1.46% copper, is indicated. A second
short ore shoot 30 feet long may be inferred and the south end is
‘open' but not promising.

This analysis differs somewhat from that of the examiner's
but does not better the all-around picture. The vein structure, as
known, is longest on the lowest level but even so is not promising.

As the examiners conclude, " . . . the copper content is

too low to be of economic interest.”™ .I concur with the recommendation
of the examiners and the Field Team.that the application be denied.

The Field Team exemination report of this property by
J. J. Quinlen, Geologicel Survey, has been reviewed. Information
and data included in the report are adequate; however, I am not in
complete agreement with the conclusions and recommendations.

According to the report, the indications are that with
depth, the vein is increesing in width, the structure is improving,
and there is less faulting. Furthermore, the grade of material is
believed to be sufficient to be of economic interest, as there are
other copper mines currently operating on similar grade material.

It certainly eppears that the vein should be explored be-
low the 260 level. This can be done as proposed by sinking the
shaft 100 feet and drifting 500 feet on the vein at the new level
or by drilling from the northwest crosscut on the 260 level.

this unit is slightly over 100 feet thick and that it is overlain
and underlain by argillaceous dolomites. The general trend of the
bedding in the mine is gbout N. 10° E. and the dip 40°-80° WW.

‘Dikes and sills of basic composition are exposed in the
mine workings (pl. 3). Near the shaft on the 260 level where the
vein. intersects one of these besic dikes, the dike has & bleached
appearance, contains some quartz and in places disseminated pyrite.

In the lower levels of the mine the Edne vein closely
follows bedding within the transition zone between the underlying
argillaceous dolomite and the thick unit of cream- to buff-colored
dolomite (pl. 3). Within the transition zone buff- to cream-colored .
dolomite is the dominent rock type with subordinate beds of argil-
laceous dolomite which are in part phyllitic or schistose.

"The Edne vein is essentially a silicified zone up to 20
to 30 feet wide. The zone appears to consist of a principal vein
strand, 6 inches to 9 feet wide, with subordinate stringers and
irregular zones of silicification, meinly in the footwall of the
principal vein strand. At most places the principal vein strand
appears to be essentially parallel to the bedding but mapping indi-
cates that in detail it actuslly crosses the bedding at & small
angle. The general strike of the vein is N. 100 E. and its general
dip 65°-70° NW. : ,

The principal vein minerals are quartz with subordinate
amounts of & light-colored carbonate mineral, pyrite, chalcopyrite
and tennsntite. In the oxidized portions of the vein there is

‘considerable malachite and azurite staining. There mey be also & '

small amount of chelcocite present but becasuse of the limestone
environment secondaery enrichment would be a negligible factor.

Although minor emounts of sulfide are disseminated through-
out the vein zone most is confined tc nexrrow bends principally within
the main vein. These bands, about % inch to 8 inches wide, are gener-
ally parallel to the vein. In places, hair-thin to {-inch stringers
of a gray copper mineral occur in smsll transverse fractures in the
vein and immediate footwall area. ‘

SAMPLING

Willard Puffett sampled the vein exposed on the 110 level
when he examined the property in 1954. At the time of the present
examination the vein exposed on the 180 and 260 levels was sampled
where practicable on approximately 15-foot centers. The locations
and assay results for gold, silver, and copper of the samples taken
on the 110, 180, and 260 levels are shown on plate 3. These assay






results indicate .that the vein is of no economic interest, the gold
and silver velues are negligible, end the copper content is low.

 The Edna mine was the sub.ject of an application, DMA TT6X,
in 1951. The work contemplated at that time included rehabilitation
of the shaft, dewatering, mapping, etc., in Stage I at an estimated
cost of $5,000. Stage II to cost $17,000, included drifting and
diamond drilling. The application. was denied in April 1952.

Apparently in the meantime the property was sold to the Rare
Metals Mines and leased to Carr brothers, the‘'owners in 1951. The
shaft seems to have been rehabilitated and the mine unwatered to the
265-foot level. Levels at U5 feet, 110 feet, 200 feet, , and 265 feet
are said to disclose ore. In 1954t examiners mapped and sampled the
llO:}foot level. Of it they.say:

"The drift to the south was mapped and sampled; a copy of
the map showing assay results of sampling on the 110 and 45 foot
levels accompanies this memorandum.





"The vein, consisting of massive quartz and coarse-grained
carbonates, persists in the walls of the shaft to the water level.
