The applicant requests assistance in exploring a 1000-
foot long mineralized fracture zone from 10 to 40 feet wide in an 
area underlain by metamorphosed Paleozoic sediments and Tertiary 
granitic rocks. The iron-stained zone extends across the length 
of the Calumet claim, which is a claim in the Sultan Basin group. 


A contract, Idm-E14l7 (Docket No. DNEA 2435), covering 
exploration in the Iowa mine section of the group is in effect. 
As of July 7, 1955, the work was recessed on account of a snowslid.e. 
No subsequent report is at hand. 


In 1952, Curtiss and Rogers filed an application for work 
on the Calumet claim. The application, DNEA 24314, wApdenied. 
The examiner, W. P.. Puffett, reported under date September 18, 19, 
"The assay results obtained from samples taken along the mineralized 
zone indicate that the grade of the zone is too low to merit further 
exploration." 


In 1951, Mr. Joseph Mills recommended the property, not 
necessarily the Calumet claim, to his principals, the American 
Smelting and Refining Co. Under date of January Ii. , 1956, J. H.

Attached is a DMEA application from Robert T. Curtiss for an 
exploration loan on the Calumet Group, Snohomish County, Washington. Mr1, 
Curtiss presently has a DMEA loan on the Mint Claims,(Docket No. DMEA 2435, 
Contract Idm-E417). 


The Calumet claims were included in the original application at 
the time a contract was given for work on the Mint claims • As I remember, 
Willard Puffett and 'I made an examination of them at the same time as we 
did the Mint claims • I do not have a copy of our examination report, but 
as I remember we weren't too favorably impressed, mainly because of the 
rather inaccessible location of the property. However, by use of a helicoptor 
to deliver supplies along with a much higher copper price, the economics at 
least of the deposit have certainly changed. 


I believe that careful consideration should be given to Mr. Curtiss' 
proposal along with a possible reexamination of the property- itself. The 
shear zone along which the copper mineralization occurs is large enough so 
that tonnage could be developed very rapidly. 


From the Government's standpoint I would think that if a project 
were to be entered into it should be strictly on a unit cost basis • From 
talking to Mr. Curtiss it is apparent that a unit cost basis is perfectly 
satisfactory to him. Apparently he has the money available to carry out 
the program proposed.
