The area was said to be free of snow, and as we had our
field men in the vicinity of this property, they were asked to
make an examination. They visited the property on January_ 8
Unfortunately, it snowed during the previous night and therefore
they were unable to make a satisfactory examination; however, they
were able to determine that there is a mineralized zone about 20
feet wide comprising an undetermined number of stringers of chalco-
pyrite and scheelite in quartz-diorite. This zone is estimated to
be about LOO feet from a contact between the quartz-diorite and
Paleozoic metasediments. One mineralized fracture was sampled at
two exposures about 20 feet apart, but the assays are not yet
available. From what the examiners were able to see a re-examina-
tion under more favorable conditions is warranted. This will
probably not be possible until early next spring. The applicant
was advised to notify us when the property is sufficiently free
from snow to permit a thorough examination.

The exploration proposed by the Applicant consisted of
300 feet of drifts and 120 feet of crosscuttlng ‘at an estimated .
cost of $15,253.80.

The Field Team visited the property on January 8, 1957;
however, it was not possible to make a satisfactory examination
because of a heavy snowfall during the previous night and during
the time of the visit. Consequently, the property was re-examined
on June 26. The Field Team report was received by this office on
August 23, 1957.

‘ The only workings on the property are four open pits,
two of which have exposed two parallel fracture zones. A road cut
exposes bedrock in the pit area, and it was in the road cut that the
first discovery was made. In the overburden below the road, two pits
have been dug in an attempt to expose the continuation of the fractures
exposed above the road, but did not do so. Two parallel mineralized
Jjoints were exposed for about twenty-five feet. These two joints are
25 feet apart and strike and dip essentially the same. The width of
the mineralized zone ranges from a fraction of an inch to a foot or
more. The rock between the joints is unaltered and contains no v151ble
metallic mineral.

The Field Team states:

"The present exposures on the property do not appear
to warrant Government participation in further exploration.

The examiners found the samples had been picked from
narrow, paerallel mineralized joints or seems in a zone about 20
feet wide. The seams range from a knife edge to about a foot in
width and are not persistant in width or length., Little shearing
or faulting movement with alteration is indicated. As the mineral-
ization in the seams does not penetrate the walls, the average
overall grade is low.

In the opinion of the examiners, the low average values
exhibited at the surface will not increase with depth and partici-
pation by the Government in the underground work outlined in the
application is not recommended.
