Enclosed are three copies of an application for DMEA
assistance submitted by Columbia Titanium, Inc. of Tacoma, Washington.

This property is the same one that was the subject of various
letters from Mr. Roth to President Truman and Senator Caln in 1951,
and to this office in March and Novenber of 1952, at whlch time the
company was U. S. Metals Corpany.

Mr. Roth presents no exploration program. Apparently, he
has a placer deposit that contains an appreciable amount of magnetite,
and lesser amounts of several other minerals. The only minerals on the
DMEA list are monazite, chromite, columbium, tentalum, and rutile. No
evidence is given in the ‘application to suggest that these commodities
are present in commercial amounts.

A careful study of your application for aid in an
exploration project does not reveal that your property has
sufficlent promise of yielding materials of acceptable grade
in quantities that will significantly improve the mineral supply
position for the National Defense Program to warrant Govermment
participation in its exploration.

In your letter of February 2, 1957, submitting your
applicntion, you state that "Only the problem of financial
assistance to establish a commercial plant remains", The Defense
Minsrals Exploration Administration does not provide financial
assistance for this purpose. Many of the minerals you list in
your application are not eligible for exploration assistance.

In addition, there is no evidence in your application to support
the probability of finding those minerals listed in your applica~-
tion that are eligibls for exploration in sufficient quantity and
grade to be of importance economically or for National Defense.
Under the circumstances, I regret to advise that your application
for aid in an exploration project is denied.
