A contract was executed July 21i, l957$to dplore sec. 10, T. 
29 N., R. 38 E., W.N., Stevens County, eoTad'o. • The work was divided 
into two stages. Stage I consisted of bulldozing 7 trenches and core 
drilling 18 holes'o ecplore for uranium ore deposits in a northeasterly 
trending quartz mbnzonite-meta sediments contact zone that traverses 
the property. Stage II consisted of additional core drilling to 
further explore favorable areas indicated by the Stage I work. 


Work was started July 31, 1957 and was discontinued 
November 28, 1957, ,because snow made the roads :virtually impassable. 
Amendment No. 2 aurized a period of recess starting November 28, 1957, 
and ending not later than April 15, 1958. The same amendment (item 5) 
added sec. 15, T. 29 N., R. 38 E., W.M.,. to the contract area arid 
provided an additional Stage III to explore the new area. 


Work under the contract was not resumed by April 15, 1958, 
and in a letter dated June 2, 1958, Mr. William D. Weaver, President, 
stated that the corporation had been unsuccessful in securing further 
capital to finance its participation in the contract and requested. 
that the contract betehninated. In a letter to Washington, dated 
June ., 1958, the Field Team enclosed Mr. Weaver's letter, and 
recomthended that a mutual termination agreement be prepared. 


Of the work authorized only the seve ,trenche s and seven of 
the eighteen hOles in Stage were completed. Holes 1, 2, and 3, were 
logged by the AEC.1 The highest readings indicated 3 times background 
in Hole 1, fran 1OQ to 120 feet, at which point the hole caved; and at 
2 times background in Hole 3 at 85 feet. Holes Lj. and 5 were not logged. 
Hole 6, logged by the Operator with a Babbel probe, registered up to 2 
times background. Hole 7, logged by the Operator with a Hoffman probe, 
registered up to 2.5 times background. No uranium minerals were. 
identified by the Field Team examiners in any of the core or cuttings.

Justification for Amendment No. 2 


Section 10, T. 29 N., R. 3o ., W.Ji., is the jresent project 
area under the contract. Section 15, the additiohal project area under 
this proposed amendment joins sec. 10 to the south. At the time thefirst 
application for exploration aid, the Operat or did not control sec. 15. 
Rights of possession were obtained and the Operator having completed the 
trenches under Stage I of the contract moved the bulldozer to sec. 15 to 
trench anomalous radioactive areas indicated by a scintillometer traverse. 


Uranium, in the form of sparsely distributed autunite, was 
found at the surface along a vertical fault at a pointS about 2,500 feet 
southwesterly from the southernmost DI'IIA work in sec. 10. The mineralized 
outcrop is in the metasediments well above the granite-metasediment 
contact topographically. As all Imown uranium deposits in the area 
have been found at or near the contract on the metasediment side, the 
mineralized outcrop may reflect such a deposit. 


On October 11, 1957, in a letter addressed to the Field Team, 
the Operator requested an extension of the contract to explore. sec. 15 
at an estimated c:ost of $227,28.71. The Field Team suggested to the 
Operator that the proposal as submitted was too elaborate; on October 23, 
1957, a revised proposal in the amount of $3L1.,831 was submitted. 


The field examiners and Field Team conclude.that the geologic 
probability of making a significant discovery on sec. 15 is fair, and 
recommended a modest exploration program costing $8,Ol1..60 


In a memorandum, dated November 29, 1957, W. P. Williams, USGS, 
concurred in their recommendation. The USBM commodity rnemberts alternate 
also concurred. 


The writer agrees that the reduced exploration program 
recommended by the Field Team has a fair chance for success since 
the surface indications of uranium deposition in sec. 15 are better 
than the average showings in the area.

work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled.

(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs';. and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article . 8.	 See Article 13. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work 'are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)	 '
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(c) Final report.—TJpon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirementts.If in the opinion of the. Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayme?it by Opeiator.—(a) Cer tification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 . 50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3 ½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to procluce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—A1l costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in it opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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' date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract a necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free :ofal.l. obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 	 - 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered ipail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to beniefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Description of the Work 


General ovisions: 


The object of this project is to explore for uranium ore 
deposits in a northeasterly trending quartz monzonite-meta sediments 
contact zone that traverses the subject property. The work will 
consist of bulldozer trenching and core drilling holes to depths of 
100, 150, and 200 feet. 


The primary purpose of the trenching is to locate more 
accurately the exact position of the contact in order to place the 
drill holes to the best advantage.

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium on State land 
north of the Spokane Indian Reservation., Stevens County, Washington, 
by bulldozing nine trenches and. diamond drilling 4i holes to an over-
all depth of 8,800 feet or an average depth of 200 feet per hole, at 
a total estimated cost of $81,650.00 of which the Government's share 
will be 75 percent or $61,237.50. 


This is a very intriguing application because the selection 
of the target area, about 7 miles northeast of the Micinite Mine, is 
based upon a new application of geochemical analysis of soil sanles. 
Should the proposed program prove successful, a new tool for explora-
tion for uranium in this area would be proven to have considerable 
merit. No other method has so far prOven effective. 


Some changes and modifications of the proposed program would 
appear to be in order - - possibly the program could be considerably 
reduced - - but the application, in our opinion, merits serious considera-
tion.

INTRODUCTION 


The following report summarizes geologic and geochemical studies conducted 


n search of commercial uranium mineralization on the property of the Blue 


Mountain Mining Company in Stevens County, Washington. The property consists 


of all of Section 10, Township 29 North, Range 38 East, lying just north of 


the Reservation boundary in the Spokane Indian Reservation Uranium District. 


The field studies were made during the season of 1956 by Fred 0. Jones, Con-


suiting Geologist, with .,the assistance of George D. Weaver. Laboratory analyses, 


were performed by Donald D. Johns and Donald L. Merrick of the Mine Consultants 


Laboratory..


SUMMARY OF GEOLOGY AND GEOCHEMICAL RESULTS 


Section 10 lies in a broad belt of deformed units of the Deer Trail Argil-


lite formation which has been intruded by a granitic batholith. Erosion sub-


sequent to the intrusion and the elevation of the land mass has resulted in a 


complex pattern of surface exposures. In some areas outcropping rocks are 


argillite; in other areas they are granite. It is in a similar contact zone 


between the argillite and granite rocks that the famous Midnite Mine of the 


Newmont Mining Company was discovered. The Midnite Mine lies seven miles south-


west of the Blue Mountain property. The attached map, Plate No. 1, shows the 


general geological and geographical relationship of the property to the Mid-


nite. Plate No. 2 shows the general geological relationships in Section 12 


where the Midnite Mine is located, and Plate No. 3 shows the general geological 


relationships in Section 10 of the Blue Mountain Mining Company. The results 


of geochemical studies as well, as the position of the geologic contacts has 


been plotted for reference and comparison. Section 10 contains approximately 


one and one-quarter miles of contact similar to that at the Midnite. The close 


proximity of this similar geologic setting to the large ore bodies at the 
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.	 S 
Midnite would justify a detailed exploration of this land for uranium miner-


alization. Surface investigations with the use of scintillation and geiger 


counters, however, failed to reveal any zones of radioactivity. 


It was discovered that soil samples in alluvial dispersion trains down-


slope fràm the granite-argillite contact in Section 10 contained significant 


anomalies of uranium. In order to have a basis for comparison permission was 


obtained from the Newmont Mining Company to take similar samples in the Mid-


nite Mine area. The following is a comparative summary showing the results 


from the Midnite and Section 10. Only samples taken in a similar geologic 


environment are included in this summary, and, as a consequence, it does not 


include many samples of colluvium shown on the map which were taken for other 


purposes.

These geochemical anomalies of significant magnitude in Section 10 are 


considered one of the most favorable showings yet discovered in the Spokane 


Indian Reservation Uranium District. The fact that the trace mineralization, 


in every case, lies down hill from the granite-argillite contact suggests 


that a buried zone of mineralization exists throughout much of the contact 


length. Additional geochemical and geophysical exploration will be required 


to trace down the areas of origin of the uranium mineralization. In all 


probability much of the contact lies at great depth and will need to be 


explored by deep drilling to determine its potential worth. 


To demonstrate the unusual significance of the high soil anomalies on 


Section 10 there has been included in this report tables and maps of most 


all of the geochemical work completed in the District during the 1956 fIeld 


season. The following tables summarize this data.

SOIL GRID "E" 


During the early part of this study, the authors were unaware of the per-


sistent concentration of trace uranium in soil alluviums downstream from uran-


ium orebodies. The discovery of this fact Was to materially alter the method 


and scope of this investigation.

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As may be seen from the diagrams in the inset, the anomalies do persist to some 


depth, but on the basis of the limited data from the two tests, no coherent re-


lationship between depth and magnitude of anomalies could be seen. The depth 


tests did show that the chances of picking up an anomaly are apparently just 


as good at a depth of three inches as they are at a depth of six feet, which 


was all that was necessary to know to use the method as a prospecting tool. 


However, further testing and study of this phenomenon is certainly indicated 


from the standpoint of scientific investigation.

PROPOSED PROGRAM OF EXPLORATION 


Geological and geochemical data indicate that the target zone for uranium 


mineralization lies along the contact between the Deer Trail argillite formation 


and the granite. If analogy can be drawn from the similar contact at the Mid-


nite Mine, any significant mineralization or.. ore bodies are most likely to be 


found in the schists of the Deer Trail formation along the contact. 


Consequently a program is proposed which would explore what is considered 


the most favorable part of the contact in Section 10. The program is shown on 


Plate 8. The program proposes 9 bulldozer trenches to uncover and locate the 


contact and to determine, if possible, its general attitude; 28 drill holes 


spaced at 100 foot intervals along the contact on the argillite side; and 1i 


cross sections of the contact zone with 16 holes spaced at 100 foot intervals as 


shown on the map.. 


A study of the elevation difference between the estimated position of the 


contact and the elevation of the highest geochemical anomalies suggests that 


mineralization along the contact probably does not lie at depths greater than 


100 to 300 feet. Some of the test holes will be shallow and some will be deep, 


but it is judged that an average depth of 200 feet will provide adequate data 


relating to the presence or absence of mineralization. 


It is recognized that the uranium picked up in the soil samples in the al-


luvial dispersion trains may not have come from the target zone described along 


the granite-argillite contact. The traces of uranium may have been derived 


from a quite different geologic occurrence and from an entirely different struc-


ture than that presently visualized. The fact remains, hcMever ., that the anom-


alies are of significant magnitude and of persistent distribution. If mineral-


ization Is not encountered as anticipated along the contact, the program should 


be adequately flexible to try to determine its source.

Excerpts from Joint Final Geolgic and Engineering 
Report by Eric G. Erickson, USBM, and Howard F. 
Albee, USGS: 


The object of the project was to explore for 
uranium ore deposits in a northeasterly-trending 
Loon Lake granite-metasediment contact zone by bull--
dozer trenching and core drilling. 	 - 


Significant uranium ore deposits have been 
found in the Midnite Mine area, about 6 miles south 
of the project, along the same contact. 


The subject project was. approved because soil 
samples taken along the contact indicated that the 
zone was equally as favorable as.the contaCt zone 
near the Midnite Mine. Along this zone the ore 
bodies range from 150 to 550 feet in length and 
about 15 to 60 feet in width, and extend for a 
distance of nearly two miles along the contact, 
The ore bodies occur most commonly where the dip 
of the contact is flattened and also appear to be 
controlled by systems of tight fractures and faults 
that cut the contact. The ore host rock is 
dominantly an argillite, for which the name 'Togo 
formation" has been proposed. 


The linear extent of the granite-metasediments 
in the project area is about 12,000 feet. It is 
believed that 2,kOO feet of the contact was adequately 
explored by the work completed. Further exploration 
along the contact zone is warranted, especially in 
sec. 15, 


The results of the work completed showed no 
significant amount of uranium ore; however, the 
possibility that a worthwhile deposit would have 
been found had the contract work been completed 
still remains. In view of this, a pseudo certifi-
cation was included as part of the Termination 
Agreement. 


Although the Operator was competent, it was 
handicapped by the lack of financing and was unable 
to complete the project. The Operator was unsuccess-
ful in its attempts to raise sufficient funds by 
stock offerings and agreements with other oompanies.

Survey Trace Elements Investigations Report 634 by Eugene L0 I3oudette 
and Paul L0 Weis (l957) The geology has been taken largely froni 
these reports and is supplemented by observations made during interim 
Inspections0
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Metaeedbnemtary rocks of Precaiiibrian (?) age have been 
intruded by the Loon Lake granite of Cretaceous age0 The Loon Lake 
granite in this area consists of quartz ?nonzonite 9 of which two 
varieties are present 9 one equigranular nd the other poriphyritic0 
The two varieties differ in radioactivity as well as in teture0 


The porphyritic facies is a massive 9 light pink to light 
bronishgray rock that contains orthoclase9 plagioclase 9 and quartz 
phenocrysts as large as 1 inch in diameter in a coarse to medium 
grained matrix0 Its background radioactivity ranges from O2O MR/HR 
over weathered rock to 030 AR/ over fresh rock0 


The equigranular quartz monzonite is lightgray 9 medium 
•	 grained9 and is locally iron stained0 Background radioactivity 


ranges from O0l5 /HR to 0O22 /HR0 


The metasedimental7 rocks of the area are slate 9 argiilite9 
phyllite 9 dolomitic limestone 9 limestone and quartzite0 The lower 
part of this series of metamorphic rocks is called the Deer Trail 
group0 The lowermost unit of the group is predominantly an argillite 
for which the name Thgo foration2 has been proposed0 It is the 
Togo formation which is the uranium host rock that lies in contact 
with the Loon Lake granite0 


The dominant structural feature is a northeasttrending 
anticlinal fold involving all the preintrusive. rocks0 The nti 
clime is about 30 miles long and near its southwest end is 
overturued to the west0 Faults and minor foldia are superimposed 
on the major structure in a number of places0 Small dikes and sills 
of aplite9 pegiiiatite 9 hornblende lamprophyre 9 and felsic rock of 
unusual composition are present in many places the first two types

At the Midinite mine ore bodies occur at or near the on

In sections 10 and l5 the area included in the Blue

THE PROJECT 


Blind ore bodies of significant sizes were found at the 
Iidnite mine along the contact between metasediments and granite 
and beneath surfaces which showed no radioactivity anomalies0 Soil 
samples taken by the Operator down slope from the surface trace of 
the contact in the Midnite mine area and in sections 10 and 15 
showed trace anomalIes of uranium0
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The radioactivity anomalies from sections 10 and 15 were 
found to be greater than those from the Midnite nine areas and as

In a letter dated April 19 9 1957 the applicant proposed 
to reduce the bulldozing hours from 400 to 160 and include a geoc 
physical survey that was estated to cost C3 96000 This proposed 
change in the program reduced the total estimated cost 600, to a 
new total of $l9050G 


Tso conferences were held with the applicant to discuss 
the proposed program0 It was concluded that because of the shallow 
cover the contact could be located more positively and more economi 
cally by 7 trenches than by the combined trenching and geophysical 
surveying proposed by the applicant0 The app1icants proposed 
drilling program was reduced from a total of 44 holes to 1 holes0 
The distance between holes was based on the size of ore bodies that 
might be expected in view of present Imown ore bodies in the area0

The above modified program 9 reconended by the Field Team9 
was designated as Stage I in the exploration project ccntract0 A 
second stage 9 allowing access roads 9 preparation of drill sites 
end 29000 feet of drilling9 contingent upon the results of Stage 'I 
work 9 was also included in the contract0 
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Work was started July 3l 1957 with the construction of 
about 70O0 feet of access road0 This initial access road was 
completed August 9, 1957 after 35 bulldozer hours had been expended0 
During September 1957 the remainder of the 60 bulldozer hours allowed 
for access roads was utilized, completing the access road construcc 
tion0 Soil samples were taken at 50 stations along the access road. 
The geochemical analyses of the samples did not show any appreciable 
anomaly.


Excavation of trenches was started August 9, 1957. The 
7 trenches allowed by the contract were completed by September 16, 
using a total of 80 bulldozer hours0 The trenches averaged about 
200 feet in length and varied from 3 to about 7 feet in depth.

The contact was found to dip much steeper than was previc 
ously thought0 Where the contact trends northeasterly the dip is 
in the range of 450 westerly and where it trends easterly or northerly 
the dip is in the range of 700 northerly or westerly0 Several basic 
dikes and at least one aplite dike were exposed in the metasediments9. 
but their attitudes could not be determined. 


The Operator started the drilling phase of the project 
during August .1957 as soon as the first drill site could be located. 
Amendment .o . 1 dated ovember 27 9 19579 provided for a change of 
location of the drill holes0 Seven holes were drilled having an

Introduction 


The following report surrimarizes geologic and
-n-! 


conducted in search of commercial uranium mineralization on hBiii. 


Mountain property (Section 10, T. 29 N., R. 38 E.) in Stevens County, 


Washington. The studies were made during the field seasonsof l96 


and 197 by the writer with the assistance of George B. Weaver. Lab-


oratory analyses of soils were performed by Donald D. Johns and Donald 


L. Merrjck.


Geolor and Geochemistry 


The Blue Mountain property lies in the Spokane Indian Reservation 


Uranium district just north of the reservation boundary. 


The land is situated in a broad belt of deformed units of the Togo 


formation which has been intruded by a granitic batholith, known as the 


Loon Lake granite. Erosion, subsequent to the intrusion and elevation 


of the land mass, has produced a complex pattern of topograpby and sur-


face rock exposures. In some areas, outcropping rocks are slaty argil-


lite, phyllite, schist and quartzite, while in other areas they are gran-


ite and quartz monzonite. The metamorphic rocks of argillite, phyllite, 


schist and quartzite are the older rocks belonging to the Pre-Cambrian 


series. The granitic and quartz monzonite rocks which were intruded 


into the metamorphics are younger and of Cretaceous age. (Becraft, G.E. 


and Weis, P. L., 197). 


The Midnite Mine of the Newnont Mining Corporation is in the con-


tact zone between the Loon Lake granite and the Togo formation, In this

mine, the mineralization and ore bodies occur principally in sheared 


and fractured zones adjacent to the contact in the Togo formation. 


The Blue Mountain property lies seven miles northeast of the idnite 


Mine.


It was discovered that soil samples in alluvial dispersion trains 


downslope from the granite-argillite contact in Section 10 contained 


significant anomalies of uranium. In order to have a basis for corn-


parison, permission was obtained from the Newmont Mining Company to 


take similar samples in the Midriite Mine area. The following is a corn-


parative summary- showing the results from the Midnite and Section 10. 


Only samples taken in a similar geologic environment are included in 


this summary, and, as a consequence, it does not include many samples 


of colluvium t	 hema which were taken for other purposes.

These geochemical anomalies of significant magnitude in Section 10 


are considered favorable. The fact that the trace mineraliation, in 


every case, lies down hill from the granite-argillite contact suggests 


that buried zones of mineralization might exist throughout much of the 


contact length.


Physical Exploration 


The property was explored during the summer and falLseason of 195? 


with seven bulldozer trenches and seven diamond drill holes. The bull-


dozer trenches opened the contact between the Togo formation and the 


granite and provided the attitude of the contact so that drifl hole 


sites could be selected. The positions of the trenches and drill holes 


are shm on the attached Blue Mountain Project map. Core drilling was 


concentrated in the Togo formation. However, drill hole #2 was entirely

in granite. Detailed logs of the holes are to be found in progress 


reports. In all of the trenches and drill holes, no evidence of corn-


mercial mineralization was discovered. The rocks along the contact 


are all moderately fractured and deformed, but no major cross struct-


ures were opened which might have pointed the way to ore bodies. 


Conclusions 


1. The results of the pIrsical exploration were completely negative; 


no indications of commercial mineralization were discovered. 


2. The borings and trenches do not provide a satisfactory answer re-


garding the origin of the geochemical anomalies found in the soil dis-


persion trains downslope from the contact zone. 


3. More complete exploration of the contact zone along the surface 


and at depth might reveal concentrations of uranium minerals in com-


mercial quantities. 


Li.. Additional research is needed to determine whether trace amounts 


of uranium in alluvial dispersion trains may be used successfully as 


prospecting tools.

In a letter to the Field Team, dated June 2, 1958, 
Mr. W. D.Weaver, president, stated that the company was unable to 
finance their share of the remaining exploration program and requested 
that the contract be terminated. 


No significant uranium mineralization was discovered by the 
project work.

about 60 feet less than the minimum. Both of these departures are• 
in part due to topographic irregularities. All other spacings either 
conform to the contract specifications or are such that had the drilling 
been completed, intervening holes would have cömpleted.a proper space 
pattern.


Holes 1, 2 and 3 were logged by the Atomic Ergy Commission 
with acalibrated instrument. The highestreadings indicated 3 times 
background in hole 1, from 100 to 120 feet, at which point the hole 
caved; and twice background in hole 3, at 5. feet. Holes 4 and 5 were 
not logged. Hole 6 was logged by the Operator with a Babbel probe 
which registered up to twice'background. Hole 7 was logged by the 
Operator with a Hoffman probe which registered up to 2.5 times back-
ground. No uranium minerals were identified by our field examiners in 
any of the core or cuttings. 


On the basis of the results of the completed work there are 
nogrounds for certifying a discovery or development. Neither has the 
completed work adequately tested the target area.

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings: In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following.	 . - 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete vord 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERAT 


The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
recjiiired to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sjsts of three parts as follows: 


(a) F'orm MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Vducher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress eport.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 


• which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment.

Enclosed are three copies of a memorandum from Howard F. 
Albee, Geologist, Geological Survey and G. G. Waddell, Mining 
Engineer, Bureau of Mines, recommending an extension of Contract 
Ithn-E11111 with Geo-Resource Côrpd^ration. 


Geo-Resource Corporation is currently exploring under 
Contract Idm-E111 1i- an area north and east of the Midnte mine along 
the contact of granitic intru.sive rocks of the Loon Lake batholith. 
In this area outcrops are scarce and the project is based on the 
discovery of anomalous concentrations of uranium in the soil below 
the granite-sedimentary contact. It is postulated that these 
anomalies may be the result of deposition of uranium by grundwater 
which has leached the uranium from ore bodies at or near the contact. 
The object of the exploration is to test the contact in this area 
in the hope of discovering the ore bodies which are the source of 
the anomalies. The work has not progressed sufficiently to draw 
any conclusions.. 


Work under the present contract is confined entirely to 
section 10. The applicant presents data to show that soil sampling 
in section 15 has discovered anomalies even stronger than most of 
those in setion 10. Subsequent scintillometer traversing and 
bulldozing have uncovered a fracture zone a few hundred feet from 
the contact in which coatings of autunite are found on fracture 
planes. Two samples taken by the DNEA field examiners assayed 
only O.O54 and O.O1i7 percent U308; some samples by the applicant 
assay much higher (see the map accompanying his application).







These samples do not mean much. The autunite is little more than a 
staining and is significant only in that it is the first discovery 
of ü±ániurn minerals in placej on the property; it is in no way 
indicative of the grade of any ore that might exist in depth. As 
such it unquestionably justifies some further investigations. The 
relation of the occurrence to the contact is shown on figure 1 
accompanying Albee s and. Wad.d.ell t s memorandum and its relation with 
respect to section 10 is shown by the map submitted with the 
applicant' s request. 


The land in section 15 is controlled through an operating 
agreement with the Universal Mining Corporation who purchased it 
from the Taylor Land and Livestock Company. Copies ol' the Warranty 


Mining Deed and the Operating Agreement were sent to you with our 


letter of October 23; copies of the Consent to Lien and Subordina-
ti9n Agreement were mailed to you on October 30. 


The Field Team believes that the showings on section l 
deserve exploration, but óoncurs with the examiners that the modest 
program they propose is all that is warranted at this time. We 
feel sure that the applicant will accept whatever contract is 
offered to him.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Governthent 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-j 
sists of three parts as ,foll9ws: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form' details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress ,Report.—Tliis, is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings.' In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are. to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include thecosts of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
servicesj materials, 'etc. which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

Preparation of Form MP-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a month1ybasis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering iosts may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising; etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

DIAMOND DRILLING 


Two holes were çmp1eted in Octobe±, and another init-
iated for a total of. .55-. feet of drilling. Hole No. 4 was comp-
leted to. a depth of .301 feet. Hole No. 5 was initiated and 
drilled, to a total depth of 362 feet. No mineralization was 
visible in the cores, but there was some variation in radio- U 
activity in the cores from Hole No. 5. (See "Probing" below). 
The diamond drilling program has been hampered by extremely' 
difficult drilling conditions, including caving, water loss, 
and badly' fractured rock. One encouraging factor is the re-
charge of the high-level spring area which now appears to be 
making enough water to support the drilling program. The con-
tractor anticipates laying a pipe line and setting up a pump-
ing system by the early part ofnext week, thus dispensing with 
the bothersome hauling of water. 


PROBING


The hole probing has been plagued with mechanical diff-
iculties. After waiting the majority of the month for parts to 
arrivé from Salt Lake City, the Atomic Energy Commission ot 
their probe unit reassembled and got.a probe down HoleNo. 4. 
7hen the probe hit the water in the bottom of the hole, th 
water seeped into the cable-to-probe joint and shorted out. No 
record was obtained, but the operator reported observing several' 
"good jolts" on the way down. When a new probe unit is obtained, 
the AEC will try again. 


MISCELLANEOUS 
Topographicmappiflg of the project area is proceeding on 


a continuing basis. During November, detailed geologic mappingof 
the features exposed in the trenching program will be initiated.

No uranium minerals were identified in any of these holes. 
Holes Nos. 1, 2 and 3 have been radioxnetricafly probed by the AEC. The 
results gave no indication of abnormal radioactivity. In attempting to 
probe hole No. 4 the probe shorted-out in the water; thus, neither hole 
No. 4 nor hole No. 5 have been radiometrically probed. Hole No. 6 was 
still in the drilling stage at the time of inspection.

Enclosed are two copies of a letter dated November Li., 
1957, from William D. Weaver, President of Geo-Resource Corp., 
requesting authoriz3tion to drill six of the diamond drill holes 
remaining under the contract and requesting an amendment to the 
contract to permit drilling of the holes to depths greater than 
200 feet with Field Team approval so long as the total of 5,000 
feet authorized under Stages I and II of the contract is not 
exceeded.


The project was based on the results of geochemical 
analysis of soil samples taken along alluvial dispersion trains 
below a granite-sedimentary contact known to contain very signifi-
cant ore deposits at the Midnite mine. The exact location and 
attitude of the contact was not then known; therefore a two-stage 
program was recommended to test the area along and near the contact. 
In Stage I seven trenches were to be bulldozed to determine the 
location and, if possible, the surface attitude of the contact. A 
row of drill holes was aid out in alternate trenches to profile 
the contact and to explore the ore possibilities on the sedimentary 
side of the contact. With the location and attitude of the contact / 
thus established, six additional diamond drill holes were ProPosed/ 
between trenches to explore to the contact at a depth of 200 feet.' 
Stage II provided for additional drilling should Stage I be success-
ful.


Because of the steepness of the slopes it was not practical 
to put in the trenches precisely as shown on the map accompanying the 
contract; however, the Operator did, in good faith, expose the contact

with seven trenches. ecause the line of the contact was not as 
regular as had been ex.ected. some of the trenches were necessarily 
closer spaced than thecontract'called for The trenches indicated 
a dip. of the contact toward the sediments, ranging from 800 N. in 
trench No. 2 to 559 W. at the east end of the project area. Drill 
holes No. 1 through 6 confirmed the constant direction of the dip. 


All the ore found at the Midnite mine has b een along the 
contact and in the sediments. None has been found in the granite. 
With the location and attitude of the contact established by the - 
work completed, it would now be a waste of money to drill any more 
of the holes originally planned to start in the granite. Before thee 
attitude of the contact was definitely established, however, it was-
necessary to exceed the maximum depth of 20 feet in two holes, 
hole	 which was drilled toà depth of 301 feet, and No. S which

was drilled to a depth of 362 feet. HoLe No. L. cut the cät at 
281 feet and hole No. 5 cut it at 336 feet. Bdcause of a granitic 
lens cut in hole No. ii., it was necessary to drill beyond the true 
contact in this hole and in hole No. 5 There remain 21i.6 feet of 
drilling originally proposed for the holes starting in the granite.

You will find attacheda plan ofthe Blue Mountain 
project, Section 10, T. 29 N., R. 38 E., Stevens County, 
Washington. On this plan there have been laid out six (6) 
additional drill holes. It is proposed to drill these holes 
as the next step of the project. They conform very closely 
to the Plate 1 program shown on Docket No. 4671. Field Team 
approval is requested for these holes to he drilled to a 
depth of 200 feet plus. 


You will also find enclosed Section AA Prime, which 
has been drawn nearly normal to the contact near drill holes 
No. 1 and 2. It shows the attitude 0: the contact, the drill 
holes, as well as the geochemical anomalies in the alluvial 
dispersion train below the contact. The completion of acc-
urate topographic rapping and other surveys have just permitted 
the completion of this section. As can be seen, the drill holes 
lack more than 150 feet of penetrating the contact zone at the 
elevation of the geochemical anomalies.

Inspections of the property were made September 16, 1957 
with G. G. Waddell, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and on September 30, 1957, 
with William D. Weaver, president of the operating corporation. 


As of September 16, the operator had. completed 7 bulldozer 
cuts designed to search for and expose the conta between the granite 
and metasediinents (p1. 1). The contact was exposed at 11 places, 
including road cuts and. previous dozer cuts, thus delineating very 
well the trace of the contact across part of the property. The 
contact was found to dip much steeper than was previously thought. 
Where the contact trends northerly the dip is in the range of 
14.5 westerly and where it trends easterly the dip is in the range 
of 70 northerly. Several basic dikes and at least one aplite dike 
were exposed in the metasediments, but their attitudes could not be 
determined. 


Three drill holes had been completed and a fourth one was 
down about 10 feet. One drill hole had been collared in the granite 
and three were collared in the schist. No anomalies were noted in 
the cores. Because of the steeply dipping contact and the rise in 	 7 
topography above the contact, the holes should be drilled to depths 
greater than those authorized in the contract, in order to explore 
at or closer to the contact. 


Drill hole No. 1, collared in the metasediments about 
50 feet from the contact, bottomed at l52 feet and penetrated the 
contact at 132 feet. Drill hole No. 2 was collared in the granite 
and bottomed at about 100 feet. Drill hole No. 3, collared in the 
metasediments about 50 feet from the contact, penetrated the contact 
at 73 feet and bottomed in the granite at 111 feet. 


i4AJj
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It is recomirnded. that no further holes be collared in 
the granite unless uranium mineralization is found in holes drilled 
through the metasediments. 


The operator reported uranium showings found in a dozer 
cut on section 15 while doing work on his own account. Section 15 
is contiguous to section 10 and is leased by the operator. This 
showing was examined September 30, 1957 as well as piogress on 
the contract work. 


Drill hole No. Li. , which was about 10 feet deep on Septem-
ber 16, was still being drilled. It is collared in the metasediments 
about 50 feet from the contact and. was 232 feet deep and still in 
metasediments. The rock in the lower part of the h is quartzite 
containing considerable pyrite and streaks and contorted bands of 
greenstone. The structure is massive but sparse fractures filled 
with calcite are present. In a few places silica, strongly colored 
by hematite, was noted associated with the greenstone. The 
operator reports specks of autunite are visible under fluorescent 
light through most of the core. 


The autunite showing in section 15 . is exposed in a dozer 
cut in schist, (fig. i). The exposed rock shows three distinct 
sets of joints. One set strikes N. 140_i00 E. and dips from 
56°-65° east, one set strikes N. 80°-90° W. and dips about 750 
south, and. one set strikes N. 50 W. and dips vertically. The 
bedding and foliation strike N. 10-l2 E. and dips I3°...1i.9O east. 


The rock is cut by two faults and a shear zone that 
strike' to the northwest and dip vertically. The walls of the 
faults are separated by Ii-5 inches of breccia and gouge and the 
two faults are separated by 3 feet of thin-bedded schist. The 
schist between the faults is rich in iron that probably was 
introduced from the faults. One fault shows no evidence of move-
ment other than the brecciation and gouge, but the beds on either 
side of the northeastern fault are offset vertically about 1 foot.' 


The autunite is in a tongue of altered schist adjacent 
to the northeastern fault. The alteration is observed as a tongue 
of bleached material with the bleaching originating at the fault 
and following the bedding outward for l8-2 1i. inches. Similar 
alteration also follows a joint outward toward the southeastern' 
fault. This joint was one of several closely spaced joints found 
only between the two faults. This set of j oints strikes about 
S. 60° W. and dips 75° southeast and although the joints reach from 
one fault to the other, the bleaching was seen outward. only from the 
northeastern fault.


2
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A bleached zone about a foot thick and parallel to the 
bedding, extends from between the faults to the floor of the cut 
beyond the northeastern fault. The color of these bleached beds 
is yellowish gray in contrast to the white to light gray of the 
previously described bleached zones. As the bleached beds are 
offset by the northeastern fault the bleaching was probably 
earlier than that of the mineralized bleached material.

Section 10, Township 29 North, Range 38 East, W.M., 
the property which is the subject of DMEA Contract No. 1dm-
E 1114, is joined on its south boundary by Section 15, T. 29 
N., R. 38 E., W.M., which is also held under an operating 
contract by Geo-Resource Corporation. (See Enclosure No. 1, 
"Operating Agreement", 4 copies). At the time of application 
for DMEA assistance, this corporation did not hold this land 
under contract, although the section had been examined and 
tested geochemically on behalf of Universal Mining Corporation, 
the property owner. The results of this work were set forth 
in our recent report which accompanied the application for 
assistance on Section 10, and will be found on pages 22-23, in-
clusive, and Plate No. 4 in the pocket. 


The results from Section 15 were extremely favorable, 
one sample line, (Group J, pages 29, 30 and 31) showing 30 
samples containing over 100 parts per million; of which 15 samp-
les showed over 200 parts per million. Two of these samples 
showed 300 parts per million, and two of them tested 400 and 
500 parts per million, respectively. 


As a result of these findings, Geo-Resource Corporation 
acquired the property early this spring. Although the section 
had been gone over repeatedly by engineers and geologists with 
scintillometers, and in fact had been checked by our own staff, 
it was decided that following the general lines of approach 
indicated by our geochemical program, a "buried-probe" survey 
of ertain areas might yield definitive information concerning 
possible differentials in uranium content in the schists. 


The first area cJiosen was not the one yielding the high-
est geochemical anomalies. The choice was made bectuse of- the 
fact that this sharp-spined ridge cuts across the bedding at 
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right angles, indicating possible structural and/or hydrothermal 
features controlling topography. A scintillorneter traverse of 
the roadcut showed an increase of .004 Mr/Hr over background. 
Following west on the strike of the ridge and burying the probe 
to a depth of twelve inches showed an area •to be weakly radio-
active (.027 Mr/Hr over a background of .018 Mr/Hr). Subsequent 
handtrenching brought the readings up to .040 Mr/Hr. 


After completion of the DMEA approved hours of bulldozing 
on Section 10, the company hired the bulldozer for two days to 
open the new find. At the roadcut, after deepening, a wet assay 
showed 0.042% uranium in a specimen which contained no megascop-
ically visible uranium. Six hundred feet west on the strike of 
the ridge, an assay showed 0.13% uranium, and autunite was visible 
in the specimen. Since then, 4 feet under the surface, high-grade 
specimens of autunite have been found which,' naturally, would give 
startling but mileading. assay results. 	 ' 


The mineralized rock. is. adjacent to two parallel fracture 
systems in the steeply eastward dipping schists, and hydrothermal 
solutions (containing predominately silica and iron minerals?) 
have altered and hardened a zone approximately 4 to 6 feet wide 
which crosscuts 'the north-south strike of the beds at a moderately 
acute angle. Surface indications lead us to believe that this 
exposure and the roadcut exposure represent different but parallel 
structures, and that others may be found.. 


Further west, on the north slope, much evidence of exten-
sive faulting and subsequent hydrothermal activity has been found 
in the float. In this area the fracture system is obscured in its 
westerly extension by mantle rock which may be 25 to 30 feet deep 
in places. In the area of interest the rock has not been exposed. 


The contact, where exposed by our work on Section 15, is 
steep to vertical, . and from our. highest exposure of mineralization 
might be at a depth of 1000 feet or more. .. Sections using assumed 
contact dips of 60 0 indicate that in many instances the contact,. 
in zones favorable.for mineralization,' may be at depths of 800 to 
1000 feet.	 ' 


Due to the favorable nature of this discovery and the pot-
ential for commercial mineralization, Geo-iResource Corporation 
desires to extend the contract on Section 10 so as to include this 
contiguous ground. We feel that any production on Section 15 should 
be made to pay the government's participation on Section 10 since 
we have the operation of both sections if an extension to the exist-
ing contract can be effected soon enoggh to allow us to initiate 
our work this season.

This program is designed to yield the maximum amount of 
information for the physical conditions with which we are working. 
The work on Section 10 has indicated the need for three things: 


(A) Far more extensive bulldozer work to cope with the 
conditions of extremely deep (up to 30 feet) mantle rock and 
slumped material.	 . 
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(B) Drilling to much greater depths than previously anti-
cipated.


(C) Much more allowance for driving standpipe, cementing 
and drilling out or reaming and casing. 


This extension application in its present form, will avoid 
the possibility of obtaining only incomplete and inconclusive geo-
logic information. This ground is ideally suited to the clear 
determination of the nature of the relationship existing. between 
the factors of structure, contact, and mineralization in this type 
setting. This method of approach to the exploration. of the ground 
should yield sufficient definitive geologic data to allow accurate 
interpretation of results, and to the possible culmination in comm-
ercial production of ores of uranium.

Its 
method of prospecting followed £a.ir'ly closely the geochemical 
techm.quee described in USGS Professional Paper 300, pages 659-665, 
(1955), by T. 8. Levering, H. W. LaIdn, F. N. Ward, and F. C. Canney. 
This paper can be obtauied from the United States (overnment 
Printing Ofice, W2shinton, I), C. 


The procedure used for determination of trace *mounts of 
uranium was basically the paper chromatography method described by 
Hunt, Ncth, and Wells (*nairst, Vol. 80, pages l72l91) with 
certain modifications worked out by the United States Geological 
Survey.


if you wish further intornnton on this method of 
prospecting for uranium, it is suggested that you contact the U. 8. 
Geological ttnvey, Denver Federal Center, Denver, Colorado, for 
recent developments in geochemical prospecting technique.

(a) Form J%(F-1O4—Operator' Monlhly Repqrt and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Jeport.—This is a statisticM report qf expenditures 
which shows costs for the variou types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A conise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A1l the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February . 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delet word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) - 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated br payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owied will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
andequipment.

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A).

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF–lO4A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and ei)gineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

As explained in the Field Team letter of July 11, 1957, 
Geo-Resource Corporation was unable to obtain a Performance Bond that 
would guarantee payment of royalty for a 10-year period except on 
unreasonable terms. 


In a conversation between the Executive Officer, and Karl 
Jasper, President of Grandview Mines, Inc., Mr. Jasper stated that 
Grandview Mines was unwilling to sign a third party Guaranty. He 
maintained that Grandview had already signed a Consent to Lien and. 
Subordination Agreement and that this in effect makes the company 
liable for the payment of royalty should Geo-Resource Corporation 
default in their royalty payments. A third party Guaranty would, 
in his opinion, merely duplicate this document. Further, to act as 
surety for a third party Guaranty would require certain disclosures 
of the company's financial position which they are unwilling to risk 
falling into the hands of their competitors. In a letter dated July 29, 
1957 (three copies attached) from William D. Weaver, President of 
Geo-Resource Corporation, reasons are given as to why Grandview Mines 
is unwilling to sign a third party Guaranty. 


Geo-Resource has under a 20-year lease the land included in 
the contract, and consents to lien have been obtained from Grandview 
Mines as well as the individuals who obtained the original lease from 
the State of Washington. It would appear, therefore, that the 


's right to royalty is adequately protected and that neither 
a Performance Bond nor a third party Guaranty is necessary in this 
case.

Enclosed are two, copies of a self-explanatory letter dated 
July 10, 1957, which Mr. Weaver delivered in person to the Spokane 
office yesterday. 


On July 1, Mr. Weaver telephoned MacLaren to outline the 
difficultkes his company was encountering in securing a Performance 
Bond. He was asked to write a letter stating the difficulties so we 
could forward. it to you. Instead, he called at the office later in 
the day to say that the problem was being solved as outlined in the 
Field Team letter of July 5, 1957 . It now appears that the associa-
tion between Geo-Resource Corporation and Standard Ores and Alloys 
is. still being negotiated. 


In view of the preposterous requirements of the Bonding 
Company, we recommend that this requirement be waived providing 
Grandview Mines and. the individuals concerned sign the Consents to 
Lien. We feel that such waiver, under these conditions, is to the 
Government's interest because without the waiver there can be no con-
tract. If the requirement for a bond is waived and the project results 
in a discovery 'leading to production, the Government's right to 
royalty would be as well protected as it would be if the property 
comprised unpatented. claims, or patented claims on which taxes were 
allowed to lapse. If no discovery should result, there will be no 
royalty right to protect.

Mr. William D. Weaver, President, Geo-Resource Corporation 
called at the DNEA office on July 1, 1957, to advise us that the 
matter of a Performance Bond is being handled by Standard Ores and 
Alloys of 120 Wall Street, New York City who will make arrangements 
directly with Washington. 


Should a contract be offered, it is the intent of Geo-
Resource to assign it to Blue Mountain Mining Conany in which 
Standard Ores and Alloys own 51 percent and Geo-Resource 0cm 
Li.9 percent. According to Mr. Weaver, Standard Ores and Alloys will 
be the financial backers and Geo-Resource Corporation personnel will 
carry out the project. 


Enclosed are nine extra copies of a map showing the location 
of the property and the proposed work. 


The two sets of Consent to Lien and Subordination Agreement 
enclosed with your letter of June l ii, 1957, have not yet been signed, 
but will be before a contract is presented for signature, if they are 
still desired, in view of the Performance Bond. 


In your letter of June 10, 1957, you ask us to comment on 
the 'estimated time required to bulldoze access roads, trenches, and 
preparation of drill sites, and the estimated time to conpiete the 
contract. The slopes are steep, the timber and underbrush are 
abundant, and. the overburden may vary in thickness from a few feet 
to as much as 10 or 12 feet. There is no drill site to which a drill







can be moved without some road preparation and the sites between 
trenches will all have to be leveled. Therefore, although 11.0 hours 
might prove excessive for drill site preparation, either or both 
the 80 hours for trenching and the 60 hours for access roads may 
prove insufficient. The overall time of 180 hours or 3.2 weeks 
for bulldozing we do not think will be excessive. 


Allowing an average drilling rate, including moving and 
setting up time, of 30 feet per day for a 6-day week, or 180 feet 
per week, it will require 16.6 weeks to drill 3,000 feet of hole. 
As little if any of the bulldozing and drilling can be done 
simultaneously, the total estimated time is 19.8 weeks or 11. 1.1. months. 
We allowed 5 months to take care of any unforseen delays, but would 
not object strongly to reducing the total time for the project to 
11. months.

work or not in excess of the amount of the Government's contribution to the cost of property which is or 
may become subject to disposal as provided in Article 9(c), whichever is greater. The Government will 
make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 7(b), but all payments 
by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until the account between the Operator and 
the Government is finally audited and settled. "Costs incurred" mean costs that have been paid or have 
become due and payable, or that in the opinion of the Government have become an obligation. The Gov-
ernment may make payments directly to independent contractors and suppliers for the account of the 
Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Estimated costs.—(a) Categories of costs.—The allowable costs of the work to which 
the Government shall contribute are limited to those that are direct, reasonable, necessary, and that are 
estimated in Exhibit "A" by categories as specified in this article. If any category or subcategory is 
omitted from the estimate of costs, or if the word "none" is annexed to the listing thereof, costs under 
such category or subcategory are not allowable. Any excess over any estimate which is indicated as 
the maximum of any category, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, and any 
excess over the estimated total allowable cost of the work, shall not be allowable. Any excess over the 
estimate of any ëategory, subcategory, or item, either as to requirement or related cost, not indicated 
as a maximum shall be allowable within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work. To 
the extent that excesses over maximums other than the estimated total allowable cost of the work may 
be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur such excesses for his own account 
without contribution by the Government; but except for any such necessary excesses in categories, sub-
categories, or items thereunder the Operator is not obligated to incur more than his agreed percentage 
of the estimated, total allowable cost of the work. 


To the extent specified in this article or in Exhibit "A" the following categories, subcategories, and 
elements thereof are maximums; but if not so specified either here or in Exhibit "A" they are not maxi-
mums, and may be exceeded within the limit of the estimated total allowable cost of the work: 


CATEGORY (1)—INDEPENDENT CONTRACTS.—WOrk to be performed under independent contracts 
(see Article 4(b)). The estimated total amount of this category and the estimated cost of each unit of 
work for performance under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)—PERSONAL SERVICES. 
Subcategory ( a) —Supervision.—All elements of this . subcategory (number of supervisors, 


periods of employment; rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)—Technical services.—All elements of this subcategory (number of technicians, 


periods of employment, rates of pay, and total) are maximums. 
Subcate gory (c)—Labor. 


CATEGORY (3)—OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.—Includes such items as drill bits and steel, 
explosives, fuel, pipe, power, small tools costing less than $50 each, timber, track. 


CATEGORY (4)—OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a) —Rental.—The number of each object to be rented [6 mine cars, 1 truck], the 


rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour]., and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcate gory (b) —Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subeategory (c)—Depreciation.—All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY . (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Sbcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subeate gory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.

CATEGORY (6)—NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (ExcLusIvE OF MINE WORKINGS) .-
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MIScELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work) 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article 9. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern -
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Tlpon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which .the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half ( 11,4) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien f r payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a)' Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination' of the Government's obligations..—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion t any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10' shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator; or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to be?vefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract Or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report. 


The applicant requested assiàtance in exploring a quartz 
mozizonite-metasediment contact zone similar to that at the Nidnite Mine 
in which large reserves (500.600,000 tons of 0.-1% U308) of uranium.. 
bearing material are believed to exist. 


Except for traces Of' radioactive material in the overburden 
down slope of the assumed position of the contact zone, no radioactive 
mineral has been found on the referenced property. A comparison favor-. 
able in character with the results of similar soil sampling at the Nidnite 
mine and the fact that the contact conditions are roughly similar are 
given as justification of the application. 


Trenching has revealed the contact zone in two places in the 
referenced property. No. specific information is given concerning the 
conditions at the 2 places, but it is assumed little of interest was 
revealed. If ore is present, it is in 	 detectable blind orebodies. 


Apparently there is a 7-mile length of contact zone between the 
applicant's property and the Midnite mine. No information is given as 
to results of prospecting this zone, which, I assume, has been done. It 
may be inferred no large orebodies make surface in the interval, arid no 
'frequency coefficient' for the zone has been derived. 


The proposal smacks of prospecting, the applicant should have 
done more work, such as trenching, and, perhaps, provided a better 
target.

Enclosed are four copies each of an examination report by 
D. R. MacLaren, Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and a cost analysis 
report by. E. W. Parsons, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, on 
the above-referenced application. MacLaren presents a geologic 
justification for a reduced program of.trenching and drilling, and. 
Parsons presents a cost estimate. 


The geologic setting of section 10, the area of proposed 
exploration, is similar to that at the Midnixnine, 7 miles distant. 
At the Midnite mine ore bodies occur in metasediments near a quartz 
monzonite-nietasediment contact. Individual ore bodies range in length 
from 150 o over 550 feet and in width from 15 to 60 feet. Total 
reserves are in the order of 500,000 tons of indicated and inferred 
ore having an average grade of 0.18 percent U30, and an additional 
100,000 tons of potential ore of similar grade. 


Soil sanpling of the alluvial dispersion trains has been 
done by the applicant in the area of the Midnite mine and. in section 10. 
Based on the similar geologic setting and a conarison of the assays of 
the soil sanles from both areas MacLaren concludes that the chance of 
making a significant discovery of uranium ore on section 10 is good and 
he recommends a two staè program of trenching and drilling. 


Parsons presents a cost estimate for the first stage recom-
mended by MacLaren.

The applicant proposed to explore for uranium ore deposits 
on a section of land located in the Spokane Indian Reservation. The 
property lies astride the contact between the Loon Lake granite of 
Cretaceous (?) age and the Deer Trail argillite of late Paleozoic (?) 
age.


There are many strong similarities between the applicant' a 
property and the Midnite mine which is located in the same general 
geological situation some 7 miles to the southwest. The Nidnite mine 
produced 5,400 tons of ore to May, 1956. It is likely that half a 
million tons of probable ore reserves exist on the Midnite property. 


The applicant bases his exploration proposals on the 
results of geochemical surveys he has completed in the vicinity. To 
obtain check data the applicant took soil samples on the Nidnite mine 
property. The U. S. Geological Survey also completed a geochemical 
soil analysis survey on the Nidnite property about a year ago. The 
highest value obtained on the Kidnite mine by the applicant seems to 
have been only 140 parts uranium per mi]Iion. The Survey' a maximum 
value was on the order of 2,000 parts uranium per milion, (TE& 634, 
Geology of the Midnite Mine area, Boudette and Weiss). 


From the Survey's geochemical work it would seem that the 
general background level for the region might be on the order of 
10 to 25 ppm uranium. The applicant has found several places on his 
property that are well above background. 


The proposed project would consist of a total of 44 diamond 
drill holes, and nine bulldozer trenches at a total estimated cost of 
$81,650.

I recoend that the application be referred to the Field 
Team for further action. The proposed project appears to have 
considerable merit; and it seems likely that DM participation 
in an exploration projeàt, possibly somewhat modified from the 
applicant's proposal, is warranted.

I am also attaching 2 copies of letter dated November 
1i. , 1958 from Mrs. Dorothy F.. Long, Authorized.Certifying Officer 
in answer to my letters dated October 28 and 29, 1958, copies of' 
which were furnished your office. This correspondence dwells on 
payroll taxes $357.60 and core boxes $55.00 claimed by the Op-
erator.


It will be noted in the second paragraph of Mrs. Long's 
letter dated November II. , 1958, that she had contacted the Op-
erator and was informed that no taxes of any kind had been paid 
and apparently the Operator was unable to furnish any proof of 
tax liability on salary of $2, LI.00.00 paid to George B. Weaver, 
Superintendent at the actual rate of Li. . 95% instead of . the esti-
mated rate of 111.9% claimed. Under the circumstances I have 
disallowed the entire amount of $357.60 for payroll taxes.. 


In the fourth paragraph of Mrs. Long's letter, it will 
be noted that Mr. A. E. Weissenborn stated that the $55.00 for 
core boxes was an acceptable cost, and that any additional claim 
for core boxes in amount of $16.00 should be made by the Operator, 
therefore under this ruling no adjustment has been made by me 
in the Report of Review. 


During the period of contract operation, the Operator 
had offices at 525-528 Hutton Building, Spokane, Washington, and 
on June 2, 1958, Mr. Richard Weaver, President of the Corporation

requested Mr. A. E. Weissenborn to cancel the contract due to his 
inability to secure additional capital to continue operations and 
to contact him hereafter at 1215 E. Thurston Avenue, Spokane, Wash-
ington, which apparently is his home address. In view of the fore-
going events it would appear that Mr. Richard Weaver did not have 
any accountant who possibly could have given a more definite ex-
planation on the tax liability of the corporation and whether any 
portion was applicable to the 11'[EA contract, however I believe we 
should accept Mrs. Long's letter as final on this subject and the 
disallowance to stand as set forth in the Report of Review.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through .the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-. 
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do. not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and euipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
- other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
makean audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-1p4 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals PreviOusly Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns snould also be filled in.

INSTRUCTIONS 


Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose. of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.'.' The reason for not distributing these items oh a. monthly basis is' doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently, to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. 'For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such inrormation is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the tontract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by thç Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important. 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason .for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless\ 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any ones 
mnth or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Foiin MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and epgineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such. 
phases, or on some other quitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be' distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred paments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article . . SI XtL4e 3. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator. shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers; and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the .Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or.as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent), applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold p'roduction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on . the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows:

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(1) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on .the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own n'me and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use • it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the GOvernment has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $5Q0, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of prOperty which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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• date such property was purchased , under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termincttion of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may. be  allowable, by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in thi paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide' for breach of contract. .
