Excerpts from Field Team Report by H. F. Albee, USGS & G.G. Waddefl, USB 


Most of the claims, which cover an area of nearly one and a half square 
miles, lie on the eastern slopes of Mount Leona at altitudes that 
range from 5,000 to 6,500 feet. 


The dominant rocks seen on the)property consist of biotite schist with 
granL tic facies in the north€rn part and irregular masses of pegmatite 
in the southern part of the area. 


The Applicant has done considerable work comprising road building, 
bulldozing at least 12 L.c.Utâ, and some wagon drilling. The wagon drill 
holes did not give any positive results. 


No evidence was seen to indicate a target area for exploration, 
Random occurrences of sparsely distributed uranium minerals were 
found on joint and fracture surfaces. Anomalous radioactivity away 
from places containing visible uranium minerals were found only in 
garnet -bearing schistose and granitic rocks. These anomalies were 
small and were detectable only at some places within the garnet-
bearing material. 


Ten samples were taken from rocks that showed the highest radioactivity. 
The assays ranged from 0.009 to 0.091 percent U 308. Assays of 18 
samples taken by the AEC from the property prior to the DNEA 
examination showed similar results. 


Since the examiners could find no favorable target area for exploration, 
and the Applicant's representatives were vague when questioned on 
this subject in the field, the examiners and Field Team recommend that 
the application be denied. 


Commodity Member's Comments: 


USRVI, James Paone, November 1, 1957: 


Mr. Paone concurs in the Field Team's recommendation, 


USGS, W. P. Williams, November 13, 1957: 


Mr. Williams agrees with the field examiner's findings and concurs 
in their recommendation for denial of the application.
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Div. of Rare & Misc. Metals, F. N. Murphy, November iS, 1957: 


It appears that the low-grade uranium mineralization on the claims 
might be due to secondary enrichment derived from minerals in the 
numerous pegiriatite masses. There are no major fractures, joints, or 
faultjon the property that might be worth exploring, hence, in the 
opinion of the D'1EA examiners, no favorable target area for exploration 
is evident. 


Conclusion and Recommendations: 


Assysfr samples taken from places showing the highest radioactivity, 
indicate that the best material is not of ore-grade, moreover, there 
appears to be no favorable structure on the claims where ore-grade 
material might occur. Therefore, this Division concurs in the Field 
Team' s recommendation that application DMEA-1767 should be denied.

The examining team report that the probability of finding 
minable deposits of uranium ore on the applicant's property is not 
good. They describe how somewhat anomalous radioactivity is afforded 
by sparsely distributed uranium minerals on joint and fracture sur-
faces in biotite schist. 


Several samples, taken both by the field examiners and. 
the AEC, all gave low assay results. 


The examiners believe that the property offers no real 
exploration target; and I, therefore,' agree with the recommendation 
for denial of the application.

Enclosed are three copies of memorandum examination report 
on the subject property prepared by Howard F. Mbee, Geologist, 
U. S. Geological Survey, and. G. G. Wadd.ell, Mining Engineer, U. S. 
Bureau of Mines. 


Weak radioactivity is widespread in an area of schistose, 
granitic, and pegmatltic rocks. Random occurrences of sparsely 
distributed uranium minerals, principally autunite or uranophane, 
are found in joints and frad¼ibures in garnetiferous schist and 
granite, but no structure or area that might be a favorable target 
for exploration was found. 


Ten samples taken by the examiners ranged in grade from 
0.009 to 0.091 percent cU36, while 11 samples taken by the .PIEC 
ranged from 0.012 to 0.132 percent eU308. Three of the IEC samples 
were assayed chemically and indicate that the uranium is in 
equilibrium, and the assays of the two groups of samples are in 
close agreement. 


I4lbee and Waddell conclude that the chance of making a 
significant discovery is poor and recommend that the application 
be denied.


The Field Team concurs with this conclusion and recommendation.
