Additional Information

Item L(a) No mining activities have been conducted. Consider-
able work has been done for exploration, mostly pointing the
way to further work. A 4O foot cut across the vein has been
made and has not reached either side of it. The cut wvaries
from 2 to 20 feet in depth. Core drilling has been commenced,
cross-cutting the vein. It has now reached 94 feet in depth.
The cores look good and show up well on the black light in

a typical tungsten color, but assaying must be done.

Ttem 4(c) ‘he property shows schorn mineralization 30 feet in
dWidth running approximately north_and south.

The examining team report that geologic conditions on
the applicant's property are not favorable for the presence of
important tungsten ore bodies. They point out that the strong-
est geologic structures presfitare joint systems. Scheelite is
not disseminated through the rock, as are sulphides, but rather
is found as a fracture coating.

Of a group of six samples taken by the examiners, only
one showed more than a trace of WO3. That sample was from a
hand picked stockpile. ’

I agree with the recommendations of the examining

team for denial of the application because an ore discovery does
not seem likely to result from the proposed work.
