Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring a mercury-
bearing fault in two properties, the West End and Fern Mines, by 
bulldozing and drifting. The estimates of cost include 2 "smelters". 
Ore, some of it high grade, yielding upwards of 5,000 flasks of 
mercury has been mined in the Barnum fault breccia on the Fern Hill 
and. McDonnell properties. By careful bending the applicant projects 
the fault over a mile into the West End. pro!perty. 


To the examiner, such an extension does not look probable 
and. he recommends that the application (11810) be denied. 


The examiner thinks bulldozing planned to trace the Opalite 1/ 
fault to its assumed intersection with the possible extension of the 
Blackwall thrust fault is warranted If ore is found in the outcrop - / 
of the Opalite vein or at the intersection, drifting would follow. 
If' generally successful, other similar work, as on the Roy No. 5 
fault, might be justified. No detailed work program is outlined.. 


I concur with the recommendations of the examiner, that 
application 11.810 be denied and a staged work program be approved 
as for application 11811.3.
