2. (a).Work under the Contract shall be suspended
during the.period beginning December 1, 1958, and ending
not later than June 15, 1959.

"~ (b) The Government shall not contribute to any
costs. Incurred by the Operator during the period of
suspension nor to any costs of rehabilitation or repair
which in 1ts opinion would not have occurred if there had
been no suspension of work.

' (¢) The Operator at its own cost and expense;
wlthout contribution by the Government, during the period
of suspension shall preserve and protect the project work.

3. The date fixed in Article 1 of the Contract for
the completion of the work is extended from November 19,
1958, to September 19, 1959. .

4. The maximum period for royalty payments and
the lien to secure the payment thereof, as provided in
Article 6 of the Contract, is increased from ten (10) to
eleven (11) years from the date of the Contract.

5. It 1s the essence of this Contract that the work:"
be resumed before the termination of the period here fixed
for suspension and be completed before the termination
of the period here fixed for completion; and if not so
resumed and completed in the manner required by the Contract,
the following provisions shall thereupon become effective:

(a) The Contract and all obligations of the
parties. thereunder, except as otherwise herein
expressly provided, shall be and are hereby
terminated, as follows:

(1) effective December 1, 1958, if the
work_has not been resumed on or before
June 15, 1959.

(11) effective September 19, 1959, if
the work is resumed on or before June 15,
1959, but is not completed on or before
September 19, 1959. - i

(b) The Government will contribute only.to
the .fixed unit costs of work performed prilor
to the relevant effective date set forth 1
5 (a) above. A

: (¢) The Operator shall promptly perform all
winding. up and settlement actions provided
for in the Contract, including the rendering
of the final report and final account.

'(d) The Operator, as principal if the
Operator is the producer, or as surety if the
Operator is not the producer, shall pay to
the Government,the royalty on production pro-
vided for in the Contract, in the same manner

and amount and for the full period of time pro-
vided for in the Contract (as amended herein),
as if certification of discovery or development
had been made, such certification being hereby
waived by the Operator. In addition, all rights
of the Government provided for in the Contract
with respect to certification of discovery or
development, percentage royalty and liens to
secure payment thereof, reports (including pre-
servation of Operator's records), accounts,
audits, and the right to recover any overpayment,
are hereby preserved.

6. The Operator hereby releases and agrees to save
the Government harmless from all claims or demands under
or arising out of the Contract, except as otherwise pro-
vided in this Amendment No. 1.

This Amendment shall not be construed to increase
the estimated total cost of the project, the aggregate
amount which the Government may be required to contribute,
nor the fixed unit cost of any item of work.

MAR 1958 , between the United States of America, acting through the
Department of the Interior, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, hereinafter called the “Gov-
ernment,” and ... Robert T. Curtiss, an individuwal

hereinafter called the “Operator,” as follows:

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before Nhyl,lSS8 ............................. , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within .9 months from the date .
of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in
‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is $11;20-00 ..... The Government will
contribute .50 percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $5:10-00 ...... ,
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(¢) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder
without the written consent of the Government. :

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: _Interest of

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-

formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in'a workmanlike manner, -and’in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insirance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).
- () Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable’ times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. '

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts.at.any.time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United Stites or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator. :

(b) Progress reports.and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher sglow-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type‘of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting pefiod ineluding adequate engineering-geological‘maps or sketches, drill Kole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.

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‘(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery ‘or ‘development from which- production-may be:made- has. resulted-from the work,cthe Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six ‘months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. See Annex II.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. :

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
. grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. ‘““Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (114) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1%4) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(11%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%4) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

cgrrently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Govermment not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’'s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Governmeut further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such Tights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision 'shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

ARTICLE 10. Changes and added provisions.—

We have been examining mining claims in the Sultan Basin of Washington
within the Snoqualmie National Forest as a result of verified statements
received under Public Law 84-167. This law, often referred to as the
Multiple-Use Mining Law, prescribes certain procedures whereby the
Government may obtain the right to manage the surface of unpatented v
mining claims, with the condition that such management will not materially
interfere with mining, prospecting, processing operations, or uses
reasonably incident thereto. The law also provides that a mining_claimant A
may retain his surface rights on claims located prior to the law (Ju;l,23,’fi%f::2
1955) by filing a verified statement noting the claims and locations. In uo
the latter instance we must examine all such claims to determine if the

asserted rights are valid. This involves a field examination of the

claims by qualified geologists or mining engineers and the preparation

of a report of their findings.

We have,

in fact, sent copies of some T5 of these mineral reports from this Region

of the Forest Service to the U. S. Geological Survey in Washington, D. C.

INTRODUCTTON

This veport describes the results of en exploration
projeet for copper orxe at the Mint cleims in the Sulten Basin,
Suohomish County, Washington, The project wes conducted jolmtly
by the Defense Minersls Explovation Administration and Roberd T.
Cuwrties, Operator, and was supplemental to the project described
in a Field Team final report on DMEA Docket 2435, Contract Idm-Eb1T7.

Sunmaxy

An exploration project contract in the asmount of
$11,620 wvas entered into on March 19, 1958, end wos completed om
September 19, 1959. Total expenditure under the contrect wag
£10,097.60, of vhich the Govermment’s share was 50 percend ox
$5,068.80.

The purpose of the project was o test with loag hole
drilling, crosscutting, eand drifting for the dowawvard extenslon
of ¢the Iewa vein whieh occurs in gramocdiorite. Three huudred feet
of crosseutiing and drifting and 250 fect of long holé drilling were
used to explore amn area 300 feet beneath the uwpper workings where
the vein bed previously been exposed (pl. 3). This work was @
continvation of the work carried out under Comtract Idm-Ekl7., -

Seventy-one feet of erossecutting awd a 55-Toot long hole
from the end of the No. 1 level crosscut indicated that the
structures previously intersected were very probably the dowaverd
extension of the structures exposed im the upper workimgs.

Recommendatlona

Although the project was successful in discovering a small
bedy of submarginel ore, it is doubtful that this waterisl can be
profitebly mined under foreseeable economic conditioms, Therefore
it is recompended thet uo discovery be certified,

Im 1915_the properity produced 10k tons of ove evevagiang
20 percent copper, 0.223 ounce gold,snd 3.2% ounces silver per tem.
Between 1937 and 1940, 96 tons of band-gorted ore were preduced,
This production came from the marrow high-grade shoots of bornite
apd chalcopyrite on the Ne. 2 and 3 levels with one stope comtimuing
through to the surface.

~ ‘ GEOLOGY

: The regional geology of the Sultan Basim District hes been
described by Ward Cerithers and A, K. Guard in Washington State
Division of Mines and Geology Bulletinm 36 wnder the ¢itle of
"Geology and Ore Deposits of the Sultan Basin; Snchomish County,
Weshington, 1945." Their report summarizes the geologle formations
as follovs: : :

"The oldest formation recognized im the Sulten Basinm is Ak}
extensive and complex series of metamorphesed rocks con-
sidered to be Paleozoic age. This formation is overlain By
& younger series of centinental beds--conglomerates, sapd-
gtones, and argillites--gnd is lntruded by peridotite which
is almost completely serpentinized. Thess formations are
Intruded by a batholith of quartz diorite which crops oub
over & large part of the basin. Unconsolidated morainal
waterial and thin deposits of lacustrine clay ceccur op the
walley floors as a result of Pleistocene glaciation, ”

o attempt was mede by the writers %o detail the complex stratig-
raphy or to correlate the formations with other avess. Further.
@ecloglcal studies of the district will be necessary befere ade-
quate imterpretations over & broad ares can be made.

: The deposiis comsist mostly of veins and mineralized
foults eutting the quargz diorite ard peridotite bediles, They cerry
guarte and carbonetes with vhich are assoecieted pyrite or othew
iron sulfides, chalcopyrite, molybdenite, galena, sphaleritce,
boraits, scattered amounts of scheelite, and smell cmounts of @24
end silver. The mold apd silver were the chief metals of value
sought in the early deys of mining. The veins are believed %o be
genetlcally related to the quartz diorite of Tertiary sge., I% is
algo believed that the veims vepresent fillings along complex
shear zones, scmetimes with meny diverging offshoots, and thet
mineralization was controlled not only by structure but also by
temperature, chemicel composition of the wall rocks, end mature of
the ore solutions. Withim a vein or fracture zome the ove may be
localized as pods end lemticular bodies at Jjunetions of main end
brameh structures, at frocture intersectiows, or in portions of
the more favorable west-striking structures.

Local Geology

The geology at the Mint properiy hos been adequately
desceribed in the Limal report of Comtract Idm-ELLT, dated Wovem-
ber 1957, The present report (Contract Idm-Bli79) is werely @
continuation of the former report (pl. 3). The only significant
diffgg@nc@ in. ¢the contimued progrem vas the chavge ia roek

character found by the westward drifting ond driiling. Im the
former contract all the crosscutiing, drifting, end drilling wes
within quertz diorite. The extended northerly ercsscut, under

the latter contract, continued for a distance of approximately 70
feet plus @ 55-foot Grill hole in the same cusrtz diorite rock
(pl. 3). Hovever, the drift westerly from the crosscut apd along -
slightly mineralized shesrs ram out of the quartz diorite at about
35 feet exd into & black, slightly altered paridotite dike ox
stock, The structures comtinue through the comitact snd into the
peridotite Body for 175 feet to the face of the drift. There vas
uo increase of mineralization in the vein where i¢ passed frem
guartz diorite into the peridotite although for & short distonce
the rocks were slightly move shattered and altered.

The width of mineralization along the shear structures
in the peridetite varies frém 2 fraction of em imch %o almost &
foot im places. Beginning ai about 50 feet from the contect end
contiuning for & 20-foot interval, the mineralized zome consists
of 0.5 foot of solid sulfides, principally chalcopyrite but with
some borpite, molybdenite, and galena. A gample (59-2) 0.5 foot
in width representing this aree shows the following resulte:
Gold, trace; silver, 1.68 ounces per ton; copper, 15.6 percemts
and molybdepum, ©azénpercentn Apother semple (59-1) 0.3 feot
in width shows: Gold, trace; silver, 22%§k ounees per tom;

"The semple consiets essentially of massive merpentime widh
sowz associated fime-grained megnetite and ¢hl ovite and
small smounts of chrysotlle and secondary celeite.

"The magnevie mineral is magpetite, vwhich is very Pimely
disseminated throughout the sample,”

Although swall pods end thin lemses of good ore appeared
sporedieelly along the structures im the west drift, nome apgeared
faverable for developing inte a mimsble ore body. There exe weo
criterie for believing that the slightly mineralized structure
(¥o. 3 vein) will ever lzed to @ sizsble ore ehoot.

on the most promising structure. Three hundred feet of crosscutting
erd drifting and 250 feet of long hole drilling vere suthorized
under the comtract, Work vas commenced on April 26, 1958, ard
vas completed on September 19, 1959. There was only one smendment

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government

through the Regional ‘Executive Officer. This report- con-

sists of three parts as follows:

e

(a) Form MPF-10,—Operator's Monthly Report and

Voucher—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

() Form MF-104A—Operator’'s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and

(¢) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress. made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following,.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
agex}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies
us?id(in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). .

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under “Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment: will be reported under ‘‘Purchase’’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under “ Deprecia-
tion”’.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other stven categories. :

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Exeeutive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may.need to be
reported for ‘a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to-distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
cleat to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any. one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs.may have
to be distributed over seyeral phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising,. etc ., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such disttibutions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘Operating Equipment”’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided. for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs. e

The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period. )

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs.

ARTICLE 1. Authority and project.—(a) This contract is entered into under the authority of the
Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. It consists of this form (MF-200A), the attached
Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed therein.
The project work is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits of the commodity designated above.
The Operator shall begin the work on or before ... #4214 X _,I:} ............................ , and, subject to the
provisions of Article 7 and Exhibit A, shall complete the work within ... &......... months from the date
of the contract.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot
of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations, etc.) are hereby agreed upon as specified in

-‘Exhibit A. The estimated total cost of the project work is §. l&,@,ﬁ@ ......... The Government will
contribute .53 ... percent of the fixed unit cost of the work performed, not exceeding $..5,333.03.....,
in accordance with the provisions of Articles 4 and 5.

(¢) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation thereunder

without the written consent of the Government.

ARTICLE 2. Opeérator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances: .. ¥nterest of ...

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above and
(#f the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Consent to Lien of any holder of the legal title of the
land (Iessm selle1 optionor etc) are attached as follows: ____Q{maent &1@ Fsenangd .

(c) The Opelatm shal] preserve and mamtam h]s nght tltle and mterest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c¢) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with: good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and.of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the rlght to examine all pertinent books, documents papers, and records
of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and 'vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showjing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of ‘work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period including adequaté” engmeermg-geo]oglcal maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.





(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a -
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any-time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
~ est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. £ ; :

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s roya]ty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for.instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
. grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
. ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1Y%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in mtegrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in thls Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

A visit was made to the subject property on August 18, 1959,
in company with Dewey Semple, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. \
Mr. Gil Newman, one of the miners who has been driving the drift, was
on the property at the time of the visit. Mr. Robert Curtiss was con-
tacted in Monroe prior to visiting the property. The previous visit
to the property was on July 1k, 1959. :

The Operator has completed all the drifting, crosscutting
and long hole drilling under the contract.

Since the last visit the Operator has advanced the drift 61
feet on the principal structure. In the face, the drift is in the
footwall of the structure with the main fault forming the north wall of
the drift. Mineralization has been sporadic; chalcopyrite and molybdenite
predominate, bornite is becoming more predominant and galena and sphalerite
are absent. A sample 59-6, 0.5 feet in length, was taken across the prin-
cipal structure 10 feet back from the face. The sample represents the best
showing in that section of the drift. Sample 59-7 was taken across the
structure in the south wall, 20 feet west of station USBM 282. It was 0.7
feet in length and represents the best portion of fluorescent mineralization,
which occurs in the structure for about 15 feet. It is believed that the
fluorescence is due to scheelite. ‘

Sample 59-3 was a grab sample from stockpiled rock on south
portion of dump after high-grade had been sorted out.

These 13
samples taken across the structure had a weighted average of 1.92 percent
copper and 0.23 percent MoS, with an average width of 2.7 feet.

Two 24-foot long holes were drilled from the north wall 9 feet
and 13 feet, respectively, from USBM- 283 These holes were in peridotite
for their entire length.

A visit was made to the subject property on July 1k, 1959.
The Operator, Mr. Robert Curtiss, was on the property at the tlme of
the visit. The last visit to the property was on June 16, 1959.

Since the last visit the Operator has advanced the drift
68 feet and completed 57 feet of long hole drilling. The drift has
followed the principal structure (see attached sketch) which consists
of two parallel faults whose distance apart varies from 2.5 to )
feet. The rock on either side of the faults is peridotite. Between
the faults it consists of alternating bands of peridotite and altered
quartz diorite. The principal mineralization is along the footwall
fault. The width of the mineralization varies, for a 20-foot inter-
vel about 4O feet back from the face, it consists of 0.5 feet of
solid sulfides, principal chalcopyrite but with some bornite, molyb-
denite and galena. A sample (59-2)-0.5 feet in width representing
this area was taken. Another sample (59-1) 25 feet back from the
face, 0.3 feet in width across the footwall fault was also taken.
These samples represent the better mineralized portions of the fault..
There is also sparsely disseminated mineralization in the rock between
the two faults. The peridotite in and near the footwall fault is quite
strongly serpentinized and is in contrast to the dark, almost black
peridotite which occurs between the two faults.

The Operator has been dumping the muck from the rounds
which were more heavily mineralized in & separate dump. A grab
sample (59-3) was taken of the material on this dump. It represents
about a hundred tons. '






As can be noted from the sketch map, the strike of the
structures which are being followed does not conform to the structure
in the upper workings 300 feet above. It is possible that the
peridotite body has distorted the structure on this level. There is
no indication at the present time that the drift is getting out of
the peridotite. However, it is possible that the drift is following
near one wall of the peridotite. The L42-foot long hole which was
drilled N. 27 W. between Stations 93 and 280; according to the
Operator, failed to intersect any peridotite; it did intersect 1.5
feet of mineralization between 18.5 and 20 feet.

It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased’’, ‘Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

A visit was made to the subject property on June 16, 1959.
The Operator, Mr. Robert Curtiss, was on the property at the time of
the visit, along with two miners who were working underground. The
last visit to the property was on November 3, 1958.

The Operator commenced work at the property about the
middle of May by bulldozing the snow off the access road. Several
veeks were necessary to rehabilitate the equipment. Underground work
was started early in June and 4O feet of drifting (see attached map)
had been completed. Under Amendment No. 1 work under the contract had
to be resumed prior to June 15, 1959.

The westerly drift, which has been extended 4O feet, has been
turned to the southwest in order to stay on the structure. In the face
the structure consists of two parallel faults asbout 2.5 feet apart which
have & dip of 65 degrees to the northwest. Between the faults is
bleached sparsely mineralized quartz diorite. On either side of the
faults is peridotite. It eppears that the quartz diorite is pinching
out. Mineralization along and between the two parallel faults consists
of chalcopyrite, molybdenite and pyrphotite. In the face it is quite
sparse; however, back about 15 feet from the face on the south wall is //
exposed 0.5 foot of practically solid chalcopyrite. /

In order to. gain more information about the shape of the
peridotite body and the mineralization in the parallel vein to the
north it was suggested to the Operator that he drill two long holes
northward from the drift. One hole approximately due north from a

point 30 feet west of USBM-280 and another hole N. 30 W. from & point
in the north wall of the drift 35 feet west of USBM-280. By drilling
an angle hole it will save putting in a slab round to obtain sufficient
room to drill.

Specimens from the peridotite in the drift and from the dike
exposed with the parallel vein were examined carefully. The dike
associated with the parallel vein is softer and lighter in color, but
this may be only an alteration feature. It is quite possible that the
two rocks are basically similar and part of the same body.

A phone call was received from the Operator on June 22. He
said that the drift had been advanced about 11 feet since the visit on
the 16th and that the peridotite on the hanging wall had gone. Apparent-
ly the drift has cut through the dike. He also stated that the mineral-
ization had improved and that there was an especially good showing of
molybdenite.

A visit was made to the subject property on November 3, 1958
in company with Howard Albee, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey. No
one was working on the property at the time of the inspection as
operations were shut down for the winter. The Operator was contacted
in Monroe prior to visiting the property. '

: Since the previous visit on September 3, 1958 the Operator
has advanced the crosscut to a total of 71 feet and drilled a 55-foot
long hole from its face. It has a bearing of N. 4° W. and is horizontal.
No significant mineralization was encountered in the 71 feet of crosscut
and, according to the Operator, none in the long hole. A log of this
hole as furnished by the Operator is as follows: :

Sample EAM C-1l was also identified by H. D. Hess, Head,
Petrographic Laboratory, U.S.B.M., Albany, Oregon, as:'

"The sample consists essentially of massive serpentine
with some associated fine grained magnetite and chlorite and small
amounts of chrysotile and secondary calcite.

"The magnetic mineral is magnetite, which is very finely

From the results of the work to date it appears that the two
structures previously intersected (i.e., the one cutting through USBM-280
and the one 15 feet to the north) in the crosscut are the downward exten-
sions of the Mint vein. The structure on which the drift has been carried
westward warrants further exploration. It would also be desirable to
determine by long hole drilling what happens to the parallel structure





to the west, especially where it intersects the peridotite. There is
a possibility that the dike in the crosscut is the extension of the
dike in the drift although the two rocks are not identical in hand
specimen.

The property was visited November 3, 1958, in company
with E. A. Magill, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines. The
work has been recessed for the winter and no one was at the property.

The north crosscut has been advanced to T4 feet, or
approximately 19 feet since Mr. Magill's visit of September 3.
A 55-foot long hole was drilled from the face. The long hole
and crosscut encountered no mineralized material or structures.

No advance had been made in the west drift. A slab
round had been made along the south side at the face in order to
set up for a long hole (see accompanying sketch). A 55-foot long
hole was drilled on a bearing of approximately N. 35° W. No
mineralized material was found. The north wall of the peridotite
body was found at 31 feet and the last 24 feet of the long hole
were in diorite.

The vein along the north wall of the drift is in a fault
that, near the peridotite, crosses the drift and appears to coalesce
with the vein that is in the middle of the drift. The structure is
fairly strong and should be followed.

form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: ‘“Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs”’ on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month.

A visit was made to the subject property on September 3.
Mr. Norman Chapman, foreman, and two muckers were at the mine. Since
the previous visit on July 8, 1958 the 50 feet of drifting has been
completed and the crosscut has been advanced 52 feet.

The target for the crosscut is about 42 feet from the initial
point where a vug with iron oxide was encountered in a long hole. -The
crosscut has passed this point but is about 5 feet to the east of the.
drill hole. The structure in the crosscut (see attached map) which is
believed to correspond to that intersected in the drill hole, shows
several small vugs (several inches across) and fracturing an inch or
so in width. Very sparse sulfides were noted. No iron stains were
seen. In general, the portion of the crosscut driven under the present
contract does not show the mineralization that is displayed in the portion
in the vicinity of the drift.

The drift has been advanced a total of 63 feet. At 50 feet
from the initial point what appears to be a peridotite dike commences’
to cut across the drift at about 45 degrees. The wall of this dike

Strikes S. 70° W. and dips 65°-75° N. The mineralized structure which

the drift was following, upon approaching the dike pinches out and swings
to the south, parallel to the wall of the dike. The dike is very fine-
grained, dark green to almost black, and contains very narrow veinlets
of asbestos. Along the fractures there is serpentization. The dike
rock is quite magnetic. A sample, EAM C-11, has been forwarded to the

" Bureau of Mines in Albany for identification of the magnetic mineral.

It does not appear to contain any magnetite. This magnetism explains
the difficulty which has been encountered in obtaining compass readings.

: The property was visited July 23, 1958. Mr. Norman
Chapman, foreman and miner, and two muckers were at the mine.
Since the beginning of the work the tramway, compressor, and
compressor building have been repaired and approximately 50 feet
of drifting and crosscutting have been driven.

The west drift has followed two essentially parallel
veins (fig. 1), that contain abundant chalcopyrite and lesser
amounts of galena and sphalerite. The material. between the veins
is largely altered quartz diorite that, in places, contains sparsely
disseminated sulfides. The face hetween the veins shows many ran-
domly oriented fractures with from 1 inch to 3 inches of gouge.
Between the fractures the rock shows varying. intensities of
kaolinitic alteration that range from strongly altered to relatively
fresh material.

\

The altered rock bordered by the two veins cannot be
described as one composite vein, inasmuch as the two bordering
veins have convergent dips downward, unless the difference in
dips is the reflection of a local roll on one or the other of
the veins.

The drift to the north had been advanced only three
rounds and. had penetrated no structures.

A visit was made to the property on July 8, 1958. Mr.
Robert Curtiss, the Operator, was present.

Since the last inspection on May 14, the Operator has
completed repairs to the tramway, compressor, and compressor building.
On July 8 he was in the process of tramming down ore and stockpiling
it at the lower tram terminal. The ore had come from the last few
rounds in the west drift. A grab sample, EAM-21, was taken from the
15+-ton stockpile at the lower tram terminal. The sample consisted
of altered granite containing blebs and disseminations of chalcopyrite,
galena, sphalerite and scheelite. _

The Operator has equipped the tram with a gasoline engine-
powered drum about which are placed several turns of the haulback line.
This makes it possible to pull up loads without lowering a loaded bucket.

Underground the Operator has concentrated on advancing the
drift (see attached sketch) to the westward on the structure which is
92 feet north of USBM 204. He has advanced this drift 26 feet. In the
face the principal structure is from 4 to 6 inches in width and contains
practically solid chalcopyrite, galena and sphalerite with a minor amount
of quartz. The sulfides also occur disseminated in the altered granite
on either side of the vein. A subsidiary structure, dipping 55° N.,
intersects the main vein in the face. A chip sample, EAM-22, 3.5 feet
in length, was cut across the face including the two structures. The
altered granite between the two structures appeared to be quite sparsely
mineralized and will undoubtedly keep the sample average low. In the
back, about 15 feet from the face, the rock between the two structures
is well mineralized. The fact that galena and sphalerite occur in equal
amount to the chalcopyrite is interesting and quite in contrast to the
upper workings where the principal mineralization is chalcopyrite and
bornite. A small quantity of scheelite was also noted under the
mineralite.





It was suggested to the Operator that he should make every
effort to advance the main crosscut to determine if the Iowa vein lies
ahead. ‘
