He proposes to drill 11 diamond drill 
holes totaling 6,600 feet from 5 drill stations at a total estimated 
cost of $2 L1. ,500 or approximately $3.70 per foot. 


Accompanying the application are three leases, only one of 
which is to the applicant corporation. The other two leases apparently 
have not been assigned to the applicant. 


We willchedu1e an examination as soon as possible at which 
time we will request lease assignments and consents to lien, and will 
prepare a map showing the location of the proposed holes. However, 
we will give this a low priority.

Tungsten as scheelite and. wolframite is found in 2 to 
1iinCh wide quartz veins in granite and. aplite. 


Neither the occurrences of uranium minerals nor those of 
tungsten appear to have reasonable chances of possessing potentialities 
for minable tonnages of ore on the property. I agree with the 
reconmiendations of the exavfning team for denial of the application.

Attached are three copies of a report from Howard F. 
Albee, Geologist, Geological Survey, and G. G. Waddell, Mining 
Engineer, Bureau of Mines, on the examination of the Brooks-Ashley 
leases of the Blue Star Mining and. Survey Corporation, Stevens 
County, Washington. 


On the Brooks-Ashley leases two types of deposits are 
known. Uranium is found as secondary minerals coating the walls 
of fractures and joints and as thin films of an unidentified black 
mineral sparsely coating a few shear planes. The joints and shears 
are generally indistinct and discontinuous; consequently, the 
uranium-bearing areas also appear to be discontinuous both hori-
zontally and vertically. 


Scheelite and. woiframite are found in quartz veins, all 
of which appear to be associated with aplite dikes. Some autunite 
and torbernite(?) coat the walls of one of the veins. The veins 
are from 2 to 1I inches wide and are d,iscontinuous along the strike. 
Samples from the veins assayed from a trace to 1.61 percent W03. 


The examiners concluded that the possibility of making 
a significant discovery is slight and. recommend denial. The 
Field Team concurs with this recommendation.
