The enclosed application is from a partnership. It is noted that 
the lease is between the owner and. one of' the partners but the 
MME Form 52 names each partner. 


The applicants have visited the office several times in recent 
weeks and it is apparent that they have no otherjnformation re-
garding the vein they propose to explore beyond whatJhey have 
given in the application. 


The geological report accompanying the application has been copied 
from J. T. Pardee (U. S. Geol. Survey Bull. 677, 1918, p. 98-99) 
who, in turn, quotes Rowland Bancroft (u. S • Geol. Survey Bull. 550, 
19111, p. 207-209). Apparently, none of the workinghave been 
accessible since some time between Bancroft's visit in 1910 and. 
Pardee's il912. Ernest N. Patty (Washington Geol. Survey Bull. 
No. 23, Metalfines of Washington, 1921, p . 190) says of the Park 
City district: "Along the cont/act of the shales and the intrusive 
granite are found sporadic lens of' quartz carrying values in 
argentiferous galena,jyrite, and marcasite. Occasionally, rich 
bunches of shipping ore are found but on the whole the possibility 
of developing a continuous body of commercial ore is not promising." 


According to Mr. Zorn, the partners plan to open up the caved tunnel 
as soon as weather permits and. hope to have it at least accessible 
to the vein described by Bancroft in time for inspection by 0}IE. 
To date, they have done no work on the property to expose the vein. 


It is recommended that the applicants be advised that before their 
application can be considered at least the existing crosscut must 
be sufficiently cleaned out and. made safe to permit access to the 
vein for inspection and sampling.

That point was clarified for him, but Patten said they did want a 
survey made to locate 'the claim corners so as to be sure no work 
would be outside the claims on Indian land. Yesterday, he called to 
say that a survey had. been attempted, in conformance with the notes 
and. pláts of the patent survey, and that something obviously was 
wrong. He is going to visit the BLM 'office in Portland to find out 
where he stand-a, and repeated his request that the application be 
withdrawn. When the matter is straightened out, he may submit 
another application.

Leon Patten telephoned the office May 23, 1966, to ask if a program 
of diamond drilling from the surface could be substituted for the 
proposed 500 feet of drift, and to advise that it would be the first 
of June before the applicant's geologist could visit the property 
and prepare a report with maps and. a firm drilling program. 


It was suggested that, since he was having a geologist prepare a 
report, he have prepared a claim map at a scale of 1" = 100' showing 
the adit portal and the locations of other workings, sample loca-
tions, assays, etc., and. a map of the adit at 1" = 20'-50 t showing 
veins, sample locations, etc. He was also told that if the proposal 
were to be for drilling, the claim map should show the locations, 
attitudes, and depths of the holes; that drilling and dozer bids 
should be secured and an appropriate cost estimate be prepared. 


Patten advised that the caved adit has now been reopened and offered 
assays from four samples, however, he was vague as to widths of 
samples and. in the case of two samples could not correlate assays 
of zinc and copper with those for gold and silver. From his descrip-
tion of the sampling method apparently the samples are not too 
reliable. The. assays given were:
