(b) Preparing 5 diamond drill stations at 300-foot intervals 
along the drift; 


(c)Diamond drilling a series of short holes into a known 
water course to the west of the first and fourth drill 
stations;







(a) Diamond drilling holes approximately 100 feet long into

each drift wall from each of the five drill stations. 


Amendments: 


'No. 1, dated November'21, 1962, provides for suspension 
of work beginning September 21, 1962, and ending not 
later than March 1, 1963; extending the life of the 
contract from 21i. to 30 months and the royalty period 
from 10 to 1:1 years; and providing for termination of

1, A certification of possible production was issued December 19, 
1963. 


5. Comments: 


At the Trout mine silver-lead-zinc ore bodies occur in 
steeply striking fissure veins in shaley and quartzitic 
sedimentary rocks. The veins range in width from an inch 
to 20 feet. Bedding plane faults, mostly post-ore, 
offset the veins, but displacements are usually small. 


Records of past production are incomplete, but it is 
known that manganese and. silver-lead-zinc ores were pro-
duced more or less continuously from the early 1900's 
through January 1938 when the pumps on the 1000 level were 
pulled, and mine allowed to flood. There was some pro-
duction from the upper levels by leasers from 1938 
through 1958. Since the latter part of 1960, there was 
some production of silver-lead-zinc ore from exploration 
and development work along the Pocahontas vein on the 800 
level of the Algonquin Shaft. This work disclosed two ore 
shoots 500 feet long and 200 feet long, respectively, with 
widths ranging from Ii" to li8". 


Although most of the production came from the Flathead 
quartzite and the overlying Silver Hill shale, some came 
from the Spokane quartzitebelow the Flathead. Therefore, 
it was concluded that deeper exploration on the 1000 level 
was warranted. 


Prior to the start of OME work, drifting for company account 
cut a water course that discharged about 550 gpm later in-
creasing to 700 gpm. This rate of discharge continued for 
72 days after all drill holes were plugged and wedges were 
driven into most of the small fissures and cracks. 


3.







ONE work began February 114, 1962, and for the first 28 
feet or so the water discharge rate again increased 
necessitating closing the water doors for 7 days. When 
work resumed, the face was advanced about 87 feet with 
occasional slight increases in water flow. At that. 
point an outage at the Montana Power sub-station left the 
mine without electricity for 3 hours causing complete 
flooding of the level, the water rising to about 8 feet 
in the shaft above the level back. Two weeks were re-
quired to dewater the level and. rehabilitate the equip-
ment after which the drift was advanced 50.5 feet without 
stoppage due to water flow. This drifting of necessity 
was north of the projected location of the Pocahontas 
vein. From near this drift face a crosscut was driven 
about 57.5 feet southwosterly cutting the vein at about 
35 feet. 


The vein was followed for about 38 feet with no difficulty, 
but at this point another water course was cut causing work 
stoppage for 10 days. The next 31 feet was driven In 
badly fractured ground that required two lead sets, but a 
that point, 369 feet from the crosscut, another heavy flow 
of water poured from the lifter holes, and the advance was 
again halted. During the first drifting halt a stope raise, 
no. io146, 26 feet long was driven to a height of 12 feet 
and during the second drifting halt another stope raise, 
no. 10143, 22 feet long was driven to a height of 9 feet. 
The next 66 feet of drifting was interrupted for only 3 
days by water flow. Total drifting on the vein west of the 
crosscut was 1435 feet. Stope raise 10146 was continued to 
a height of 214 feet and stope raise 10143 was driven to a 
length of 33 feet and a height of 10 feet. 


The vein structure ranges in width from 2 to 25 inches within 
which one to three streaks of high-grade sulfldes range in 
width from little more than a knife edge seam to lenses 
filling the 25-inch wide parts; the strike ranges from 
5, 850 W. to due west and the dip from 7110 N. to 900 N. 


11.
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There are three zones of ore-grade material but only one 
of near minable width. They are: 


(a) From the crosscut westerly for a distance of 
about 215 feet, a total of 28 samples indicate 
an average grade of 23.39 ounces silver per ton, 
1.15 percent copper, 202 percent lead, and 
28.81 percent zinc over an average width of 
0._ feet, Near the center of this zone raise 
10146 was driven 214 feet above the level. Four 
samples from various points in the raise indi-
cated an average grade of 50.1 ounces silver 
per ton, 1.95 percent copper, 14.311 percent lead, 
and 36.65 percent zinc over an average width of 
1.08 feet; at the head of this raise the vein 
had narrowed to 0.3 feet. 


1(b) Thirteen.samples taken between 95 feet and 215 
feet from the westerly crosscut indicate an 
average grade of 28.98 ounces silver per ton, 
1.26 percent copper, 2.140 percent lead, and 
36.l..1 percent zinc over an average width of 0.57 
feet. Raise 10 116 is near the east end of this' 
zone.	 - 


2) From 297 feet to 3115 feet west of the crosscut, 
five samples indicate an average grade of 
ounces silver per ton, 1.77 percent copper, 5.30 
percent lead, and 111.20 percent zinc, over an 
average width of 0. feet.

Each of these zones is of ore grade, but only zone 
three approaches minable width. In each case the 
vein pinches to 0,li feet or less within 10 to 20 
feet above the level. All zones are within the 
Spokane quartzite directly below stoped areas on 
the 800 level. 


It is concluded that the work did not progress far enough 
laterally or vertically to compute a meaningful ore 
reserve and that the consistent overall grade justifies 
continuation of the drift and one or two raises to the 
800 level to test the area completely.

Total work prior to the granting of the contract from 01€ consisted ot 
276 feet of drifting and feet of drilling. 


The fir3t round was drilled and blasted on night shift, Sept. 20, 1961 
the drift was advanced on a two shift basis for app. two months when a water 
couree o badly fractured Quartzite was eneountered and a water flow of app. 
550 gals of water per mm. halted the drift advarco for app. four weeks. 


A supplinntay addition was made in the Pumping Capacity, by installing 
another 300 gal. per mm. pump on the 1000 level pumping station. Drifting 
was resumed Dec. 6, 1961.

ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which Is the subject of this.contractand. the nature of.the Operator's 
right, of property and possession héi-eiii (whether as owner, , lessee, .p qtherwise,), and that such 
right, title,. or interest is. subjectonly. to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(c) The Operator shall preserve 'and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his 
right to the possession thereof fOr the purposes of this contract, and. shall devote the land and all 
existing improvements, facilities, buildings,. installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this 
contract. The Operator shall neither: transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, 
or interest therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly 
referring to and providing in the instrument of 'conveyanëe, lien, àr encumbrance for the preservation 
of the Government's right to a royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true 
copies of such instrument shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government's rights to royalty 
as provided in Article 7 have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become in-
applicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the 'work.--(a) Operator's responsibility.--The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and 
in compliance with State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. 
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor 
to completethe work as specified in Art.cle 1(a).. 


(b) Independent contracts. --To the extent that the allowable costs are estimated in Exhibit A 
with express reference to performance by independent contractors on a unit-price basis (such as per 
foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations), the work may be so per-
formed (see Article 6(a), Category (i)). Any such independent contract shall refer to some specific 
and identifiable part of the work, and shall be subject to all ofthe pertinent terms and conditions 
of this exploration contract; but the Government shall not be considered a party thereto, and its 
rights under this contract, including the right to terminate its contributions, shall not be affected 
thereby. Regardless .o±' the provisions of any such independent contract, the Government will partici-. 
pate in payments to the independent contractor only as to work performed in accordanc& with the 
provisions of this exploration contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems the unit 
prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable. 


(.e) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases Q$r the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect 
the work under the contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to 
the Government. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for 
such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14. Contribution by the Government. --(a) The Government will make its contribution on 
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are 
provisional only, subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is 
finally audited and settled and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may 
withhold such sums as are necessary tO protect its interests. The Government my make payments fbr 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the 
Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) perator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 
records and accounts Ôf the work performed aiid of any production in which the Government may have.an 
interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The 
Comptroller General of the United States or his repxesentative, until the expiration of said three-
year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, 
and records of the Operator. If work under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other 
operations, or if labor, supervision, services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other 
requirements for carrying on the work are also used in connection with other operations, the costs 
shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory 
to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Monthly reports.--The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of monthly 
reports in three sections as follows': 


(i) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of. the various types of work 


performed; and 
(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including 


adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay 
reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (i) and' (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
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(c) Final report.--tipon coxirpletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering 
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves 
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, 
and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. 


(d) Report of sales.--The Operator shallprovide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as copies 
of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and gale or other 
disposition of production,. 


(e) Compliance with requlrements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's re-
ports, records, or accounts are insufficient or . incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the preparation or completion of the same with suitable attachments as an ex-
pense of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and 
paynent of any voucers relating to insufficient or Inbomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Costs.-- (a) Allowable costs.-- .The allowable costs of the work to which the Government 
will contribute are limited to: 


(i) the necessary, reasonable, and direct actual costs that are estimated in Exhibit A by 
categories as specified in this article; and 


(2) fixed costs for units of work to be performed (per foot, per hour, etc.) agreed upon in 
lieu of actual costs and set forth in Exhibit A. 


The Government will not contribute o costs under any categor y or subcategory omitted from the 
estimate of costs in Exhibit A. Any excess over any estimaie hich is intiieated as the áimunbf any 
category, subcategory, o item, either as to requirement or related cost; any excess over a fixed unit 
cost; and any excess over the total aflowable cost of the work are not allowable. The Operator shall 
incur such excesses for his own account without contribution by the Government, but the Operator is not 
obligated to incur more than his .greed percentage. of the total allowable cost of the work.. 


Any category or subcategory or element thereof not designated as a maximum in this article or in 
Exhibit A may be exceeded, provided that the total allowable cost of the work, which is' a maximum, is 
not exceede&.	 . 


CATEGORY (l)--INDIPEIWENT CONTRACTS.--(See Article 3(b)J. The total of this category and the aver-
age unit cost estimated for each type of work to be performed under an independent contract are maximums. 


CATEGORY (2)--PEisoL SERVICES.

of supervisors, technicians, outside consultants, pe±iOds ôfemplóyment, rates of pay, and total) are 
maximums.

CATEGORY (3)- - OPERATING MATERIALS AND SUPPLIES.--Includes such items as drill bits and steel, explo-
sives, fuel, pipe, power, timber, rail, and small tools costing less than $5 0 each. 


CATEGORY (4)--OPERATING EQUIPMENT. 
Subcategory (a?--Rental. --The number of each rented item 5 mine .ars, truc7, the rate of rental JlOO per month, $5 per hou!7, and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b)--Purchases.--The total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory (c--Depreciat1on. --All elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total') are maximums,. 


CATEGORY (5)--INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.--Costs of items listed under this category include 
all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than 
provided ±OiIn Ctegory (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The total of this 
category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and in-
stallations (exclusive of mine workings).--The total of this subcategoryis a maximum. 


%bcategory (b)--Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment. --The total of this 
subc'ategory is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (6)--NEw BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF '1INE WORKINGS) . --Costs of 
items listed under this category include all requirements, such as labor, materials and supplies, and 
supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under 
any other category. The total of this category is a maximum.







CATEGORY (7)- - 1 '1IsCELLANEOus . --Includes requirements and costs that do not fall within any of the 
first six categories, such as repairs other than initial and maintenance of operating equipment, an-
alytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, and communications. 


(b) Nonallowable costs.--The Government will not contribute to the following costs: 
(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs of acquiring, 


owning, or holding possession; 
(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other 


than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), 
damages to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equip-
ment or other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.--Any. costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the 
provisions of w!'i.äh payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the 
delivery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved.by the Government in writing. 
(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 


incidentaJ benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the 
work (as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power 
or services to third persons, rebtes or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the 
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so 
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's royalty under the provisions 
of Article 7. 


ARTICLE 7 . Rpayment by Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers that mineral 
or metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the explora-
tion work, it shafl so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after 
a sufficient final report and 'final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished. 


(b) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-
tor either transfers or does not retain his interest lit the land), shall pay to the Government a 
royalty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or 


(2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract, or until the total .net amount contributed by the 
is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs first. 
(c) Payment of royalty.--(l) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the 
gross proceeds (including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production 
sold, in the form sold (ore', concentrate, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 
f.o.b. point); except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular courseof business and 
shown as deductions on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by 
tile buyer, sampling nd assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable 
by the buyer to a carrier (not the Operator)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the 
"gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator are deductible in arriving 
at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable form. 


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each , lot sold, held, or 
used In integrated operatIons, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production.--If any production (ore, concentrate, métal,or equivalent), after the lapse 


of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in Integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for Instance, if it Is stockpiled), the 
Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its 
royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, 
the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which 
and at the time It is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income froi mining 
operations for percentage d.epldtion purposes in. Federal income tax determination or the market value, 
whichever is greater.
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(j) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 7(b)), the Operator 
hereby grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon' any production of 
minerals and metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse' oi time or is fully 
paid.


(f) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government .and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If 
the records of any production and sales or other.disposition of production, whether .the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may 
be estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(g) No obligation to produce.--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in .interest to engage in any production 
operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing 
any obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Interests in, purchased property. --(a) Title and ownership. --All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator ir the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own account; 
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes, shall belong to the Operator 
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto 
shall be taken' in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property. --Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest, the Operator Shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, 
and any reasonable and necessary cost thereof will be treated as an allowable cost of the exploration. 
After the completion of the work, termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when 
such property is not being used for the work, the Operator shall not use it elsewhere without the 
written consent of the Government and without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Govern-
ment for its proportionate interest. 


(c) Disposal of propery.--Upon the completion of the work, termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Opera-
tor shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has a interest 
for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, sale to 
others,. 'purchase by the Operator, or sale or transfer to the-Government at a price at least as high 
as could be obtained from others, unless the Government in wiiting waives its interest in any such 
property. Without advance approval of the sales price by the Government, the Operator shall not sell 
at any price any item of property that cost more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent 
of the purchase price any item of property that cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approv-
ing the sales price for any such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the 
Operator is able to obtain or offers. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be 
considered in groups or categories (such as. drill . steel, explosives, pipe, or rail), and if the 
original cost of the remaining unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the 
Government waives its interest therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item, the 
Operator shall dismantle and sever it from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the 
exploration. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal. --If within 90 days after the completion of the work, 
termination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no 
longer needed for the work, the Operator has failed to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any 
property in which the Government has an interest, the Government, at any time prior to final settle-
ment under the contract, may: 


(i) in writing extend the time within which the Operator must dispose of or liquidate the 
property;


(2) by written notice to the Operator, place upon such property what it determines to be a 
fairvaluation thereof, not in excess of the cost less i.66 percent per month from the date 
such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and 
such property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the 
Operator at the valuation so fixed by the Government; and 


(3) enter and take possession of such property wherever it may be found, and remove and 
dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 9 . Termination of the Government's obligations.--(a) If the Government determines 
that operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not 
justified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(i) the Government shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred. 
other than such as may be allowable under, the provisions of the contract as necessary and inci-
dental to final accounting and reporting; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such , as 
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.







(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under, the terms of the contract, 
the Government may give the Operator written notice of èuch default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the' Operator fails to cure such default as required,

Execufive Order 10925 


ESTABLISHING T H E PRESIDENT'S 
COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EM-
PLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY 


WHEREAS discrimination because of 
race, creed, color, or national origin is 
contrary to the Constitutional principles 
and policies Of the United States; and 


WHEREAS it Is the plain and positive 
obligation of the United States Govern-
ment to. promote and • ensure equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons, 
without regard to race, creed, color, or 
national origin, employed or seeking em-
ployment with the Federal Government 
and on government contracts; and 


WHEREAS it is the policy of the ex-
ecutive branOh of the Government to 
encourage by positive measures equal 
opportunity for all qualified persons 
within the Government; and 


WHEREAS it is in the general Interest 
and welfare of the United States to pro-
mote Its economy, security, and national 
defense through the most efficient and 
effective utilization of all available man-
power; and 


WHEREAS a review and analysis of 
existing Executive orders, practices, and 
government agency procedures relating 
to government employment and com-
pliance with existing non-discrimination 
contract provisions reveal an urgent 
need for expansion and strengthening of 
efforts to promote full equality of em-
ployment opportunity; and. 


WHEREAS a single governmental 
committee should be charged with re-
sponsibility for accomplishing these ob-
jectives: 


NOW, THEREFORE, by virtue of the 
authority vested in me. as President of 
the United States by the Constitution 
and statutes of the United States, It Is 
ordered as follows: 
PART I—ESTABLISHMENT OF THE PRESI-


DENT'S COMMITTEE ON EQUAL EMPLOY-
MENT OPPORTUNITY 
SECTION 101. There is hereby estab-


lished the President's Committee on 
Equal Employment Opportunity. 


SEc. 102. The Committee shall be com-
posed as follows: 


(a) The Vice President of the United 
States, who is hereby designated Chair-
man of the 'Committee and who, shall 
preside at meetings of the Commiftee. 


(b) The Secretary of Labor, who is 
hereby designated Vice Chairman of the 
Committee and who shall act asChalr-
man in the absence of the . Chairman. 
The Vice Chairman shall have general 
supervision and direction of the work of 
the Committee and of ' the execution and 
Implementation of :the policies and pur-
poses of this order. 


(C) The Chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission, the Secretary of Com-


merce, the Attorney General, the Sec-
retary of Defense, the Secretaries of the 
Army, Navy and Air Force, the Admin-
istrator of General Services, the Chair-
man of the Civil 'Service CommissiOn, 
and the Administrator of .the National 
Aeronautics and Space Administration.

(ci) Such other members as thePresi-

(e) An Executive Vice Chairman, 
designated by the President, who shall 
be ex officio a member'of the Committee. 
The Executive Vice Chairman. shall as-
sist the Chairman, the Vice Chairman 
and the Committee. Between meetings 
of the Committee he shall be primarily 
responsible for carrying out the func-
tions of the Committee and may act for 
the Committee pursuant to its rules, dele-
gations, and other directives. Final' ac-
tion in individual cases or classes of cases 
may be taken and final orders may be 
entered on behalf of the Committee by 
the Elcecutive Vice Chairman when the 
Committee so authorizes. 


Ssc. 103. The Committee shall 'meet 
upon the call of the Chairman and at 
such other times , as may be provided by 
its rules and regulations. It shall (a). 
consider and adopt rules and regulations 
to govern its proceedings; (b) provide 
generally for the procedures and policies 
to implement this order; (c) consider 
reports as to progress under this order;

shall deem appropriate. Such reports 
shall be made at least once annually and 
shall include specific references to the 
actions taken and results achieved by 
each department and agency.

GOVERNMENT EMPLOYMENT 


SECTION 201. The President's Commit-
tee on Equal Employment Opportunity 
established by this order is directed mi-
mediately to scrutinize and study em-
ployment practices of the Government of 
the United States, and to consider and 
recommend additional affirmative steps 
which should be taken by executive de-
partments and agencies 'to realize more 
fully the national policy' of nondiscrimi -
nation within the executive branch of 
the Government.

A preliminary review of the subject Operator's vouchers and reports 
has revealed several matters that will require clarification before 
preparation of a Report of Review in lieu of a final audit. 
Accordingly, the inclusion in your forthcoming request for a Report 
of Review of comments and recommendations on the following problems 
will be sincerely appreciated: 


1. The contract provides for no more than 40. feet of crosscutting 
and 16 feet of raising for the excavation, to such depth and height 
that 10 foot rods may be pulled, of 5 diamond drill stations at 
approximate 300-foot intervals along the drift and at the approxi-
mate locations shown on Plate 2 attached thereto. The Operator has 
claimed 15.5 feet of crosscutting consisting of a 12.5 foot drill 
station at coordinate 4650 E, which is about midway between two 
approximate locations shown on Plate 2, and a 3 foot crosscut at 
coordinate 4400 E, which is also between two approximate locations 
and not of depth. sufficient for pulling 10 foot rods. 


The Operator also has claimed the raising maximum of 16 feet on the 
basis of a 12 foot "stope-raise" at about coordinate 4600 E, which 
is only about 50 feet from one crosscut and 200 feet from the other 
crosscut, and a 9 foot "exploratory raise-stope' at about the 
4310 E coordinate, which is only about 90 feet from one of the 
crosscuts and also about midway between two locations shown on 
Plate 2. Aside from the question of whether these 4 drill stations 
meet the contractual specifications, the propriety of acceptance 
for contribution by the Government is also questionable because no 
diamond drilling was performed by the Operator.

2. The contract provides a maximum of 100 feet of timbering as 
necessary for the 1,500 feet of drifting. The Operator has claimed 
100 feet of timbering in the 658.5 feet of drifting performed. It 
appears that most, if not all, of the 52 feet of timbering claimed 
by the Operator during August 1962 was for drift sets placed under 
the 1043 and 1046 stopes and, therefore, incidental to the Opera-
tor's mining operations rather than the exploratory drifting. 


3. The contract provides for the assay of samples from signifi-
cantly mineralized areas of the drift and drill cores only. The 
Operator has claimed a total of 54 assays, but it appears from the 
monthly reports that some of the assays covered samples taken from 
the mining stopes. Also, it appears that a few may have been from 
the raises and crosscuts which are questioned under item 1 above.

The vein strikes S 85° W and dips between 78 and 90 north Average 
high grade vein widths varied from a trace to 0.87 feet, struoture widths 
varied from 0.2 feet to 1.5 feet.
