Work was terminated by mutual agreement before completion of the
proposed initial drill hole m ttern. The limited drilling that was accom-
plished did not succeed in indicating the existence of an ore body. The
geologic probabilities of ore existing in the unexplored portions of the
lease have not necessarily been decreased by virtue of the negative results
encountered in the area that was drilled under the contract. As thedrilling
did not disclose mineralization having any significant economic value, no
certification of discovery was recommended.

Five holes were completed under the project and approved. The
average depth of the holes was 77 feet. There were actually nine holes
drilled but four of them were disallowed as they did not fulfill requirements,
This drilling failed to discover lead or zinc ore, but small amounts of galena
were found from the "drab" (dolomite of the Galena formation) into the top of
the "Trenton" of the Platteville formation, and small amounts of sphalerite
were found in the middle beds of the "gray" (gray dolomite of the Decorah)
and from the top of the "blue" (blue dolomite of the Decorah)into the top of
the "Trenton". The best concentration of sphalerite was in the "brown rock"
of the Decorah and "glass rock" of the Platteville. A thorough exploration
program might easily discover ore in this area.

Very little structural informatiom is available in the Porter's
Grove area. The Dodgeville Mining Co., has done considerable drilling in
this area but their records have been very poorly kept and structure cannot
be determined therefrom.

The zinc and lead minerals of this area occur in the Galena,
Decorah, and the Platteville formations, all of Ordovician age. Early
lead production was largely from the lower part of the Galena formation,
Zinc sulphide ore is not known to have been produced in this area although
it is reported that some smithsonite was produced from shallow diggings.

None of the drill cuttings contained enough mineral to warrant
assaying.

East of the city of Dodgeville, Wisconsine Approximately 160 acres
of land contained in the Benjamin Thomas property was leased to the
eperator for inclusion under the contract. A detailed land descrip-
tion is as follows: EF of the SEL (except the north 6.13 acres),
the MW} of the SEX of Section 21; also the MEX of the NEX of Section

Most of the land was gently rolling terrain devoted to farm-
ing, and presented no difficulties in moving the drilling machines,

Contract Provisions and Amendments:

The U, S. Government and Dodgeville Mining Company of 92L Gay
Building, Madison 3, Wisconsin entered into contract agreement DMEA
Docket 1352x, Idm E 183, dsted October 16, 1951 for purposes of exploring
for zinc and 1éad oreses The contract amount was for $7,500 with an
estimated 5485 feet of churn drilling to be done at a contract price
of $1.60 per foots Other estimated expense was $lh0.00 for assaying,
and $1875,00 for supervision, engineering,vsamplé preparation, and
miscellaneous. Government participation in the expenses was 50 percent.
The Landlord's Subordination Agreement attached to the contract is
dated October 18, 1951,

Prior té the company's signing the contract, an amendment
dated December 5, 1951 was atﬁached to the contract, This amendment

provided for deviation from the drilling pattern specified on the






contract map, should ore of g mineable gfade be found in any of the
holes prior to completion of the initial pattern., The starting and
completion dates were extended to nine months and fifteen months,
respectively. Allowable cost per foot of drilling was increased fo
$1e25s Permission was granted to have surveying done by a civil
éngineer and supervision of the exploration by other qualified person-
nel, if a mining engineer was notvavailable.

Summary:

Work was terminated by mutual agreement before completion

- of the proposed initial drill hole pattern. The limited drilling that
was accomplished did not succeed in indicating the existence of an

ore body. However, the geologic probabilities of ore existing in the
uhekplofed portions of the lease are not necessarily decreased by
virtue of4the negative results encountered in the area that was drilled
under the contract,

Possible Exploitation = Certification:

The drilling accompliShed did not disclose mineralization
having significant economic vaiue. Since no ore reserves are indicated;
possible exploitation is not considered. Certification of the property
is not recommended.

‘Description of the Work:

Drilling under the contract began on June 6, 1952 and the
last holev completed was on June 2l, 1952, Five holes with an average

depth of 77 feet or a total of 387 feet were accomplisheds






Equipment used consisted of two 22<W Bucyrus-Erie churn
" drills using a six=inch chiselvtype bite. Normally only the upper
unconsolidated weathered zone required casing. Usual procedure is
to drill five feet and then bail out the sludge with a flap=-type
valve bailer. This sludge is dumped into a tub, and when well mixed,
a representative sample is placed in a pile on the ground for logging
and assay samples, When an ore zone is encounteréd, the sample interval
is usually réduced to two feet,

Initial drilling designated by the contract map consisted
of two rows containing a total of +thirteen holes to the south, and
seven holes to the east of previous driiling by the company during
the 1947-l8 period. Five of the holes to the south were completed
under the program. Negative resulﬁs of this .early work, indicated
poor ground for mining, and probably the adverse effects the declining
zinc market had upon the company's operating mine, contributed to-the
operator's decision for discontinﬁing_exploration in the contract areca.
A requesﬁ was made and granted on October 29, 1952 for termination of
the contract béfore completion of the worke |

Holes B~l, B~2, B-3, and D-2 were drilled by the operator
during the same period as the contract holes described above and were
Submitted for payment. However, it was necessary to disallow payment
for +these holes as they did not conform to contract stipulations
for either location or depth,

Technical Control =~ Supervision:

Direct supervision of the project was a company responsi-
bility. Locations of twenty initial holes were shown on a map
attached %o and{made a part of the contracts. Only five -of these
initial holes were completed, therefore no decision was required for
any additional hole locafions.

The company employed Dixon and Ottensman, local engineering
consultanté, to furnish the required surveying and mappingas

Driller's logs were supplied by the company for use in
monthly reportse ‘Sampies of each cut were furnished the U,S. Geological
Survey for use in preparing a more detailed log of the formations and
estimated values contained.

Exploration

The Dodgeville Mining‘Co. drilled about 34 holes in the Thomas
property in 1947 and 1948. Most of these holes were drilled in the
northwestern part of the SE%SE% sec. 21, and some of them were reported
by the company to have shown "fair to good zinc". Nine holes were
drilled in 1952 by the Dodgeville Mining Co. under DMEA contract E-183
as an attempt to locate zinc and lesad ore down to the top beds of the
"Trenton” (fig. 2). One group was to have been approximately vhere
holes D1 through D6 were drilled (pl. 1). The second group was to have
been drilled in the northeastern part of the SE}SE} sec. 21 as an

eastward continuation of the 1947-1948 drilling. Hole D2, in the first






group, was disallowed because it was not drilled deep enough to penetrate
the potential ore zone at the top of the "Trenton". Holes Bl through B3
were presumably drilled by the company as a part of the second group of
proposed holes, but as they were not located reasonably close to the
designated area they were also disallowed for payment.

Owing to a lack of proper supervision and cooperation by the
Dodgeville Mining Co. the contract was terminated without completion of

the planned exploration program.

Occurrence of ore
Ore-bearing beds

Zinc and lead minerals of the Porter's Grove area occur in the
Galena, Decorah, and Platteville formations, all of Ordovician age
(fig. 2). Early lead production was largely from the lower part of the
Galena formation. Zinc sulfide ore is not kmown to have been produced
in this area although it is reported that some smithsonite was produced
from shallow diggings. Miners! terms, subdividing the formations into
members, are used in this report.

The recent drilling in the Benjamin Thomas property by the c
Dodgeville Mining Co. failed fo discover zinc or lead ore, but small
amounts of galena were found from the "drab" into the top of the "Trenton',
and small amounts of sphalerite were found in the middle beds of the "gray"
and from the top of the "blue! into the top of the "Trenton (fig. 2).

The best concentration of sphalerite (one—quartef of one percent zinc

estimated) was in the "brown rock" and "glass rock".






Geologic structure

Very little detailed structural information is available in the
Porter's Grove area. Although the Dodgeville Mining Co. has done con-
siderable-drilling in the area, the records have been poorly kept and in
many cases the drill-hole information is 1ﬁadequate for determining
structure. Based on the meager information available, the Ordovician
formations of the Thomas property appear to have been gently folded.

The general trends of the folds appear to be north-south and east;west
(p1. 1). |

Elongate areas of old surface lead diggings and shallow shafts

indicate the presence of lead "crevices¥ and "ranges!" trending, in

general, a few degrees west of north (pl. 1).

Results of exploration
All of the nine DMEA drill holes in the Thomas property show small
amounts (up to one-half of one percent zinc or lead estimated) of sphal-
erite or galena (app. A, logs). Seven of the drill holes show small
amounts of both ore minerals. Although none of the drill holes penetrated
zinc and lead occurrences of ore grade, they do indicate that the area
has poséibilities of containing ore that might be discovered by a

thorough exploration program.

Recommendations
It is the opinion of the reporting geologist that drilling by the
Dodgeville Mining Co;, with DMEA assistance, failed to discover zinc.or
lead ore in the Benjamin Thomas property. Therefore it is recommended

that the exploration not be certified as a discovery.

Ore—beéring beds

Zinc and lead mineralization of the Porter's Grove area occurs in
the Galena, Decorah, and Platteville formations, all of Ordovician age
(fige 2)« Early lead ore production was largely from the lower part of
the Galena formation. 2Zinc sulfide ore is not known to have been pro-

‘duced in this area although some smithsonite has been accumulated from
shallow diggings. Miners' terms, subdividing the formations-into
members, are used in this report.

The oldest member of the Galena formation is the "drab" or "sand
rock"., The maximum thickness of the "drab" is about 1i0 feét, bﬁt much
of the member has been eroded in the Porter's Grove area. The Decorah
formation is divided, from top to bottom, ihto the "gray"; "blue",
"brown rock", and "cla& bed"., "Glass rock" is the uper ﬁamﬁer‘of the

Platteville'formation, and "Trenton" is the lower member.






Geologic struéture
Detailed structure has not been mapped in the Porter's Grove area.
However, it is assumed to be similar to structure in the Dodgeville area,

about 5 miles to the west, where very gently folded east-west anticlines

and synclines are crossed by less perceptible north-south folds. Zinc

and lead ore bodies occur in the Dodgeville area as narrow bedding-plane

veins, called "flats", at or near the "glass rock"-"Trenton" contact.

The veins are on the limbs of the east-west- synclines and bend around
the noses of the interfingering folds. These flats of .ore are in some
places connected by similar flats where the north-south anticlines cross
the east-west synclines. The small amount of drilling in the Porter's
Grove area indicates the eiistence of gentle folds, but not enough |
information is available -to determine definite trends and the locations
of axes.

Elongate areas of old surface lead diggings in the Porter's Grove
area indicate the presence of 1éad "crevices" and "ranges" similar to
those in other parts of the district. The cfevices are néarly vertical
mineralized fractures striking east-west, north-south, northwest, and
northeast. Two or more closely spaced and parallel crevices constitue
a range. The crevices are normally a fraction of an inch to several
inches wide, and at definite stratigraphic horizons in the Galena
formation they may widen into ore shoots called “openings". Known

lead ranges on the Benjamin Thomas property are shown on ﬁlate 1.






Character of the Ore

The lead crevices contain coarse~ to fine-grained galena, scme
smithsonite, and ocherous clay above the water table; and coarse~ to
fine~grained galena, pyrite, marcasite, calcite, and a small amount
of sphalerite below the water table.

Drill records indicate that zinc and lead mineralization occurs
in the "brown rock" and at the Base of the "glass rock", These
mineralized zones ére'not exposed in the aréa, but it is believed that
the "brown rock" mineralization consists of fine- to medium-grained
disseminations of sphalerite, galena, pyrite, marcasite, and calcite.
The basal "glass rock" mineralization is probably a flat of coarse-

grained sphalerite, galena, pyrite, marcasite, and calcite.

Exploration

Exploration for ore in this district is customarily by churn
drilling. Although wildcat prospecting for vertical lead crevices by
vertical drilling is likely to be unsuccessful, drilling for lead
crevices in areas of old surface‘diggings may be feasible because
these areas commonly mark the sites of lead ranges. Churn drilling
for the'lower flats and disseminated deposits of zince-lead ore has more
possibilities because of the greater horizontal extent of the flats. In
the Porter's Grove area no satisfactory éystem has been established tol
propsect for the lower zinc-lead flats and disseminations, except to
drill in areas of old surface diggings or along their tremds because
large lead ranges indicate rather intense mineralization and, in areas

adjacent to the Porter's Grove area, lower flats of zinc~lead ore have

been found under some of the ranges.

Twenty-nine holés have been drilled on the Benjamin Thomas
property, in sec. 21 (pl. 1)s Partial logs of these holes have
been included in the exaﬁining mining engineer's portion of this
report. All of the holes show some sulfide mineralization either
. in the "brown rock" or ﬁear the "glass rock"-"Trenton" contact, and
many of them show at least slight zinc sulfide and lead sulfide
mineralizétion at these horizons. Hole 7 shows good gglena in
the "sand rock", probably indicating a lead crevice. Holes 1, 13, and
28 show rather good zinc mineralization in the "brown rock". Hole 19
shows farily good znc mineralization in the "glass rock".

Further drilling is necessary to outline a mineable body of ore.
Drilling as proposed by the loan applicant is shown on plate l. The
-dbuble line of proposed holes south of hole 7 seems reasonable. Rather
than the double line of holes east of‘h61e 25, it mighf be better to -
put an eastewest line of holes between holes 19 and 28 and north of
hole 1. An eastuwest line of holes.through hole 13, in order to
have a cross section through thé three lead rénges, would add greatly -
to the structural picture of the area, would also prospect the ranges for

ore, and ﬁbssibly extend the rather good mineralization in hole 13.
