The contract was completed prior to fhe requirements that supporting
documentary evidence be submitted with the operator!s monthly progress
report before payment could be mades On June 26 and 27, 1952, Mre. Robert

Description of the Work:

Drilling under the contract began on Jamuary 21, 1952 énd the last
hole was completed on June 3, 1952, Fifteen holes with an average depth
of 120 feet or a total of 1809 feet were completed.

Equipment used consisted of 22-W Bucyrus-Erie churn drills using
a six inch chisel type bite Normally only the upper unconsolidated weathered
zone requires casing. Usual procedure is to drill five feet and then bail
out the sludge with a flap type valve bailer. This sludge is dumped into
a tub, and when well mixed, a representative sample taken and put in a

pile on the ground for logging purposes and any assay samples requlred.

When an ore zone is encountered, the sample interval is reduced to two feet.,

Progress in drilling was variable as the number of drills employed
varied from one to two. Also all work was entirely réceased from March 11
to April 29, 1952 due to ground conditions and the use of drills on other
propertye

Location of DeMeEeAs holes R 1 « R 9 and D 10 ».D 15 are shown on
Plate 1 accompanying this reporte Also shown are thirteen of the operators
pre-D.M.E.A. holes on and immediately adjacent to the contract propertye.

D~16 is a post=D.MsE.A. hole. Logs of the D.M,Eels drilling are to be found
in "Appendix A" of this report. Records of the other drilling by the company
in this area are on file iﬁ the Southwest Wisconsin District Atlas.

Phase one drilling consisted of two northesouth fows of holes. Oné
row near the center of the property crossed a lead range showing many shallow
pits and shafts.

The John J. Persons property is about 1 miles southwest of the city
of Dodgeville, Iowa County, Wis. (fig. 1), and includes the NiSW: sec. 5,
T. 5 N., R. 3 E. The property is a short distance east of the o0ld North

Survey mine in sec. 6 (pl. 1).

Exploration

Exploration in the John J. Persons property was an at%empt to locate
zinc and lead ore in an area of strong eastward-trending lead ranges
southwest of Dodgeville.

In 1948-and 1949 the Dodgeville Mining Co. drilled 46 holes in the
Persons property and adjacent area. Five holes (nos. 1-5, pl. 1) were
drilled in the Persons property. Holes nos. 1 and 4 could not be found
in the field, éo only their approximate locations are shown on plate 1.
The Dodgeville Mining Co. reported that cuttings from all of these holes
contained iron sulfides, those from hole no. 1 contained "light shines

of lead and jack" and those from hole no. 2 contained "light lead".






Thirty-three holes were drilled east of the southesst end of the North
Survey mine, which is one-quarter of a mile west of the Persons property.
This drilling indicated a possible eastward extension of the ore. Eight
holes were drilled just west of the Persons property in an unsuccessful
attempt to locate a further eastward extension of ore from the North Survey
mine (pl. 1).

A DMEA holes nos. R1-R5 were drilled in the central part of the Persons
property to explore the area of the Dodgeville Mining Company's holes

nos. 1-5 and the area of the old lead shaft (pl. 1). DMEA holes nos. ;
R6-R10, D11-D15, and Company hole no. D16 were drilled along the western
edge of the Persons property as another attemot to locate an eastward

extension of ore from the North Survey mine (pl. 1).

Occurrence of ore

Ore-bearing beds

Zinc and lead minerals of the area in which the John J. Persons
property is located occur in the Galena, Decorah, and Platteville forma-
tions, all of Ordovician age (fig. 2). Early lead-ore production was
largely from the lower part of the Galena formation. Zinc ore and recent
lead ore was produced from the upper part of the Platteville formation.
Miners' terms, subdividing tﬁe forméxions into members, are used in this
report..

Recent drilling ih the John J. Persons property by the Dodgeville

Mining Co. has shown lean and scattered deposits of galena from the "drab"

into the top of the "Trenton". Lean and scattered devosits of sphalerite
occur in the lower part of the "drab", the upper vart of the "gray", and
from the "blue" into the top of the "Trenton". Zinc and lead ore occurs
in the North Survey mine (pl. 1) near the "glass rock"-"Trenton" contact

(fig. 2), but no ore was found in the Persons property.

Geologic structure

In the sbuthwestern Wisconsin mining area the limbs of synclines
may contain steeply ihclined minerslized fractures called "pitches'. The
pitches are steeply dipping reverse faults roughly paralleling the trends
of the synclines and may develop on both limbs of the synclines. They are
inclined away from each other on opposite limbs and may extend from the
lower "drsb" into the top of the "Trenton!". Nearly vertical mineralized
fractures, called "crevices", may develop in the “dréb" and the "gray".
They are similar to’the pitches except that they usually do not show
reverse movement and may overlie either synciine or anticline.. Several
relatively closely spaced and parallel crevices constitute a "range'.

Early lead-ore production from the mapped area came from east-west
ranges. Several small crevices were cut by the Dodgeville Mining Company's
drill holes, but none of them appeared to contain enough galena to make
ore (app. A, logs).

All Ordovician rocks in this area have been gently folded. Known
fold axes indicated by structure contours on the top of the "browm rock",
as mapped from drill-hole data, trend generally northeastward and eastward

(pl. 1). Structure contours (pl. 1) are necessarily incomplete, owing to






scarcity of subsurface informetion. The striking features of the mapoed
structure are the northeastward-trending folds extending from the drilled
area just east of the North Survey mine across the northwest corner of the
Persons property. These folds contain zinc and lead ore east of the North
Survey mine and also contain the most abundant zinc and lead minerals

. found on the Persons property by the recent drilling. This fold trend

“merits further prospecting.

Results of exploration

The Dodgeville Mining Co. is very reluctent to assay drill cuttihgs
that do not appear to be of good ore grade. Thus zinc and lead values
given in the drill-hole logs (app. A) are chiefly visual estimates made
by>the U. S. Geological Survey field renresentztive and are believed to
be reasonably accurste. Samples of the better cuts are being held on file
in the U. S. Geological Survey office at Platteville, Wisconsin, and can
be made available for assay to authorized persons.

All of the 15 DMEA;i;i:s in the Persons proverty show small
amounts of sphalerite or galen, (app. A, drill-hole logs). Ten of the
drill holes show small amounts of both ore minerals. None of the holes
showed zinc or lead ore of mineable thickness. No. D11 is the best hole
drilled on the Persons property, showing 5 feet of material estimated to
contain 3 percent lead and less than 1/4 percent zinc in the bottom of

the "blue" and the top of the "brown rock". However, this hole can hardly

be considered to have penetrated material of ore grade.






Recommendations

It is the opinion of the reporting geologist that drilling by the
Dodgeville Mining Co., with DMEA assistance, failed to discover zinc
and lead ore of mineable grade in the John J. Persons property during
stage 1 (see Contract Idm-E168) of the exploration program. However,
the North Survey ore zone apparently crosses the northwest corner of the
Persons property (pl. 1). Stage 2 of the exploration program was not
begun inasmuch as stege 1 failed to discover ore "of a mineable grade on
the then existing ore market! (see contract). Therefore it is recommended

that the exploration not be certified as a discovery.

Early lead ore production came from nearly vertical veins (crevices)
cutting ihe "drab" or "sand rock'., The crevices generally occur in
groups of several parallel crevices constituting "ranges" that strike
east-west, north-south, northwest, and northeast. Elongate areas of
old shallow lead diggings indicate that large east-west ranges cross
the Persons property.. Individual crevices are normally as much as
several inches wide with ore shoots, called "openings", at several

stratigraphic horizons,.





Character of the ore

The flats at the contact of the 1ower."glass rock" and upper
"Trenton" are composed of sphalerite and some galena as ore mineralé,
with pyrite, marcasite, and calcite as the gangue minerals. Above the
water table the sphalerite has been largely converted to smithsonite,
Although the veins are relatively thin (about 3 to 6 inches average)
they are normally sufficiently high grade to permit mining with
6-foot backs.

Drilling on properties adjacent to the Persons area indicates
considerable zinc and lead mineralization in the "brown rock." The
ore mineralé"probably occur as fine- to medium-grained disseminations,
in favorable beds,

The upper lead crevices contain coarse- to fine-grained galena,
some smithsonite, and ocherous clay above the water table, and galena,
pyrite, marcasite, calcite, and a small amount of sphalerite below

the water table.

Exploration
Exploration for ore in this district is customarily by churn
drilling, but prospecting for the vertical lead crevices by vertical
drilling is likely to be unsuccessful. Churn drilling for the lower
flats and disseminations of zinc-lead ore has more possibilities

because of their greater horizontal extent.
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Detailed geologic structure in the Dodgeville area has not been
mapped except in one mine. Thus, exploratory drilling must be done largely
on trends of known ore bodies and mineralized areas, 'Large lead ranges
indicate rather intense mineralization, and in the past, lower flats of
zinc ore have been found under some of these ranges. Lead ranges on
the Persons property are shown on plate 1.

Three exploratory holes (B, C, and D, pl. 1) in the northwest
corner of the NE1/L Swl/lL sece 5, Te 5 Noy, Re 3 E., were drilled on a large
east-west lead range. Hole C is reported to have cut heavy iron sulfide
| mineralization near the "glass rock"-"Trenton" contact. The applicant
proposes to drill 8 holes in the vicinity of hole C and the old caved
shaft (pl. 1). This is ; reasonable exploration because the old shaft,
the high iron sulfide content of hole C, and the lead range suggest
possible zinc and 1ead‘mineralization in the vicinity.

The North Survey mine, which has produced considerable zinc—lead‘
ore from a flat in the top of the "Trenton", is in the Nwl/L SEl/L sec. 6,
T. 5 Noy R. 3 E., west of the Persons area, Drilling east of the
southern end of the North Survey mine indicates a probable continuation
of the ore body in that direction. Seven holes were drilled along the.
central part of the eastern edge of the NE1/L SE1/L sec. 6 (ple. 1), but
they failed to cut an extension of the North Survey ore body. The ap-
plicant proposes to drill two strings of holes along the western edge
of the NWi/L SWl/L sec. 5, one north and one south of the string of seven
blank holes. If the North Survey ore body continued under the Persons

property, it should be cut by this drillinge
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The applicant further proposes to drill two north-south strings
of offset holes across the center of the NW1/L SWl/L sec. 5 (pls 1).
These holes are recommended, but they should be drilled after the other
