1. Authority for contract. This agreemet is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of 1950, pur-


suant to Mineral Order 5, entitled "Regu1ations Governing Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects." 
2. Operator's property rights. The exploration project shall be conducted on that certain property situated in the State of 


WiflC..OflBiD..----------------------------, County of	 described as follows:

(b) That he is a lessee, in possession and entitled to possession, and the subordination agreement of the lessor is attached. 
3. Exploration project. The Operator, within ---------SiXtYt6Q).-------days from the date of this contract shall commence 


work on a project of exploration for' -----LeadrZiflC ------------------------------; shall prosecute the work efficiently, expertly, in a 
workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards, with suitable and adeuate equipment, materials, and labor, all 
properly designed to bring the project to completion within a period of' ----------(o)------nih.$-------------------from the date 
of this contract. The exploration .project and the work to be performed are more fully described on Exhibit "A" attached hereto, 
which, with any maps or drawings thereto attached, is made a part of this contract. 


4. Performance of the work. The work shall be performed by the Operator, under his sole direction and control: Provided, 
That with the consent of the Government and its written approval of the contract or contracts, all or any part of the work may 
be performed by the Operator through contract or contracts with independent contractors. The Government shall have the right 
to enter and observe and inspect the work at all reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all avail-
able means for doing so. The Government may consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


5. Fixtures and improvements. The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, 
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to 
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute 
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. The difference between the cost of such additional 
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the 
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share. 


6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit "A" attached 
hereto. As to equipment purchased for the project, the Government will contribute its agreed pro rata share of the cost thereof 
and the difference between the cost and the salvage value at the conclusion of the work shall be charged as a cost of the project 
to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

each, paid for or purchased with funds tributed jointly by the Operator and the Goent, shall belong to the Operato and 
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any 
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any suëh items. 
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest 
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the 
parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers aid classes (miners, muckers, millmen, etc.) , and of 
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the 
project is set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto. 


9. Rehabilitation and repairs. A statement of the cost of any necessary rehabilitation or repairs to put existing facilities, 
buildings, installations, and fixtures into useful and operable condition and which are to be allowed as costs of the project is 
included in Exhibit "A." 


10. Allowab'e costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the 
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering, 
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each ; and the costs 
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract. Although the Government may 
pay part of the cost of new or additional facilities, structures, buildings, and equipment, only the depreciation on such items, 
computed as indicated in Articles 5 and 6, will be charged as a cost of the project. No items of general overhead, corporate 
management, interest, taxes, or any other indirect costs not expressly allowed by these provisions, or work performed or costs 
incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in which the Government will participate. 


11. Accounts and audits. The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may 
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator's records and accounts by a 
certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said 
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. 


12. Progress reports. The Operator shall provide the Governmnt with monthly reports of work performed under the con-
tract upon forms to be provided by the Government. Each monthly progress report shall 'bear the certification of the Operator 
and shall constitute the Operator's invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report. 


13. Payment to the Operator. The monthly progress report (invoice), to the extent approved by the Government, shall be 
processed for payment by the Government. Payment shall be made in the amount of 	 percent of the approved costs incurred; 
Provided, That the aggregate total of all sums paid by the Government under this areement shall not exceed 	 --------

14. Final 'reports by Operato'r. Upon completion of the project or termination of this contract, the Operator shall provide 


the Government with a comprehensive geologic and engineering report, including an estimate of ore reserves, to he best of his 
ability. Four copies of all reports shall be furnished to the Government. 


15. Repayment by Qperato'r.. If, upon the completior of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery' or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be 
made, the Government, within 6 monthsthereafter, shalt so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the 
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Governmnt a percentage royalty on the net 
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date 
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully' repaid or said 10 years have 
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows: 


Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half

Of net smelter returns or other net proceeds in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton of ore: One and one-half (1%) 
percent, plus oile-half () percent for each additional fullfifty cents ($0.50) in excess of eight dollars ($ 8. 00 ) er lcôicof 
ore, but not in excess of a maximum of five (5) percent. 


This obligation to repay from net returns or proceeds shall be and remain a claim and lien upon the mineral deposit which is the 
subject of the exploration project and upon any production resulting from such discovery or development, in favor of the Gov-
ernment, until fully paid, or until said 10-year period has elapsed; and this claim and lien and the Government's right to repay-
ment shall survive any termination of the contract, whether by completion of the exploration project or otherwise. This article 
is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or his successor in interest to produce ore from any such discovery 
or development. 


16. No assignment of contract. Without the written consent of the Government, the Operator shall not assign or otherwise 
transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. 


17. Termination and completion. The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate this con-
tract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the con -
tract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of 
his operations under the contract and his expenditures of money; shall dispose of any unused materials, supplies, and equipment 
for the joint account of the Operator and the Government in the proportion of their respective interests; and shall pay to the 
Government its pro-rata share of any money remaining.

Statement of the Work 


The purpose of the project is to explore for lead-zinc ore 
by churn drilling. The work is to be done in two stages. 


Stage I


Drill holes spaced 60 feet apart on a line running N. 30° B. 
at an approximate location 100 feet east of the New Dali mine workings 
indicated more particularly on the attached map under the heading 
"First Recommendation". The line and holes shall extend northeast a 
sufficient distance to explOre the area east of ore holes presently 
located northeast of the New Dali mine and. shall extend southwest a 
sufficient distance to cross the syncline which contains the Dali mine 
workings and. holes D-.5, D,..Lf and D- .3 as shown on the attached map. 


Drill holes spaced 60 feet.apart on a line running N. 30° B. 
located approximately 100 feet west of hole D- .5 as indicated on the 
attached map under the heading "Second Recommendation". These holes 
shall cross the syncline. for the purpose of determining the westward 
trend of the ore indicated by holes D-5, D-.4 and D-.3. 


If either of the lines of holes drilled as above-described 
establish an ore trend, the ore body shall be drilled out by a suit-
able drilling pattern to be determined at the time by the Operator 
and the Government. 


The drilling for Stage I shall not exceed 4,320 lineal feet 


and all holes are to be drilled through the "Glass Rock". No change 
shall be permitted in the above-described work except with the ap. 


proval of the Government. 


Stage II


This stage shall be undertaken if, and. only if, the drill.-. 
irig performed under Stage I fails to encounter ore. 


Drill holes spaced 60. feet apart on a line running approxi-
mately north and south and located approximately 100 feet east of the 
Dali mine workings as indicated on the attached map under the heading 
"Third RecommendatiOn". 


Drill holes spaced 60 feet apart on a line running N. 3O B. 


located approximately 150 feet west of hole D-13 as indicated on the 


attached map under the heading "Fourth Recommendation". 


If any of the lines of holes drilled as above-described 


establish an ore trend, the ore body shall be drilled out by a suit-.-
able drilling pattern to be determined at the time by the Operator 
and the Government.

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The amount of d.rilllng permitted under Stage II shall be 
the difference between L.230 lineal feet and. the amount performed 
under Stage I. All holes shall be drilled through the "Class Rock". 
No changes will be permitted in the above work except with the ap-
proval of the Government.

Location of property 


The New Dali Mining Company's leases Include the *NFc- and the 


Cuba City, 
Wisconsin (fig. 1).

Zinc and lead mineralization in the vicinity of the New Dali mine 


occurs in the Galena, Decorah, and Platteville formation, all of 


Ordovicia.n age (fig. 2). Past production was largely from the lower 


part of the Galena and from the Decorah formation. Present mining 


and exploration in adjacent areas show the existence of ore in the 


upper part of the Plattevilie formation. Recent drilling on the New 


Dali property has penetrated the upper few feet of the Platteville 


and has shown ore at that horizon. There is a good possibility that 


ore may occur deeper in the P].attevilie, but this possibility has not 


been investigated here. 


Miners' terms, subdividing the formations into members, are used 


in this report (fig. 2). The oldest member of the Galena formation 


is the "drab", which has a maximum thickness of about 110 feet. The 


Decorali formation is divided, from top to bottom, into the "gray", 


"blue", "oil rock", and. "clay bed". "Glass rock" is the upper member 


of the Platteville formation. "Trenton" underlies the "glass rock".
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Geologic stru.cture 


Geologic structure of the base of the "oil rock" as mapped by 


the U. S. Geological Survey shows several east-west and northwest 


synclines (p1. 1). The ore bodies of the Dali and. Old. Dali mines 


were located on the south and southwest limbs of these synclines. 


The New Dali mine is located, near the axis of a syncline. Elsewhere 


in the southwestern Wisconsinmining district, the synclines may 


trend northeast or north-south as well as east-west and. northwest. 


The limbs of synclines may contain steeply inclined mineralized. 


fractures, called. pitches, and are favorable areas for prospecting 


in the district. The pitches are mineralized, steeply dipping reverse 


faults, roughly paralleling the trend. of the synclines. Pitches, 


inclined. away from each other, may develop in both limbs of the 


synclines; but in the New Dali area only south and southwest pitches 


are known. Here the pitches extend. from the lower "drab" into the 


top of the "glass rock". Usually there is a major outside pitch with 


minor parallel inside pitches. The pitches •may terminate in and be 


offset by flats which are nearly horizontal mineralized bedding-plane 


openings on the syncline side of the major pitch. Individual pitches 


and flats range in thickness from a fraction of an inch to several 


feet. Thin pitches and flats may be closely spaced, constituting a 


mineable ore body.

The New Dali workings are in the "blue 1' and the "oil rock". The 


faces show low-grade pitch and flat ore. The east and. northeast drifts 


show a well-developed pitch that is in the "oil rock 1' and "blue" and 


passes upward into the "gray". This pitch Is from 2 to 14 inches thick 


and. probably avera€es about 4 inches in thickness. It strikes northwest 


and dips steeply to the southwest. Several 1.- to 2-inch flats underlie 


this pitch..


Character of the ore 


The chief ore mineral in the pitches and flats is coarse-grained. 


aphale rite. A small and. variable amount of galena may accompany the 


sphalerite. The gangie, other than rock, is marcasite, pyrite, and. 


calcite. Thus, beneficiation of the ore is a rather simple process. 


Exploration 


Exploration for ore in' this district is customarily done by churn 


drilling. Some drilling has been done on the New Dali property, and 


plate 1 shows the locations of known drill holes and thether or not they 


encountered. ore. Zinc content of the cuttings was estimated by visual 


examination rather than assays. 


The applicant desires to explore the possibility of the New Dali 


pitch connecting with ore found by holes D-5, D-4, and D-3 and also to 


determine the eastern extent of the ore indicated by the group of holes 


northeast of the New Dali mine (p1. 1). It Is possible that the ore 


indicated by holes D-5, D-4, and D-3 is an extension of the Dali mine 


pitch rather than the New Dali pitch. Both possibilities should be 


considered.
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The possibility that the ore northeast of the New Dali mine 


continues to the northwest should also be considered. 


The structure and. indicated trends of mineralization in this area 


are favorable, and. it is recommended that the following drilling program 


be carried out. 


First: Holes along a line of N. 300 E. trend, to determine whether 


the New Dali pitch continues toward drill holes D-5, D-4, and 


D-3, should. be drilled 100 feet ahead of the position of the 


east drift face of the New Dali mine at the time of drilling. 


This line of holes should extend far enough northeast to explore 


the area east' of the ore holes northeast of the New Dali mine, 


and far enough, southwest to cross the .syncline containing the 


Dali mine workings and holes D-5, D-4, andD-3 (p1. 1). The 


holes should be spaced 60 feet apart. After the entire line 


of holes has been drilled, holes at 30-foot intervals should 


be drilled between the initial holes that indicate the presence 


of ore or interesting mineralization. 


Second: Holes along a line of N.' 300 E. trend should be drilled 


100 feet west of hole D-5 to cross the syncline and. to determine 


the westward trend of the ore indicated by holes D-5, D-4, and 


D-3. Holes should be spacid and drilled as in the first 


recommendation.

If either of these recommended explorations establishes an ore 


trend, the ore body should be drilled out by a suitable drilling 


pattern to be determined at that time by the applicant and. the field 


team.


If these two initIal lines of holes fail to encounter ore, third 


and fourth recoxnmend.ations are suggested. 


Third: Holes should be along a line of about north-south trend 


and. e 100 feet ahead of the Dall mine east face (p1. 1). 


These holes should be spaced and drilled as in the first 


recoinmendat ion. 


Fourth: Holes should be along a line of N. 300 E. trend.. and 


should be about 150 feet west of hole D-13 (p1. 1). These 


holes should be spaced and drilled as in the first 


recommendation. 


Any ore bodies indicated by the third and. fourth recommended 


exploration should be drilled out by a suitable drilling pattern to be 


determined at that time by the applicant and the field team. 


The applicant agrees to drill a few of the proposed holes through 


the "glass rock"; however, it is strongly recommended that all holes 


be drilled through the "glass rock". "Glass rock" and upper "Trenton" 


ore is being mined in adjacent areas. The top of the "glass rock" is 


known to. contain ore in this area and the Iglass 


contact should be thoroughly prospected..
