Fifty years ago there was a bunch of us sheep hereders found
copper outcrop in the Freze out mountains. We dug out two cars
from Grass Roots of high gradé_copper and shipped to the old
Argo Smelter at Denver.

There are nine claims all surveyed and recorded at the County
Clerks office here at Rawlins.
