The appiicant may be able to
furnish more detail of the sampling results and describe his method of
sampling and testing. :

If the applicant has this information and his estimate of the
yardage and grade can be established it appeers that some assistance
may be advisable. Providing the test pits are still open the DNPA
may wvant & field check of the applicant's claims.
