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INTRODUCTION

Robert J, Wagoner's Express Lode was examined July 29 and 30,
1952, The exémination"was made relative to docket DMEA-2584 by
J. F, Haynes, Bureau of Mines engineer. The purpose of the
examination was to appraisé the property for a proposed loan of
$5,000 to assist in exploratory work, Mr. Wagoner accompanied the
examining engineer to the property.. .

LOCATION AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Express Lode property is located almost entirely within
Section 32, T. 14 N., R, 81 W., Carbon County, Wyoming, although
small parts of two claims lie in Section 5, T, 13 N., R. 81 W,
(fig. 1). The area is approximately 16 miles east of Riverside,
Wyoming, along State Highway 230, An unimproved dirt road leads
to the mine from the highway, a distance of 1.3 miles.

The property lies on the southeast slope of a small ridge of
iow relief that strikes approximately N, 50° E. The elevation at
the mine is approximately 7,850 feet above sea level, and the |
}difference in elevation of any point in the immediate vicinity does
not vary more thaen 200 feet, There is no vegetation onr or near the
property other than sagebrush, although timber for mine purposes
can be obtained from sawmills in the area. A small stream on the
property furnishes some water throughout the year,

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION
No ore production has been recorded from the property., The

claims were purchased in 1903 from the original owners, and the
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Gibralter Mining Company was formed., A shaft was sunk on the
property and a short érosscut driven to intersect the ore zone.
Although good ofe was reported as having been found, no attempts
were made to mine and ship the ore, The company stopped operations
in 1904 after being unable to raise sufficient capital to continue
with their program., The owner, R, J, Wagoner, purchased the
property from the county for delinquent taxes, He has not made ahy
attempt to wérk the mine since teking possession.

The shaft is caved and the workings are not accessible,

DESCRIPTION OF THE DEPOSIT

Rocks observed in the immediate area of the Express Lode
property are igneous in origin; A faﬁlt contact between granite
and diorite is the most conspicuous structural feature., Mineral-
ization occurs in a narrow zone aloné this fault but continuity
along the sirike is limited to a short distance (fig. 2).

Mineralization at the surface consists of pyrite, limonite,
- copper carbonate, and a small quantity of covellite, Sporadic,
dense masses of white quartz occur in the g;anite, but no metéllicv
minerals were seen in those observed, The shaft was sunk in the
area of strongest surface mineralization.

MINABIE ORE RESERVES
There are no minable ore reserves on the Express Lode property.
PRESENT STATUS

According to available reports, the existing mine workings

consist of a vertical or nearly vertical shaf§ 125 feet deep., At

a depth of 42 feet, a crosscut was driven for 25 feet to intersect
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the projection of surface mineralization., These workings were not
accessible at the time of examination,

There is no equipment on the property. However, Mr., Wagoner
states that he has the needed equipment to carry on a limited
exploratory program. This was not actually seen as it is being
used at the time in work connection with the applicant's contracting
business; He stated that he no longer had the drill which he
mentioned in his application for a DMEA loan.

PROJECT PROPOSALS

The applicant is prepared to provide $2,500 on the proposed
exploratory loaﬁ. He proposes that the work consist of rehabilita-
tion of the éhaft.~ To estimate the amouﬂt of money needed for the
project, the applicant has assumed the entire shaft to be caved.
This assumption isunot based on personal inspection as Mr, Wagoner
has not inspected the‘underground workings. Howefer, during thé
examination period, the applicent stated that he intends to conduct
sufficient preliminary work fo determine the actual condition of the
shaft regardless of the decision on the proposed loan,

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Insufficient data are available on the property to reliably
estimate the cost of shaft rehabilitation, It is not known whether
the entire shaft or only a small section is in bad condition and in
need of retimbering.

Surface exposures of mineralization are narrow and of short
extent along the strike, The mineralization does not appear to be
suffiéiently strong to warrant an expenditure under existing con-
ditions, It is therefore recommended that a loan in the amount of

$5,000 be denied at this time,
