Commodity Members' Comments: 


Bureau of Mines - E. 3. Carison, dated Sept. 10, 1953 


"The mineral allanite has a specific gravity of 
2.7 to L.2, depending upon the amount of hydration. With 
this low and variable specific gravity, it would be very 
difficult to concentrate. The rare-earth oxide content of 
the mineral varies from about 12 percent to as high as 50 
percent. No domestic processors of rare earths are reported 
to be interested in processing allanite, with a probable 
average rare-earth oxide content of 25 percent, considering 
that supplies are available of monazite and bastnaesite 
containing over 6o percent rare-earth oxides. Besides, 
allanite contains considerable iron and calcium which makes 
processing more costly. 


"The thorium content, reported by the applicant, 
is 1 percent for the deoomposedgranite and almost 3 per-
cent for the allanite. Domestic monazites, analyzed by 
our. laboratories, run from 3.2 to over 9 percent thoria, 
and monazite can be readily concentrated and processed. 
For the above-mentioned reasons it is recommended that 
the application be denied -- unless the AEC expresses 
their interest in having thorium exploration work con-
ducted."

Commodity Members' Comments (continued): 


Geological Survey - Arthur P. Butler, Jr., 
dated September 15, 1953. 


The mineral allanite for which the applicant 
proposes to explore is a rare earth and thorium bearing 
aluminum iron magnesium silicate. Thorium content ranges 
up to about 3 percent, rather less than that in most 
monazite. Because of the greater difficulty of using 
allanite rather than monazite as a source of thorium and 
rare earths, and the absence of established facilities 
for using allanite, Mr. Butler concurs with Mr. Carlson 
in recommending that this application be denied unless 
the Uf S. Atomic Energy Commission expresses an interest 
to DMEA in having explored possible thorium resources of 
this type.

C omments: 


The subject application for aid in exploring 
for thorium must be appraised in the light of economic 
considerations end strategic requirements. The thorium 
is found principally in the mineral allanite and both 
Mr. E. J. Carison and Mr. Arthur P. Butler, Jr. are agreed 
that it is more difficult to utilize allanite in comparison 
with monazite as a source of thorium and that allanite is 
not reported as being used commercially for the production 
of thorium. 


In the area of strategic requirements the follow-
ing quotation from a letter dated September lL1, 1953, to 
the Lindsay Chemical Company from Mr. R. L. Faulkner, 
Acting Director, Division of Raw Materials, Atomic Energy 
Commission, is pertinent: 


"Procurement arrangements which we now have 
f or thorium seem adequate to supply our foresee-
able needs, and it does not appear that we should 
now arrange for additional supplies from new 
sources." 


In view of the foregoing, it is recommended that 
the subject application be denied without referral to the 
Field Team.

The application for Government assistance to explore the property 
identified above has been reviewed and discussed with H. D. Keiser, Bureau 
of Mines member, Thorium Commodity Committee, andJ. 0. Hosted, Atomic 
Energy Commission. 


The applicant proposes to explore by drilling, sinking, drifting, 
and trenching allanite bearing granite at a total proposed cost of 72,220. 


The mineral allanite for which the applicant proposes to explore is 
a rare earth and thorium bearing aluminum iron magnesium silicate. Thorium 
content ranges up to about 3 percent, rather less than that in most monazite. 
E. J. Carlson, Bureau of Mines, has written a memorandum on this docket pointing 
out the difficulties of utilizing allanite in comparison with monazite as a 
source of thorium and rare •earths and that allanite is not at present being 
used commercially as a source of these elements. 


Recommendations 


Because of the greater difficulty of using allanite rather than 
monazite as a source of thorium and rare earths, and the absence of estab-
lished facilities for using allariite, I concur with Mr. Carlson in re-
commending that this application be denied unless the U. S. Atomic Energy 
Commission expresses an interest to DMEA in having explored possible thorium 
resources of this type.

The subject application, requesting funds to investigate 
an intrusive dike for thorium contained in the mineral allanite, has 
been received by this offic?. 


The mineral allanite has a specific gravity of 2.7 to 4.2, 
depending upon the amount of hydration. With this low and variable 
specific gravity, it would be very difficult to concentrate • The 
rare-earth oxide content of the mineral varies from about 12 percent 
to as high as 50 percent. No domestic processors of rare earths are 
reported to be interested in processing allanite, with a probable 
average rare-earth oxide content of 25 percent, considering that 
supplies are available of monazite and bastnaesite containing over 
60 percent rare-earth oxides. Besides, allanite contains consider-
able iron and calcium which makes processing more costly. 


The thorium content, reported by the applicant, is 1 per-
cent for the decomposed granite and almost 3 percent for the allanite. 
Domestic monazites, analyzed by our laboratories, run from 3.2 to 
over 9 percent thoria, and monazite can be readily concentrated and 
processed. For the above-mentioned reasons it is recommended that 
the application be denied - unless the AEC expresses their interest 
in having thorium exploration work conducted.

Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the required 


final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall 


describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such 


certification, any minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years 


from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall

by the Operator for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the 


vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the Operator at a price at least as high as could other-


wise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,unless the Govern-


ment, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such dispo-


sition, the Operator shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost 


thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in proportion to their respective interests. 


If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, fails, 


neglects, or r'efuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, 


take possession of, and 'remove anddispose of any such property as aboe..rovided.''
